out to vote. “Let me tell you about
the Cambodian community, we
usually have 8% voters turned dur-
ing a special election, this time we
got up to 12%, and the Cambodian
in our universe came out at 25%”

said Senator elect Gonzalez during

her victory speech at the Hotel
Maya Double Tree in Long Beach.
Many Cambodian community lead-
ers and members played integral
part on her grassroots campaign in-
cluding door-knocking and phone
banks in Khmer language. “From
my experience, I believe she was
genuine and real and it was a proud
moment for us when she acknowl-
edged our community in front of

her crowds” said Charles Song.

Gonzalez serves as Long Beach
Councilwoman in the last ten years.
She holds a Bachelor’s degree in
Political Science from California
State University Long Beach and
an Executive MBA from Loyola
Marymount University. Senator
elect Lena Gonzalez will represent
District 33, which includes Long
Beach, Lakewood, Signal Hill and
Southeast Los Angeles. Her unex-
pired term will end on December 7,
2020, which means there maybe
another race in the general election
in the next fall. If no one runs for
the seat, she will continue to serve

the next term by default.
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
