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World Bank Report Says Few Cambodians
Using Bank Accounts

Only 3.7 percent of Cambodias
14 million people have bank accounts
with a financia institution, while less
than 1 percent of those with an account
are actually using them to save money,
according to aWorld Bank report releas=d
Tuesday.

Though the World Bank's Global
Financial Development Report for
2014 underscores how far Cambodia
still isfrom providing financial services
to its wider population, bankers on
Monday disputed the figures and said
many more people in the country had
accessed banking services since 2011.

According to the report, the per-
centage of Cambodians with a bank
account isthe same asin Yemen, Guinea
and the Demoacratic Republic of the
Congo.

"[Forty-three] percent of account

holders worldwide saved at a formal
financial ingtitution in 2011. This ratio
ranged from less than 1 percent in
Armenia, Cam-bodia, the Arab Republic
of Egypt, theKyrgyz Republic, Tgikistan,
Turkmenistan, and Uzbekistan to more
than 60 percentinAudtrdia, New Zedland,
and Sweden," the report says.

Regionally, the percentage of
Cambodia's population with a bank
account is far behind that of Singapore
(98.2), Thailand (72.7), Mdaysia (66.2),
Laos(26.8), Vietnam (21.4) and Indonesia
(19.6).

Though it is true that Cambodians
asawhole havelimited trust or knowledge
of banks, the financia sector here has
been growing at afast clip. Both deposits
and the amount of credit being handed
out in the banking sector have risen
sharply in recent years as banks from

SL Workers Demand Representatives Reinstated

About 200 workers protested outside
SL Garment Factory in Phnom Penh's
Meanchey district Wednesday demanding
that managers reinstate 19 union repre-
sentatives before a 15-day deadline set by
the government elapses.

The Council of Ministers has ordered
the factory to rehire the fired unionists or
face punitive measures by the Ministry of
Labor, an order factory director Joseph
Kee Leung Lee promised to follow Monday.

But SL's general manager and
founder both said Wednesday that the
workers' reinstatement was not ensured.

"It's not about whether we accept
back the workers or we don't accept back
the workers. We have never said that,
that's only what the government said,”
said Raymond Wong, the company founder,
by telephone.

"We have not promised anything yet
to accept them,” he said. "Thereis till no
result, we are still discussing."”

General Manager Koh Chong Ho
signed off on theletter from the government
to confirm its receipt, effectively starting
the 15-day countdown, but said he does
not see a solution on the horizon.

"We got the letter from the government
to reinstate the workers, but | haven't
received any instructionsto do so," he said.
"Maybe [Mr. Wong] will decide not to."

However, Oum Mean, secretary of
state at the Ministry of Labor, said the
order stood.

"If the factory still do not accept it,
we will take legal action against them,"
he said.

Outside the factory, the workers
pledged to keep up their protests unless
the government order was followed.

"We will keep doing the demonstration
until they accept the 19 representatives,”
said Siang Yot, a lega officer for the
Coadlition of Cambodian Apparel Workers
Democratic Union, of which amajority of
the workers are members.

"We do the demonstration, because
the company doesnot follow the government
directive and we call on the company to
heed the Council of Ministers' notice.

"If they follow the government's
directive and accept the 19 workers, we
will go work as normal, but if they still do
not accept them, we will call for a nation-
wide protest and international support
since we have the Council of Ministers
notice," Mr. Yot added.

Grant Knuckey, CEO of ANZ

In Channy, CEO of Acleda Bank,
aso said his bank has more than 1
million accounts, and that the total
amount of money saved by its account
holders currently stands at roughly
$1.5 billion.

"The World Bank needs to look
a the future and see the number of
banks coming into the industry. The
[percentage] of Cambodians now
with a bank account is more like 10
percent," he said.
