Lowell Real Estate Growing Sronger

The rea estate market in Lowell is
beginning to improve. The number of
deeds recorded rose from 575 in the first

five months of 2012 to 715 in thefirst five
months of 2013, an increase of 24%.
There was asimilar increase in mortgages
which jumped 28%, going from 1018 to
1301. There was aso a mgjor drop in

it cRiiiinoiisuniiiisi

foreclosures. From January to May of
2012, there were 88 foreclosure deeds
recorded. Inthe same period in 2013 there
were only 33 which is adrop of 63%.

Despite these positive statistics, the
recovery of the rea estate market has
been very slow. During April of 2013,
there were 78 homes sold in Lowell. The
sellers of 28 of these homes had owned
the property for more than 20 years which
means their mortgages were either paid
off or nearly paid off. In 17 other cases,
the seller was a bank that had become the
owner by foreclosing on a mortgage on
the property. In the rest of the cases, the
seller had owned the property for less
than 20 years and in most cases for less
than 10 years.

Many of the sellers who had owned
e 2

the property for less than 10 years owed
more on their mortgages than they received
from selling the property. This is known
asbeing "underwater" and it usudly prevents
the sale from occurring since the seller uses
the money received in the sale to pay off
the mortgage. If thereisnot enough money
to pay off the mortgage, the sale usually
does not happen. Recently, however,
lenders seem willing to take less than the
full amount owed on the mortgage when a
borrower wants to sell the property. This
is known as a "short sale" Even though
the lender gets less than the full amount
owed, it is still more money than it would
receive by foreclosing on the property so
sometimes this is the best option for both
lenders and borrowers.

Looking at the median sales price of
homes in Lowell helps show why this
problem exists. In 2002, there were 1646
sales in Lowell with a median price of
$185,000. In 2005, there were 2237 sales
with amedian price of $254,000. In 2011
there were only 983 sales and they had a
median price of $165,000. There were
the same number of salesin 2012 but the
median price had increased to $170,000.
While that is only a dlight increase, it is
going in the right direction. Until prices
increase to levels close to what they were
during the real estate boom, people who
bought homes during the boom (2003 to
2007) will continue to have difficulty selling
or refinancing their homes.

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Thailand Says Rainsy Banned Entry to Prevent 'Political Activities

Self-exiled opposition leader Sam
Rainsy yesterday went ahead with the
launch of hisnew book in Thailand-abeit
viavideoconference-after hewasrefused
entry into the country on Tuesday.

Thai Foreign Ministry spokesman
Manasvi Srisodapol said the decision
to ban Mr. Rainsy was made in order
to stop him from using Thailand as a
base to conduct his palitical activities.

"On this pulirular matter, we have
been in close touch with Mr. Sam
Rainsy for quite some time to advise
him to postpone his visit to Thailand
until after the elections, because in
the past, he has been known to use
opportunities with his visits to
manipulate political activities against
the government of Cambodia, and
Thailand has a longstanding policy
not to allow Thailand to be used by a
third party to undertake political
activities that would destabilize
another court try-in this case, an
Asean member state,” Mr. Manasvi
said.

"This is a decision based on the
Thai authoritiesthemselves," he added
when asked if officials in Cambodia

had contacted the Thai government
about Mr. Rainsy's planned visit to
Thailand.

Asked if the videoconference
would be allowed to go ahead, Mr.
Manasvi said: 'That is up to the
organizers, and they fully understand
Thailand's policiesin this regard".

Speaking by telephone from
Singapore ahead of the videoconference,
Mr. Rainsy, who has been banned
from running in July's national election
due to his convictions on charges of
incitement and the destruction of
public property, said he had been due
to speak at the Foreign Correspondents
Club of Thailand to launch his book,
‘We Didn't Start the Fire: My Struggle
for Demacracy in Cambodia."

"l think the fact is that Hun Sen
isvery afraid of the Cambodia National
Rescue Party and he must have
begged the Thai authoritiesto prevent
me from moving too close to
Cambodia," Mr. Rainsy said.

Interior Ministry spokesman
Lieutenant General Khieu Sopheak
said he had no information about Mr.
Rainsy's refusal of entry into
Thailand.

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On World Environment Day, a Call to Save Cambodia’'s Forests

About 200 people celebrating
World Environment Day yesterday
gathered in front of the National
Assembly to submit a petition asking
the government to stop the destruction
of Cambodias forests.

Wearing masks depicting cows,
wilda 1sand owls, the crowd of forestry
community members and environment
a lists accused the government of
neglecting the forests by granting
economic land to firms that engage in
illegal logging.

"Before, people went into the
forest and were afraid of tigers, but
now, they go into the forest and are
afraid of the Okhna and that their
companies will hurt them," said Theng
Savoeun, secretarial coordinator of the
Codlition of Cambodian Fanners
Community, referring to the Cambodian
honorific for awealthy businessman.

A report released by the WWF last
month said that Cambodia has lost
amost a quarter of its forests in the
past 40 years due to rapid devel opment
and China's demand for timber.

Sate mediad so reported that Prime
Minister Hun Sen said that 1.5 million
hectares of forest cover has been used
for economic land concessions, while

there remains 9.5 million hectares of
forest cover left in the country.
However, since 12 million hectares of
these concessions have been toward
rubber plantation, Mr. Hun Sen said
that these land grants, in fact, congtitute
forest cover.

