It appeared the thugs had broken
into the apartment by ripping an iron
screen off a window accessible from a
flat roof one story off the ground.

Candidate Mahan was not seen or
heard from that entire day — until it was
time for the candidates forum for
Mayoral, City Council and School
Committee candidates at the Lowell
Memoria Auditorium.

And oh what a forum it was! Let's
pause for amoment and let thissink in —
5,000 audience membersfilled the LMA,
while another 6,000 were outside “clam-
oring for admission.” ELEVEN THOU-
SAND peopleturned out for a candidates
forum!

In the last six years, | cannot recall
a forum that has drawn more than 100
gawkers.

Anyway, back to Mahan. He was
one of 10 candidates in the mayoral pri-
mary. He reemerged from his kidnapping
ordeal just intimefor the forum, sporting
alump under one eye.

He told the crowd four men, one
who jammed a gun into his side, had
nabbed him, bound and gagged him, then
stole $137 and his gold watch.

“He asked for a cigarette and they
blew smoke in his face,” the Sun report-
ed. “They kicked him in the face.”

Mahan said the outlaws drove him
around for several hours and then left
him in an abandoned house near

Providence, Rhode Island. At noon he
managed to untie himself, hitch aride on
atruck to Milton, then one to Boston and
finally one to Lowell.

“His clothes were torn to shreds,”
the Sun reported.

Being kidnapped by bandits wasn't
the only trouble candidate Mahan got
himself into that day. During his speech
at the candidates' forum, Mahan referred
to LPD Officer Alfred J. Cooney of the
Vice Squad as having been the “ticket
taker at a camp in Tyngsboro where
booze was being sold and a hula hula
dancer was entertaining.”

Cooney said the comments were
libelous and filed an internal complaint
against Mahan, who was suspended
without pay for six months by LPD
Superintendent Hugh Downey. When the
six months was up, the state’s Civil
Service Commission refused his rein-
statement, extending the suspension by
an additional six weeks.

And in case you were wondering,
Mahan was not successful in his mayoral
bid. In fact, he only received 40 votes.
Thetwo candidates who survived the pri-
mary were Thomas Corbett (7,054 votes)
and Thomas Braden (6,045 votes).

Corbett claimed victory in the
December 7 general election, following a
week-long recount, with a vote tally of
15,395 to 15,303.

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National Assembly's Finance
Committee Approves 2014 Budget

The Nationa Assembly's CPP-run
finance committee approved the country's
$3.54 bhillion draft budget for 2014
Wednesday, its last hurdle before debate
and a possible vote can be held by the full
Assembly, where the opposition is still
refusing to take nearly half the seats.

Still refraining to divulge any details
about the hefty spending bill, finance
committee chairman and CPP lawmaker
Cheam Yeap said the draft was approved
after four hours of questions put to
Finance Minister Aun Porn Moniroth.

"After the discussion and questions
about this law we approved it and sent it
to the [Assembly's] plenary session,” he
said.

Mr. Yeap said the plenary session
would take place early next week, where
it will be opened for debate and a possible
vote.

"We can't say how much money we
will spend [on each ministry] now, so
please wait until the plenary session takes
place. We will distribute this law after
that meeting," he said.

An official inside the Assembly's
information office, who spoke on the con-
dition of anonymity as he is not author-
ized to speak to the media, said the ses-
sion had been scheduled for Tuesday.

Mr. Porn Moniroth and other offi-
cials at the Finance Ministry could not be
reached for comment.

The government has been drafting
the budget in complete secrecy and with-
out any input from the opposition CNRP,
which won 55 of the Assembly's 123 seats
in July's national election but is boy-
cotting parliament to protest what it says
was a fraudulent vote.

"In good practice the government
needs to release the draft budget in order
to have a public consultation," said
Chhith Sam Ath, executive director of
NGO Forum. "The budget is the budget
of the Cambodian people and they need to
know what and where their money is
going to be spent, if it is going to be in
their interest.”

Past budgets have been criticized by
the opposition and the country's foreign
donors for not allocating enough to the
health and education sectors.
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UN Says 2012 Set Record for Cambodia Drug Busts

There were record numbers of
seizures of crystal methamphetamine and
cocaine last year in Cambodia, which
continues to be targeted by transnational
and Asian drug trafficking groups for the
production of illicit drugs, the U.N.
Office of Drugs and Crime (UNODC)
said in a new report released Friday.

The report, entitled Patterns and
Trends of Amphetamine-Type Stimulants
and Other Drugs—Challenges for Asia
and the Pecific 2013, aso states that
Cambodiaisahotbed for the manufacture
and transit of am-phetamine-type stimulants
(ATS) and other illegal drugs and that the
use of meth-amphetaminein both crystaline
and pill form ison therise.

