Visa Cases and Fiancé Cases for |1V cases,
except for age out children, there is no

deadline.

The answer is ssimple and the problem
is aready fixed:

- There is a Manpower Shortage in
Phnom Penh - they used to have 4 Consular
Officers, one left and there are only 3.

-Summer time and the DV (Diversity
Visa) interviews which have a 09/30/2013
deadline. If not issued, they lose there
opportunity to come to the US.

- The changes in the Visa Bulletin
that has, for August, made a category of
Family Visas Current (wives and children
of Permanent Residents) which meansthat
must be interviewed before 08/31/2013. If
they do not have issued Visas by
08/31/2013, they will have to wait, perhaps
for 2 more years before having another
opportunity.

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Sar Kheng Warns of ‘Trouble' if Negotiations Stall

Interior Minister Sar Kheng on
Monday warned of “trouble” if opposi-
tion leader Sam Rainsy does not return to
the negotiating table to hammer out a
solution to a stalemate between the CPP
and the opposition over irregularities during
the July 28 national election.

Mr. Kheng made his comments after
he met privately and separately on
Monday with the French and German
ambassadors, and after the National
Election Committee (NEC) said on Sunday
that plans for an inter-party committee to
investigate alleged election irregularities
had been abandoned.

The CNRP, which aso claimsit won
thedection, isingsting on U.N. involvement
in any committee looking into what they
say was widespread electord irregularities,
a condition the NEC has refused to meet.

Mr. Kheng on Monday backed the
NEC in their decision.

“l had a dialogue with Sam Rainsy
by telephone, and told him that if we
kicked out the NEC's existing mechanism
and tried to find an alternative, there
would be more trouble,” Mr. Kheng said,
flanked by officials at the Interior
Ministry.

“There is no necessary condition
requiring the participation of this or that
person,” he said.

Mr. Kheng did not elaborate as to
what “trouble” he was referring to, but
added that the country’s national develop-
ment could be adversely affected by the
current standoff.

Mr. Kheng also said that the CNRP
needs to be mindful of upsetting the
peace, and that any demonstrations must
ensure “that people can live in harmony
and that investment projects and social
development will run as normal.”

His mesetingswith the two ambassadors
had centered on “election irregularities
and socid security after last month’'selection,”

he said.

In  separate emails, German
Ambassador Wolfgang Moser and French
First Secretary Nicolas Baudouin said
they could not comment on the content of
their meetings with the minister.

It is not the first time that a high-
ranking member of the ruling party has
aluded to the possibility of instability in
the wake of election results.

Prior to the election, Prime Minister
Hun Sen repeatedly warned of areturn to
civil war or an eraresembling the Khmer
Rouge period if his long-ruling party
should lose. After his party took athumping
at the polls on July 28, Mr. Hun Sen at
first appeared conciliatory, but on Friday
warned again of severe social chaos in
Phnom Penh should the opposition
demonstrate publicly.

CNRP spokesman Yim Sovann said
his party had no intention of creating
instability and insisted that following the
law was of paramount importance to his

party.

“What we have done is follow the
law,” Mr. Sovann said. “We have done
nothing against the law. Anybody who
wants to recreate the Khmer Rouge
regime is a crimina. The words that
intimidate people should be avoided,” he
said.

“Let the people judge—he [Mr.
Kheng] shouldn’'t talk about that—he is
in charge of security, and he has the
means to do it peacefully.... You control
the Ministry of Interior, so you are
responsible for anything that occurs during
demonstrations.”

Protests, however, are a last resort
for the CNRP, Mr. Sovann added.

The NEC issued its own statement
pertaining to security concerns Monday,
caling for the public not to listen to
NGOs or the mediauntil an official eection
result is reached.

“The dissemination of untrue infor-
mation could confuse the public, which
would spoail the environment and affect
the social and security orders,” it said.

The CPP was the first to announce
an election result, claiming that it had
won the election with 68 seats to 55 seats
for the opposition CNRP at 7:40 p.m. on
the night of the election.
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CNRP to Present Thousands of Election
Complaintsto NEC

The opposition CNRP will today
present the National Election Committee
(NEC) with itsfindings from a nationwide
effort to gather election-day complaints—
of which the party has received at least
18,400—but believes this represents only
afraction of polling day irregularities.

CNRP officials in Phnom Penh,
where 2,000 complaints were reported as
of Friday, and the closely contested
provinces of Prey Veng, Siem Reap,
Battambang, Kompong Cham, Kandal
and Kratie said that though many people
had filed complaints, some citizens
refrained from doing so for fear of local
authorities.

Mao Monivann, a CNRP lawmaker
in Kompong Cham province, last night
estimated that he had collected as many as
10,000 complaints from people rejected at
voting booths.

“It is a big province with a lot of
communes. We have about 10,000 inci-
dents to report to headquarters in Phnom
Penh,” he said.

In Siem Reap province, CNRP law-
maker Ke Sovannaroth reported that many
disenfranchised voters had been too
frightened to add to the total of roughly
500 complaints lodged with the party.

