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UN Rights Envoy Says Democr acy
IsLimited in Cambodia

Cambodia is faling short of the full
liberal democracy enshrined in its
Constitution, the government is becoming
increasingly intolerant to constructive
criticism and judicial, parliamentary and
electoral reforms have been slow to take
effect, according to U.N. human rights
envoy Surya Subedi’'s latest report on
Cambodia

The wide-ranging report to the
Human Rights Council in Geneva on the
situation of human rights in Cambodia,
which is dated Au-gust 5 but was drafted
prior to the July 28 election, follows his
eighth mission to the country in December
2012, during which he was snubbed by
members of the government, and his ninth
mission in May, parts of which Mr. Subedi
described as being “unpleasant.”

This, his fifth report since taking up
the post in March 2009, wraps up the find-
ings to al of his previous fact-finding
missions, which focused on judiciary, par-
liamentary and electoral reforms and the
country’s policies regarding economic
land concessions.

“The reception that the Special
Rapporteur received from the Government

during his mission to the country in
December 2012 was a frosty one during
which no senior member of the
Government was available to meet with
him,” Mr. Subedi said in his report, refer-
ring to himself in the third person.

“In the wake of the publication of
two major reports by the Specia
Rapporteur—one on electoral reform and
the other one on economic and other land
concessions—he was subjected to some
raw remarks descending to the personal
level.

“This was highly regrettable, as the
focus of the dialogue between the Special
Rapporteur and the Government should
remain strictly on the substance of the
work he is mandated to carry out by the
United Nations, and not on him as a per-
son.”

Mr. Subedi appeared to be referring
to remarks made by Om Yentieng, presi-
dent of the government’'s Cambodian
Hu-man Rights Committee, in September
last year that accused Mr. Subedi of work-
ing for the opposition. The following
month, Prime Minister Hun Sen said dur-
ing a speech at agraduation ceremony that

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Military Police Receive Training
for Violent Demonstrations

More than one thousand military
police officers on Saturday participated in
simulated exercises designed to prepare
them should demonstrations over the con-
tested results of last month's national elec-
tion break out, officials said Sunday.

The officers, clad in bulletproof
vests, were trained in crowd control and
riot response tactics, playing out possible
scenarios of how to react to mass protests,
including the use of shields and electric
batons.

Military police officers conduct exer-
cises in crowd control and riot response
tactics on Saturday at Phnom Penh's
Olympic Stadium. The opposition CNRP
has repeatedly threastened a mass demon-
stration if an independent inquiry into
irregularities during the July 28 national
election is not carried out.

"We trained them in our strategy to
prevent mass demonstrations,” military
police spokesman Kheng Tito said
Sunday of the exercises that took place at
Phnom Penh's Olympic Stadium.

"If the demonstrators use violence,
we will crack down on them, but without
weapons. If they use weapons, we will use
our weapons against them," he said.

Videos of the training sessions post-
ed on Facebook show unarmed men in
uniform pretending to be protesters try to
push back a wall of military police offi-
cers holding large shields and batons.

The opposition CNRP has repeatedly
threatened protests since both parties
claimed to have won the July 28 vote,
with the CNRP alleging massive fraud.
However, they have stipulated demonstra-

tions would only be called as a last resort.

CNRP?spokesman Yim Sovann reit-
erated Sunday that a mass protest would
only be called if negotiations over an
independent investigation into election
irregularities broke down.

"There is no date for a demonstra-
tion, it's the last choice and for the time
being we still have room for a peaceful
solution,” Mr. Sovann said, adding that
any demonstrations by the party would be
peaceful.

However, Council of Ministers
spokesman Phay Siphan said that it was
the government's duty to ensure that the
military was trained to react appropriately
to protests.

"We have to make sure that every-
thing remains under control," he said.

"I have no idea [for] when to expect
riots-Sam Rainsy and Kem Sokha know,"
Mr. Siphan added, referring to the CNRP's
president and vice-president.

The military police training comes
amid a genera step-up in security in the
wake of election, which has seen armored
personnel carriers deployed outside
Phnom Penh.

Last week, tanks and rocket launch-
ers arrived at the Sihanoukville
Autonomous Port, but the government has
said the shipment had been scheduled for
some time and was not election-related.

