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The Massachusetts State Primary
Election is on Tuesday, September 9,
2014. Polling places will be open
from 7:00 a.m. until 8:00 p.m. Because
this is a primary election, there are two
separate elections on the same day: The
Democratic Primary and the Republican
Primary. When you go to vote, if you
are registered to vote as a Democrat,
you will be given a Democratic ballot.
If you are registered as a Republican,

you will be given a Republican ballot.
If you are not registered in either party
(you are an "unenrolled" voter) you
must choose which party's ballot to
use.

Many important offices are on
the ballot this year. In some cases, the
person who now holds the office (the
incumbent) has no opposition from
within his own political party so only
his name appears on the ballot and

voters may still vote for him. When
there is only one candidate, he is said
to be "unopposed." For other offices
there are several candidates. Whoever
wins the election on September 9 will
be the representative of his political
party in the State Election on November
4, 2014.

The Interior Ministry's general
department of immigration began its
"census" of ethnic Vietnamese people
living in Cambodia on Sunday, with
Sok Phal, the department chief, touring
Pursat province villages along the
Tonle Sap lake.

Pursat provincial police chief
Sarun Chanthy said that General Phal
and a group of officials from the
immigration department had gone to
inspect the living situation of the
Vietnamese communities living on
the lake. 

"He just went in the morning to
see the situation of the Vietnamese
nationals who have been living on the
Tonle Sap," said Mr. Chanthy, adding
that Gen. Phal had mainly toured
Krakor district's Kompong Luong
commune.

Mr. Chanthy explained that the
census is being carried out by Gen.
Phal together with provincial police
across the country. "We're doing it for
the whole country, it is not only being
done in Pursat province," he said.

"We're just going to update our
census, to see whether they live legally
or illegally," Mr. Chanthy said.

Krakor district governor Tim
Sarin said that previous censuses had
revealed that ethnic Vietnamese living
in Cambodia have a similar quality of
life to that of Khmers.

"Most of them like to live on the
water and they work in different business
sectors such as fishing, small-scale
selling and other jobs," Mr. Sarin said.

Gen. Phal said that he could not
give details about his trip to Kompong
Luong but appeared to deny that he had
gone there to look at ethnic Vietnamese
people.

"I didn't look at them but they

looked back at me. Please ask the
Pursat provincial police," Gen. Phal
said. He declined to comment further.

After a request from the CNRP,
Interior Ministry spokesman Khieu
Sopheak said in an interview on July
30 that the Interior Ministry would
review immigration laws and provide
estimates of the number of Vietnamese
people living in Cambodia.

CNRP Vice President Kem Sokha
had the day before said that the opposition
party would seek to determine the number
of foreigners living in Cambodia legally
or illegally once it entered the National
Assembly.

This is not the first time that such
a survey of foreigners has been carried
out. One in 2012 revealed that about
1,000 Vietnamese nationals were living
along the lake in Kompong Luong,
said Mr. Chanthy of Pursat.

However, Chhuor Chandoeun,
governor of the adjacent Kompong
Chhnang province, which also has a
large number of ethnic Vietnamese
living on the Tonle Sap, said he
understood this census would be bigger
than normal.

Gen. Phal has taken a hands-on
approach since being named the
director of the general department of
immigration, which was created in
January, Mr. Chandoeun said.

"After the Interior Ministry created
the general department of immigration,
I heard that the Interior Ministry had
plans to update the census on foreigners
including Vietnamese people," he
said.

"We always update this census
each month. I think this is not a new
plan, but I think this census will be
more detailed than before," Mr.
Chandoeun added.

National Assembly to Select Parliamentary Commission Heads

The National Assembly will convene

this morning to select the members and heads

of its 10 parliamentary commissions, which

were divided equally between the CPP and

the CNRP under the deal the two parties

forged last month.

CNRP President Sam Rainsy on July 22

accepted a deal to end the opposition’s boy-

cott of the National Assembly in exchange for

a number of concessions from Prime Minister

Hun Sen, including control of five commis-

sions. 

