PisethPilika was the most famous

classical dancer and actress in Cambodia.

A film starlet in the 1980s, she reached

new levels of fame in the 1990s as the

face of the booming karaoke music-video

industry.

So her gruesome murder on the

morning of July 6, 1999-gunned down in

front of Phnom Penh's O'Russey market

while standing beside her 7-year-old

niece-sent shock waves through the coun-

try, not least because no one was ever

arrested.

Then the popular French weekly

L'Express dropped a bombshell: an article

built around diary entries written by

PisethPilika, apparently recounting her

yearlong tryst with Prime Minister Hun

Sen and the discovery of the affair by his

wife, Bun Rany.

The story quoted poems allegedly

written by Mr. Hun Sen to PisethPilika,

and the diary mentions gifts he gave her,

including a house in Phnom Penh and

hundreds of thousands of dollars deposit-

ed into a bank account, funds which the

diary says Ms. Rany froze.

The prime minister and first lady

staunchly denied the claims, blaming

opposition leader Sam Rainsy for fabri-

cating the story-Mr. Rainsy's sister-in-law

worked for L'Express-but never followed

through on their public threat to sue the

magazine for defamation.

The salacious story has suddenly

resurfaced in online discussions over the

past month as a group of students and,

more recently, Mr. Hun Sen himself, have

run a campaign to rebuke deputy opposition

leader Kem Sokha for his own alleged

recent mistresses.

With some claiming government

involvement in the release of dozens of

phone recordings purporting to be of Mr.

Sokha and his lovers-and Mr. Hun Sen

even claiming to possess photo evidence

on his smartphone- information about the

prime minister's own alleged affair is

being spread among a mostly young pop-

ulation of social media users.

A section of a documentary featuring

the crime scene after PisethPilika's shooting,

for example, has been shared more than

13,800 times and viewed 370,000 times

on Facebook since it was posted by the

anti-government "Daily News" page on

March 9-a week after the first alleged

recordings of Mr. Sokha's calls leaked.

Then last week, after Anti-

Corruption Unit chairman Om Yentieng

launched an official inquiry into how Mr.

Sokha got the funds to promise his mis-

tresses houses, ChhamChhany, who

curates a popular opposition Facebook

page, publicly noted the double standard.

"Unique in the world: The Anti-

Corruption Unit investigates love stories,"

the post says, going on to ask why the

PisethPilika case did not receive the same

level of scrutiny.

"Why don't you investigate that?"

asked Mr. Chhany.

The popular "I Love Cambodia Hot

News II" page also posted a photograph

of the group of students who have led the

campaign against Mr. Sokha.

"I'm wondering! Why hasn't this

group demonstrated in search of justice

for PisethPilika, PovPanhapich, Touch

Srey Nich as well?" the page asked, referring

to two other starlets shot after rumored

affairs with high-ranking officials, leaving

them both partially paralyzed.

While no evidence has come to light

to prove that Mr. Sokha ever actually

bought homes for his alleged mistresses, a

trove of documents purporting to show

Mr. Hun Sen's largesse was released on

the Internet in 2002.

Three years after the publication of

the L'Express article, PisethPilika's sister

Hun Manet, Prime Minister Hun Sen's
eldest son, faced another setback on Tuesday
in his attempts to engage with the
Cambodian diaspora, after officials in
Lowell, Massachusetts-home to about
30,000 Cambodian-Americans-voted
against his proposed visit to the city next
month.

The City Council's rejection comes
days after Lieutenant General Manet
announced he would not be attending a
Khmer New Year parade he was invited to
in Long Beach, California, amid vehe-
ment opposition from many of the city's
Cambodian-Americans.

Lowell is home to the U.S.' second-
largest Cambodian population behind
Long Beach. According to an article in
the Lowell Sun newspaper, City Council
officials denounced Lt. Gen. Manet's visit
planned for April 16 and 17, during which
he was scheduled to meet with city officials,
deliver a speech at a local restaurant and
donate a 12th-century Khmer statue.

Hundreds of Cambodian community
members packed into a public gallery at
Lowell City Hall on Tuesday evening,
waving signs saying "Don't pour salt on
our wounds" and "Dictatorship does not
belong in Lowell," the newspaper reported.

The protest followed a petition signed by
500 residents condemning the visit.

