American businessman in California;
and Thomas Willems, a businessman from
Texas. AkraAgriculture Partners, the firm
at the center of the case, was meant to lift
up Cambodia's farmers by boosting pro-
duction and opening new markets.

Though his involvement in the firm
remains somewhat unclear, William Nojay's
name appeared on some of the company's
accounts, according to lawyers for EngLy
kuong, the dentist who claims she was
defrauded.

The politician had previously dis-
missed claims of any wrongdoing in the
case, and said he was simply caught up in
a persond dispute between Ms. Lykuong and
Mr. San.

Accordingtothe Democrat and Chronide,
a newspaper in Rochester, the case in
Cambodia was among a number of lega
problems facing the politician, who was
up for re-election later this month. In its
extensive reporting on his suicide, the
newspaper said his problemsin Cambodia
were not his most pressing concern.

William Nojay was facing criminal
prosecution for charges related to the
alleged disappearance of funds from an
account he managed for alongtime legal
client and friend, architect Carlton
DeWolff, apartner in aproject to modernize
acity school, sourcestold the newspaper.

"I'm still in shock," Mr. DeWolff
told the newspaper on Friday. "He was
always an upstanding person. He always
treated me good up until this Jordan
thing," he added, referring to the criminal
case.

Michael Caputo, director of Donald
Trump's New York state Republican pri-
mary campaign, told the Democrat and
Chronicle that William Nojay was "as
conservative asthey come, areliable voice
for those values against the grestest odds.”

"And he was indefatigable, which
makes this news even more shocking," he
was quoted as saying.

The grief was not shared by Ms.
Lykuong and her family.

"Dr. Lykuong got her justice. One of
the cheaters accepted his fraud,”" the den-
tist's brother, EngLykhoing, wrote in a
post to Facebook along with anews article
about the suicide. "He sentenced himself
without disturbing the court. R.I.P"

Ms. Lykuong said yesterday that her
lawyer in the U.S. had been hounding
William Nojay in recent months, but that
he refused to cooperate.

"| think it isagood thing to show the
court that they really cheated me," she
said of the suicide.

The tria is set to continue at the
municipal court on September 27, accord-
ing to Ms. Lykuong's lawyer, Orn Hing.

MINISTER TELLS UN
'PERFECT DEMOCRACY"
NOT REALISTIC

Foreign Minister PrakSokhonn defended
the government before the U.N. General
Assembly in New York on Saturday, saying
that the ruling party was being held to
unrealistic expectations of a "perfect
democracy”" while the opposition was
"committing very serious crimes.”

Delivering his first major address to
the U.N., the new foreign minister was
the latest government official to hit back
at claims that the CPP is attempting to
cripple the opposition and other critics
ahead of local elections next year and
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national electionsin 2018.

"International institutions and
Western parliamentarians have pointed
the finger sometimes and tried to lay
blame. | am here before you not as an
accused party; | am speaking to you as a
country that is often judged negatively,
and even more often it is misunderstood
and not recognized, particularly in the
Western world," he said.

"In the West, some NGOs, some
media and some governments often
describe our weaknesses as crimes of the
state," Mr. Sokhonn said, lamenting the
democratic standards outlined in the 1991
Paris Peace Agreements.

"With the Paris Agreements, we
have been asked to accept a perfect model
of democracy, and this does not take into
account the fact that some other countries
have a different approach. We often find
ourselves in a situation in which our
opposition is committing very serious
crimes," he said.
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‘Failed’ Electoral System Ranked
Asia’s Worst

An updated study that categorizes
countries based on the fairness of
their elections has placed Cambodia’s
“failed” 2013 poll firmly inits bottom
tier, ranking it the worst in the Asia
Pacific region and among the bottom
10 in the world.

Stifling of the opposition, manip-
ulation of voter registration and unfair
campaign financing—common criticiams

of Cambodia’slast national election—
are key chokepoints in the study by
the Electoral Integrity Project, based
out of Harvard University and the
University of Sydney.

Researcher Pippa Norris, a
Harvard lecturer and the project’'s
head, describes an electoral autocracy
as one in which “having elections
legitimizes the government, but they
can manipulate the -result.”

“If you're a dictator thinking
about this, the easiest way is to make
sure your opponent is in some way
not allowed to stand,” Norrissaysin a
recorded interview posted online by
the university earlier this year.

Silencing opposition voices by
imprisoning them “on basically
trumped up charges’ for example, is
“much more effective...than to stuff

ballots and more overt things like
that,” she says.

In Cambodia, the ruling CPP is
accused of prosecuting and imprisoning
opposition figures through politically
motivated charg-es, including CNRP
President Sam Rainsy and Vice
President Kem Sokha. Mr. Rainsy is
in France to avoid prison; Mr. Sokha
isin hiding at the party’s Phnom Penh
headquarters to avoid -arrest.

