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OPTIMISM OVER RELEASE OF ADHOC
PRISONERS PROVES PREMATURE

by Colin Meyn | January 2, 2017

By the time 2017 arrived, four
human rights officers and an election
officia jailed in relation to a case
involving acting CNRP President
KemSokha were supposed to be free-
or at least that was the message from
the opposition party after talks with
the CPP on December 7.

But with the calendar turning on
Saturday night, the five prisoners-
Lim Mony, Nay Vanda, NySokha and
Yi Soksan of local rights group
Adhoc, along with senior election

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official NyChariya-finished off their
247th day behind bars with no sign of
freedom.

KemMonovithya, deputy public
affairs director for the CNRP, tweeted
after the meeting between Mr. Sokha-
her father-and Prime Minister Hun
Sen that the five would be free
"before the end of this month." She
declined to explain what had changed
when contacted on Sunday.

Opposition leader Sam Rainsy,
whoislivinginexilein Paris, referred
guestions about the missed deadlines
to his colleagues in Phnom Penh. But
he said the efforts to release the five
had been stalled by Mr. Hun Sen.

Mr. Rainsy said the prime minister
had sent messages to Mr. Sokha after
their talks three weeks ago asking him
to takeapublic stance against hisfellow
opposition leader, or condemn his
continued criticism of the government
despite a supposed political detente.

"KemSokha refused, and he sent
amessage to KemSokha saying if you
don't do what | ask, | will do nothing
for the release of those you are refer-
ring to," Mr. Rainsy said by tele-
phone.

He dismissed concerns from
some observers that his provocative
statements made over socia media
and the radio-notably a promise to
"crush” those in the CPP who did not
respect a potential CNRP victory in
next year's national election-have pre-
vented Mr. Sokha from securing con-
cessions from the ruling party.

"Thisisthe beauty of our strategy,”
he said, explaining that party leaders
in Cambodia could pursue a dialogue
with the ruling party while he spoke
honestly about the situation from outside,
having been officially banned from
returning to the country.

"I don't feel compelled to be
compliant. | am free," he said.

CNRP spokesman Yim Sovann
said he had no update on efforts to
secure the release of the human rights
officers and election official, and that
he was not aware of any plans for
another meeting between Mr. Sokha
and CPP leaders. He added that he
could not confirm Mr. Rainsy's
account.

"Because sometimes he has dis-
cussions with the acting president
[Mr. Sokha], so he has more informa-
tion than me" Mr. Sovann said. "If
the words are from Sam Rainsy,
please quote him."

CPP spokesman SokEysan said
he did not believe that Mr. Hun Sen
would try to use the prisoners as
leverage to split the opposition.

"It is the culture of Sam Rainsy
since the beginning, saying some-
thing untrue," he said. "Now, he runs
out of options, and so he has become
more irresponsible, and has a mental
problem because he runs out of rights
and privileges-like sailing araft in the
middle of an ocean."

ThidaK hus, ahuman rights advocate
and NGO director who was initially
summoned for questioning along with
the five prisoners, said Mr. Rainsy's
provocative commentary was not

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RAINSY THREATENSTO 'CRUSH' ELECTION
HOLDOUTS;, ANALYSTS SCOFF

Summarizing his response to the
guestion of whether Prime Minister Hun
Sen and his ruling party would accept an
election loss, put to him during a Voice of
America interview, Mr. Rainsy wrote on
Facebook that they would have no choice.

"In 2018, the CNRP will form a new
and legitimate government and what will
remain from Hun Sen's CPPwill just be a
bunch of rebels who will be crushed by
the legitimate government commanding
the national armed forces with the sup-
port of the international community on
the basis of the 1991 Paris Peace
Agreements on Cambodia," he wrote.

Mr. Rainsy said that Vietnam, which
installed CPP leaders currently in power
amost four decades ago, would also sup-
port a new CNRP government, and dis-
missed Mr. Hun Sen's threats of a vio-
lence following a CNRP €election victory
as bluster.

"But raising now this issue of trans-
fer of power in 2018 isjust part of apolit-
ical and psychological war, with Hun Sen
bluffing-as aways-when he threatens the
CNRP with a civil war if he loses the
forthcoming elections,” he said.

Mr. Hun Sen ramped up his warn-
ings of civil war ahead of the 2013
national election, and has continued to
say that a CNRP victory will inevitably
lead to violence, warning late last year
that any effort to remove the current mil-
itary commander and National Police
chief would lead to a backlash.

The predictions by Mr. Rainsy, who
is currently banned from returning to
Cambodia, fly in the face of that made by
historians and analysts, who are con-
vinced that Mr. Hun Sen would likely
maintain control of much of the military
even after an election loss, and use loyal
units to remain in power if necessary.

Historian David Chandler said in a
radio interview in May that Cambodia
would not have a functioning democracy
until Mr. Hun Sen was dead or over-
thrown, which he said would only happen
through force.

"I'm never going to say on your pro-
gram or anywhere else that Hun Sen
should be overthrown by force, but he is
not going to be overthrown any other
way," he said at the time.

