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CPP HONORS 'SECOND BIRTH?
SOKHA VISITSKEM LEY'S GRAVE

Asthe CPP put on adazzling display
of pomp and propaganda at its Phnom
Penh headquarters on Saturday to mark
the anniversary of the fall of the Khmer
Rouge, acting CNRP President KemSokha
paid a pilgrimage to the grave of dan
political analyst Kem Ley in Takeo province.

The ruling party sees January 7, or
Victory Day, as marking Cambodia's
rebirth after Pol Pot's murderous rule,
while many in opposition circles seeit as
the beginning of a decadel ong occupation
by Vietnam, which they say continues to

exert undue influence on the CPP.

Presiding over the ruling party's cer-
emony, Prime Minister Hun Sen, who is
also president of the CPP, delivered a
speech heavy on nostalgia and warnings
toward those who oppose his regime.

Mr. Hun Sen described January 7 as
marking "the historic victory of the
Cambodian people in overthrowing the
regime of Pol Pot's genocide, ending the
darkest period in Cambodia and ushering
in a new era of independence, freedom,
democracy and social progress.”

To those such as opposition leader
Sam Rainsy who see nothing to celebrate
on January 7, Mr. Hun Sen said their message
was clear.

"Only those who wish to have a
genocidal regime return to Cambodia
would use Cambodia for their own per-

fidious ends-without thinking of the life
of Cambodian people-and oppose the
January 7 victory," he said.

The prime minister used the occasion
to note the inextricable involvement of
foreign powers in the disastrous history
that unfolded in the 1970s, and said his
party would ensure that such meddling
would not be repeated.

"We resolutely oppose controversial
actions, regardless of their source, that
may divide Cambodia again,” he said,
reciting a common refrain that the gov-
ernment would not tolerate a "color revo-
lution" aroused by unnamed foreign
provocateurs.

After finishing his speech, Mr. Hun
Sen and National Assembly President
HengSamrin, the party's honorary presi-
dent, released white doves as hundreds of
balloons floated to the sky along with a
banner with the message: "The CPP
brought peace, stability and develop-
ment."

Before departing, Mr. Hun Sen
toured the crowd to shake hands and pose
for selfies.

As the CPP was celebrating, Mr.
Sokha, the acting CNRP president, visited
Takeo province, where he prayed at the
grave of slain political analyst Kem Ley
and met with his family, posting photo-
graphs of the trip to Facebook.

"This is the first time that | have
come to pay respect to the soul of Mr. Dr.
Kem Ley at his tomb in his house," Mr.
Sokhawrote in an accompanying message,
adding that the last time the two met, the
conversation focused on commune election
strategies.

"I wish the soul of Mr. Dr. Kem Ley
rest in peace” he wrote of the analyst,
who was shot dead in July in what many
believe was a political assassination. "I
still continue to seek justice for mister
doctor."

Opposition leader Sam Rainsy, who
has been officialy exiled from the coun-
try, took to Facebook for what has
become his own tradition on January 7,

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BLACK MONDAY STARTSAGAIN AS
ADHOC OFFICERS LANGUISH IN JAIL

The long-running Black Monday
campaign restarted on Monday in response
to the continued imprisonment of four
officers from rights group Adhoc and an
election official, despite expectations of

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their release at the end of last year.

Protesters vowed to continue the
campaign until the group is freed.

Hopes were raised early last month
when it was reported that acting CNRP
President KemSokha and Prime Minister
Hun Sen had put the wheels in motion for
the human rights officers and NyChakrya,
an election official who previously
worked for Adhoc, to leave prison after
eight months in detention.

However, with the group still behind
bars, about 20 activists staged a protest in
Phnom Penh's eviction-hit BoengKak

community on Monday morning. Unlike
many previous protests, there was no
scuffling with police and no arrests.

Mr. Sokha last week requested a
meeting with Interior Minister Sar
Kheng, who accepted, but did not set a
date. CNRP President Sam Rainsy, mean-
while, this week accused the government
of demanding that Mr. Sokha sign a state-
ment-which the opposition leader fears
will eventually be used against him-in
order to secure the prisoners release.

