Violating the Constitution while

following through on a threat from
Prime Minister Hun Sen, the National
Assembly's CPP-staffed secretariat on
Thursday issued an order saying that
ministers would not appear before law-
makers unless the CNRP stopped boy-
cotting parliamentary sessions.

Though ruling party lawmakers
have pushed through rules that could
see their colleagues fined for skipping
sessions, they are not legally required
to attend. The Constitution states with-
out qualification that lawmakers may
summon ministersto "give clarifications
on issues relating to higher responsibility.”

Another of Hun Sen's bodyguards
convicted of savagely beating opposition
lawmakers outside the National Assembly
in 2015 has been promoted, according to
aroyal decree.

"When they have already served a
prison term, it is time to get promoted,”
said SokEysan, spokesman of the CPR,
discussing the promotion.

Three bodyguardswere given four-year
prison sentences after breaking the teeth
and rupturing an eardrum of the two
opposition lawmakers dragged from their
cars during an anti-CNRP rally in
October 2015. All three were released
after serving just one year in prison.

ChaySarith, 34, was promoted to the
rank of brigadier general after hisrelease,
the November 22 royal decree shows.
The promotion follows earlier revelations
that his two comrades, Mao Hoeun and
SuthVanny, were promoted to colonel.

Contacted on Thursday, Kong
Saphea, one of the beaten lawmakers,
said the promotions suggest the CPP was
behind the beatings.

"Promoting them to higher ranks
shows that they are perpetrators that the
ruling party organized to beat lavmakers,
to attempt to kill lawmakers," he said.
"The law is on the lips of the person who
has power."

In response to Mr. Saphed's allega-
tions, Mr. Eysan said:

"Whatever he wants to say, because
we are democratic country.”

"It is clearly demonstrated here that
our county has a right to freedom of
expression,” he said.

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U.S. DEPORTING OVER 30 CAMBODIANS

Cambodiareiterated its wish to rene-
gotiate how its citizens are deported from
the U.S. on Tuesday as it emerged that
dozens more Cambodian nationals were
being sent to the country.

Only last month, the government
said it was pressing ahead with a review
of the 2002 repatriation agreement, which
allows Cambodians who are permanent
residentsin the U.S. to be deported if they
are convicted of afelony.

"This[memorandum of understanding]
should be on the table for re-discussion or
renegotiation,” KhieuSopheak, an Interior
Ministry spokesman, said on Tuesday.

"We wish to have only voluntary
repatriation” of Cambodian nationals,
General Sopheak said, a change in the
agreement that would alow individuals
to decide whether they would be deported
after serving their prison sentencesinthe U.S.

The U.S. had requested that 47 people

be deported, but the government only
accepted 36 because the others "are not
real Cambodian citizens,"” Gen. Sopheak
added, though a spokesman for the Interior
Ministry's immigration department, Keo
Vannthan, put the number at only 34. The
reason for the discrepancy in the numbers
was unclear.

"Now, they are waiting for travel
documents from us. We are preparing the
documents and we will send it to them
soon,” Lieutenant General Vannthan said.

Since 2002, 538 Cambodians who
were living legally in the U.S. have been
deported after receiving felony convic-
tions, according to the Returnee
Integration Support Center (RISC), an
NGO that assists deportees upon their
arrival in Cambodia.

Last year, the U.S. deported 41
Cambodians, with the last group of repa-
triated citizens arriving in September,
according to the RISC.
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REPORT HIGHLIGHTS CLOSED PATH TO
CITIZENSHIP FOR KHMER KROM

Many Khmer Krom peopleliving
in Cambodia struggle to gain proper
identification documents-despite the
government

repeatedly declaring
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them "automatic citizens'-and face
social and economic hardships as a
result, according to a new report.

"Citizenship Rights for Khmer
Krom in Cambodia," being released
today by the Alliance for Conflict
Transformation, the Cambodian
Center for Human Rights (CCHR)
and Khmer Kampuchea Krom for
Human Rights and Development
Association, describes the disadvan-
tages experienced by the ethnic
minority that has been marginalized
in both Cambodia and Vietnam.

The group hails from an area in
southern Vietnam known as Kampuchea
Krom, which previously belonged to
Cambodia, but was officially ceded to
Vietnam by colonial France in 1949.
Although Khmer Krom largely share
the same culture, language and religion
with Khmers in Cambodia, their
Vietnamese-sounding names and accents
have made them victims of discrimi-
nation in Cambodia, where anti-
Vietnamese sentiment remains ram-

pant.

The report is based on interviews
conducted last year with 264 Khmer
Krom who did not have Cambodian
ID cards, 95.7 percent of whom were
born outside the country. Vietnam-born
Khmer Krom, upon setting up their
new livesin Cambodia, are soon con-
fronted with the almost impossible
task of proving their origins, the report
says.

Across the country, about 20 to
30 percent of all Khmer Krom, out of
hundreds of thousands, lack 1D cards,
which are needed to access basic citi-
zenship rights such as hedth care,
education, land ownership, employment
and passports, the report says.

