Sam Rainsy, the longtime leader of

Cambodia's beleaguered democracy

movement, resigned as president of the

opposition CNRP on Saturday in the face

of the government's threats to dissolve the

entire party over his criminal record.

Analysts and observers say the resig-

nation might not take a heavy toll on the

CNRP's support at the polls-if the party

makes it that far. They warned that the

same squeeze the government put on Mr.

Rainsy could easily befall whoever takes

his place. At the moment, that looks likely

to be CNRP acting President KemSokha,

who faces his own legal troubles.

Mr. Rainsy, who has stayed abroad

since a years-old defamation conviction

against him was reanimated in 2015,

announced his resignation with a letter

posted to his Facebook page, effective

immediately.

The brief letter said only that he was

resigning for "personal reasons" and for

"the sake of the party."

It came in the wake of an unprece-

dented threat from his perennial rival,

Prime Minister Hun Sen, to amend the

country's Law on Political Parties to dis-

solve parties led by criminal convicts. The

prime minister left no doubt that he was

targeting the CNRP. With its simple major-

ity in the National Assembly, the CPP

would have no trouble making good on the

threat and has pledged to do so as quickly

as possible.

In a brief video posted online by Mr.

Rainsy on Sunday, he makes clear that the

threat to dissolve the party drove his deci-

sion.

"They are attempting to dissolve our

party, and if our party is dissolved, we can-

not join the election and the election will

have no meaning, and we will lose an his-

toric opportunity to bring change to the

Khmer people," he said, addressing his

colleagues in Phnom Penh via Skype.

"We have to dare to sacrifice every-

thing to reach our goal," he said. "What do

we want? We want the elections, because

we want change through elections."

After a meeting of the

CNRP's steering committee at its

Phnom Penh headquarters on Sunday, the

party said Mr. Sokha, who returned from a

trip to the countryside to attend, would

remain acting president until a new presi-

dent is officially selected at the next party

convention, as per the party's bylaws.

Party spokesman Yim Sovann said the

convention was scheduled for April 7 next

year in time for the national election in July.

Fresh News, a popular website that

often functions as a CPP mouthpiece, pub-

lished a letter purportedly from Mr. Rainsy

asking for his wife-and longtime opposi-

tion lawmaker-TioulongSaumura to be

appointed as his replacement. But the

CNRP said the letter was fake.

OuVirak, head of the Future Forum

think tank, said much of the opposition's

support was tied directly to Mr. Rainsy.

But he said that support would likely stay

with the CNRP unless Mr. Rainsy actually

turned against the party, which was unlikely.
"Sam Rainsy does have a lot of die-hard

fans," he said. "As the first real opposition
figure  of the country since UNTAC [the
U.N. mission that restored democratic

In what some are calling one of the most
significant threats to democracy that Cambodia
has faced in a generation, the CPP-controlled
National Assembly on Monday voted to give
the government and courts sweeping new powers
over political parties.

Unhindered by an opposition that chose
to boycott the vote, CPP lawmakers, pausing
only to correct a few spelling errors, rammed
through amendments to a 20-year-old law, giving
its government the facility to suspend and dissolve
its political rivals over vaguely worded offenses.

Prime Minister Hun Sen, who has ruled
the country for more than three decades, has
made clear that the changes are aimed at the
CNRP, which nearly defeated his party in
national elections four years ago and continues
to pose the greatest threat to the CPP's power
since it first won democratic elections in 1998.

"Once it comes into effect, the Interior
Ministry will have full ability to implement it
and sweep out any political parties that do not
fulfill their functions and duties as political
parties," CPP lawmaker ChheangVun said on
Monday on the parliament floor after the vote.

The CPP claims Cambodia needs the
amendments to keep the country from falling
apart at the hands of irresponsible parties. The
CNRP says the amendments are the real threat,
giving the ruling party unconstitutional new
powers to do away with its rivals at will and
rob voters of the representatives of their
choice.

Lacking the Assembly seats to block the
changes, the opposition party stayed away
from the vote to avoid lending it any legitimacy.

"This law is not just about us. It's uncon-
stitutional…. It violates the rights of the people,"
CNRP lawmaker Mu Sochua said afterward.
"Democracy as a whole is being attacked."

