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AUDIT GIVESTHUMBSUPTO VOTER
LIST; DOUBTS LINGER

Rectifying one of the greatest sources of
outrage and discontent surrounding previous
elections, the voter list compiled for upcoming
commune elections has passed an audit with
flying colors, though commentators remain
skeptical as to whether the country will actual-
ly witness free and fair elections on June 4.

The Committee for Free and Fair Elections
in Cambodia (Comfrel) on Tuesday published its
full report on the completely remade voter list,
following the NGO codlition'srelease of asummeary
at anews conference last week.

"This audit found that there are significant
improvements on the quality of the 2016 voter
list in its completeness, currency, and accuracy

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compared with the previous voter list," Comfrel's
report says.

Comfrel verified names on the registration
list by tracking down actual voters. It surveyed
2,690 voters around the country to check their
details against what had been recorded on the
new electoral rolls.

Ninety-eight percent of the names ran-
domly selected from the new digitized voter list
were found to be legitimate, compared to just
81 percent on the previous list, the report says.

Surveyed voters names had also been
recorded accurately 96.8 percent of the time,
their genders 99.7 percent of the time, dates of
birth 96 percent and addresses 97 percent, it
says.

A 2013 audit by two other election NGOs
found that only 87.3 percent of names were
recorded properly in the previous list, while
date of birth was recorded accurately just 63.7
percent of the time.

"It is notable that voter registration data
was captured with a high degree of accuracy
with more than 95 percent in each case’
Comfrel's report says.

Thelist-which had previoudy been compiled
by hand-was entirely redone last year after
reported irregularities sparked massive protests
in Phnom Penh in the wake of the disputed 2013
nationd election, which the opposition CNRP
has claimed it narrowly lost to the CPP amid
voter fraud.

According to a 2013 report by Comfrel
into that year's national elections, as many as
1.25 million voters were disenfranchised due to
irregularitiesin the voter list. Some voters com-
plained of incorrectly recorded details, while

election observers aso cited "ghost voters,”
whose names had been duplicated or could not be
verified a dl.

Following a standoff between the CNRP
and CPP after the vote, dection laws were
amended and anew elections body formed. The
Nationa Election Committee (NEC) has four
members appointed from each party, as well as
a bipartisan ninth member.

The registration process was dso given a
substantial upgrade and transitioned from paper
to digital. Cambodians registered their details
with NEC officials, rather than commune
police officers, this time around.

Comfrel senior program coordinator Kim
Chhorn said the positive survey resultswere due
to amodernized regigtration process, which was
digitized with the backing of Japan and the E.U.

Sam Kuntheamy, executive director of
Neutral and Impartial Committee for Free and
Fair Elections in Cambodia (Nicfec), which
helped Comfrel conduct the study, said the fact
that specialy traned NEC officidsrather than
commune police-accepted voter details had also
improved accuracy.

Compared to the old list, "very few mis-
takes' werefound, hesad. "Lagt time, many people
complained about the registration."”

NEC spokesman Hang Puthea said irreg-
ularities had not appeared this time.

"No duplicate names exist. The list is
accurate, because of electronic biometric regis-
tration," he said. "It is better than the previous
ones."

Mr. Puthea said his biggest concern about
the upcoming June commune elections was
whether people would have the required docu-
ments for voting on Election Day.

"We are worried that some people who
lose their IDs and do not ask for confirmation
of their IDs...will not bedlowed to vote," hesad.

CPP spokesman SokEysan said the voter
list was as good as anyone could have hoped.

"This showcases that NEC has done a
good job. It isNEC's success. | think 98 percent
is considered as perfect,” Mr. Eysan said. "We
have more accuracy than the previous ones
thanks to advanced technology.”

Palitica analyst Cham Bunthet, whoisan
adviser to the opposition Grassroots
Democracy Party, said it was ill hard to
believe Cambodia would actualy witness free
and fair elections, considering its history.

"Actudly, the election in Cambodia has
never been free and fair, maybe since 1993,"
Mr. Bunthet said, referring to the country's first
elections following decades of war that were
set up by the U.N.

