Penh, that Election Day itself was

"peaceful," the New York-based organi-

zation slammed Cambodia's pre-election

Ballot recounts on Wednesday

secured the opposition CNRP two more
commune wins-one each in Battambang
and Kompong Thom provinces-a day
after the first of 40 contested communes
in the June 4 local elections swung to
the CPP.

After a full day of counting, National

Election Committee (NEC) spokesman
Hang Puthea announced last night that
the CNRP had won by just two votes in
Kompong Thom province's Kleng
commune. The ruling party had initially
won the commune chief spot by one
vote before the opposition appealed to

the provincial election committee,
which referred a recount to the NEC.

In Battambang province's Boeng
Bram commune, the CNRP won 59
more votes than the CPP, which origi-
nally had an edge of 23.

The gains followed a two-day
recount of votes in SvayRieng province's
Doung commune, which went to the
CPP by two votes on Tuesday after

heated arguments between the two
major parties' representatives the previous
day.

Mr. Puthea described Wednesday's
recounting process as "transparent,"
while reporters inside the counting
room observed a calmer atmosphere
than Monday's rowdiness. "If you are a
competitor, winning or losing is normal,"
Mr. Puthea said.

NguonKolboth, a CPP representative
who was at the recount on Wednesday,
said he accepted the results. "For me, I
think it's correct, because it shows the
will of the people," he said.

"We have representatives of civil
society; we have representatives of
political parties. I see it happened
well," he added.

Mr. Puthea said the NEC had so
far received 47 complaints since
Election Day, 23 of which have been
resolved. Some complaints had been
rejected, he added.

Meng Sopheary, the CNRP's head
of electoral and legislative affairs, said
her party had filed a total of 32 com-
plaints to the NEC, including 30
requests for recounts in communes
across 15 provinces.

CNRP spokesman Yim Sovann
said he trusted the final ballot counts,
but he reiterated criticism from some
independent observers that the pre-
elections climate had undermined the

democratic nature of the vote.
"I already said the words 'free and

fair' are two [different] things…. The
NEC is processing better, but there is
still a situation of intimidation, threats
and pressure on our former party pres-
ident," he said, referring to Sam
Rainsy, who resigned in February
before the passage of controversial
amendments to the Law on Political
Parties.

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KHIEU SAMPHAN DEFENSE MOCKS 
COURT, 'ARROGANT' PROSECUTION

KhieuSamphan's defense team

went on the attack against the Khmer
Rouge tribunal on Tuesday, accusing
the Trial Chamber of showing little
interest in ensuring a fair trial and
proclaiming that it had already
accomplished its mission in securing
a life sentence for the regime's head of
state.

"Mr. KhieuSamphan is going to

die in jail," international defense
lawyer Anta Guisse said as she began
her closing statement in the two-and-
a-half-year trial.

"He's going to die in jail and he
knows that. His defense knows that as
well. You know it as well," the French
lawyer declared in the statement aimed
at the judges.

"Mission accomplished. You sen-
tenced him to life and that was the
objective of this historic trial-sentencing
Mr. KhieuSamphan to life."

Both KhieuSamphan, 85, and the
Khmer Rouge second-in-command
Nuon Chea, 90, are nearing the end of
their second trial for widespread
crimes against humanity, including
genocide.

Last year, they lost their appeals
to the life sentences handed down in a
first trial for crimes heavily focused
on the evacuation of Phnom Penh
after the ultra-communists took
power in April 1975.

The first sentence had quenched
the thirst for a guilty verdict from the
prosecution, victims known as civil
parties and donors, Ms. Guisse said,
scornfully pointing out the judges'
"second mission" was to deliver
another guilty verdict in the second

trial.
"I do not doubt, Mr. President, that

between now and a few months from
today, when a new verdict will be
issued, there will be new accolades in
the corridors of this tribunal to con-
gratulate ourselves," she said.

"There will have been a Holy Grail
of a new life sentence. We will con-
gratulate ourselves like in Case 002
/01 of this victory in the struggle
against impunity."

Ms. Guisse also said the trial was
biased and questioned whether it was
worthy of being a model for Cambodia
and the world.

She accused the court of having
little interest in basic principles of law
or defending the right to a fair trial,
adding that an "incredible situation"
had arisen where in-depth discussions
of law were considered "almost odd"
in the courtroom.

"Why are we being bothered
again with these technical questions?
That's what you may ask," Ms. Guisse
said.

She added, in a mocking tone,
"And after all, these Khmer Rouge
have a bit of nerve, don't you think?
Were there any fair trials under
[Democratic Kampuchea]? They should
already be happy to have lawyers represent
them?"

The prosecution had become
"arrogant," due to its belief that the
burden of proof had been reversed,
Ms. Guisse claimed.

The prosecutors "have the certainty
that no matter what they do…their case
is necessarily going to prevail," she
said, claiming that their closing state-
ments were as if "the proceedings that
took place before this courtroom never
took place."

Ms. Guisse cited examples of
events-including the treatment of the
Khmer Krom and incursions into
Vietnamese territory by Khmer
Rouge troops-presented by the prose-
cution and civil parties that fell outside
the scope of the charges against
KhieuSamphan.

