Gallagher was referring toplans to
renovate 100,000 sguare feet of space it
owns next door at 101 Jackson Street, to
expand room for Family and Adult
Medicine and to add Dental and Vision
Services.

States Furious with General Hun Manet's Upcoming Visit

Dear Mayors, City Councilors and
Cambodia Town Committee Members,
The Cambodia-America Alliance
has received disheartening news about
your city's intent to welcome Lieutenant
General Hun Manet, the eldest son of the
entrenched Khmer dictator Prime
Minister Hun Sen. We are dismayed that
Cambodia Town committee members
have invited Genera Hun as a special
guest to the annual Khmer Parade in
April. We are equally distressed to learn
that Mayor Kennedy of Lowell, MA, is
also hosting him at about the same time.
These news have strongly upset many
Khmers in your communities, as well as
others throughout North America. It is
disturbingly reminiscent of the controversy
revolving around Deputy Prime Minister
Sok An's 2008 invitation. We find it hard
to accept that international human rights
organization along with US State
Department reports have shown worsening
human rights violations since Sok An's
invitation and yet the cities of Long
Beach and Lowell are preparing to wel-
come a military figure of from the Hun
Sen regime. We hope you can understand
the long hard road our people have trav-
elled since the first wave of refugees
made their way to America. The fortunate
ones who survived the Killing Fields and
made it here were finaly given a real

chance and opportunity to experience liberty,
freedom and justice, the halmarks of
democracy. CambodianAmericans who've
truly embraced and believed in those
ideals have tirelessly, with all their hearts
and with all their might, supported and
participated in movementsto raise avareness
of the many injustices and atrocities com-
mitted by Hun Sen and his ruling party.

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WOMEN'S DAY BIKE RIDE BLOCKED BY
POLICE, SECURITY GUARDS

More than 200 activists attempting
to cycle from the Ministry of Women's
Affairs to the National Assembly in
Phnom Penh to mark International

Women's Day were penned in by authori-
ties Tuesday morning after pedaling less
than 100 meters.

not to deliver a petition to the National
Assembly, but to rally outside instead.

"We were not planning to stop and
obstruct traffic by giving out flowers, for
example...so we didn't think it would be
aproblem," she said.

City Hall spokesman Long
Dimanche said banning the bicycle ride
was necessary to maintain public order
and keep roads open, and questioned why

are blocked by security guards while attempting to cycle to the National
Assembly building in Phnom Penh on Tuesday. (Siv Channa/The
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workers and NGO staffers departed from
the ministry in Meanchey district, plan-
ning to ride 9 km to Parliament to call on
the government to end violence against
women.

But they had barely started before
they were boxed in by more than 60 secu-
rity guards, district police and military
police officers-aided by 10 large dump
trucks-who blocked both lanes of Trung
Morn Street.

The cyclists were confined to a 250-
meter section of road for almost three
hours, with a minor scuffle taking place
when a group of activists tried to leave,
before finaly being allowed to depart at
about 11 am.

ChimChanneang, coordinator of
women's rights group NGO-Cedaw,
which helped organize the ride, said the
group had received a warning from City
Hall on Monday saying that it would only
allow a static event in front of the min-
istry, but decided to press ahead with their
plans.

"People had aready left from the
provinces to attend, so we decided to
largely continue with the plan,”" she said,
explaining that organizers had decided

the activists needed to cycle across the
city.

"They can mark the day at their
offices, why is it necessary to cycle for
the celebration?' Mr. Dimanche said.
"Everyone cannot cycle because it will
cause public disorder."

Deputy Meanchey district governor
Ma Sopheap said that allowing the riders
to go ahead would have sent a message
that people could organize such rallies as
they pleased.

"City Hall allowed them to mark the
day only in front of the ministry. So if
they insisted on riding their bikes, why
shouldn't we block them before they
cause traffic jams?' he said.

ChoubSreynuth, an activist from the
Cambodian Youth Network, said she had
joined the ride because it seemed like an
enjoyable way of drawing attention to an
important cause.

