New England Music Awards
Return to Lowell
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American Revolution when German and
Irish immigrant communities joined
countless others who were publishing
newspapers at that time.

Lowell was not founded until 1826
but from the beginning the city had many
newspapers.  However, it was only after
the Civil War when tens of thousands of
immigrants arrived that the ethnic press
fully emerged in Lowell.  In 1878, a
local printer named John Harrington
felt that the existing Lowell newspapers
were too focused on long-time city
residents and the Republican policies
they favored, so he started a newspaper
that represented the views of his fellow
Irish immigrants and the Democratic
Party they embraced.  He called his
newspaper the Lowell Sun.  

While every immigrant group that
came to Lowell in the late 19th century
had its own newspaper, it was the French
-Canadians who were the most active
publishers.  The oldest and longest lasting
of the French papers was L'Etoile which
means "star" in French.  It began in 1886
and continued until 1957.  An adver-
tisement in the 1931 Lowell city directory
claimed that with 4,500 copies printed
daily, L'Etoile was "the best way to

reach the 35,000 French-Americans of
Lowell and vicinity in their own language."

The mission of the ethnic press in
America has not changed.  The Khmer
Post USA fulfills the same function for
the Cambodian people that L'Etoile
did for the French.  Newcomers to our

community are always interested in
news about their former country, news
that is often overlooked by the main-
stream media.  Newspapers like the
Khmer Post USA also help preserve
the language, culture and customs of
its readers.

Interior Minister and Deputy Prime

Minister Sar Kheng became the latest

senior member of Prime Minister Hun Sen’s

CPP government to accuse the opposition

CNRP of attempting to “topple” the gov-

ernment though what he claimed is a

“constitutional coup.”

In a posting to the Interior Ministry

website on Thursday following a meeting

with the Japanese Ambassador to Cambodia,

Yuji Kumamaru, in Phnom Penh, Mr.

Kheng said that he told the ambassador

that the opposition was trying to oust the

government by refusing to accept the disputed

result of the July 2013 national election,

and by calling for a new vote. 

“The activities of the CNRP leaders

are acts aimed at intentionally destroying

the election result in a bid to topple the

government through a constitutional

coup,” Mr. Kheng told Ambassador

Kumamaru, according to the ministry’s

website.

“We see that the CNRP leaders have

no real will to resolve the political issue

in Cambodia,” Mr. Kheng continued,

adding that the CPP is prepared to “negotiate

at all levels, and at any time.”

Though, Mr. Kheng added: “Demanding

a re-election is a demand we cannot

accept.”

Defending the outcome of the July

election, which numerous national and

international monitors say was riddled

with irregularities designed to boost the

chances of the incumbent CPP, Mr.

Kheng said the result of the vote was

legitimate as polling day was “better than

previous elections because there was no

violence and it was free.”

CNRP spokesman Yim Sovann

responded to the Interior Minister on

Friday saying that it was the CPP who

had ignored the Constitution when it pro-

ceeded with inaugurating a National

Assembly in which only one party has

taken its seats: the CPP.

The CNRP’s 55 lawmakers-elect

have boycotted parliament in protest at

the conduct of the July election.

“Parliament needs two parties but

the CPP has used a single party to create

it own National Assembly,” Mr. Sovann

said.

“Who is making a coup?” he asked.

The Ministry of Health has moved

to calm public fears over the safety of the

measles and rubella (MR) vaccine, which

was administered to 4.5 million Cambodian

children in the last three months of 2013,

as rumors circulate that it poses sinister

health risks, according to a statement issued

last week.

In January, the National Immunization

Program announced it had surpassed by

500,000 its goal of giving the combined

MR vaccine to 4 million children between

9 months and 15 years of age in October,

November and December, the largest

nationwide vaccination program ever

carried out in Cambodia. 

“Recently, there have been a number

of unfounded rumors that have wrongly

caused confusion and provoked fear in

some communities by questioning the

source and quality of the vaccine which

has been used so successfully in the vac-

cination campaign against measles and

rubella in late 2013,” says the joint statement

by the Ministry of Health, the World Health

Organization (WHO) and the UNICEF.

The statement assures the public

that the vaccine is safe and properly

sourced but does not elaborate upon the

specific nature of the claims made

against it.

“We would like to reiterate that all

vaccines used by the Ministry of Health

in the national program are sourced by

Unicef from companies approved by the

World Health Organization…in order to

ensure that people receive only the best

quality vaccines,” the statement says,

adding that it is imperative that parents

and guardians trust the government and

seek advice from local health workers

about the benefits of the vaccines.

Richard Duncan, a technical officer

for the WHO’s Expanded Program on

Immunization, said that he could not

comment on the rumors other than to say

A crowd of angry villagers in

Phnom Penh’s Sen Sok district who

were celebrating Chinese New Year

on Friday evening performed a citizen’s

arrest on two men—both police offi-

cers—whom they accused of disrupting

the peace.

The two police officers had been

wildly riding around the area where

the lunar New Year festivities were

taking place and revving a loud motor-

cycle, and villagers were concerned that

they might knock down young children,

according to Van Boeurng, deputy

Prek Phnov commune police chief. 

Villagers shouted at the pair to

stop making noise and be more careful,

at which point one of the two officers

pistol-whipped a villager, further

incensing the crowd, Mr. Boeurng said.

“They rode a big motorbike and

had a gun too,” he said. “About 50

people crowded round to stop them

and one of the police officers shot two

bullets into the air.”

Nearby commune police then

arrived at the scene, taking the pair to

the local police station for questioning,

Mr. Boeurng said.

Hang Vanny, second deputy commune

police chief, would not give the

names of the two men, but said they

were police officials.

“They are low-ranking officials

because they had guns,” he said,

explaining the men had behaved

badly because they were drunk.

