Reduce - Reuse - Recycle

sent 4,200 tons of yard waste to composting operations,
saving the City over $295,000 in disposal cost. The U.S. EPA
estimates that 14.6 % of residential waste that ends up in landfills
and incinerators is made up of biodegradable organic material. It
is preferred that you use paper Lawn & Leaf bags (available at
local stores such as Home Depot, Wal-Mart, Market Basket,
True Value and ACE Hardware stores, etc.). However, grass, leaves
and small brush can be placed in labeled barrels. Barrels must
be clearly marked with the orange YARD WASTE stickers and
may not exceed thirty-five pounds. YARD
WASTE dickers are available a City Hal
(Rm 34), the Department of Public Works
(1365 Middlesex ), or at the Senior Center
(Broadway at Fletcher. Never place yard
waste in plastic bags (or in the regular
trash) and do not include debris such as
flowerpots, rocks, large limbs or mix with
other types of trash. When preparing cut
brush for collection, keep the following
guiddlines in mind: bundles should be no
longer than three feet in length, tied with
non-metallic twine, no single item within
the bundle should be thicker than three
inches in diameter and the entire bundle
should not weigh more than thirty-five
pounds. Contaminated containers risk being left at the curb.
Kindly do not place paper bags or barrels out prior to your
trash day; we would like to keep sidewal ks open for pedestrians.

Another way to reduce the amount of waste hauled out of
the City is to consider home composting. Home composting is
the least expensive, most rewarding and environmentally
sound method of managing the organic component of our res-

NOTE:

idential waste stream. Composting isasimple process available
to everyone, with or without a backyard. Yard wastes such as
leaves and grass clippings make excellent compost. Fruit and
vegetable scraps, plus food wastes such as coffee grounds, tea
bags, and eggs shdlls and even shredded paper can al be composted.
To keep animals and odors out of your compost pile, do not
add meat, bones, fatty food wastes (such as cheese, grease and
oils), pet droppings and cat litter, dairy products or diseased
plants. Do not add invasive weeds or weeds that have gone to
seed, to the pile. With these elementsin mind, you can convert
your organic wastes into resources by "turning your spoils to
soil". To makeit easier for residents to compost kitchen scraps
and yard waste, the Mass DEP makes home composting bins