Mr. Savoeun said that people had
gathered again this year as a similar
petition handed to the National
Assembly in 2012 had been ignored.
"The National Assembly failed to do
their obligation, [which is] to stop
deforestation," he said, standing next
to protesters holding signs that read
"live Green, live Happy" and "Stop
Deforestation.”

"We have observed that companies
who receive economic land concessions
are causing extreme destruction to the
forest which impacts the environment,”
Mr. Savoeun said. Vom Peo, who atended
the demonstration, said that the key
to stopping deforestation was to follow
laws on conducting aproper environmentd
impact assessment (EIA) before large
scale agriculture projects are allowed
to go ahead.

"We urge the government to review
ElAs before giving land concessions
to companies who cut down trees,"
Mr. Pao said

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Opposition Lawmakers Stripped of Posts, Salaries

The 12-member National Assembly
permanent committee, made up entirely
of CPP lawmakers, decided yesterday
to strip 27 opposition lawmakers from
the SRP and Human Rights Party
(HRP) of their parliamentary status
and salaries.

The decision means that opposition
members of Parliament, who are all
running in July's election as candidates
for the Cambodia National Rescue
Party (CNRP) , will no longer bedigible
to participate in parliamentary debates
or receive their monthly salaries, said
senior CPP lawmakers Chheang Vun
and Cheam Yeap.

The government says the lawmakers
arein violation of the election law by
simultaneously holding membership
in two parties at the same time.

Two members of the now disbanded
Norodom Ranariddh Party (NRP),
who are now running as candidates
for the Funcinpec party, have also been
removed from the National Assembly
as part of the decision, said Mr. Vun.

"We held discussions and the [per-
manent] committee agreed to freeze
the members of three parties, Sam
Rainsy Party, Human Rights Party
and NRP, which makes 29 members
altogether,” Mr. Vun said, adding that
the lawmakers would be banned from
Parliament until the country's fifth
democratic mandate beginsin September.

"These people abused their mandate.
Now they lost their membership. A
lawmaker cannot be in two parties,
and we don't have any CNRP members
elected to the national Assembly," he
added.

Stripping them of their parliamentary
status also means that no opposition
lawmakers will be present in the
National Assembly on Friday when it
debates a draft law on the denial of
khmer Rouge crimes.

Senior CPP lawmaker Mr. Yeap
said that after the permanent committee's
discusson yesterday, National Assembly
President Heng Samrin signed on to a
petition that Mr. Yeap submitted on
May 8, calling for a pay freeze of
oppodition parliamentarians representing
the SRP and HRP while smultaneoudly
running as CNRP candidates in the

election.

"The president signed the paperwork
for the wage freeze this morning after
thediscussion among 12 membersof the
committee,”" he said.

Sam Rainsy, the self exiled CNRP
president who has been banned from
competing in this year's election due
to an 11-year prison sentence he faces
in the country, said that the decision
was unconstitutional and revealed
how frightened the CPP is of a united
oppostion movement. Thisistotaly illegal
because members of the Nationa
Assembly are elected by the people
and only the people can put an end to

their mandate. Heng Samrin is not
the people therefore this petition is
completely illegal," he said.

The CPP lawmakers made the
decision "because they are afraid of
the growing popularity of support for
the National Rescue Party, so they are
doing whatever they can, including
making illegal decisions, to try to
undermine us," he said.

While legal experts were mixed
yesterday on thelegality of the decision,
political analysts and rights activists
said that the move was not so much a
legal matter asit was another example
of the CPP using its political might to
intimidate the opposition and manipu-
late the Country's legislative process.

"Thisisjust for political gain giving
a hard time to the opposition,” said
independent political analyst Chea
Vannath.

‘The ruling party might have a
plausible reason to do so, but..it just
shows that the democracy is not at a
mature stage yet in Cambodia,” she
added.

Thun Saray, the president of rights
group Adhoc, said that the decision
will prevent opposition members of
Parliament from benefitting from their
parliamentary protections and limit
their financial means during the crucial
month long campaign period, which
begins in three weeks.

"The problem isthey have immunity
if they don't withdraw their membership
from Parliament [Normally], they can
do the campaign without any kind of
physical violation or arbitrary arrest
because they have immunity, and if
they have that money [from their
salaries] they can campaign aso," he
said.

Independent political analyst Lao Mong
Hay said the decision may also delegitimize
a controversial law on the crimindization of
the denid of khmer Rouge atrocities set to be
debated in the national Assembly on Friday.

"The decision affects the legitimacy
of any law that might be enacted during this
period, for instance the genocide denial law.
If enacted without the participation of those
[members of Parliament), that law will not
have much legitimacy, to say the least," he
said.

The law on the Election of Members of
the National Assembly statesthat "acandidate
who resigns from his party shall automatically
lose his membership in the National
Assembly,” but says that if the nation occurs
more than six months before an election, the
party may replace the parliamentarian.

Sok Sam Oeun, a lawyer and director of
the of legal aid group Cambodia Defenders

Project, said if the SRP and HRP parliamen-
tarians were now registered with the CNRP,
that meant they had left their original party.
If other people were to take their place, it
would need to be more than six months
before the election.

"So, the government and CPP members
can complain about that and control their
saary," he said.

Koul Panha, executive director of the
Committee for Free and Fair Elections in
Cambodia, admitted that the legality of the
decision was murky, but said that "the Spirit
of the law" was meant to allow members of
the National Assembly to change parties
without risking their former party's seat in
Parliament

‘The CPP is able to do anything for their
benefit During election time, they try to
make members of the opposition fare trou-
ble," he said.