“Crystalline methamphetamine and
cocaine seizuresin Cambodiain 2012 are
the highest ever reported from the country.
The manufacture, trafficking and use of
ATS is significant and is becoming
increasingly problematic in Cambodia,”
the report says.

“A large share of cocaine smuggled
into Cambodia is destined for Thailand
and other markets in the region,” the
UNODC said, adding that some 41 kg of

co-caine was seized last year, up from 1.1
kg in 2011.

The report aso says that in 2012 a
total of 33.5 kg of crystalline metham-
phetamine was seized, a 75 percent increase
compared to the previous year when 19.1
kg was seized.

“This signifies the highest amount
ever reported by the country,” thereport says.

In addition, “a large and growing
majority of persons arrested for drug-related
offenses or persons submitted for drug
treatment in-volve methamphetamine,” it
continues.

The rise in seizures was evident in
theraids of a“significant number” of labs
producing either precursor chemicals
such as safrole oil, an ingredient that can
be found in the meas prov tree, aswell as
methamphetamine and MDMA. Most of
these labs were in Phnom Penh.

“[H]owever, due to the paucity of
data, the full extent of illicit drug manufacture
in Cambodiais unknown,” the report says.

Still, “Transnational organized crim
-ina groups, particularly from Asia and
West Africa, continue to use Cambodiato
manufacture and tran-sit ATS, their pre-
cursor chemicals, and other illicit drugs
such as co-caine and heroin,” the report
states.

The first senior-level meeting between the
opposition Cambodia National Rescue Party
(CNRP) and Prime Minister Hun Sen's party

ended on a pessimistic note Tuesday though they
have decided to continue negotiations, officials
said.

The CNRPsaid in astatement that the meeting
was not “fruitful,” lamenting that its key proposal
for an investigation into fraud and other irregu-
laritiesin the July 28 elections continues to be set
aside by the ruling Cambodian People's Party
(CPP).

“The CNRPwould like to inform the public
that the meeting of working teams between the

results,” the statement said, adding that the lack
of successful negotiations was due to “the CPP
[refusal] to investigate the election irregul arities.”
“To be responsible before the nation, the
CNRP thinks an investigation into election irreg-
ularitiesisvital, and it must be carried out before
any political solution agreement takes place.”

The two parties failed to discuss the “vital”
issue, the CNRP said after their first meeting
since talks in September collapsed.

The CNRP added that while Tuesday's
three-hour closed door meeting had “not pro-
duced any positive results,” it would like to con-
tinue to hold talks with the rul-
ing party. The next meeting
could be held late this week.

“Theillicit harvesting and export of
safrole-rich ails...which can be used asa
precursor for MDMA, remains an envi-
ronmental and law enforcement concern.”

Looking beyond the production of
illegd substances, the UNODC saysgatidtics
on the number of drug usersin Cambodia
are inconsistent.

The report notes that the number
given by the National Authority for
Combating Drugs (NACD) in 2012 was
4,057, but was amended in March 2013
to an estimate in excess of 10,000 users.

The NACD’s secretary-general,
Lieutenant General Meas Vyrith, said by
telephone yesterday that the number is
“between 5,000 to 6,000 drug usersin the
whole of the country.”

InMarch, NGO Mith Samlanh esimated
that at least 40 percent of the estimated
20,000 street children in Phnom Penh
were using drugs.

The UNODC report found that there
had been an uptick in the number of
users who inject drugs. In line with that
view, the number of HIV cases among
the injecting population of drug users
had also risen from 24.1 percent among
1,900 injecting drug users in 2011 to
24.8 per-cent in 2012, according to the
National AIDS Authority of Cambodia.

To combat drug use around the
country, there are 13 “temporary centers
for drug education and rehabilitation” —
six of which are run by the government
with the remaining seven operating privately.

“However, international and gov-
ernment agencies are concerned that
drug treatment centers in Cambodia do
not have sufficient treatment focus,” the
report says.

According to Lt. Gen. Vyrith, ajoint-
government/UNODC community based
treatment program in Banteay Meanchey,
Stung Treng and Battambang provinces
“hasbeen successful and will expand” further.

Clay Nayton, a community-based
treatment officer with the UNODC in
Cambodia, said the establishment of the
program has proven a viable aternative
to the country’s drug centers, providing
support for 1,200 drug users.

“The program has been running for
close to three years and offers a human
rights based gp-proach and viable dternative
to compulsory state-run rehabilitation
centers,” Mr. Nayton said.

While drug-related arrests decreased
25 percent from 2,381 people in 2011 to
1,788 people in 2012, the number of
arrests is till significantly greater than
the average of 517 arrests recorded
between 2006 and 2010, the report says.

Lt. Gen. Vyrith said he does not
have figures related to seizures this year,
but said the numbers could likely be
higher than 2012.

“Comparing thefirst nine months of
this year to last year, we have had more
crackdowns on drugs be-cause our officids
are paying more attention to carrying out
the law and law enforcement,” he said.