“Many people confirmed with us that
they would give evidence of irregularities
on polling day but after being threatened
by local authorities, they did not provide
their [Signatures] because they were worried
for their safety,” she said.

A CNRP lawmaker in Battambang,
Kheoy Sinoeun, who went from village to
village to collect complaints, said he had
tallied about 1,700 complaints.

“We have counted 1,287 people
whose names were not found on thelist on

voting day; 181 who found that someone
had aready voted in their name; and 237
who could not vote because their identification
documents did not match NEC records.”

“We went to the people in order to
make them feel safe to report but there
was often a police presence close by and
many people were afraid to provide evi-
dence.”

Kim Ling, CNRP executive in Prey
Veng province, reported a tally of 2,534
complaints, while officials in Kandal and
Kratie provinces gave estimates of 1,000
and 700 complaints, respectively.

CNRP chief whip Son Chhay said
that investigations since election day |eft
him with no doubt that his party had won
the mgjority of votes.

“Initially, we concentrated our inves-
tigations on the provinces we needed the
fewest amount of votes to win another
seat,” he said.

“But now we have learned that it is
not just these provinces that were cheated.
We have information from large provinces
such as Kompong Cham and Prey Veng
that would suggest we might have won
another seat in each.”

“Qur initial figure of 63 seats, if the
polls were run legitimately, may now be
as high as 65. It just keeps increasing. We
have no doubt that the CNRP won the
election.”

CNRP spokesman Yim Sovann said
he had little confidence that the NEC
would act upon his party’s findings, and
that the CNRP would continue to push for
an objective investigation.

“We will present our findings to the
NEC as a gesture only. We don't believe
they will act but this is the next step we
must take in order to have somebody out-
side the NEC investigate,” he said.

Fifty years ago people in
Lowell knew little about
Southeast Asia but then young
men from here were drafted
and sent to fight in Vietnam.
Some of them died there.
Arcand Drive, which runs
from Lowell City Hall to the
Tsongas Arena, is named for PFC Donald
Arcand who died at age 20 when hisArmy
helicopter was shot down on September 1,
1965. Calery Park, which lies between
Stevens and Wilder Streets in the
Highlands, is named for William T.
Callery who was killed by hostile fire on
February 22, 1966. He was 21.

When America's involvement in the
Vietnam War ended in the 1970s, people
in Lowell assumed that the only future
connection between the city and Southeast
Asia would be the local monuments and
plaques erected in memory of those who
died there. No one imagined how wrong
that assumption would prove to be.

The first refugees from Southeast
Asia arrived in Lowell in the late 1970s.
They were mostly from Vietham but some
were from Laos and Cambodia. A 1980
census found fewer than 100 people from
Southeast Asialiving in Lowell. That early
group was resourceful, however, and
quickly established small businesses,
community support organizations, atemple
and the other things needed to create a
thriving immigrant community. Over the
years, asmdl but steady stream of Cambodians
and Laotians came to Lowell.

In 1986, however, that stream became
aflood. The"Massachusetts Miracle" saw
this state's economy booming while the
rest of the country suffered from high
unemployment and economic stagnation.
Southeast Asian refugees who had settled
in other parts of Americawere soon moving
to Lowell, attracted by plentiful jobs and
the already vibrant Cambodian community
in the city.

By 1987, conservative estimates held
that Lowell's residents included 3,000
people from Laos and more than 18,000
from Cambodia. Later estimates said that

number was as high as 30,000. While
there were plenty of jobs, such a large
number of new residentsarriving in such a
short time created strains on people and
resources, especially rental housing. But
the greatest impact was on the Lowell
public schools which struggled to find
space and bilingual teachersfor the dozens
of new students who were enrolling each
week.

In early 1987, the state department of
education granted an emergency waiver
that allowed Lowell to place 160 bilingual
students, both Hispanic and Asian, in rented
rooms at the Y MCA and the Boys Club on
the condition that the city would bring
those students into regular facilities at the
beginning of the new school year. The state
also demanded that the city implement a
central enrollment system that would
begin to address the racial segregation that
had arisen in the Lowell school system.

The school committee refused to
adopt such aplan and so agroup of parents,
mostly Hispanic but with the support of
many Southeast Asians and the U.S.
Department of Justice, filed a lawsuit
against the city in federal court.

While that lawsuit was pending, the
people of Lowell in the fall of 1987 elected
several new school committee members.
Almost immediately, relations between
the minority parents and the public school
system began to improve. After countless
hours of negotiations, the lawsuit was settled
and the city adopted a central enrollment
system that would desegregate the
schools. As a result of this plan being
adopted, Lowell moved to the top of the
state's school building assistance program
and by the early 1990s, more than a dozen
brand new schools had been built with the
state paying 90% of the cost.

Today, Cambodian people are an
integral part of the Lowell community and
for many, the events of 1987 seem like
ancient history. But it is important to
understand that things might have ended
differently if many people of good will
from all groups had not come together and
struggled for outcomes that were in the
best interest of all residents of Lowell. It
is alesson worth remembering today.

to revitalizing the partialy blighted
lower highland neighborhood and to
elevateinterest in the area's stores and
restaurants, attract new businesses,
bring in tourists, and increase civic
pride.