Independent political analyst Chea
Vannath said Sunday that the simulation
exerciseswere not necessarily abad thing.

"Demonstrators and police need to be
trained on how to have a peaceful demon-
stration. If they are not trained, then it can
get out of control, and then it can be ugly,”
she said.

Mr. Subedi’s reports were “flimsy”
and that hewas “sorry” the rapporteur had
felt the need to make such reports.

Such treatment echoed that meted
out to his predecessors.

Kenyan law professor Yash Ghai
endured a litany of verbal abuse from
government officials, particularly Mr.
Hun Sen, over the course of histhree-year
term as special rapporteur, and he
resigned in 2008, citing a lack of support
from the U.N.

Mr. Ghal’s predecessor, Aus-trian
law professor Peter Leuprecht, stepped
down after five years and many spats with
the government.

After being snubbed by the govern-
ment in December 2012, Mr. Subedi said
in hislatest report that “the missed oppor-
tunity for dialogue with the Government
isasignificant one.”

Although Mr. Subedi was able to
meet with key government figures when
he returned in May, the mission was again
blighted by unfavorable remarks from
officials, allegations of amediaban on his
activities and a student protest at alecture
he was delivering about investment that
was organized by one of the ruling CPP's
youth movements and called for him to
end his mandate to monitor human rights
in the country.

“[T]he Specia Rapporteur re-grets
that he was subjected to some unpleasant
incidents during the mission,” his report

says.

“If the media reports are to be
believed, these were staged protests
designed to intimidate and harass the
Special Rapporteur in order to distract
him from his focus on substantive issues.
He was also subjected to baseless allega-
tions of bias against the Govern-ment,” it
says, adding that “the experience was
unpleasant.”

However, Mr. Subedi said the inci-
dents had only strengthened his resolve
and that he felt encouraged by messages
of support for his mandate.

In his report, Mr. Subedi said he was
also encouraged by the March release of
Beehive radio station owner Mam
Sonando from prison, after he was sen-
tenced to 20 yearsin jail for fomenting a
secessionist movement on charg-es that
many be-lieved were trumped up.

He also welcomed a decision made
in mid-July to alow opposition leader
Sam Rainsy to return to Cambodiato par-
ticipate in campaigning for the opposition
CNRP ahead of the national election.

However, he said, “Cambodia still
has some way to go in promoting and pro-
tecting human rights, strengthening good
governance, enhancing the independence
and capacity of State institutions respon-
sible for upholding peopl€’srights.”

Mr. Subedi said that while the gov-
ernment had acknowledged these
issues—something he saw as a “sign of

progress’—there are still strides that must
be made to ensure that the full democrati-
zation of Cambodia can be realized.

“While the Constitution of
Cam-bodia speaks of aliberal democracy,
in reality the situation is akin to a limited
democracy in many respects,” he said.

“While the process of judicial, par-
liamentary and electoral reform has been
dow, the Gov-ern-ment is yet to act on
most of the recommendations relating to
the granting and management of econom-
ic and other land concessions.”

In his recommendations, Mr. Subedi
honed in on the government’s ability to
listen to constructive criticism, which he
said is decreasing.

“For demacracy to function properly
in Cambodia and for the democratic cul-
ture to take root in society, those holding
public positions must be willing to
acknowledge shortcomings, for only then
can solutions be found that are acceptable
to all,” he said.

“This realization does not yet seem
to be prevalent in contemporary
Cambodian society. As the Special
Rapporteur has stated elsewhere, criti-
cismisnot acrime but an exercise of free-
dom of conscience, an act of intelligence.

“These are inherent attributes of
democracy. Their absence is one of the
reasons why Cambodia falls short of the
full liberal democracy envisaged in the
Con-stitution of the country.”

He added that the government needs
to implement constitutionally mandated

laws on the governance of the judiciary in
order to put it on the path to independ-
ence, while “ appropriate measures should
be taken to enhance the independence and
capacity of the National Election
Committee [NEC] to enable it to com-
mand the full trust and confidence of the
entire electorate within the country in
future elections.”