Under the deal, the ruling CPP, which

controlled all of the commissions during the

last mandate, will also now only control the

five. Each party will have five members on

the commissions it controls and four on those

it does not.

CNRP spokesman Yem Ponhearith, who

stands to be named chairman of the commis-

sion on education, religious affairs, culture

and tourism, said that this scenario will see all

but 10 of the party’s lawmakers elected to a

position.

“For the CNRP, we have totally 45 law-

makers to be nominees for the positions as

chairmen, deputy chairmen, secretaries and

members of the commissions,” he said.

“The vote tomorrow will be a confiden-

tial vote that requires there to be an absolute

majority vote through the method of 50 per-

cent plus one,” Mr. Ponhearith added.

Mr. Ponhearith said that the CNRP

would also nominate Eng Chhay Eang to head

the commission on human rights; Pol Ham for

the planning, investment and agriculture com-

mission; Mu Sochua for public affairs, social

work, and women’s affairs; and Yim Sovann

for anti-corruption and investigations.

Mr. Hun Sen has publicly assured the

CNRP that his party’s 68 lawmakers will vote

for the opposition’s appointments as agreed

under the political deal struck on July 22.

CPP spokesman Cheam Yeap could not

be reached, but the party’s five commission

heads from the last mandate are expected to

retain their positions in today’s vote.

Without any changes to the five com-

missions chairmanships that the CPP retains

control over, Mr. Yeap will head the economy

and finance commission, Hun Neng will pre-

side over home affairs and national defense,

Chheang Vun will head foreign affairs and

media, Pen Panha will oversee legislation and

justice and Nin Saphon will head public

works, transport, telecommunications and

mining.

Mr. Vun, who is also the spokesman for

the National Assembly, declined to comment

on the issue.

The 10 commission heads will, along

with National Assembly President Heng

Samrin and two vice presidents, one of whom

will be CNRP Vice President Kem Sokha,

form the parliamentary standing committee,

which controls the assembly’s legislative

agenda and dictates its internal rules.

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This past Tuesday, the KhmerPost

USA, the city's Cambodian language
newspaper, hosted a debate of the five
Democratic candidates.  It was televised
live on Lowell Cable TV and is now
available on the LTC website.  I've
watched a replay and took the following
notes on what was said by the candi-
dates:

Opening Statements
Brian Donovan: Retired 18 months

ago as a manager at Fidelity Investments.
He sees state rep position as an opportunity
to give back to the city.  In every neigh
borhood people raise the same issues.
They want good jobs, they want to be
safe.  Violence and improving education
are his priorities.

Jim Leary: Is running because
his experience
in business and
as a member of
the school com-
mittee would
allow him to
contribute on
Beacon Hill.
Lowell schools greatly benefit from
state funding and he wants that to
continue.  Would like to change state
to a two year budget cycle rather than
one year.  

Rady Mom: Came to US as refugee
20 years ago.  Owns
a business in Lowell.
Is product of Lowell
public schools.
Where he came
from there was little
opportunity.  He
appreciates what

we have here in the greatest country in
the world.

David Ouellette: Five years ago
in response to shootings in the Acre,
the police chief said the city needed

someone  to be vocal on behalf of the
neighborhood.  Dave created ACTION,
an Acre neighborhood group.  Their
first project was to renovate the
amphitheater on the North Common.
Also mentions getting a landlord to
install surveillance cameras in a dan-
gerous area which made it safer.

Paul Ratha-Yem : Came to
America as a young man in the 1970s.
Came to Lowell
from Boston area
in 1989.  Immi
gration - family
reunification - is
a big issue for
many residents
of the district.
Back in the 1980s, he worked with
public safety organizations as a member
of the gang task force.  He also was the
executive director of the Cambodian
American League of Lowell.  They
renovated the Garnick's Building suc-
cessfully.

Questions 1: Is Lowell a safe city?
What would you do as a state rep to
make it safer?