"Success today…for Cambodian-
Americans in the city of Lowell Massachusetts
that the city councilors voted to oppose
the official reception of Hun Manet's visit
to the city," Synoun Kham, a Cambodian
activist and Lowell resident, said in a
Facebook post accompanied by photographs
of the protest.

"I want to reiterate that Hun Manet is
not welcome in Lowell Massachusetts
with [the] motion unanimously to reject
his [presence] and Cambodian official
delegations," the post said.

CPP spokesman Sok Eysan said Lt.
Gen. Manet, wanting to avoid creating a
schism between his supporters and detrac-
tors in the U.S., would make alternate
arrangements.

"I do not care about the people who
voted not to support His Excellency Hun
Manet," Mr. Eysan said. "He has already
announced on his Facebook either way
that he will go to the U.S.A. during the
Khmer New Year."

"Some people welcome him and
some don't-he will just go somewhere
else."

But for the man who some have touted
as a possible successor to his father, and
who was tasked last year with leading the
CPP's foreign outreach efforts, another
rejection amounts to a significant "backfire"
against the ruling party's international
public relations campaign, said political
analyst Ou Virak.

"People from money and power usually
expect red-carpet treatment," he said. "I
don't know what the government's strategy
was, but they made a mistake to assume
people would be so gullible."

Mr. Virak, himself a U.S. citizen,
said Lt. Gen. Manet symbolized what
many Cambodian-Americans who left the
country in the 1980's continued to resent.

"The Cambodians in [the] U.S. are
haunted by the past-many still see the
Hun Sen government as a puppet of the
Vietnamese," he said.

"They get points for trying. But this
is basically a backfire against the govern-
ment."

Suth Dina, Cambodia's envoy to

South Korea, accumulated more than $3

million in cash over the past three years,

according to a statement released on

Thursday by the government's Anti-

Corruption Unit (ACU), which stopped

short of accusing of the ambassador of

graft but said there was sufficient evi-

dence to forward his case to court.

Mr. Dina was summoned from the

Foreign Affairs Ministry to the ACU's

Phnom Penh headquarters on Monday

afternoon and questioned over unspeci-

fied misconduct. He has been in the unit's

custody since, and was questioned at the

Phnom Penh Municipal Court on

Thursday.

"The ACU would just like to inform

the public…that His Excellency Suth

Dina has $7.2 million in cash outside a

bank," the statement said.

"Which means that there has been an

increase of $3 million since 2013 when

His Excellency Suth Dina had $4.2 mil-

lion," it said, adding that the ambassador

also possessed 339 damlung of gold -

worth about $500,000.

The statement did not explain how

Mr. Dina amassed his newfound fortune,

but said the ambassador's efforts to proj-

ect a humble image were disingenuous.

"Regarding the comments from

some people who say that Suth Dina is

very poor: He took photos of himself eat-

ing meals very simply with his children,

and took photos of his house looking bad,

in order to confuse the public."

The statement added that the ACU's

investigation into Mr. Dina had produced

enough evidence to charge him with two

unnamed crimes.

"In accordance with the investiga-

tion by the ACU in the country and in

South Korea…the ACU found that there

is sufficient evidence to prepare docu-

ments to send Suth Dina to the court

legally," it said.

"Due to limited time, because it

takes 48 hours to process relevant docu-

ments, the ACU has decided to prepare

documents for just two offenses."

The statement also said that Mr.

Dina had attempted to stop the ACU from

revealing details of his "long and compli-

cated marriage history," but did not

explain the relevance of this disclosure.

Mr. Dina married Sun SokunLealea in

2010.

His arrest this week comes after six

ACU officials traveled to Seoul last

month to investigate corruption allega-

tions against the ambassador from multi-

ple sources, including Facebook users.

The U.N.'s human rights envoy to
Cambodia said the political climate had
clearly deteriorated in the six months since
her first fact-finding mission and that the
country remained at a "dangerous tipping
point" ahead of commune and national
elections.

Since Rhona Smith's first visit as special
rapporteur in September, opposition
leader Sam Rainsy, who remains in self-

imposed exile, has been issued an arrest
warrant over a yearsold defamation con-
viction widely seen as politically motivated.
Two CNRP lawmakers were severely
beaten outside the National Assembly during
an anti-opposition protest. CNRP vice
president Kem Sokha is facing a corruption
investigation on the back of mysteriously
leaked recordings of private telephone
conversations allegedly between him and
at least two mistresses. And a university
student has been convicted of incitement
and sentenced to a year and a half in
prison for a Facebook post suggesting a
"color revolution," a phrase generally
understood to refer to regime change through
peaceful protest.