The electora project has ranked
the fairness of elections in 153 coun-
tries, going back to 2012. Cambodia's
2013 election, broadly categorized by
the project as “failed,” ranks in the
bottom 10 in the world and worst in
the the Asia-Pacific region—faring
worse, even, than one-party communist
states such as Laos and Vietnam.

Cambodia has more dysfunctional
electoral procedures than such states,
and suffers from what Ms. Norris
describes astwo of the biggest obstacles
to fair elections: ruling-party control
over television broadcasts, and unequal
and corrupt campaign financing.

Both of these issuesremain unad-
dressed ahead of Cambodia’s upcoming
commune elections next year and
general electionin 2018, observers say.

Koul Panha, executive director of
the Committee for Free and Fair
Elections in Cambodia, or Comfrel,
endorsed the project’s assessment,
saying the CPP has historically filled
its campaign war chest with an assort-
ment of state resources, putting the
opposition at a gross disadvantage.

“The CPP uses not only a huge
amount of its own finances, but also
an excessive use of state resources for
its own gain, such as armed forces,
vehicles, state buildings and the
national budget,” Mr. Panha said.

“There’'s intimidation, unfair
competition, unresolved disputes ....
There has been the use of armed forces
to suppress the opposition’s freedom
of expression,” hesaid. “ There'sabig
gap between the parties campaign
media and campaign finances.”

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CASH INFLUX A BAND-AID FOR
FAILING RICE SECTOR

Asthe government scrambles to buoy
arice sector suffering from crashing paddy
prices and fierce international competition,
Prime Minister Hun Sen on Thursday
lauded the government officids and "generous
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businesspeople” who heeded calls for
emergency funds.

Falling from about $250 per ton in
mid-August to $193 last week, the prices
that millers were offering farmers for
paddy briefly plunged the
sector into disarray. But a |
potential financia calamity
has been prevented, the pre-
mier announced on Thursday.

With a $27 million
grant approved by Mr. Hun
Sen to subsidize millers,
alowing them to stabilize the
price they pay for paddy, additional rice
purchasesthisweek by government officias
and wealthy friends helped the sector stay
operational, he said.

“I'm truly thankful to the ministers,
secretaries of state, civil servants and
armed forces, as well as the generous
business people who have helped purchase
paddy," Mr. Hun Sen said at a graduation
ceremony in Phnom Penh on Thursday.

"Some have bought 10 tons, 20 tons
or five tons," he added. "Now it's not a

matter of having no money to buy paddy,
but a matter of having a place to dry it."

Mr. Hun Sen made his point by turning
to Justice Minister AngVongVathana,
who admitted that he had purchased 10
tons of paddy, but left it at the mill. The
prime minister lamented the situation,
saying the minister's financial contribution
was not enough.

"We have only resolved the issue of
money, but we have not yet settled the
basic issue," he said. "Every rice buyer,
please transport the rice to be dried at
your residence” and then have it milled in
Phnom Penh.

This would give mills in the
provinces more space to buy and process
rice, he added.

But even these efforts will not be
enough to fix the festering and fundamen-
tal issues plaguing the rice sector, according
to agricultural experts and economists.

Annual  financial intervention-
athough particularly severe this year-has
been required to keep the sector going for
years, said Chan Sophal, director of the
Center for Policy Studies for Cambodian
Development.

Rice mills lack the capital to pay
farmers for their paddy, while farmers
feel the constant threat of mounting debt
and land insecurity, Mr. Sophal said.

"The government has done this in

the past too-sometimes $15 million, $18
million," he said of the capital influx.
"Rice millers are usually short of cash."

Every year, "the government has
provided some credit, which is not much
compared to the need of the sector. The
sector needs hundreds of millions of dol-
lars," Mr. Sophal said. "More needs to be
done."

Dueto therelatively high cost of fer-
tilizer, transportation and electricity in

Likewise, CNRP spokesman Yim
Sovann said he agreed “all the way”
with the study’s findings and pointed
to the 2014 palitical deal in which the
CNRP acquired a license to set up its
own TV dtation as a key part of the
resolution that ended months of
protests and a parliamentary boycott
over the previous year’s election
results.

Television remains a key source
of news for Cambodians, but is con-
trolled ailmost entirely by the CPP and
itsallies.

The CNRP's TV ambitions
stalled after authorities in Kandal
province banned the party from erect-
ing an antenna in April, saying resi-
dents around the intended site had
complained. The opposition ques-
tioned how quickly the authorities,
including Takhmao City governor
Heng Thiem, had acted to quash the
proposal.

“Political  motivations

were

behind the interruption of the TV
plan,” Mr. Sovann said this week.