Fellow historian Milton Osborne
offered asimilar analysisin an article for
The Interpreter last month, but noted that
a CNRPvictory was by no means guaran-
teed, and that a fragile power-sharing
agreement might be an inevitable result if
such an outcome eventuated.

"In short, on past and present evi-
dence...Hun Sen and his party are ready
to take all actions that they see as neces-
sary to stay in office. Whether their
actions accord with western concepts of
therule of law isnot aconsideration,” Mr.
Osborne wrote.

MeasNy, a political analyst and
socia researcher, said on Sunday that it
was simply too soon for Mr. Rainsy to be
making such pronouncements.

"The ruling party are till 1ooking to
break the opposition. The CNRP should
not be too proud to think they will win the
election,” he said, adding that such provo-
cations would do nothing to help the post-
election process if the CPP did lose.

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‘Do Not Ask,” Official Says Of

Promoted

A Defense Ministry spokesman
said on Wednesday that reporters had
no right to ask why two of Prime
Minister Hun Sen’s bodyguards, con-
victed of savagely beating a pair of
opposition lawmakers in October last
year, were promoted last month to the
rank of colonel.

“This issue of the government
promoting them is that they have seen
their individual qualities,” Chhum
Socheat said.

When asked what those qualities
were, Mr. Socheat said: “Do not ask. |
will not answer. It is an issue for the
Ministry of Defense; you do not have
the right to ask about it.”

He declined further comment.

Mao Hoeun, 34, and Suth Vanny,
45, were among three of Hun Sen’'s
bodyguards sentenced to four yearsin
prison earlier this year after being
tried for their role in attacking CNRP
lawmakers Nhay Chamroeun and
Kong Saphea.

The beating, which occurred
after the lawmakers were dragged
from their cars as they drove by an
anti-CNRP rally outside the National

Bodyguards

Assembly, left them with broken
bones and teeth and a ruptured
eardrum.

The three bodyguards were
released on November 4 after serving
less than ayear of their sentence.

In a sub-decree signed by Mr.
Hun Sen less than two weeks after
their release and seen by reportersthis
week, Mr. Hoeun and Mr. Vanny, just
amonth out of prison, were promoted
from lieutenant colonels to colonels
in the Royal Cambodian Armed
Forces.

It is unclear if the two will
remain in Mr. Hun Sen’s bodyguard
unit.

Mr. Saphea said on Wednesday
that justice would remain elusive until
the CNRP won the 2018 elections.

“l think this is the culture of
impunity of the ruling party aswell as
the government. They aways pro-
mote people who commit offenses
against lawmakers,” he said. “That is
the same—the same culture.”

“l am not angry at those who
committed the offense,” he added.
“But | do not feel warm toward those
behind them, who have created a culture
encouraging these perpetrators.”

and peaceful transition,” he said.
"Anything that affects the military could
be very sensitive."

Mr. Ny agreed that Vietnam would
have little choice but to accept change,
though it would prioritize treatment of its
own citizens out of concern for how they
might be treated by the CNRP, whose
leaders have a history of xenophobic rhet-
oric toward the Vietnamese.

"I think after a majority of people
vote for the CNRP, Vietnam cannot do
anything but take care of Viethameseliving
in Cambodia," he said.

"If for any reason a manipulated
election is not possible Hun Sen will find
a pretext to intervene and dispatch the
opposition,” Mr. Thayer said, adding that
neither Vietnam nor China would con-
demn a violent repression of the CNRP,
though they would avoid overt support.

"Both China and Vietnam realise
only too well that if they overtly inter-
vened in support of Hun Sen against Sam
Rainsy this could ignite Cambodian
nationalism against them," he said.

helping the situation.

"I think it would be helpful if he
learned how to speak more peacefully
and positively," she said, suggesting
he focus more on helping the people
and less about beating Mr. Hun Sen.
"How do you expect the CPP to
respond?’

Ms. Khus said Adhoc was aso
weary of being beholden to political
negotiations, and had backed away
from a plan to have their officers
released along with Seang Chet, an
opposition commune chief set free on
December 8, as they did not want to
be "lumped together" with the CNRP,

While political factors were cer-
tainly at play, Ms. Khus said the gov-

ernment was also happy to have the
case continue to serve as awarning to
other human rights groups.

"They want to hold civil society
hostage because they want to tell
NGOs not to criticize...and be verbal
about something," she said.

Adhoc spokesman SoumChankea
could not be reached on Sunday.

Political analyst OuVirak said the
CNRP had put itself in a difficult
position, having set an expectation
that it could not deliver on.

"They are gonna be stuck,” he
said of the CNRP's efforts to secure
the release of the prisoners, who were
jailed for allegedly bribing a mistress
of Mr. Sokhato deny an affair. "There

is nothing they can do."

But with the international com-
munity continuing to apply pressure
on the government-the U.N. declared
last month that the detention of the
five was arbitrary-he said the CPP

might eventually cave anyhow.

"The CPPalso faces pressure,” he
said. "Because of that, | think the gov-
ernment will try to find a way out.”