"We regret that Samdech Sar Kheng
claimed those human rights defenders
and [election] official would be released,"
activist Sung Sreyleap said.

"So, we haveto start again,”" she added.

The human rights officers and election
official were jailed in April after being
accused of attempting to bribe an alleged
mistress of Mr. Sokhato deny an affair, in
acase generaly considered to be palitically
motivated.

Ms. Sreyleap said the Black Monday
campaign would not be halted unless the
group is released along with fellow land
activist TepVanny, who remainsin jail on
charges relating to a 2011 demonstration.

CPP spokesman SokEysan said an
agreement over the release of the Adhoc
officers and the election official could
still be reached through negotiations, but
claimed that the decision ultimately lay in
the hands of the courts.

"What Samdech Sar Kheng raised
last month just meant that there would be
negotiations until there's a meeting with
Mr. KemSokha," he said.

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MAN DREAMS OF FLIGHT WITH AIRPLANE
BUILT FROM SCRATCH, SCRAP

Paen Long still recalls the first time
he saw an "airplane" in the sky.

It was 1993 and Mr. Long, who was
6 at the time, ran for kilometers to get to
the landing site in SvayRieng province.
By the time he reached the aircraft, which
was actualy a hellcopter it was ready to
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take off.

"I have loved planes ever since that
first time," he said on Wednesday. But
from the start, it was the mechanical
workings that fascinated him, and that
keen interest in flight has led him to take
up a very unusua hobby: He is building
his own airplane.

A modest vehicle, perhaps, but a
plane al the same. It is 4.3 meters long
and has an 8-meter wingspan. There is
only one seat, for the pilot-a plastic chair
with the legs sawn off. The body and
wings are made of metal from gasoline
cans.

If all goes according to plan, Mr.
Long should be able to take it for its first
flight in April, he said.

But it's been along road for the 30-
year-old, who earns his living as a car
mechanic in KompongTrabek district's
Prey Chhor commune, in Prey Veng
province. "After | completed about 20
percent of the plane, | amost gave up,”
Mr. Long said.

With his limited resources, finding
the materials and technical information to
make it happen was far from easy, he
said.

But he kept going.

At one point, he was mired in tech-
nical difficulties, which he could not
overcome without finding specific
mechanical parts. But he located them, he
said, at ajunk airplane site along National
Road 3.

Married with two young children,
Mr. Long has struggled to raise the funds
for the project. Still, he has so far man-

aged to raise half of the required $10,000.

His project has left some people in
his neighborhood scratching their heads-
starting with his wife, Hing Mouy Heng.
Her concern, however, is not about the
time or money her husband spent on his
obsession, but about his safety when he
eventually tries to take his plane into the

"| asked my husband to stop several
times, but he really wanted to prove that
he could make it. Now, | believe in his
plan," she said.

His neighbor, Lim Seng, at first
doubted that Mr. Long's plane would ever
take off. "I asked him if it would fly and
he told me that every project must start
somewhere and that he trusted it would
work," Ms. Seng recalled. "Now it's get-
ting close to success, and it may very well
fly."

Prey Chhor commune chief SekKheang
has always been enthusiastic about Mr.
Long's plane, saying someone from his
commune attempting something that new
and different deserved his support. "I
don't know whether this plane will be
ableto fly, but we'll have to wait and see,"
he said.

In the past few weeks, Mr. Long's
project has made it onto social media, and
Prey Veng governor Chea Somethy paid
him avisit on Wednesday afternoon.

A word of caution, however, came
on Wednesday from Keo Sivorn, a
spokesman for Civil Aviation. Whileit is
a wonderful project that should be
encouraged, Mr. Long should have his
plane checked by an expert before
attempting his first flight for his own
safety, he said.

And, just in case, he added, Mr.
Long should try not to take off too close
to other planes on hisinaugural flight.