"Many are denied registration for
births and marriages without identifi-
cation cards, resulting in the creation
of a generation of people who lack
documentation,” it says.

When asked what types of diffi-
culties they faced in Cambodia, 60.6
percent said they were discriminated
against on the basis that Khmer Krom
were believed to be Vietnamese,
while 41.9 percent referred to a lack
of official recognition from local
authorities as an obstacle.

Thach Sinm, a 41-year-old
Khmer Krom resident of Siem Reap
City, who has lived in Cambodia for
about eight years, said he had strug-
gled to acquire official documentation
in Cambodia.

"It's been many years that | have
not had an identification card or fam-
ily book. Because my family nameis
Thach, they claimed my nationality is
Yuon," he said, using a sometimes
derogatory term for Vietnamese,
adding that he has aso been unable to
register to vote.

Mr. Sinm said he had also been
discriminated against by ordinary
Cambodians.

"Cambodians always call us
"Yuon.' | think they never know much
about what the Khmer Krom are," he
said.

UNCERTAIN US POLICY

If it wasn't aready clear, Prime
Minister Hun Sen on Friday let an audience
at the World Economic Forum in Davos
know how he redly felt about former
U.S. President Barack Obama and his
administration's "pivot" to Asia

"I say [this] because today Obamais
leaving his position. The policies toward
Asia, Asia-Pacific of President Mr. Obama
has brought complications to the Asian
region," he said at a panel discussion
titled "Manufacturing Identity: ISASEAN
a Community Yet?"'

"I honestly say that | am unhappy to
criticize the [U.S] policy of returning to
Asia and | praise the policy of the new
President Duterte of the Philippines,” he
said, an apparent reference to Rodrigo
Duterte's announcement in October that
he was "separating” from the U.S. to join
Chinaand Russiain a new world order.

Mr. Hun Sen said he felt particularly
wounded that Cambodia had drawn so
much criticism for positions he had taken
regarding the South China Sea, having
scuttled efforts by other Asean members
to present a united front against China's
territorial claimsin the disputed sea.

"This conflict, there wasinterference
from outsiders. If we let involved coun-
tries discuss together | think it is better,"
he said. " said like that on purpose to protect
the relationship between Asean and China
as there is very big trade and interest for
al involved.”

It is on this last point-defending

Chinds interests in the name of regional
economic success-that Mr. Hun Sen will
likely find himsdlf a oddswith U.S. President
Donald Trump, of whom he was an out-
spoken supporter before the November
election.

Mr. Trump and his secretary of state
nominee, former Exxon CEO Rex
Tillerson, have talked of forcing Chinato
stop itsisland building in the South China
Sea and even blocking its access to those
islands;, imposing protectionist trade
measures against Chinese goods and
services, and restoring relations with
Taiwan-an affront to Beijing's keystone
One China policy.

The payoff for Southeast Asian allies
of China, however, may be that the U.S.
retreats from attempts to promote human
rights and democracy abroad, a policy
that has long been a thorn in the side of
Mr. Hun Sen, said Joshua Kurlantzick, a
senior fellow for Southeast Asia at the
Council on Foreign Relations.

"I don't know for sure, but | would
expect that the pressure on the South
China Sea would be counterbalanced by
less pressure on Hun Sen on human rights
issues under this U.S., and that overall
Hun Sen would seethistrade as arelatively
favorable trade off for him,” Mr.
Kurlantzick said in an email.

"And if other Southeast Asian nations
like the Philippines are not protesting too
much over growing US-Chinatensionsin
the South China Sea, then that puts Hun
Senin alessdifficult position,” he added.
"Of course, Vietnam will push back on
South China Sea issues, so Hun Sen
would be in a somewhat difficult situa-
tion, but overall | would think this new
adminigtration would redound to his benefit."

As opposed to 2012, when Phnom
Penh was something of an outlier in
Asean for its diplomatic alignment with
Beijing, the geopoalitical landscape in the
region has seen a brisk Sino-shift, noted
Carlyle Thayer, an emeritus professor and
Southeast Asia expert at the Australian
Defence Force Academy.

"President Duterte has put the
Philippines policy into reverse. Prime
Minister Najib of Malaysia is currying
favour with Beijing. And Vietnam has
just sent its party leader to Beijing to seek

Disregarding this provision, Mr. Hun
Sen told a state mouthpiece on
Wednesday that he would not allow his
ministers to heed summonses from oppo-
sition-led parliamentary committees in
response to the CNRP boycotting asesson
of parliament that stripped the party of itsoffi-
cid "minority" status.

The National Assembly's directive
formalized the prime minister's remarks.

"To ensure equity between political
partieswith seats at the National Assembly,
in the case that lawmakers from non-
governmental political parties do not
implement their work at the National
Assembly asusud, the National Assembly
decides to temporarily postpone sending

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requests inviting ministers of the Royal
Government of Cambodiato give clarifi-
cation before the commissions at the
National Assembly,” it said.