Phil Robertson, deputy Asia director for
Human Rights Watch, said the amendments

extinguished any hope of the free and fair mul-
tiparty democracy promised by the 1991 Paris
Peace Accords, which helped drag Cambodia
out of decades of war.

"It's no exaggeration to say that these
amendments are like a gun aimed straight at
the heart of the opposition CNRP, leaving only
the question of when and on what grounds this
political execution will take place."

He said they were the culmination of Mr.
Hun Sen's efforts to consolidate absolute power,
tipping the country distinctly toward one-party
states like Vietnam.

"The CPP's lesson from its failures in the
2013 election appear to be that if the people
don't like Hun Sen, well then offer them no
real alternative. Cambodia will become a sham
democracy going forward, perhaps a bit better
than Vietnam but not by much, with laws
enforced by lap dog courts under the control of
the CPP," he said. "Hun Sen has chipped away
at the foundation of democracy in Cambodia
for years, and today he struck the final blow."

Mr. Robertson criticized the democratic
governments and aid donors helping prop up
the country with their money for staying largely
quiet since the prime minister proposed the
amendments more than three weeks ago.

The U.S. Embassy issued its first unsolicited
remarks on the amendments only on Monday,
after they were passed.

It said the U.S. was concerned about the
powers they gave the government "to restrict
freedom of expression and the legitimate
activities of political parties and, under vaguely
defined circumstances, to dissolve them."

It called on the government to ensure
that all parties have the chance to compete as
equals in June's local elections and the all-
important national vote next year.

"Any government action to ban or restrict
parties under the new amendments would con-
stitute a significant setback for Cambodia's
political development and would seriously call
into question the legitimacy of the upcoming
elections," it said.

Last week, the chairman of the Asian
Parliamentarians for Human Rights, Malaysian
opposition lawmaker Charles Santiago, called
the changes "the death knell for democracy in
Cambodia."

The government has dismissed all criticism
of the amendments.

"[The court] can dissolve parties if they
violate the law. If they do not violate the law,
how can it dissolve them?" National Assembly
spokesman Leng Peng Long said on Monday.
"If we let them do whatever they want, is it
democracy or anarchy?"

The amendments were sent to the rub-
ber-stamp Senate on Monday afternoon and

A U.S. court has ruled that for-
mer opposition leader Sam Rainsy
may issue a subpoena to energy giant
Chevron seeking surveillance video

footage of government critic Kem
Ley's murder at one of its gas stations
in Phnom Penh in July.

The request, filed in December
by Mr. Rainsy and a group of
Cambodian citizens, was approved on
Thursday, according to a court deci-
sion Mr. Rainsy posted to Facebook
on Friday.

"Applicants may serve a final-
ized version of the subpoena
attached," the court order, issued by a
district court in northern California,
says. Chevron, which operates as
Caltex in Cambodia, will have 30
days to contest the subpoena once it is
served, it says.

Mr. Rainsy wrote on his
Facebook page: "This breakthrough is
a step towards proving the involve-
ment of Cambodia's government in
Dr. Kem Ley's murder."

Kem Ley was shot dead on the
morning of July 10 at a Caltex gas
station in Phnom Penh. A man has
been arrested for the murder-his trial
is set to begin next month-but many
suspect that he was merely a hired
gun.

Mr. Rainsy has said the killing
was an "act of state-sponsored terror-
ism," and compared it to previous
murders of other government critics,
which are widely seen as govern-
ment-backed hits.

Mr. Rainsy and the other appli-
cants are seeking the gas station's
video footage and audio recordings
from July 1 to July 14, documents
identifying staff employed at the sta-
tion during the same period and the
release of "all communications with
any agent, employee or instrumental-
ity of the Cambodian government"
regarding Kem Ley.

Prime Minister Hun Sen sued Mr.
Rainsy for defamation in August over
his claims of government involve-
ment in the murder.

The evidence Mr. Rainsy is seek-
ing would be presented in the pending
defamation suit, as well as a com-
plaint that was filed before the
International Criminal Court by a
CNRP-aligned attorney in 2014 and
updated last year following Kem
Ley's murder accusing the
Cambodian government of commit-
ting crimes against humanity.

Spokespeople for San Francisco-
based Chevron did not immediately
respond to questions on Sunday.