"We're not that lucky in Cambodiafor the
last three or four other elections.... | don't
expect we will have free and fair elections in
2017 or 2018."

Mr. Bunthet said the voter list may no
longer be an issue, but that was not enough.

"In order to compete fairly, you need to
have a free environment where you can advo-
cate freely, appeal to voters, and voters can hear
the voices of parties, and ther€'s no potential
threat, blocking or pressuring [parties] over
particular issues."

Even with a pristine voter list, the ruling
CPP likely had tricks left up its deeve to turn
the electionsin its favor, Mr. Bunthet said.

"Oh yes" he said. "I think they're very
smart.”

"If anyonetriesto do a bad trick, the
NEC will absolutely not let that happen
before the election,” he said on Sunday.
"If you do not implement the NEC's
instruction, we will check the law or any
electoral provisions and then take legal
action."

Mr. Puthea's comments followed a
March 24 article published on local news
website VOD Hot News citing a
Facebook post by YoeurngSotheara, the
law and monitoring officer at the
Committee for Free and Fair Electionsin
Cambodia (Comfrel).

Mr. Sotheara claimed he had seen
theresults of anew poll of residentsliving

in more than 1,000 communes conducted
by an international NGO, which he
dedlined to name, that predicted the opposition
party would win at least 60 percent of
commune council seats up for grabs.

Mr. Sotheara and other Comfrel staff
could not be reached for comment on
Sunday.

But Mr. Puthea said on Sunday the
NEC is the only body that is both inde-
pendent and authorized to release election
results, adding that voterswould get confused
if other organizations put out polling data
ahead of election day.

"Any survey that is unlike the results
released by the NEC will cause socid
instability," he said.

Mr. Puthea justified the ban by saying
opinion polls would threaten the NEC's
mandate to organize credible, democratic
elections.

"So the NEC will take action against
whoever affects free and fair elections,"
he warned.

Neither the commune election law
nor the laws governing the NEC appear to
mention pre-election polling. Article 72
of the Law on the Election of Members of
the National Assembly requires that "all
surveys and dissemination of the survey
findings related to the election shall come
to an end 7 (seven) days before the
polling day."

In the run-up to the 2013 national
election, the Information Ministry issued
guidelines forbidding foreign media from
broadcasting the results of surveysfor the
five days leading up to election day.

Sam Kuntheamy, executive director
of civil society group the Neutral and
Impartial Committee for Free and Fair
Electionsin Cambodia, said his group had
worked with organizations conducting surveys
in the past, but would sit out the latest
vote.

"We don't want any problems with
the NEC," he said.

Mr. Kuntheamy said he thought the
ban againg surveyswas misguided, however.

"In many democratic countries, they
find it useful to conduct voter election
surveys," he said.

"The NEC should open its mind and
[be more] transparent.”
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US NAVAL AID UNIT PUSHED OUT,
EMBASSY SAYS

Amid a widening gulf in U.S--
Cambodiarelations, the U.S. Embassy
said on Monday that a Navy unit spe-
cializing in humanitarian work had
been forced to leave the country,
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imperiling hundreds of thousands of
dollars worth of community projects,
including the construction of maternity
wards and school bathrooms.

A farewell ceremony for the
"Seabees’ unit-a name derived from
"C.B.," short for Congtruction Battalion
-washeld at the U.S. Embassy in Phnom
Penh on Monday for the group's final
16-person cohort, said David Josar,
the embassy's deputy spokesman.

"The Royal Government of
Cambodia officially notified the
Embassy of its decision last week to
postpone indefinitely the mission of
the U.S. Navy Mobile Construction
Battalion, which has been carrying
out community service projects in
underserved areas of Cambodia since
2008," Mr. Josar said in an email.

The U.S. military has been
increasingly shut out of Cambodia
over the past several months, including
the cancellation of major joint exercises.

The annual "Angkor Sentinel"
exercises with the U.S. Army were
suspended in January until at least
2019, while "Carat" drills with the
U.S. Navy were aso dropped. The
Cambodian government justified the
change by saying it needed to focus
its forces on security for the upcoming
elections.