It "might be shocking for some of
you, but KhieuSamphan is not being
tried for everything that happened in
Cambodia between 1975 and 1979,"
she said.

"Under no standards anywhere can

an election be deemed fair or free when

these kinds of problems exist," HRW Asia

director Brad Adams was quoted as say-

ing.

It mirrored concerns from other

observers about the run-up to polling day,

but went far beyond the U.S. Embassy,

which hailed the commune elections   last

week as "an important milestone in

Cambodia's continued democratic devel-

opment."

It was "clear that the upcoming 2018

national elections will again be tightly

contested, making it more important than

ever to carry out urgent fundamental

reforms," Mr. Adams was quoted as say-

ing. "[I]f national elections take place

next year under the same conditions they

will not be considered free and fair."

CPP spokesman SokEysan said he

was aware of the statement, but countered

that "the U.S. Embassy and E.U. evaluat-

ed that the election was free and fair,

peaceful and went smoothly."

As if the June 4 commune elections

race had never ended, Prime Minister
Hun Sen returned to his bellicose cam-
paign talk on Wednesday by once again
threatening to kill hundreds to stay in
power and accusing the opposition of
fomenting war with its words. 

Dressed in his formal military
greens, the prime minister left Phnom

Penh for TbongKhmum province by heli-
copter in the early morning to visit the
place where, 40 years ago as a young
deputy regional commander for the Khmer
Rouge, he defected to Vietnam and
helped found a rebel force that would aid
in toppling the regime in 1979.

Seated outdoors in the sun behind a
broad wooden desk in Koh Thma village,

backed by his interior minister and top
generals, Mr. Hun Sen-in a thinly veiled
reference to the opposition CNRP's calls
for political change-said words could easily
plunge the country back into war.

"It is not a weapon, but your tongue
is creating war," he said. "As long as your

tongue and your writing insult me, I say
that Cambodia is still at war. Do not be
reckless. The army is ready to crack down
on any movement to overthrow and
undermine the country."

The prime minister repeated his
bloody campaign promise to preserve
peace at all costs, appearing to take direct
aim at opposition figure Sam Rainsy, who
was pressured to step down as CNRP
president earlier this year by an amended
political party law and lives abroad avoiding
prison sentences for convictions widely
seen as politically motivated.

"Your tongue is the reason for war. If
you still make insults and threats to kill,
you have to prepare your coffin," he said.
"To protect the peace for millions of people,
if necessary, 100 or 200 must be eliminated.
Please listen carefully…. Whoever intends
to undermine peace will receive what you
deserve."

During the election campaign, the
CNRP dismissed the government's claims
that it had any violent intentions, insisting
it had no weapons to start or fight a war.
Kem Sokha, who succeeded Mr. Rainsy
as CNRP president, sought to assure those
in power that they would not be persecut-
ed if replaced.

Election observers have praised the
government for managing an Election
Day largely unmarred by violence, but
said the repeated warnings of war and
violence from the prime minister and
other top officials during the campaign
helped prevent the election from being
free and fair.

On Wednesday, however, Mr. Hun
Sen admitted the power struggle was per-
sonal.

"There is an attempt to destroy the
Hun family. The Hun family is not the
family for you to attack for fun," he said,
asking his three sons to stand behind him.

Lieutenant General Hun Manet, the
oldest, heads the Defense Ministry's
counterterrorism department and is
deputy commander of his father's person-
al bodyguard unit. Major General Hun
Manith, the prime minister's second son,
is deputy commander of the military's
powerful intelligence unit. Both came
wearing their own military uniforms. Hun
Many, the prime minister's youngest, is a
National Assembly lawmaker for his
father's ruling CPP.

"The Hun family is the family that
shares your sorrows and the happiness of
the Cambodian people," Mr. Hun Sen
said. "The Hun family does not own a
monopoly on this country. The Hun fami-
ly ensures the protection of the country's
peace. Please don't incite to foment tur-
moil."   Continued to Page 15

'PREPARE YOUR COFFIN': HUN SEN...
In July last year, Global Witness

released a report exposing the Hun fami-

ly's sprawling business empire. By comb-

ing through the Cambodian government's

online business registry records-since

scrubbed of shareholder information-the

U.K. NGO found that the prime minister's

children and extended family had signifi-

cant shares in more than 100 companies

with a combined capital of more than

$200 million in sectors spanning the

economy.

It warned current and prospective

foreign investors of the risks of doing

business with the companies-some of

them accused of abusing the law with

impunity-in a highly corrupt environment

under Mr. Hun Sen's virtually unchecked

control.

At the time, the prime minister's

children bashed the report and the local

English-language media that published

articles about it. They claimed it was full

of inaccuracies but pointed out none, save

Maj. Gen. Manith's military rank.

At on Wednesday ceremony, the

prime minister donated piles of food to

area villagers, then leisurely retraced his

escape 40 years ago to Vietnam, where he

was greeted at the border by Vietnamese

officials with a large bouquet of flowers.