"I wanted to ride my bike to mark
this special day because it's for fun and |
want the public to know more about the
situation women face in our country," she
said. "l see that in Cambodia, there is no
effort to implement women's rights yet."
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FINAL APPEAL OF BOENG KAK

ACTIVISTS

The legal battle of 13 land rights
activists from Phnom Penh's BoengKak
neighborhood ended on Wednesday with
the Supreme Court upholding their con-
viction for aggravated obstruction of pub-
lic officials and illegal occupation.

"The Supreme Court has rejected the
appeal of the defendants' lawyer and
upheld the verdict of the Court of
Appeal," Judge SoengPanhavuth told the
court.

The women were arrested near
BoengKak in May 2012 when security
forces attempted to disperse them during
aprotest over the eviction of nearly 3,000
families from the area to make way for a
CPP senator's devel opment project.

The "BoengKak 13" were swiftly
charged and jailed, but released a month
later when the Appeal Court-amid intense
local and international pressure-upheld
the conviction but reduced their sentences
to time served.

Video footage of the incident shows
the women singing a protest song while
surrounded by police and security guards
before a guard jostles awoman's arm and
a shoving match breaks out.

REJECTED

Judge Panhavuth rejected the defen-
dants claims that they did not fight with
police while attempting to rebuild a house
on the contested land, explaining that wit-
nesses caled by City Hall lawyers had
given testimony supporting the lower
court decisions.

"According to the testimony of Kong
Sitha, Yin Song and Mao Mou, the 13
defendants were preparing to build a
house with wooden poles and when
authorities came to stop them they scuf-
fled with police," he said, referring to wit-
nesses who said the women were guilty.

Hoping to have their names cleared
by the high court, the women and their
supporters were incensed by the verdict
on Wednesday.

Informed of the result, a crowd of
about 50 protesters screamed for justice,
while the defendants berated court offi-
cials for protecting those with power.

"You deserve to vanish for what you
have done" said Song Sreyleap upon
leaving the courtroom. "[The Court] has
protected the corrupt people who have
money."

Defendant BouvSorphea said the
group would request a pardon from King
Norodom Sihamoni.

"We will submit a letter soon asking
for aroyal pardon from the king to clear
us of guilt because we have done nothing
wrong," she said.
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SAMRIN SENDS QUESTIONS OVER VIETNAM'S
ARMY ELCSTO PM

More than a month after rejecting a
letter from an opposition lawmaker press-
ing the government for answers about
plantations in Ratanakkiri province con-
trolled by the Viethamese army, National
Assembly President Heng Samrin this
week forwarded a revised version to
Prime Minister Hun Sen.

The letter from CNRP parliamentar-
ian Um Sam An, afierce critic of the gov-
ernment's work defending Cambodia's
border, refers to a Cambodia Daily article
published in December revealing that
about 40,000 hectares of economic land
concessions (EL Cs) had been acquired by
Vietnamese military commanders.

The letter poses three questions to
the prime minister: It asks why the
Vietnamese People's Army was given
control of the concessions, whether
Vietnamese soldiers are present on the
plantations and whether the government
intends to take back the land.

"Please, Samdech Prime Minister,
clarify thisin accordance with the princi-
ple stipulated in Article 96 of the
Constitution," says the letter, which was
signed by Mr. Samrin on Wednesday.

National Assembly spokesman Leng
Peng Long said Mr. Samrin, who islegal-
ly obliged to forward letters from law-
makers to relevant ministers, endorsed
the latest letter because demands for
answers had been rephrased as questions.

"Samdech President has signed the
letter, and we have aready sent the letter
to Samdech Prime Minister," he said.

"'Samdech President did not sign [the
previous letter] because Mr. Um Sam An
has no right to force the prime minister to

give answers to Mr. Um Sam An's ques
tions, and the letter was meant to create
propaganda for personal advantage.”

Mr. Sam An said he was pleased that
Mr. Samrin decided to send his letter to
the government "because our people want
to know whether the government has
granted economic land concessions to
Vietnamese soldiers.”