Commune police then passed the

men on to district police, and they are

currently undergoing questioning

with the municipal police, Sorm

Lythol, district penal police chief, said

Sunday.

“Every single one of the

rumors we are hearing are

false—the vaccines are

sourced by Unicef and

approved by the WHO and

we have complete confidence

in them,” he said, adding that

backlash to vaccination pro-

grams is not unique to

Cambodia.

Mr. Duncan said that

easier access to information

online and the rise of social

media may have facilitated

the spread of rumors in

Cambodia, though he said it

would not affect the vaccination

campaign as it had already

achieved all its objectives.

“We are concerned,

however, that it may undermine

the annual routine vaccination

programs,” he said.

armed forces to kill people on Veng Sreng Street?” he continued,

referring to the military police shooting dead five protesters and

wounding more than 40 during mass garment factory strikes early

last month.

The CPP government has since suspended the constitutional

right to freedom of assembly, which legal experts say is illegal.

When asked to explain the workings of the CNRP’s “consti-

tutional coup,” Interior Minister spokesman Lieutenant General

Khieu Sopheak deferred the question to Major General Por Pheak,

director of the ministry’s international communication’s department.

Maj. Gen. Pheak, however, deferred the question back to Lt. Gen

Sopheak.

CPP lawmaker Cheam Yeap was more forthcoming, saying

on Friday that he concurred with Mr. Kheng’s assessment of the

situation.

According to Mr. Yeap, a coup d’etat does not require troops

and CNRP President Sam Rainsy is attempting to topple the CPP

government through his activities in Europe and the U.S.

Mr. Yeap said that Mr. Rainsy is trying to “block the nose,

mouth and throat” of the country so that “goods cannot be exported

from Cambodia.”

“The CNRP’s is a constitutional coup and they are against the

Constitution,” Mr. Yeap added.

It was, however, Mr. Rainsy who first used the phrase “con-

stitutional coup” when, in September, he accused Mr. Hun Sen of

doing just that when he inaugurated a new parliament with only

his 68 CPP lawmakers in attendance and without the participation

of the CNRP’s 55 members of parliament.

He
opened by quoting former Secretary of
State Colin Powell who said "everyone
can become great if given the opportu-
nity." Sengly said that the committee
wants to have the opportunity to make
Cambodia Town great. He said the
Cambodia Town area needs more lights,
wider sidewalks and public art that rep-
resents the core cultural values of
Cambodia, especially from the 12th and
13th centuries. He said there are 240
Southeast Asian run businesses in
Lowell. They employ 5000 workers and
serve the 35,000 Southeast Asian resi-
dents of Lowell.

He
thought it was very valuable. He wants
to know more about the city councilors,
especially how to contact them. They
are around at election time and then dis-
appear right afterwards. "If Pepperell
can do it, Lowell can do it too."

The idea of Cambodia town
came out of the city working with the
neighborhood. But much more needs to
be done. City Government should be
more inviting. He has appointed to
boards and commissions neighborhood
people, women and Cambodians. Still,
everyone in the Cambodian community
must step forward and get involved by
voting, serving in appointed positions
and running for office.

One of the central tenets of the Merrimack

Valley Sandbox's Accelerator program is

the importance of pairing emerging entre-
preneurs with knowledgeable and experi-
enced mentors.  During his visit to Lowell
on February 4th, Massachusetts Governor
Deval Patrick showed that he and his
administration recognize that importance
wholeheartedly.  

Governor Patrick visited the
Sandbox office at the Wannalancit Mills
to present the Sandbox and two other
organizations (InteriseInc and Valley
Venture Mentors) grant awards under the
Massachusetts Technology Collaborative's
Innovation Mentoring Initiative.   The

Sandbox will receive $150,000 to strengthen
and expand their mentor program for
entrepreneurs by hiring two additional
'Managers of Mentorship.' The funds will
also be used to enhance communication
between mentors and entrepreneurs and
raise awareness of Sandbox programs in
the region.  

Noting the importance of entrepre-
neurship in encouraging economic activity,
the governor said, "This type of innovation
is what our state is known for, but it has
been done in one area of concentration.
It's time to spread that attitude outside
Greater Boston."The Sandbox's work in
the Merrimack Valley was cited as an
example of an organization achieving that
goal. 

After announcing the awards,
Governor Patrick participated in an hour-long
roundtable discussion with the current
Accelerator class moderated by Sandbox
executive director, David Parker. The

wide-ranging exchange touched on ways
state government can help support inno-
vation in the Commonwealth as well as

the importance of the networks that have
been formed through the work of the
Sandbox.  The governor also took a personal
interest in the "diverse range of ventures"
represented by the members of the
Accelerator class, engaging in discussions
with the entrepreneurs and mentors present
about their businesses and ideas.

This group represents the third class
of the Sandbox Accelerator program,
which had its first cohort last winter and
has already helped over 40 innovative
startups in the region, including several
with strong ties to Lowell's Cambodian

population.Hundreds more have partici-
pated in Sandbox pitch contests held  at
various times throughout the year.  The
Sandbox Consumer IdeasPitch Contest
will be on Tuesday February 18th at the
Wannalancit Mills, 175 Cabot St,Suite
100 in Lowell.  Information about applying
for the Summer Accelerator program will
be available in April at www.mvsand-
box.org. 

Expressing disappointment that he had
to leave the discussion to go to another
engagement, the governor stated he was
very impressed with what he encountered
during his visit to the Sandbox and was
optimistic about the innovative opportu-
nities these mentoring grants will support.
"We need people to take charge of their
own passions, their own ideas, and to help
us build a better economy and a stronger
range of opportunities for everybody as
we do so.  That's happening here and I'm
happy to be a part of it."