The designation was a timely
response to the aspiration of the com-
munity and businesses as reflected in
their positive responsesto a brief survey
in early 2010 conducted by the
Cambodian Mutud Assstance Asocigtion
(CMAA) of the greater Lowell. In
October 29, 2011, a Cambodia Town
Committee, an organization of volun-
teers, was set up with the support of
the Cambodian community and busi-
nesses; and the Committee works
closely with the City and other com-
munity based organizations to
advance avision of economically, cul-
turally vibrant and prosperous
Cambodia Town of Lowell.

Lowell is home to the second
largest Cambodian American commu-
nity in the United States after Long
Beach, California. According to
Richard Howe, co-author of a book:
Legendary locals of Lowell, Cambodian
refugees were attracted in large numbers
to Lowell by relatively plentiful jobs
in the mid 1980s and the already
vibrant Cambodian community in the
city. According to the 2010 US Census,
Lowell has about 22,000 Cambodians;
however, it is widely agreed that
Cambodiansin Lowell were seriously
undercounted. Community leaders,
who live and work for decades in the
community, estimated that there are
approximately 35-40,000 Cambodians
about one third of the city population;
the estimate is quite consistent with

extrapolated school enrollment data.
As the result, Lowell has a large pro-
portion (20.2%) of Asians compared
to only 5.3% statewide and also has a
high proportion (14.8%) of Asian-
owned business versus 4.5% statewide
(Census 2010).

There are at least 200 Cambodian
American businesses of all sizes and
kinds most of which are concentrated
in the Cambodia Town. Cambodian
restaurants are ubiquitous; each offers
a variety of authentic ethnic dishes,
and it also tends to have its signature
dish based on customer preference.
For example, customersusually like a
sour beef stew (Samlor Machu Sach
Koa) at Red Rose restaurant or roasted

or Apsara Jewelry on Middlesex etc.
You can buy necklace with lucky
charmed pendant or bracelet with
artistic design or earrings of Angkorian
style or contemporary Cambodian
fashion. During summer weekends,
you can see traditional wedding
receptions at Cambodian restaurants
with bride and groom wearing a set of
dazzling jewelries, wedding crown,
costumes, and changing each set
every hour throughout the evening.
Traditional wedding is customarily
organized in two parts; the first part
isorganized in a morning at a bride's
home with invited monks chanting
blessings for a couple. The reception
is generally held in the evening with
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duck at Phnom Penh restaurant or
steamed soy sauce Tilapia (Trey
Cham Hoy) at Mekong restaurant or
Rice Field Sour Fish Soup (Samlor
Machu Srae) at Piphup Thmel restaurant.
All ingredients are authentic and
found at local Grocery Supper
Markets: Phnom Penh Market on
Branch Street, Hong Kong Market on
Westford, and Bangkok Market on
Chelmsford Street etc.

Authentic jewelry stores are al'so
omnipresent throughout the Cambodia
Town. You can find, for example,
Asian Jewelry on Westford Street, and
Phnom Pich Jewelry or Pailin Jewelry

invited guests from both sides. the
bride's side and the groom's. If inter-
ested, one can also buy traditional
costumes, jewelry, lucky charms, and
other souvenirs at local costume and
souvenirs shops throughout the Town.

Religion plays important rolesin
most Cambodian American life. From
birth to death, Cambodians involve
Buddhism oneway or another. Buddhist
monks are, for example, invited to
chant blessing for a newborn athough
this practice is rare nowadays. There
are usually Buddhist ceremonies
throughout a year: Phjum Ben, New
Year, funeral etc each of which

involves monks chanting blessing.
Three Buddhist temples offer reli-
gious services in Lowell; one temple,
known as Glory Buddhist temple, is
located in the Cambodia Town off
Chelmsford Street while two others,
Trairatanaram and Khmer Lowell
Temple, are in neighboring communi-
ty. There are score of other cultural
entities that make Lowell Cambodia
Town culturaly vibrant. Cambodian
Mutual Assistance Association pro-
vides culturally appropriate social
services, Metta Health Clinic of
Lowell Community Health Center
provides culturally competent health-
care services; Angkor Dance Troup
and Tep Niyum Musical offer classi-
cal and folk dances for various occa
sions etc.

In sum, Cambodia Town offers
great opportunities for tourists to
experiences authentic cultures and for

investors to invest in new businesses,
and for Cambodian Americans to be
proud of. Visiting the Cambodia Town
of Lowell gives you not only great
memorable experiences, but also help
promote sustai nable economic growth
that would help this former refugee
community to redlize its vision of
economically, culturally vibrant and
prosperous Cambodia Town. The
Lowell Cambodia Town can be easily
accessible from either 1-494 exit 35
A-B-C or Route 3 or 1-93; it can aso
be accessed through a 40-minute ride
by commuter rail from Boston's North
Station.