Mr. Subedi has said previously that a
failure to implement proper reforms of the
NEC would shake the confidence of the
electorate and could lead to violence.

Council of Ministers spokesman
Phay Siphan said he agreed with Mr.
Subedi’s assessment that Cambodia's
democracy is limited, but said, “I think
that everyone who understands that with
de-mocracy in this world, no one has the
best one on Earth.”

“[Mr. Subedi] is here to be a partner,
not a policeman,” Mr. Siphan said. “Heis
not a professor on Cambodia. He is here
to help Cambodia toward what everyone
wants Cambodia to be.

“Of course they say Cambodia’s
democracy is limited—I| agree. That's
why we need to partner together to
improve that. Everyone islooking for sta-
bility and peace after the war.”

Asfor how the relationship be-tween
the government and Mr. Subedi would
move forward, Mr. Siphan said, “we
believe he has to build trust and confi-
dence between himself and Cambodia and
be together.”

and youth of the United Teen
Equality Center have been beating
for a decade, since the first City
Council candidates forum they
sponsored in 2003.

It took sometime, but their pleas
have been heard. On Monday
August 26, Lowell Regiond Transit
Authority bus lines will run later,
adding 53 additional trips per
weekday, 5,000 new hours of service
annually, LRTA Executive Director
Jm Scanlan said a apress conference
at Gallagher Termina Tuesday
afternoon.

Hours of the downtown shuttle
bus will aso be extended to 9:30
p.m., adding 20 trips per day. The
changes affect not only bus routes

in Lowell, but in Billerica,
Burlington, Chelmsford, Dracut,
Tewksbury and Westford.

“It gives us more opportunities
towork later evenings,” said UTEC
Teen Organizer Debbie An. “At
theend of theday it isreally helpful.
We are very thankful.”

City Manager Bernie Lynch
said the elements necessary for
successful public transportation
include dependable service and
clean buses, which the LRTA
already has, and providing service
to people who need it WHEN they
need it, which will be accomplish
by this expansion.

The added service was made
possible by an additional $500,000
in state and federal funds, including
$230,000 from the state L egidature's

transportation-finance hill.

In January the LRTA expanded
its Saturday service, resulting in a
25 percent increase in ridership.
Scanlan said last Saturday 2,000
people took the bus, compared to
1,300 the same Saturday last year.

“1f you put the service on the
street, people are going to use it,”
said Scanlan.“The people of the
Greater Lowell area have been
short-changed for along time.”

Lynch said in his seven years
as City Manager, he has heard
from the youth at UTEC, as well
as businesses and residents about
the need to expand bus service.
But, it was Mayor Patrick Murphy,
who he called a “proven advocate
for public transportation in our
region and particularly in our city,”
who has “held my feet to the fire”
to make the expansion, as well as
additiond bus stops and bus shelters
happen throughout the city.

Murphy said he picked up
where his grandfather, City Councilor
George Murphy, left off 50 years
ago.

George Murphy was abus driver
for the Eastern Bus Company, who
used his platform asacity councilor,
to advocate for expanded bus service.

“I’'m happy to follow in that
line,” said Mayor Murphy, adding
that the LRTA has been a great
partner with the city and very
responsveto the needs of itsresidents,
unlike Eastern Bus, who never
complied with the elder Murphy’s

“The LRTA recognizes the
importance of public transportation
not only to our city, but the impor-
tance of public transportation to
sustainable development for years
to come,” he said.

Greater Lowell Chamber of
Commerce President Danielle
McFadden said expanded LRTA
service makes the city a more
“desirable place to live work and
come to spend money,” a plus not
only for businessesin Lowell, but
throughout the region.

More accessible public transit
also benefits the arts, culture and
sports venuesin the city aswell as
makes it easier for Middlesex
Community College and UMass
Lowell students to get around the
city and participate in evening
activities, McFadden said.

“There are so many people
dependent on this service,” said
Sen. Eileen Donoghue, adding she
and other members of the Satehouse
delegation saw the extent of the
need for public transportation
services and funding in early 2012
when scores of residents showed
by at a hearing Lowell City Hall
railing against plans to cut some
MBTA services.

Donoghue said sheis pleased
“the transportation finance we
supported will bring these changes
and others in the future.”