Leary: It's a safe city but there
are challenges that must be addressed.
I would try to increase state funding
for a state rep.  Says he used to run
every night through the neighborhood
and felt very safe.  But now there's
fireworks and shootings late at night.
The neighbors have to assist law
enforcement. We can't simply rely on
the police.  I would be a voice in the
neighborhood working with the city.
I would also get the schools involved.

Mom: Earlier in my life I had to
dodge bullets; I don't want my chil-

dren to have to do the same.  It's a safe
city but there are problems.  Violence
is not just about guns.  It's about edu-
cation, families, housing.  The police
are doing their best.  Because I speak
a different language, I can better connect
and help many of the citizens.

Ouellette: Safety is a big issue.

One night while I was sleeping two
gunshots were fired into the house
across from me.  I talked to the police
but also to code enforcement.  We have
to make better use of our code depart-
ment.  I'm the senior sanitary code
enforcement officer for Lowell and
I've seen what we can accomplish when
we work together with the police.  This
can give instant relief to the neighborhood.
We have to teach children that drug
dealers are not their friends.  

Yem: I feel safe in Lowell.
Chief Taylor has statistics that show
that crime is down.  If I'm elected I
will help promote community policing
which creates a dialogue between the
police and the community.  In my past
work, I've shown the ability to bring
everyone together to solve problems.
Chief Taylor has said his dream is to
have a police force that better reflects
the community.  I could help do that.

Donovan: The police are doing a
great job and the council is support-
ing them.  I think violent crime is on the
rise.  It's easy to
say it's a safe city
if it's not in your
neighborhood.
Violence is the
result primarily
of gang issues.
We need to have
a gang unit. As a state rep I'll work to
get funding for gang units.  We have
to make sure the courts enforce the
laws on the books, like Rita Mercier
urged the city to write to the judges at
the district court asking them to
enforce the laws.

Question 2 - How would you

engage members of the Asian com-
munity as a state representative?

Mom: As a small business owner
I know what a struggle it is.  I'm a former
refugee; I speak the language.  I can
definitely connect with Asian-owned
businesses.

Ouellette: I'm good friends with

the Asian Business Association of the
Merrimack Valley.  I've spoken to them
about some of the details of opening
businesses and being successful.

Yem: I have much experience
promoting small businesses in the
Asian community especially when I
worked for Lowell Institution for
Savings in the 1980s and as ED of
Cambodian American League of
Lowell.  I'm currently the secretary of
Cambodian Town, an organization
that promotes Cambodian businesses
in the Highlands.  

Donovan: I would work with the
Cambodian community to help them
expand beyond their present locations
to other places in the city.  I would
help get small business grants from
the state.  

Leary: There's great opportunity
here.  I would find out what current
businesses need to succeed.  Next I
would discover what the consumers
actually want from businesses.  We
should also link Cambodia Town to
the JAM Plan.

Questions 3: Market Basket
Ouellette: There's a big Market

Basket in the Acre.  It's impacted
everyone's life because most people
who live there don't have cars so they
can't go elsewhere.  I was there with a
lady with a WIC coupon but she
couldn't find any products to buy.  A
big Lowell company like Notini's is
also being harmed.  The leaders of
Market Basket have to come to the table
and work this out.  Market Basket
provided great food that wasn't other-
wise available.

Yem: The state legislature must

address this because it affects everyone.
Governor Patrick made a mistake by
not getting involved earlier.  If I was
the state rep, I would try to convince
the family to negotiate a settlement
for everyone's benefit.  

Donovan: It's a significant
impact for those in the Acre.  Same
on Wood Street.  I support the people
and Artie T.  This is a matter of greed.
The governor waited too long to get
involved so now he owns it and it's up
to him to get it resolved.

Leary: It's not just the Market
Baskets; it's affected all the other
stores too.  The governor should have
stepped in earlier.  But I think everyone
is surprised that the employees did
what they did without union repre-
sentation.  We learn from this.  In the
future, government officials will be
more pro-active and get involved
sooner.