"I think there is undoubtedly a difference
between my mission in September and
now," Ms. Smith said on Thursday during
a press conference in Phnom Penh capping
a two-week mission to the country.

"There have been a number of instances…
giving rise to concern and which are wor-
rying. So I don't think there is any doubt
that there is more tension and there are
more potential human rights violations now

than in September," she said.
"I am aware of the number of cases

being raised and reopened against opposition
leaders and members of the opposition
party. Obviously, the Cambodian courts
should apply Cambodian law fairly and in
accordance with a strict and consistent
interpretation of the law, irrespective of
the political affiliation of any individual
appearing before the court."

Ms. Smith, a professor of international
human rights law in the U.K., did not discuss
specific cases, but said she was reviewing
several.

"What is potentially of concern is the
perceived restriction on members of the
opposition party that these court cases are
causing, restrictions that are not currently
being imposed similarly on members of
any of the other political parties in
Cambodia. There is certainly concern of
the use of law as a political tool rather than
a legal tool for securing justice."

The rights envoy said a neutral court
system would be especially critical in the
lead-up to commune elections next year
and the national election-in which the ruling
CPP looks set to face its toughest fight in
25 years-in 2018.

"Cambodia is close to a dangerous
tipping point," Ms. Smith said. "All laws
must be applied equally and fairly to all
political parties and their members to
ensure protection of the democratic space
in the run-up to the elections. The political
situation, which includes renewed threats,
judicial proceedings and even physical
beatings of members of the opposition, is
worrying."

On Thursday, Ms. Smith also stressed
the need for the government to strictly and
consistently apply all laws, including the
Law on Peaceful Assembly, which states
that prior notification is not required for
"educational dissemination activities for
social interests."

"I experienced myself what NGOs
are facing when an alleged commune
police officer, out of uniform, tried to stop
my meeting with indigenous Kuoy groups
in PreahVihear province," she said, adding
that the assembly law "makes clear that
such meetings do not require notification
or approval."

Ms. Smith said she would release her
first report on Cambodia as rapporteur in
August.

A group of election-monitoring NGOs
have expressed alarm at what they say are
inexplicable delays in starting to rebuild
the national voter list, with concerns that
the National Election Committee (NEC)
may be leaving things too late for the
2017 commune elections.

The new NEC was established in
April 2015 with equal representation from

the ruling and opposition parties after a
landmark deal that ended a year of political
turmoil over alleged fraud during the 2013
national election.

Creating a new voter list from
scratch has since been the NEC's main
task, but KoulPanha, director of the
Committee for Free and Fair Elections,
said on Tuesday that the "Electoral
Reform Alliance"-a coalition of 12 NGOs
formed in 2013-had grown worried about
the lack of progress.

"For the primary voter registration,
they said that would start in May, and
then they said 'No it's not possible, maybe
we can start in July.' Then they said that's
not possible, maybe August or September,"
Mr. Panha said.

"Starting in September could have
problems. If we take the assumption that
the commune council elections will be in
June 2017, and we start the voter registra-
tion in September 2016, it will be very
tough for the new registration to reach the
10 million eligible voters."

Neither NEC Chairman SikBunhok
nor spokesman Hang Puthea could be
reached on Tuesday.

However, Khorn Keo Mono, director
of the NEC's communications depart-
ment, said issues with securing equipment

from Europe and writing rules for the reg-
istration process have been causing the
repeated delays.

"Previously, we planned to register
voters from March, but that went past.
Then we planned for May…but that
would come very soon, and so it would be
impossible. So we are planning again for
July," Mr. Keo Mono said.

"If July is still impossible, we would
plan for August, and I think August is the
most likely," he added.

Mr. Keo Mono acknowledged that
any start date later than August could cut
too close to the elections.

"There would still be enough time,

but it would be good if registration hap-

pens before September so we would be

able to have some rest. If we start it in

September, we would be quite busy, like

we would probably have to work without

days off throughout the week," he said.

Mr. Keo Mono added that an official

schedule for registration should be

released after the Khmer New Year holiday

this month, with the NEC having to meet

first to approve the rules and regulations

for voter registration.

It is not clear when the coming com-

mune elections will be held. In the past,

they have been held in February 2002,

April 2007 and June 2012-February or

July have been most commonly touted for

2017. The next national election is set for

July 2018.