Obstacles faced by political
opponents seeking an even media
playing field are just one part of how
elections fail, according to the
Electoral Integrity Project, which
looks at the long sequence of
pre-parations that lead up to voting

day.

The project polled dozens of
experts about 49 specific aspects of
elections. The experts for Cambodia
were surveyed after the 2013 vote,
and the country received an initia
rank of 69 out of 73 states worldwide.
After updating the rankings to include
an additional 80 countries, Cambodia
now ranks 145 out of 153.

Max Groemping, one of the pro-
ject’s researchers, said Cambodia’s
National Election Committee (NEC)
had been a particular black spot.

The election body “was per-
ceived as being not very impartial; not

performing professionally; nor mak-
ing their work transparent,” Mr.
Groemping said in an email.

Ms. Pippa, the project lead,
explainsin her interview that there are
opportunities throughout the electoral
process for autocratic regimes to
thwart free elections.

“If you think about an election
from the very beginning, from how
you set up your election board,
through to registration, party registra-
tion, campaign, the media, the money,
vote counts, right through to the out-
come—each of those is a chain,” she

says.

“And what people are doing is
manipulating one part or another
across the chain to make sure they get
back in office.”

Cambodian authorities, however,
recoiled at the project’s assessment of
the 2013 election.

Hang Puthea, the NEC's
spokes-man, said the electora body
had been reformed into a bipartisan
committee, and voter registrations

were being redone.

“Nothing is perfect,” Mr. Pu-thea
said, but “the upcoming election will
be better than the previous election.”

Asked if he wanted to review the
project’s findings, he replied, “I'm
busy.”

CPP spokesman Sok Eysan criti-
cized Mr. Panha's claim that state
resources help the party win elections.
“Are you an idiot, making such an
assessment?’ he said.

“Koul Panha doesn’t think about
the law; he uses emotions and feelings
to make his assessments. That isn't
fair,” Mr. Eysan said.

Current laws already prevent the
misuse of state resources and the
armed forces, the spokesman said.
Moreover, campaign media and
financing are the responsibilities of
the respective parties, and the CPP
has been around longer, he said.

“It's not like in boxing, where if
you're heavier you're asked to lose
some weight,” he said.

Cambodia-well above that in Vietham
and Thailand-the country's standard vari-
eties of rice have no chance of competing
internationally. Instead, the government
should assist farmers in cultivating pre-
mium rice and "ensure that we have pure
aromatic rice seeds," he said.

Additionally, farmers need quality
fertilizer, planting materials and training
to produce high-yield harvests, al of
which the government should be doing by
deploying experts into the field, he said.

Cambodia has unrealized potential
to rise above competitors due to its vast
arable land, according to ThengSavoeun,
secretary-general of the Coalition of
Cambodian Farmers Community. However,
"farmers are using fertilizers and pesti-
cidesin an inappropriate way, for example
below the recommended rate, or overusing
them, or at the wrong time," he said.

"The result is high production costs,
environment pollution and eventualy it
affects the sustainability of the industry,"
Mr. Savoeun said. And although the
majority of Cambodians rely on rice
farming, the country seriously lacks "irri-
gation systems, research and develop-
ment."

While the government's emergency
financial intervention is appreciated by
farmers facing imminent bankruptcy, it
also seems to be an attempt to gain or
maintain political support, said Yaing
Sang Koma, program director for the
Grassroots Democracy Party and former
director of the agricultural NGO Cedac.

"We're living in a democratic society
with an upcoming election, so if the farm-

ersarenot happy...I'm not sureif they are
going to support the party or the govern-
ment that is leading the country," he said.

With complaints from farmers
quickly piling up-hundreds in Battambang
province blocked a highway with their
paddy on Sunday in protest of plummeting
prices-the government had to act, he said.

"Agriculture is still the motor of our
economy, so if alot of farmers have prob-
lems or do not make money, it will affect
the whole sector, the whole of society," he
said.

HeanVanhan, deputy director of the
Agriculture Ministry's general directorate
of agriculture, admitted that the govern-
ment had fallen short in supporting the
rice industry.

Fortunate farmers may choose to
pump water into their fields in order to
have more than one harvest per year, but
many must rely on the rain and keep oper-
ating costs to a minimum, Mr. Vanhan
said.

"The cost of electricity affects every
part of the value chain," he said.

More  effectively marketing
Cambodias rice for the international market
and developing irrigation systems to
address the needs of the mgjority of farmers
who "dtill rely on nature" must be a priority,
he said.

And not only for the private sector,
which Agriculture Minister VengSakhon
blamed this week for failing to properly
assess and cultivate domestic rice produc-
tion and exports.

"It is also the role of the govern-
ment," Mr. Vanhan said.