The statement cited Article 31 of the

Constitution, which includes sweeping
language about the equality of al citi-
zens under the law. Nationd Assembly
spokesman Leng Peng Long explained
that the CNRP was abusing its right to
summon ministers.

"It is not a violation [of the
Constitution] as we are just temporarily
postponing it,” he said. "It meansthereis
no balance as the opposition party does
not come to work a the Nationa
Assembly and they just repeatedly attack
the government, so the government has
no means to respond."

"In brief, | mean the CNRP has violat-
ed laws. For example, if they want to
come, they do so. If they don't want to
come, they don't,” he added.

Asked which law required lawmak-
ers to attend parliamentary sessions or
work from the National Assembly, Mr.
Peng Long said: "People vote for them to
come and work at the National
Assembly, not to stay outside.”

CNRP spokesmen could not be
reached on Thursday. Opposition law-
maker Eng Chhay Eang said on Wednesday
that the party planned to press ahead with
plans to summon three ministers for
guestioning before the parliamentary com-
mittees they control.

Among them is Defense Minister
Tea Banh, whom they want to question
about promotions, particularly those of
three members of the Prime Minister
Bodyguard Unit who served jail time for
brutally beating two opposition lavmak-
ers.

Following a speech at the National
Defense University on Thursday,
General Banh said that he would not be
answering questions from lawmakers.

"I say no. We work with respect. If
they do not respect the law, it should not
happen,” he said of the questioning.

Regarding the bodyguards, Gen.
Banh said that their crimes were not his
business.

"I did not know they were impris-
oned," he said of the bodyguards, who
each received promotions shortly after
their release in November. "But | just
saw that they were free aready-they
were not in jail-so the prison problem is
the court's discretion."

that China will act towards Vietnam
with restraint, Mr. Thayer said in an
email.

"Cambodia would find itself in good
company in decrying U.S. assertiveness
and its threat to regiona stability," he
said, adding that Mr. Trump's administra-
tion would likely see the region as having
little to no role in achieving its foreign
policy priorities.

"The Trump Administration will not
give priority to Southeast Asia let alone
Cambodia,” he said, predicting that it
would focus on defeating the Islamic
State militant group, improving relations
with Russia and renegotiating terms of
trade and currency valuation with China.

"Taiwan not Southeast Asia is the
main leverage point for Trump's future
relations with China. Trump is a redlist
when assessing power relations,
Cambodia is unlikely to be on his radar
screen,” Mr. Thayer added.

Cambodia surprised many last week
when it announced the cancellation of
Angkor Sentinel military exercises with
the U.S. for the next two years, just weeks
after hosting 500 Chinese soldiers for the
largest such exercise in decades.

Anaysts said the decision-suppos-
edly made to free up soldiersto help in a
crackdown on drugs and to ensure securi-
ty in upcoming elections-was almost cer-
tainly meant to show its growing alle-
giance to China

"Cambodias cancellation is par for
the new course of regiona geopolitics
where China is winning in Southeast
Asia," ThitinanPongsudhirak, director of
the Ingtitute of Security and International

Studies at Chulalongkorn University in
Bangkok, said in an email.

"Its timing also suggests an early
pre-inauguration shot across the bow in
view of Trump's tough-talking rhetoric,"
he added. "China will flex this kind of
muscle again through its client allies and
the onus will be on the US to respond.”

John Ciorciari, director of the
International Policy Center at the Ford
School of Public Policy at the University
of Michigan, said Cambodia would like
to remain engaged with the U.S., which
continues to be one of itstop importers of
garments and footwear, sectors that make
up 80 percent of Cambodia’s exports. But
only aslong Cambodia was able to main-
tain China's favor.

"Hun Sen would rather avoid a rup-
ture with Washington and return to the
frosty relations and sanctions of the late
1990s. But if Sino-American tension
rises, he will bend further toward Beijing,
the partner that does most to secure his
position in power,” Mr. Ciorciari said in
an email.

"China will provide more economic
and military aid in forms that buttress the
power of the CPR" he added. "Cambodia
will reciprocate with preferential access
to resources, support in international
forums, and perhaps with expanded naval
access at Kampong Sam [Preah Sihanouk
province]. This may benefit Cambodia's
leaders but will back the country further
into a diplomatic corner and make
domestic political reform even more chal-
lenging."

Siem Reap City police chief Tith
Narong also said that only Cambodian
-born Khmer Krom were entitled to
ID cards, adding that it was an "upper
-level" order.

CCHR advocacy director Duch
Piseth said the confusion around
Khmer Krom citizenship rights was the
result of alack of alegal framework
that reflected the government's stance.

"Unfortunately, the government's

statements that Khmer Krom coming
to Cambodia are to be considered
Khmer citizensareworth littlein practice,
as the drict requirements of Cambodian
law meanthat Khmer Kromfecedifficuities
redlizing theserights" Mr. Piseth said.

"Khmer Krom in Cambodia, who
may be born outside the country or
lack aresidential address, struggle to
satisfy the stringent provisions of the
laws and regulations governing the
issuing of identification cards, which
do not take into account the specific
needs of this group."