Mr. Rainsy, who entered exile in
November 2015 to avoid prison time
over another defamation case,
resigned as president of the CNRP on
Saturday amid moves by Mr. Hun Sen
to dissolve the opposition party if Mr.
Rainsy remained its head.

In the letter, the pair, who serve
as co-chairs of the group, welcomed
Mr. Tillerson, a former executive for
oil and gas giant ExxonMobil, to his
role as U.S. President Donald
Trump's top foreign affairs officer,

and directed his attention to Cambodia.
"While Cambodia has a vibrant

political opposition…Hun Sen and
the ruling Cambodian People's Party
have repeatedly used intimidation
and violence to suppress their voices,"
the congressmen say, listing a proposal
floated by Mr. Hun Sen earlier this

month to dissolve political parties
that run afoul of new laws.

"Local elections this year and
national elections next year will be
key indicators of the vibrancy of
Cambodian democracy," the letter
says. "The U.S. State Department can
play a critical role by communicating
to the Cambodian government the
importance of holding elections
deemed credible by the international
community."

Mr. Lowenthal and Mr. Chabot-two
of Mr. Hun Sen's loudest congressional
critics-urged Mr. Tillerson to pressure
Mr. Hun Sen to "drop all politically-
motivated charges against opposition
leaders, cease harassment of the
CNRP," allow former opposition
leader Sam Rainsy to return to the
country, and permit election monitors
at all polling stations.

The U.S.-Cambodian relationship
has become more fraught as China's
influence in the country grows, with
Cambodia last month canceling an
annual military exercise with the
U.S. and Mr. Hun Sen asking Mr.
Trump to annul a Second Indochina
War debt of about $500 million.

U.S. Ambassador William
Heidtresponded with unusual vigor
to the ruling party in a meeting with
Khmer-language media last week,
saying that the Cambodian government
should accept the debt and shelve any
plans to eliminate political parties.

"Things like that, throwing people
out of the game, removing parties…I
don't think that's what the Cambodian
people want and I don't think that
helps Cambodian democracy develop,"
he said.

Constitutional Council after perfunctory
reviews and a vote.

Assuming they are signed by the king,
who has never challenged a CPP-backed bill,
the amendments will give the Supreme Court
the power to dissolve any party over a list of
vague offenses including "incitement that
would lead to national disintegration" and
"subverting liberal multi-party democracy."

The Interior Ministry will also be able to
suspend a party for the same reasons indefi-
nitely.

The amended law bars anyone with a
conviction and non-suspended prison sentence
from holding a party leadership post and lets
the Supreme Court block the leadership of a
dissolved party from engaging in any political
activity for up to five years.

Sam Rainsy, the longtime figurehead of
Cambodia's democracy movement, resigned
as CNRP president just over a week ago in
hopes of saving his party-he lives in exile in
Paris facing a two-year prison sentence for a
defamation conviction widely seen as politi-

cally motivated.
The amendments require a party that

loses its president to refill the post within 90
days. After Monday's vote, CPP spokesman
SokEysan said the 90 days for the CNRP
would start as soon as the king signs the bill,
which he expected to happen soon.

The CNRP named its vice president
under Mr. Rainsy, KemSokha, as acting presi-
dent since the resignation on February 11 and
plans to hold a party congress in April next
year to pick a permanent president. Mr. Sokha,
who merged his opposition party with Mr.
Rainsy's in 2012 to form the CNRP, is likely to
take the top job, although he remains under
investigation in a corruption case, also widely
seen as being politically motivated, involving
an alleged mistress.

If the CNRP indeed has to find a perma-
nent new president within 90 days of the
king's signature, it could force a legally vul-
nerable Mr. Sokha into the post as soon as
May, just ahead of commune elections on June 4.

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to Cambodia in 1993] period, I think
he has been and will continue to occupy
that sweet spot as the only main rival to
Hun Sen."

"It is the obsession with beating Hun
Sen politically that has been his trait and
much of his core supporters," Mr. Virak
added. "I think he still has a lot of sway. I
think this resignation will have little
impact on the election outcome as he
would still be a key CNRP figure despite
no longer officially a part of it."

Many have seen the proposed amendment
to the party law as Mr. Hun Sen's latest bid
to test the unity of the CNRP, the product
of a fraught merger between Mr. Rainsy
and Mr. Sokha's separate opposition parties
in 2012.