The moves have been widely

interpreted as Cambodia shifting its
alegiances from traditional Western
aliestoward China, which has showered
Cambodia with aid and military
equipment in recent years and does
not demand that Cambodia uphold
human rightsor democracy. In December,
a nine-day joint Chinese-Cambodian
military exercise, "Golden Dragon
2016," marshalled 1,000 soldiers.

Mr. Josar said the Seabees had
completed more than $5 million in
construction projects in 11 provinces
over nearly adecade, including hospital
improvements and water wells, and
had worked with the Royal Cambodian
Armed Forces and local communities.

"The government's decision cancels
more than $300,000 in planned projects
in eight provinces," he said, explaining
that the unit had been scheduled to
build six school bathroom facilities
and two maternity wards thisyear at a
cost of $265,000.

"The Cambodian government did
not offer a reason for their decision.
We refer you to the government for an
explanation,”" Mr. Josar said.

Defense Ministry spokesman
Chhum Socheat, however, said he was
unaware of the Seabees expulsion, and
Navy Commander Tea Vinh said the
U.S. unit was merely taking a hiatus.

"They are stopping the projects.
Now they're going back to their country
for vacation,” he said. "They'll ill
help usto build navy offices or schools."

NemSowath, director-general of
the Defense Ministry's department of
policy and foreign affairs, said he did
not know about any recent communi-
cations with the U.S. Embassy
regarding the Seabees.

John Blaxland, a professor of
international security at Australian
National University, said Cambodia
was at the vanguard of a"competitive
game" being played out in various
corners of Southeast Asia.

"Elsewhere, there is an awareness
that conceding too much to one side,
China, narrows strategic options further
down the track," Mr. Blaxland said in
an email.

"It is with this in mind that
Cambodias neighbours in ASEAN
remain eager to keep the US military
engaged, while at the same time being
wary of being too outspokenly sympa
thetic or pro US in their pronouncements
and actions.”

Journalists and officials will be
offered specialized reporting and
technical training in China-which
ranked near the bottom of the Reporters
Without Borders 2016 World Press
Freedom Index of 181 countries-according
to the memorandum of understanding
inked bK Information Minister Khieu
Kanhaith and his Chinese counterpart
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Jiang Jieshi.

China "promised to do everything
out of adesireto prepare aprogram of
study for Cambodian experts" sad
ministiry spokesman Ouk Kimseng.

The programwill be opento private
sector and state employees, he added.

Beijing will provide funding and
technology for the exchange program,
continuing its recent role as Cambodia's
largest donor. The cost of the program
was not disclosed.

Chinese officials and media
employeeswill dso vist the Information
Ministry and Cambodian media outlets,
Mr. Kimseng said.

"The exchange of information
focuses on political information,
socioeconomics, culture and tourism,
and will help us understand what we
have in common," he said.

The announcement follows a
forum hosted in October by a senior
propaganda officer for the Communist
Party of China, who used the platform
to call for increased collaboration and
sharing of news between Cambodian
and Chinese media.

Cambodias Khmer-language tel-
evision, radio and newspapers are
largely operated by the state or owners
friendly to the CPP, according to research
by the Cambodian Center for Independent
Media and Reporters Without Borders.

But with theinternet, and Facebook
in paticular, edipsing TV as Cambodians
top news source, according to an Asia
Foundation survey last year, the
Cambodian media landscape remains
diverse compared to Chinas.

"As well as building a Great
Firewall to monitor and control blogs
and socia networks, the Communist
Party exercises total control over
Chinas many media outlets"
Reporters Without Borders said on its
website.

Political analyst Cham Bunthet
said he was not surprised to see the
Sino-Cambodian friendship stretch to
media, with state-affiliated outlets in
both countries pumping out sanc-
tioned news.

"They have the same problems,”
Mr. Bunthet said on Monday. "There
arealat of terrible thingsthat haven't been
seen in the newspapers, television or
radio. That's the nature of media in
Asia”