"I think that providing the economic
land concessions to Vietnam is a serious
danger to the nation, and if the govern-
ment does not confiscate the land,
Cambodia would lose its territory," he
said.

In November, Agriculture Ministry
spokesman Eang Sophalleth declined to
say whether the government was aware
that the Vietnamese army controlled the
plantations, but said they would be
included in a nationwide review of ELCs.
Mr. Hun Sen announced last month that 1
million hectares of ELCs had been
reclaimed following the review, but the
government has yet to release details
about where the land is located.

In August, the prime minister threat-
ened to arrest anyone who claimed that
the government was using invalid maps to
demarcate its border with Vietnam, a
warning that Mr. Sam An has ignored.

The lawmaker has been living out-
side the country for months, fearing he
would be jailed upon his return. Despite
saying he would return only when oppo-
sition leader Sam Rainsy-also in self-
imposed exile-came back to Cambodia,
Mr. Sam An said Thursday that he had
booked a flight back to the country and
planned to return in the second week of
April.
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KHMER ROUGE TRIBUNAL CHARGES TA
AN WITH GENOCIDE

Nearly ayear after the Extraordinary
Chambers in the Courts of Cambodia
charged former Khmer Rouge official Ao
An, better known by his revolutionary
alias TaAn, with crimes against humanity,
the tribunal on Monday heaped a slew of
new charges on the aging suspect, including
genocide.
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TaAn, 83, was charged by International
Co-Investigating Judge Michael Bohlander
with committing genocide against Cham
Muslims, along with crimes against
humanity at awide range of sitesduring his
tenure as deputy secretary of the Central
Zone of Democratic Kampuchea.

The alleged crimes against humanity
include the persecution of former Lon Nol
soldiers and Khmer Rouge cadre and their
families in the central and east zones. He
also stands accused of other "inhumane
acts," including forced marriage, rape and
enforced disappearances.

The latest charges will be added to
aready-laid charges of premeditated
homicide and crimes against humanity
including murder, extermination, and per-
secution on political and religious
grounds.

The sites where the crimes were

allegedly committed include Kompong
Cham province's Wat Au Trakon security
center, where about 30,000 people are
thought to have perished. The pagoda has
been a common topic in the segment of
Case 002 relating to the alleged genocide
of Cham Muslims and ethnic Vietnamese,
with many witnesses testifying during the
ongoing trial of Nuon Chea and Khieu
Samphan about mass executions there.

TaAn isthethird mid-ranking officia
to be charged with genaocide in the gov-
ernment-opposed cases 003 and 004.
Meas Muth, the commander of the
regime's navy, and TaTith, theformer acting
secretary of the Northwest Zone, were
charged with genocide in December.

Ta An, who lives in Battambang
province, waived hisright to be present at
Monday's hearing and was represented in
court by his lawyers, according to Lars
Olsen, a spokesman for the tribunal.

Richard Rogers, alawyer for TaAn,
said he had been expecting the new
charges against his client, but was sur-
prised by how extensive they were.

"We were surprised because we don't
think the evidence supports [the genocide]
charge, but we weren't surprised just in
terms of predictability, because some of
the others accused in the case have aso
been charged with that, so we think this
follows a pattern in charging genocide,”
Mr. Rogers said.

The British lawyer said his elderly
client was "very stressed" about the accu-
sations against him.

"He seems to be stable at the
moment, but, with anyone of that age,
things can change very quickly. We visited
him on Friday to talk about the hearing
and what may happen, and he seemed gtable”
he said.

"I think he's very stressed, as anyone
would be when they feel like they are not
culpablefor the allegations against them."
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HUN SEN MOVES TO RESHUFFLE
HIS CABINET

Prime Minister Hun Sen on
Wednesday submitted a proposed cabinet
reshuffle to the National Assembly, just
weeks after he publicly warned some
ministers to improve their work or risk
being fired, according to a senior official.