Mom: I worked at the Dummer
St store in 1984.  With 20,000 people
out of work this is a huge economic
issue.  I support Artie T but ask the
whole DeMoulas family to come
together for the good of the community.

Question 4: How can young
people obtain college education with-
out going deeply into debt?

Yem: This is very important issue
for low and moderate income families.
We must give people who can't afford
this the opportunity to continue their
education.  I support President Obama's
proposal to allow people to refinance
their student debt to a lower interest
rate.  

Donovan: Will support funding
of colleges.  The state should provide
funding for them.  We should make
more money available to those seeking
higher education.  We're very fortunate
that UMass Lowell is so affordable
compared to other colleges.

Leary: I'd look
for ways to increase funding for the
state university system. In the Lowell
public schools we have dual enroll-
ment in which high school students
can take college courses for credit.  I'd
try to increase this.  Looking at the
interest rates is also important.  

Mom: Higher education is every
one's dream.  Lowell has one of the
finest institutions of highered.  Challenge
is to find ways to allow ALL of our
children to take advantage of that.

Ouellette: I agree with funding
to keep costs down.  It's important for
everyone to get more education.  Long
term consequences of student debt:
Kids are too busy paying off student
loans to buy houses.

Question 5: Hamilton Canal
District and affordable housing

Donovan: The Hamilton Canal
project is critical to city of Lowell.  A
certain amount of the housing there is
supposed to be low income so that
should help although I don't know
whether we do have a shortage of
affordable housing.

Leary: The big issue is creating
good jobs for people so they can earn
enough to pay for their housing.  In
Lowell you want to help people move
from renting to owning houses.  We
have pretty good housing stock in
Lowell.  You can find a home with a
yard and a garage.  

Mom: I'm fortunate to be a home
owner in Lowell but there are plenty
of families who need help with hous-
ing.  If elected, I will talk to the
experts and try to help resolve this
issue.

Ouellette: Hamilton Canal is
important.  It connects the Highlands
to downtown.  We have a lot of different
housing stock in Lowell.  A big problem
is the cost of putting sprinklers in

houses.  It's very expensive and the cost
is keeping landlords from renovating
their houses.  We should find ways to
encourage landlords to install sprin-
klers with creative payment plans.

Yem: I'm an expert on this because
I'm in real estate.  The rental market
is very high in Lowell.  I would con-
tinue pushing for completion of the
Hamilton Canal district.  It should have
a certain amount designated as
affordable housing.  But downtown
could use more market rate housing
for people with disposable income to
spend.

Question 6: Assess state rep
career of Kevin Murphy

Leary: He's now the city manager
so I'd want to engage with him to be
sure of his goals and to assist him in
achieving them.  

Mom: I'd like to continue the
good work of Kevin Murphy.  I would
welcome his guidance.  

Ouellette: Kevin Murphy and I
worked together
on a lot of projects
in the Acre.  He
provided a lot of
support. If I'm
elected, I'd meet
with him and find
out what he feels
the city needs.

Yem: A lot has changed in the
18th Middlesex District since Kevin
Murphy was first elected.  It's now a
majority of minority residents.  The
needs of the neighborhoods within
the district differ.  I would work with
the city manager and the statehouse
delegation to get what was needed for
the city.

Donovan: Kevin Murphy did a
great job as a state rep.  He's doing a
great job as city manager.  As state
rep, I would emulate much of what he

did.  
Question 7: The majority of the

18th Middlesex District is Cambodian
residents; how would that affect your
priorities for the district?

Mom: It's a diverse community.
We have to work for all of us to con-
nect with all the citizens.

Ouellette: I would work to make
sure the economic success of Cambodia
Town continues.  I would work to have
all the businesses succeed and try to
improve the housing stock.

Yem: The needs of the district
have changed.  Immigration, economic
development to create jobs for residents
and education are all priorities.  