The NEC says it aims to build-from

scratch-a completely electronic voter reg-

istry using photographs and biometric fin-

gerprint identification in order to avoid

the controversies that arose before and

after the 2013 election, which utilized a list

largely compiled by hand.

The fundamental problems with that

list were acknowledged at the time by the

old NEC. It noted the presence of an esti-

mated 270,000 "ghost" names-largely

duplicate entries-and the potential absence

of a further million names on voter rolls.

Since then, the once CPP-dominated

election body has been dissolved and

replaced with the new one, composed of

four members from the CPP and four

from the CNRP-as well as the tie-breaking

Mr. Puthea, a former election observer

selected by both parties.

The chief administrator of the NEC,

however, remains unchanged. Secretary-

General TepNytha, a onetime CPP propa-

Davina released the documents onto a

purpose-built website, claiming they

proved Ms. Rany's role in the killing.

The website remains online today

and includes scanned images of bank

slips for amounts of $100,000 and

$50,000 deposited by PisethPilika under

her birth name, Sao Pily, and pages of the

diary, which claimed that the gifts came

from Mr. Hun Sen.

(Canadia Bank, with which the

deposits were allegedly made, said on

Sunday that it could not comment on the

veracity of the scanned bank slips, citing

policies on customer confidentiality.)

The scans of the diary entries also

recount PisethPilika's concerns about Ms.

Rany's alleged anger at discovering her

romance with Mr. Hun Sen, along with

claims she was forced "to give back two

houses Samdech Hun Sen gave to me to

his wife."

"On Monday, April 26, 1999 at 7:30

a.m. I went to draw my money from

Canadia bank but they closed it and did

not process the money for [me] because

there was a order from Bun Rany, not

allowing it given to me because it's

money her husband gave," one diary

entry says.

"The total money was [illegible] dol-

lars, but I could only draw 50 thousand

dollars, and nearly 2,000 dollars interest,"

continues the entry, which includes an

unclear number in the hundreds of thou-

sands of dollars.

In the final entry of the diary- dated

May 10, 1999-the star recounts being

called to a meeting with now-deceased

National Police Commissioner Hok

Lundy at a resort outside of Phnom Penh.

"I went to meet Hok Lundy in

KienSvay, a restaurant situated in a quiet

place. He told me to go hide myself in any

place for a while, because Ms. Bun Rany

was very angry up to the point of attempt-

ing to take my life," it says.

"I did not sell myself to Samdech

Hun Sen. We loved each other like hus-

band and wife," it says, before pondering

her helplessness. "I thought that I do not

know whether they would spare my life

or kill me because the earth is controlled

by them. I have only God."

Mr. Yentieng, the anti-corruption

chief, declined to be interviewed on

Sunday. However, as one of Mr. Hun

Sen's closest advisers when the L'Express

story was published in October 1999, Mr.

Yentieng at the time defended Ms. Rany

from the accusations.

"The publication of L'Express dated

Oct 7 about the death of PisethPilika has

politically and intentionally charged

Chumteav Bun Rany Hun Sen who is

innocent and practices Buddhism," Mr.

Yentieng wrote in the government's rebut-

tal, released the same month.

"As a victim of this twist, Chumteav

Bun Rany has decided today to ask the

law to find justice both in Paris and

Phnom Penh," Mr. Yentieng said.

Council of Ministers spokesman

PhaySiphan said on Sunday he was

unconcerned that the recent campaign

against Mr. Sokha's alleged indiscretions

had rekindled an interest in PisethPilika,

saying the claims had proven baseless.

"This issue is just an allegation that

the opposition party framed," the

spokesman said. "It's just an accusation,

and there's no evidence, so it's complete-

ly different from the Kem Sokha affair."

Mr. Siphan maintained that the diary

entries and bank slips uploaded by

PisethPilika's sister were fake.

"I don't think that's real proof," he

said. "Put it this way, I said it's an allega-

tion, and the NGOs have worked so hard

on this issue to frame the prime minister

to discredit the prime minister for politi-

cal purposes."

"They have spent so long, and they

have never found proof…. If it's true, they

should get their documents and bring it to

the courts," he said.

"This is not a new one. This one has

been around so long already. This allega-

tion will not discredit the prime minister."

Yet the claims have proven persist-

ent. In an August 2006 interview with

L'Express, disgraced and jailed former

Phnom Penh police chief Heng Pov, after

losing his position in a power struggle,

said the story was true.