Mr. Virak said the party would likely
hold together after Mr. Rainsy's resignation,
with Mr. Sokha taking over as president
and a Rainsy loyalist eventually replacing
him as deputy. And while Mr. Rainsy may
not have truly led the CNRP for some time,
he added, the party would still seek his
approval for any major decisions.

Even so, Mr. Virak said the resignation
was still a partial victory for Mr. Hun Sen,
as the CNRP would struggle to explain the
changes to its supporters in a way that did
not deter some from going to the polls.

"The problem is explaining to the
supporters and install the energy needed
that would create the momentum they
need," he said. "They need these personalities
to inject enthusiasm for young people and
migrant workers to go to vote. Alower voting
turnout will benefit the CPP as they have
the organization to ensure their supporters
will vote."

Lee Morgenbesser, a research fellow
at Australia's Griffith University who spe-
cializes in electoral politics in Southeast
Asia, said it was too soon to say how the
CNRP would fare at the polls with Mr.
Rainsy removed from his official role. He
pointed out that the opposition has never
performed well in commune elections and
that the real test would come with the
National Assembly election, which the
CPP nearly lost to the CNRP in 2013.

Mr. Morgenbesser said he believed
the bulk of the opposition's supporters are
driven more by a broad desire for democ-
racy than their faith in Mr. Rainsy, who has
managed to capture and ride that spirit for
some time. Now, he said, "the CNRP, and
KemSokha in particular, will need to harness
this message of democratisation in order to
properly account for any potential loss of
support for the opposition."

He and Mr. Virak agreed that the res-
ignation could be something of a blessing
for the CNRP should Mr. Rainsy step back
from day-to-day operations and allow for a
more clearly defined hierarchy inside the
party to take shape.

Cham Bunthet, a political analyst and
adviser, was more pessimistic about the
CNRP's new prospects. He said many of
Mr. Rainsy's grassroots supporters do not
back Mr. Sokha and that the CNRP would

struggle to convince all of them to stay
with the party in time for the elections.

"Even if there is enough time, they're
going to spend a lot of time defending
[themselves from] CPP punches instead of
educating voters," he said, adding that the
unity the party shows at its center quickly
frays in the provinces, where jostling for
commune council slots between its two
halves remains intense.

What the analysts all agreed on was
that Mr. Rainsy's resignation may prove
only a short-term reprieve for the CNRP.

"I imagine Rainsy's resignation caught
the CPP off guard, which means they now
must adapt their repression strategy
accordingly. This is bad news for Sokha,"
Mr. Morgenbesser said.

In what looks to many like another
politically motivated case, the Anti-
Corruption Unit is investigating Mr. Sokha
for corruption over leaked audio recordings
in which he is allegedly heard promising to
buy property for a mistress.

Mr. Sokha has neither confirmed nor
denied that the man in the recordings is
him, and was sentenced to five months in
prison last year for failing to present himself
as a witness in the woman's prostitution
case. Though Mr. Hun Sen eventually
arranged a royal pardon for Mr. Sokha, the
corruption investigation-while dormant-has
not been closed.

What the prime minister has done
with Mr. Rainsy, "he can do with everybody,"
said Mr. Bunthet. "KemSokha is still under
investigation; [Mr. Hun Sen] can bring it back
easily, so running away does not solve the
problem."

CPP spokesman SokEysan said the
ruling party was pushing ahead with the
amendment to the political party law
regardless of Mr. Rainsy's resignation and
hoped to have it passed by the end of the
month.

In an email on Sunday, Mr. Rainsy
conceded that he could not guarantee the
party's survival just by stepping down.

"I certainly would not say that the
CNRP has been saved simply by my resig-
nation and leaving the party," he said.
"Certainly there is every danger that further
legal pretexts will be used to attack it.
There are still many political prisoners in
Cambodia."

Mr. Rainsy declined to comment on
what, if any, influence he would retain over
the party.

Though officially exiled from Cambodia,
he has vowed to return ahead of next year's
elections. And despite the resignation, CNRP
lawmaker Mu Sochua said the party still
envisioned a future for Mr. Rainsy as the
prime minister should they win.

"We will do what we have to do so
that he returns to lead the country," she
said. "He's not going away."