Leng Peng Long, the National
Assembly's spokesman and secretary-
general, said the prime minister submitted
the proposal on Wednesday morning, and
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it would soon be sent to the permanent
committee to set a date for a vote in the
CPP-majority parliament.

"We received it this mor ning," Mr.
Peng Long said. "We are working on the
procedures and will forward it to the per-
manent committee so that it can set up an
agenda for a plenary session. We are
working on it because the government
said it is urgent.”

Asked how many ministers are set to
be replaced, Mr. Peng Long said: "We
cannot say it now, but the government
proposes that some changes be made in
the Council of the Ministers."

Council of Ministers spokesman
PhaySiphan said he had no idea which
ministers would be replaced. "Nobody
knows except for the prime minister,” he
said.

In a speech last month, Mr. Hun Sen
said he was considering a cabinet reshuf-
fle. He singled out Transport Minister
Tram IvTek and Agriculture Minister Ouk
Rabun, ordering them to improve their
work or risk being removed.

"I don't know how to say this, but the
Ministry of Public Works is a ministry
that is much slower than other min-
istries," he said at the time, speaking dur-
ing an annual meeting of the Interior
Ministry.

"Today, when | was having lunch, |
ranked the ministries from A, B, C to F,
and F is the Ministry of Public Works, as
well as Ouk Rabun. The Ministry of
Agriculture reaches rank F-very slow," he
said.

The CPP's last cabinet shake-up
came following the 2013 election, when a
number of new ministers were appointed-
in the ministries of agriculture, finance,
commerce, education, culture, environ-
ment, and posts and telecommunications.

At his first cabinet meeting after the
election, Mr. Hun Sen called on his min-
isters to go through a four-step process of
improving their performance: telling
them to look in the mirror, take a bath,
scrub themselves clean and heal any dis-
€aSES.

In his speech at the Interior Ministry
last month, he said some ministers had
not heeded his advice.

"Now is the time to treat the dis-
ease," hesaid. "I am wondering whether |
should reshuffle the cabinet this year or
not. I am wondering because if we keep
too many like this, it will make me die."

free, while American students still haveto
pay for their education. Another MCC
student, Tatianna Richardson, thinks
politicians should work on strengthening
the security for any schools in the public
area. Gun violence has brought up often
to not only happen in public area, but tar-
geting against minority. For instance,
police officers targeted against African-
American minorities for no reason and in
result, creates Black Lives Matter to
affirm the significant lives for African-
Americans across the nation.

LOWELL, Mass. — The Cambodian
National Team will take the court against

a group of local leaders and players as
part of the 2016 Hoops for HOPE baskethall
marathon on Friday, March 25 at UMass
Lowell’'s Costello Athletic Center.

Beginning at 8 am. a group of 48
volunteer players will take the court for a
full 24 hoursin an effort to raise $48,000.
Proceeds from the event will be split
50/50 between Sihanouk Hospital Center
for Hope, afree care hospital in Cambodia's
capital city of Phnom Penh, and its parent
organi zation, HOPE Worldwide, an inter-
national charity that supports community
services to the poor and needy around the
world.

In recent years, the city of Lowell
and Sihanouk Hospital have developed a
closerelationship. Severd local fundraisers
have benefitted the hospital, and Lowell
General Hospital has donated equipment
and staff training as recently as February.

Hoops for HOPE began in 2009 in
Lowell, which has one the largest
Cambodian populations in the country, in
an effort to raise money to aid the people
of Cambodia, where health care is not

affordable for the country’s poor. By
2011, Hoops for Hope had expanded with
events in Boston, Portland, Ore., Los
Angeles, New York and New Jersey, with
acombined goal of more than $100,000.