Donovan: We need to look at all
facets of the district.  The most important
issue is violence.  We have to get everyone
on the same page so that Lowell has
the funding it needs to address public
safety.

Leary: I'd meet with city manager
to make sure our goals coincide.
Education is most important because
that assists everyone.  Cambodia Town
is a great opportunity.  We have to help
that spread.

Question 8: What can you do to
increase the number of women involved
in leadership roles?

Ouellette: I'd help figure out
where the jobs of tomorrow are then
get the education system to better
prepare everyone for those jobs.
Everyone should be paid equally.

Yem: At Cambodia Town at first
it was all men.  I recruited women to
participate.  I would do the same thing
as a state rep, especially with women
from cultures in which men are tradi-
tionally dominant.

Donovan: I'd work with women
who are leaders in the community
today to connect them with the women's

regional premiere of "Year Zero"
written by Michael Golamco and
directed by Kyle Fabel. The comedic
drama centers on Vuthy, a 16-year old

Cambodian-American living in Long
Beach, California in the early 2000's.
After the death of his mother, this
first-generation teenager struggles to
find his place in a community that
doesn't truly accept him and a family
that seems to be disappearing. The
play will run from September 11
through October 4 and will be per-
formed in the Nancy L. Donahue
Theatre, located at 50 East Merrimack
Street in historic downtown Lowell.

According to MRT Artistic
Director Charles Towers, "This story
is particularly relevant in Lowell, the
city that has the second largest
Cambodian-American population in
the country (Long Beach, California
has the largest). But "Year Zero" is
also an appealing story about all of
our pasts; all of us, who are descen-
dents of immigrants, no matter when
they came to American or what coun-
try they came from."

The play presents a unique
opportunity for MRT to reach out into
the large Cambodian-American com-
munity of Lowell. The company has
been working with a Cultural
Advisory Committee since the play
was first selected for the 2014-15 sea-
son last year. The group has been
working closely with the creative
team and administration to provide
cultural perspective and connections
to the community. 

According to Committee mem-
ber, Sochenda Uch, "Lowell is home
to the second largest Cambodian com-
munity in the United States. Most
Cambodian families in Lowell wit-
nessed the genocide and are refugees

to a world in which they were forced
to start over back to 'year zero'. The
play "Year Zero" is a reminder to us
all that we all have a past that should
never be forgotten. Through this play

the story will connect Cambodians to
their past. We hope that it will bring
families closer together to share their
untold stories and to create new
ones." Uch is the Youth Leadership
Program Coordinator for Lowell
Community Health Center and Vice
President of the Board of Directors
for the Angkor Dance Troupe.

All of the actors in this produc-
tion are making their MRT debut and
come to Lowell from New York or
Los Angeles. Daniel Velasco will be
taking on the central role of Vuthy.
Vuthy's older sister Ra is played by
Juliette Hing-Lee, who feels a partic-
ularly strong connection to the play as
she attended Lakewood High School
in Long Beach, the same high school
attended by her character in the play.
Their neighbor, Han is played by
Michael Rosete and Ra's boyfriend
Glenn is played by Arthur Keng. 

"Year Zero" was developed at
Chicago Dramatists through its Many
Voices Project, and was selected as its
Grand Prize Winner. It was also a
finalist for the 2009 Eugene O'Neill
Theater Conference. "Year Zero" had
its world premiere at Chicago's Tony
Award-winning Victory Gardens
Theater in September 2009 and had
its New York City premiere at Second
Stage Theater in Spring 2010; its West
Coast premiere occurred in Los
Angeles at the Colony Theatre in
2011.

The play takes its name from the
Khmer Rouge takeover of Cambodia
in 1975 and its goal to eradicate all
existing Cambodian culture and tradi-
tions, returning the country to "year

zero." Though the legacy of the
Cambodian genocide serves as the
background of the play "Year Zero"
looks at the lives of first generation
Cambodian-Americans as they try to
determine if change is possible.