"I was put in charge of the investiga-

tion as deputy chief of the serious crimes

police. As a result I discovered that she

had first had a relationship with Hok

Lundy who then introduced her to Hun

Sen," Mr. Pov was quoted as saying.

"But Bun Rany, the Prime Minister's

wife, found out about the affair between

her husband and the star. She was accus-

ing Hok Lundy of having played the role

of matchmaker. He went to see her in

order to make peace, to tell her that this

was a passing fancy," he continues.

"I learned in the course of my inves-

tigations that [Hok Lundy] had pledged to

separate PisethPilika and Hun Sen."

Pang Sokhoeun, who runs the pro-

opposition Facebook page "Khmer

Sovannaphumi"-one of the many to have

recently posted articles about

PisethPilika-said on Sunday he believed

the memories could cause issues for the

government.

"People now tend to focus on a

national issue and social justice for

national interests more than a personal

one. It is also noticed that some new gen-

erations have never known this case

before but now the case is heard nation-

wide among them," Mr. Sokhoeun said.

reappointed to the position despite coming

under fire for his running of the 2013

vote.

Building the voter list is no cheap

task, with the NEC allocated $28 million

in this year's national budget-a 763 percent

increase on last year, as well as being

pledged about $11 million from the E.U.

last year.

E.U. Ambassador George Edgar

said on Tuesday he had been kept

abreast of voter registration preparations

and did not share Mr. Panha's concerns.

"The E.U. trusts that the NEC will

undertake the registration of voters with

adequate lead time to generate the voter

registry in line with the law and on time

for the 2017 elections," Mr. Edgar wrote

in an email.

"Delays in launching this exercise

are due to the need to ensure an adequate

preparation for the registration process

but also the setting up of back-end pro-

cessing systems to generate an accurate

voter registry."

Yet CNRP spokesman Yim Sovann

said the opposition party also was anx-

ious about the repeated delays.

"It's a big concern," he said. "They

should do this as soon as possible. As

you know, the commune elections could

start from February or July 2017. Some

people still do not have ID cards yet and

this process is very slow."

"This has delayed many times, and

we don't know what is happening with

the NEC. We will not interfere in their

work, but if they delay again and again,

we will seek out information."

Mr. Panha said the NEC should

promptly release a schedule that it can

stick to-even if it starts in September.

"It's a large operation to register more

than 10 million eligible voters, and it has

to follow a schedule."

AS ELECTIONS LOOM, VOTER...
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On 29 March, over 300 people filled

nearly every available space of the coun-

cil chamber to urge the City to denounce

Hun Manet's visit and reject a gift of a

statue of a Khmer king.This is the first

time in Lowell history that the City

Councils unanimously voted in favor of

the Cambodian-Americansto "denounce"

Lieutenant General Hun Manet's impend-

ing visit. Hun Manetis a Lieutenant

General in the Royal Cambodian Armed

Forces (RCAF) and the first son of

Cambodian Prime Minister Hun Sen. 

Lowell Mayor Edward J Kennedy

abstained from the otherwise unanimous

8-0 vote to decline to meet with Manet

and reject a gift of a statue of Jayavarman

VII, a 12th-CenturyKhmer king who is

among the most revered figures in

Cambodian culturethat was due to be

given to the city.

A dozen of Hun Manet's supporters

led by the families of SovannOu, the

Cambodian Honorary Consulate General,

and Tolayuth Ok. The rest of protesters

were against Hun Manet's visit and the

gift of the statue. At least 20 residents

spoke and many others held signs

denouncing the prime minister, Hun Sen,

for what they called his corrupt politics,

civil-rights abuses, dictatorship and an

infringement from the Cambodian gov-

ernment on their new lives in Lowell.

This is the first time the City

Councils had the opportunity to be

informed of their constituents' con-

cernsloud and clear.Tolayuth Ok spoke

highly in favor of Hun Manet's visit and

the gift of the statue. Kamara Kay, a

Cambodian-American who is a registered

Republican candidate for the State Rep,

Adam Pril, who represents businesses,

Champa Pang of Cambodia Town,

RithyUong and VesnaNuon, who were the

former Cambodian-American city coun-

cils, were among the majority of people

who spoke against the visit and the gift.