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Lowell City Council neighborhood subcommittee at Temple Emmanuel

Neighborhood Subcommittee
goes on the road

The City Council's Neighborhood
Subcommittee took its meeting on the
road last night to Temple Emmanuel on
West Forrest Street. The gathering was
co-hosted by the Highlands Neighborhood
Association which meets regularly at the
Temple. The Subcommittee, chaired by
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Dan Rourke with John Leahy and Bill
Samaras as members, plans to hold future
meetings in the neighborhoods. This one
was well-attended with perhaps 75 local
residentsin attendance along with most of
the city council. Besides the three sub-
committee members, also present were
Rita Mercier, Corey Belanger, Rodney
Elliott, Jm Milinazzo, and Jim Leary.
John Leahy explained that Mayor Ed
Kennedy had planned to attend but he
was spending time with his brand-new
grandchild (congratul ations on that). Also
in attendance were City Manager Kevin
Murphy, City Clerk Michad Geary (it
was an officia subcommittee meeting,
after dl), and State Representative Rady
Mom.

The meeting began with adiscussion
of the property at the corner of Princeton
Blvd and Baldwin Street which has been
the subject of some discussion at prior
city council meetings. The parcel, once an
oil company/gas station, has a new owner
who has removed underground oil tanks
and is transforming the site into a car
repair/used car lot. The slow progress of
the renovations and the presence of sub-
stantial amounts of aged vehicles and
equipment has angered neighbors including
former mayor and city councilor Bud
Caulfield who has spoken previously at
city council meetings and spoke again last
night.

City Building Inspector Shaun
Shanahan explained that because the
work involves environmental issues (pre-
viously buried oil tanks) there is a site
supervisor who controls the pace of the
work. Because properly backfilling such
a large excavation takes time to let the
proper fill settle properly, Shanahan sug-
gested that the pace of the work, while
slow, is not completely out of line with
what needs to be done. He did say that
based on his investigation, the project

should all be completed within 90 days.
He also said that he would have difficulty
distinguishing what pieces of equipment
were needed for the backfill operation,
what vehicles were there for repairs, and
what was junk. That response was not sat-
isfactory to the neighbors who expressed
their displeasure. In the end, councilors
suggested to City Manager Kevin
Murphy that the city more aggressively
investigate the vehicles and equipment
lingering on the site.

Shanahan retained the floor as resi-
dents fired questions at him about specific
properties: Fairfield Street, Westchester,
Wedge Street... Shanahan knew the status of
every one off the top of his head. Several
have active permits with some work
being done athough not very quickly.
The most implacable problems seem to be
bank-owned properties that either have
foreclosures in process or in the recent
pass. [And none of the banksinvolved are
local ones; all are big national banks like
Wells Fargo and Deutsche Bank].

The next speaker was Police
Superintendent Bill Taylor who shared
the news that crime across the board has
dropped at least 10% for two years in a
row. He cited robbery being down 25%
and aggravated assault down 32%. He did
say that one type of crimethat hasrisenis
shoplifting. He said evidence suggest that
the increase in shoplifting coincides with
the increase in the number of panhandlers
in the city. He said al of that, and so
much else, flows directly from substance
abuse.

Regarding substance abuse, Taylor
praised the legidation signed yesterday
by Governor Baker and pointed out all of
the steps Lowell has undertaken in
response to the epidemic. He explained
that the police are following a two-part
strategy. Part one targets higher level drug
dealers, those who bring illegal drugsinto
the community. But part two involves try-
ing to help the user get help. Taylor said
that locking up someone with an addic-
tion for a long period of time is not the
solution to that problem.

Two other points Taylor made was
the dramatic drop in the amount of
firearms-related crimes (down 32%) and
the fact that here were no homicides in
the city in all of 2015. He also praised the
new public safety grant writing team
which has brought in more than $5 million
in grantsto the city police and fire depart-
ments.

Finally, Taylor attributed much of
these improvements to the increase in the
number of police officersin the department.
He said when he became superintendent,
there were 228 officers; today there are
245; and by next fiscal year he hopes to
have 250, which he thinks is the proper
number for the city. He thanked city
councilors for providing the funding for
this increase in staffing.

City Manager Murphy closed the
meeting by reminding everyone that
there's a big difference in the Highlands
now from two years ago when nighttime
fireworks and too frequent gunshots were
are regular occurrence. With that, a very
successful meeting came to an end.