Every now and then loud applauds

were heard when each speaker was

addressing key points in their arguments

to oppose Hun Manet's visit. The few

people who spoke in favor of such visit

and gift were greeted with lots of boos

from the audience during their speech. On

a few occasions the Mayor had to call to

order and warned people to stay quiet

when another person was having the

floor.

Mayor Ed Kennedy showed his neu-

tral stance when he abstained from the

vote that evening. However, the rest of

City Councils including Rodney Elliott,

who signed a sistercity agreement with

the Cambodian capital of Phnom Penh,

and Rita Mercier, both of whom are the

most popular public figures in

Cambodian-American community, spoke

at length about how much they've learned

about Cambodian culture and politics,

and the hardship so many Lowell

Cambodians escaped.

Two weeks ago, the City Councils of

Long Beach, California, which has the

highest population of Cambodians, also

denouncedHun Manet's participation in

the Khmer New Year parade. The

Cambodian-Americansin Long Beach

have staged several large protests against

the Government of Cambodia.

The event on March 29 in Lowell

marks a very meaningful moment when

democracy was genuinely enjoyed by

Cambodian-Americans. It has sent a very

strong message about real democracy to

other Cambodian communities in other

countries across the world. The event was

well covered by the WCAP radio, the

Lowell Sun, NRP, ABC, Voice of

America, Radio Free Asia, and the

Cambodia Daily newspaper.

Cambodian-American community

has shown an unprecedented sign of soli-

darity and democratic participation. They

have shown their strong people power and

how they can better exercise their rights

and how their vote counts. It is just the

beginning of some more good things. The

City has shown its strong and determined

decision to support the majority. The out-

come of the March 29 event gives a lot of

hope not just to people in Lowell but also

to activists for change in Cambodia.

What is the actual impact of this

movement?

What the community leaders have to

address in the future is find ways to deal

with people who please the Phnom Penh

government by using Lowell as their step-

ping stone. Other prolonging issues con-

cerning the misuse of the nonprofit organ-

izations or associations for personal inter-

ests by a handful of people who have cre-

ated confusion and division in

Cambodian-American communityneedto

be addressedas soon as possible as well.

After that protest, Cambodian-

American community members and lead-

ers and the leadership of the Cityare obli-

gated to find out about how to better

understand the real motive behind the big

rally. Their might have been some over-

sight regarding how powerful

Cambodian-American community is.

It was not a sign of vengeance when

two groups of people, either against or

for, staged the protest at the same time.

Nonetheless it showed how the communi-

tywas manipulated by a handful of mis-

chievous and selfish people. Those who

defend the Cambodian People's Party (the

CPP) needto be aware that by protecting

bad practice by corrupt people in the

Government of Cambodia you are instill-

ing "the worst immoral behavior"for your

younger generations. You are not leading

by example. 

The City of Lowell has made a very

brave and historic decision to protect the

interests of Cambodian-American com-

munity. Such decision is very much

applauded by the community.

Lowell has made a lot of changes in

recent years.  It has turned itself around from
the dying industrial city to a cultural hotspot,
one of these hotspots being Western Avenue,
which houses over 300 artists.  Artists' special-
ties range from painters to quilters to wood-
workers and everything in between.

around to talk to the artists and see their work.
Open studio goes from 12pm to 5pm, but with
the building being 5 floors, it will take a lot
longer than 5 hours to explore it all, especial-
ly when you get suckedinto the tales of artists'
inspirations.  There is so much to explore, and
with the variety of art that is hosted, everyone
can find something that they like and maybe
even purchase.  

One of my favorite artists was E.
Scott of Totally Wired.  He makes wire sculp-

tures and jewelry.  He takes a lot of his inspi-
ration from Japanese bonsai trees, which is
clearly evident in his various tree sculptures.
He even had a book on bonsai trees on hand.
He also creates wire incredible sculptures of
animals, insects, and figures.  His work was
something I had never seen before.

Artist, Aaron Slater, is a glass artist.  He
mostly makes intricate glass marbles, but also
makes rings and ornaments.  Not only can you
own one of his incredible works, but you can
also take classes from him to learn the art of
glassmaking.  Glassmaking is no easy skill

and Slater's captivating work demonstrates his
mastery. 

Open Studio Day is a perfect afternoon
getaway if you want to explore Lowell, but
also want to stay warm indoors.  It is family
friendly environment and people of all ages
can find artwork that fascinates them. Western
Avenue is a fun and exciting environment that
can inspire you to be a little more creative or
reignite a lost passion of art.
