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Kratie Farmers Accept Gov't Land Offer

By Sek Odom | May 31, 2014

A group of farmers evicted to make
way for aVietnameserubber firmin Kratie
province accepted asocial land concession
from the government Friday, but will not
leave their protest base in Phnom Penh
until they see hard proof of their new
plots.

Nguon Vibol, arepresentative of the
301 displaced families, said a group of
farmers would go to the site of the 750-
hectare concession in Snuol district
Saturday and demand appropriate docu-
mentation and temporary housing.

If their demands are not met, they
will return to Phnom Penh, where they
have been camped in Stung Meanchey
commune's Samakki Raingsey pagoda for
amost two weeks.

"We agree to take the concession
because we don't want to waste any more
time or destabilize the country,” Mr.
Vibol said. "But if the authorities expect
us to sleep in the Snuol district office we
will protest.”

"When we go back to Kratie, the
local officials must provide tents and
food on the new land or we will go back

to Phnom Penh."

Thefamilies, most of whom migrated
to Snuol from Kompong Cham province
in 2008, were evicted May 2 to make way
for the Binh Phuoc 2 firm. When they
refused to leave, their homes were burnt
to the ground.

Kratie Governor Sar Chamrong said
Friday that officials would prepare the
necessary documents for the social land
concession and hand it over to the farmers
Saturday.

"If they chose not to live there, they
can go and find something else by them-
selves," Mr Chamrong said. "They can
go anywhere they want, just not the [Binh
Phuoc 2] land concession.”

Chan Soveth, senior investigator for
human rights group Adhoc, said he
would accompany the farmers delegation
to their new land-which the farmers say
islessthan 10 km from the Binh Phuoc 2
concession.

"If the local officials prepare the
documents quickly, the people will move
back to the province,” Mr. Soveth said.

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Military Police Barricade Road to
Stop Monks From Marching

More than 100 protesters, including
about 60 monks, gathered in front of the
Minigtry of Cultsand Religions on Thursday
to protest the rumored sale of land within
the Buddhist Institute to nearby Naga
World Casino.

Seng Somony, undersecretary of
date a the ministry, gave a press conference
earlier thisweek to quash speculation that
the demoalition of the institute's front gate
was the first stage of a plan to turn the
ingtitute into a parking lot for the hotel-
casino complex.

Unconvinced, protesters Thursday
marched down Sisowath Quay toward the
Buddhist Ingtitute in Chakmar Mon digtrict's
Tonle Basac communeto deliver apetition
asking for guarantees that the land was
protected.

But they were stopped in their tracks
by a barricade manned by 200 military
police officers.

At the barrier, the outspoken head of
the Independent Monks Network for
Social Justice, Bun Buntenh, said if the
land had been swapped or sold it would
equate to a betrayal of the Khmer people.

"We want to see the face of Minister
[of Cults and Religion] Min Khin who is
betraying our nation," he said, before
handing the petition to Mr. Somony.

Mr. Somony reiterated that thefencing
that has recently been erected intheingtitute
was to enable electrica work to be carried

out by Nagaworld, while the company
would rebuild the front gate once an
underground road had been completed.

"[The Buddhist Institute] isn't for
sale or rental, it isn't like that," he said.

Earlier in the day, Mr. Somony met
about 200 Buddhist monks studying at
Preah Suramarit Buddhist High School
and asked them to stay away from the
afternoon's protest and a second march
planned for today.

"His Excellency Song Somony
addressed 200 monks at 7.40 am. and
told us not to join the Independent Monks
Network for Socid Justicein the protests,”
said 17-year-old monk Sok Piseth.

"We are concerned about the possi-
bleloss of land but the Buddhist Institute
is not lost," he said, adding that he
believed Mr. Somony's explanation and
thought preventing Thursday's march to
the site was afair decision.

"A monk isa person who must follow
Buddhist rules," he said.

Another student at the Buddhist
training school, 25-year-old Yim Heoun,
disagreed.

"The ministry does not have the
right to tell monks not to join the protest
or to ban them from attending because
the monks are worried and only wish to
submit a petition seeking an explana
tion," he said.

"I think they have sold the land."
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Convicts Emerge From Prison With Activist Zeal

Pang Vanny saysthat before thisyear,
he never thought of joining protests or
fighting for labor rights.

Five months in prison changed that.

Mr. Vanny was arrested on January
3, when military police cracked down a
violent demonstration on Veng Sreng
Street—part of nationwide garment worker
protests demanding a minimum monthly
wage of $160.

At least five people were shot dead
and more than 40 were injured during the
clash, both of which Mr. Vanny denies
taking part in.

“It is an injustice what they did to
us,” said Mr. Vanny, a soft-spoken 38-
year-old who has been working in the gar-
ment sector for 10 years. “I will join
future protests because of what happened
to me.”

Mr. Vanny was among 23 men who
were locked up in prison and charged
with intentional violence and property
damage during the January protests, which
dovetailed with demonstrations being led
by the opposition CNRP.

The Phnom Penh Municipal Court
handed down a verdict on Friday, convicting
all 23 men with suspended sentences,
allowing them to leave the court as free
men with criminal records.

Before his arrest, Mr. Vanny didn’t
even know if he was part of a union, he
said. In prison, he met fellow inmate Vorn
Pao, a prominent labor leader and president
of an association of mostly motorbike and
tuk-tuk drivers.

“We spoke many times,” said Mr.
Vanny. “He showed me the injustice of it
all. He showed me we can fight back.”

On Sunday, Mr. Vanny joined Mr.
Pao, with other former inmates and
monks, for aBuddhist ceremony and dinner
at the Phnom Penh home of Kem Sokha,
vice president of the CNRP.

Mr. Sokha, whose party was noticeably
absent from protests demanding the pris-
oners release, said hisfamily, and not his
party, organized the event.

During the months the men spent in
prison, Mr. Sokha said the CNRP kept a
low profile in efforts to free the men so
that the case would not be further politi-
cized. The government claimed that the
violent protests outside factories around
the end of last year were directly linked to
demonstrations being led by the CNRPin
Freedom Perk.

“On behalf of the leader, we did not
go because we do not want others to
accuse us of being behind the issue,” Mr.
Sokha told reporters gathered at his
house.

Mr. Pao, president of the Independent
Democracy of Informal Economic
Association, said hisimmediate plans are
to appeal the convictions against him and
other protesters and file a formal com-
plaint against the military police that killed
at least five workers.

“We commit and swear in front of
monks that although we have been
imprisoned for five months it will not
break our spirit,” he said during the cere-
mony. “Our mission...has not finished as
long as there are violations of human
rights, workers rights and the country
still does not move toward democracy.”

Baor Sarath, 26, who also spent the
past five months in prison, was a security
guard at a disco before his door was
kicked down by military police on January
3. He also denies any involvement in the
protests that led to his imprisonment and
criminal conviction.

Mr. Sarath’s wife, a garment worker,
had given birth to their first child four
days before his arrest.

“l was crying everyday in prison,”
he said. “I missed my wife and child.”

Mr. Sarath said he aso plans to
become active in the country’s labor
movement, particularly in efforts to
improve working conditionsfor the country’s
600,000 garment workers, mostly young
women, like his wife.

“| fed very, very angry. | wasinnocent
and they put mein jail. From now on, if
there are any protests, | will join,” Mr.
Sarath said.

“My bosses know that I'm innocent
and said they’ Il give me my job back,” he
added. “But | won't get those five months
back.”

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Somaly Mam Seps Down After Exposé

Somaly Mam, a prominent anti-sex-
trafficking activist whose back-story as a
sex dave has been the center of controversy
after it was exposed as a fabrication, has
resigned from the organization that bears
her name.

Ms. Mam's resignation comes just
days after a Newsweek magazine story
exposed the lies, and months after The
Cambodia Daily revealed inconsistencies
in Ms. Mam's biography and false claims
she has made about supposedly trafficked
girls.

"We have accepted Somaly's resig-
nation effective immediately," reads a
statement posted on the Somaly Mam
Foundation's website on Wednesday by
its executive director, Gina Reiss-Wilchins.

The statement says that in March,
the foundation retained the U.S.-based
law firm Goodwin Procter to conduct an
independent, third-party investigation
into allegations concerning the personal
history of Ms. Mam aswell asthe story of
one of the foundation's symbols of sex
davery, Long Pros.

"We are permanently removing Ms.
Pros from any affiliation with the organi-
zation or our grant partner, but will help
her to transition into the next phase of her
life," the statement says.

"While we are extremely saddened
by this news, we remain grateful to
Somaly's work over the past two decades
and for helping to build a foundation that
has served thousands of women and girls,
and has raised critical awareness of the
nearly 21 million individuals who are
currently enslaved today," it continues.

Since she co-founded the Somaly
Mam Foundation in 2007, Ms. Mam has
risen to stardom with her tale as a former
sex dave.

In 2009, she was ranked among
Time magazine's 100 most influential
people in the category of heroes and
icons. In 2011, she was placed on The
Guardian newspaper's list of the world's
top 100 women.

She has aso built a Rolodex of
celebrities and poaliticians who championed

her cause and helped raise millions for
the foundation.

The foundation's board of directors
and global advisory board includes Sheryl
Sandberg, chief operating officer of
Facebook; actresses Susan Sarandon and
Daryl Hannah; and U.S. ambassador-at-
large for global women's issues Melanne
Verveer.

Ms. Mam co-founded the Somaly
Mam Foundation with the help of two U.S.
Air Force Academy graduates as away to
raise funds for the work being done by
Ms. Mam's Phnom Penh-based organi zation
Agir pour lesfemmes en situation precaire
(Afesip) and five other sex trafficking
organizations.

The statement says the foundation
will continue to work with Afesip, which
Ms. Mam established in 1996.

"We look forward to moving past
these eventsand focusing all of our energies
on thisvital work, ensuring that the hundreds
of women and girls that are currently
being served in our grant partner AFESIP's
three centersfor recovery and rehabilitation,
receive the care that they so desperately
need, and that we safeguard their identities
and privacy to every extent possible" it
says.

Ly Monirath, director of the Afesip
center in Siem Reap province, said Ms.
Mam resigned last year from her position
at Afesip.

"She resigned from her position as
executive director. They [donors] did not
want her to have two positions at the
sametime, as she was the president of the
Somaly Mam Foundation in the U.S.," he
said.

Ms. Mam's story began to publicly
unravel inApril 2012 when she said during
a U.N. meeting on human trafficking in
New York that the Cambodian army
killed eight girls after a raid on Afesip's
center in Phnom Penh in 2004.

Shortly after, Cambodian authorities
said Ms. Mam's story was not true, while
the Office of the High Commissioner for
Human Rights in Phnom Penh said there
was no evidence of such killings.

In the two years that followed, more
evidence began to pile up against Ms.
Mam, culminating with the Newsweek
cover story published last week detailing
numerous inconsistencies and falsehoods
in Ms. Mam's story that she was abused
and sold into slavery.

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At City's 2,500-Riel Shops, It's Buyers Beware

Customers may not expect top-of
-the-line products when they shop in
discount stores for shampoos, shower
gels or beauty creams. But as a police
raid on a2,500-rid storein Phnom Penh
last week showed, neither should they
expect to get exactly what they are
paying for.

Following a complaint from Pich
Beauty Co. Ltd. that the 2500 Riel
Mini Mart in Daun Penh district was
peddling fakelotionin Leivy's branded
containers, economic police raided
the store last Monday and confiscated
hundreds of bottles of counterfeit toi-
letries and beauty products.

The scale of the potential knock-
off problem is unclear, but growing
fast. Authorities have only a vague

idea of how many 2,500-riel shopsare
operating in Phnom Penh, but say they

are formulating a plan to make sure
their deals arereal.

Ly Kong, director of the municipal
commerce department, said there are
only seven 2,500-riel shops officially
registered in the city. But he estimated
that there are between four and 10 in

every city commune-anywhere between
about 300 to more than 700 such shops

across the city.

"These sort of shops have been
open for more than ayear at least, but
we have not got numbers for the total
amount in Phnom Penh yet," he said,
adding that he would begin asking
commune officials to get the figures.

Long Sreng, chief of the Ministry
of Interior'seconomic police department,
who led last Monday's raid, said it is
highly likely that other products
stocked by the city's numerous 2,500-riel
marts do nat comply with trading sandards,
whether they are fake, rebranded or
simply well past expiry dates.

For the economic police depart-
ment, cutting off the supply chain of
such fake goods will become a priority,
he said.

"First of al, weintend to find out
who produced the fake shampoos and
other products we found [last Monday]
becausethey pose athreat to the country's
economy and public safety," Brigadier
General Sreng said.

Police believe that empty branded
bottles seized last week were imported
from Vietnam and then filled with
counterfeit product in Cambodia, and
have compiled a report on last week's
raid and sent it on to Camcontrol, the
Commerce Minidiry's customs ingpection
unit, he added.

"I don't know when they will take
action, but we haveinformed Camcontrol
authorities and they will then go and
carry out quality control checks in

The story, written by an editor for
The Cambodia Daily, was based on a
number of investigations published in this
newspaper since 2012 that revealed fabri-
caionsinMs. Mam'sstory aswell asstories
told by Ms. Mam to bolster her founda-
tion's fundraising efforts.

In October 2012, for example, Ms.
Pros story of imprisonment as a young
teenager at a brothel in Phnom Penh--
where she was supposedly held as a sex
dave and mutilated at the hands of the
owner when she refused to have sex with
customers-was found to be false.

Ms. Pros parents denied that their
daughter had ever been avictim of human
trafficking, had ever been endaved in a
brothel, or had lost her right eye at the
hands of a brothel owner. They said Ms.
Pros lost her eye as the result of a non-
malignant tumor that had developed
when she was just seven years old.

Ms. Pros father, Long Hon, declined
to comment Thursday on the Somaly

Mam Foundation's separation with his
daughter.

"I don't dare comment about Mam
Somaly's resignation because | don't know
alot of details about her organization," he
said.

In asimilar case, an investigation in
October revealed another sex slave story
was totally fabricated.

Meas Ratha told The Cambodia
Daily that she was selected by Ms. Mam
to appear on a French television channel
in 1998 after undergoing rehearsalswith a
group of other girlsto falsely recount how
she was sold to a brothel owner in Phnom
Penh.

Following the report, Ms. Ratha said
she was approached by a member of the
Somaly Mam Foundation and told not to
speak with the media.

Relatives of Ms. Mam who still live
in Cambodia declined to comment
Thursday.

marts, especially on food products that
may have already expired."

Mom Dany, 50, who runs four
2,500-riel shops in Phnom Penh, the
first of which she opened two years
ago, said she had heard all about the
police bust on Monday but had no
worries about a similar raid on her
own outlets.

"I do not worry about police
investigating my shops because the
products are all listed with the correct
expiry date and there are no expired or
fake products,” she said at one of her
shops in Chamkar Mon district,
adding that her daughter and son-in-
law travel to Thailand and China and
purchase stock directly from whole-
salers.

Ms. Dany said that as 2,500-riel
shops are becoming ever more popular,
with increasing competition between
them, many retailers are likely feeling
threatened.

"There must be some supermarket
owners making complaints to the
police because they charge more than

2,500 riel for the same product,” she
said.

The 2,500-riel shopsare dsofacing
the threat of being undercut, with
2,400-riel stores now popping up. Ina
crowded market, discounted name-
brands and household miscellanies
are being sold for a fraction of the
price they can be bought for at the
supermarket, or even at theloca market.

Chiv Ty ownstwo 2,400-riel shops
and claims to have come up with the
idea for discount shops in Cambodia
after visiting Japan and seeing the
success of similar stores there. Since
he opened his first shop in Tuol Kok
district's Phsar Doeum Kor commune
just one year ago, the venture has
proved very successful.

"l make about $750 in an average
day, earning a profit of between $100
to $200 per day," he said, adding that
he employs 10 people in each store.

His success, he says, is based on
a simple premise-he sells products at
prices that customers who earn low
salaries can afford to buy, though
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everything on sale is not being sold at
the eponymous price.

"My prices start at 2,400 riel and
go up to $10," he said. "But the same
products in a market are hard to bar-
gain, while my prices are low and
they are set.”

He buys his goods exclusively
from middlemen who come to him
with whatever they have on offer.
"About 80 percent of the products |
buy are from China and the rest are
from Thailand, Vietham, or here in
Cambodia," he said.

But keenness for a bargain does
not inure all customersto the potential
risksinvolved. At a2,500-riel shop on
Sihanouk Boulevard, shoppers said
they were not surprised at the police's
discovery.

"I would buy only some types of
products in this kind of shop," said
23-year-old Her Rainer. "I wouldn't
buy food and snacks or beauty products
because | don't trust those types of
products when they are very cheap."

Another customer, Hang Monika,
also 23, said she shops at 2,500-riel
stores for kitchen products such as
dishwashing soap, plates and anything

that doesn't pose a health risk.

"I would never buy food and lotions
at discount shops because | know they
will not be good quality," she said.

And the pay-off for all 2,500-riel-
shop entrepreneurs is not guaranteed.
The overabundance and proximity of
selfsame discount shops selling similar
or identical products has introduced
some business owners to the law of
diminishing returns.

Kim Leang said there are about
six of the same shops on the same
street as her store in Chamkar Mon
district, all of which sell similar goods
-all bought from the same wholesalers.

"I have been running my business
for about a year now, and for the first
half of the year, businesswasfine," she
said.

Now, many people are running
the same kind of business and the glut
of 2,500 shops now open on Street 271
has left her pessimistic about the future
of her enterprise.

"My business is slow now. There
are just too many shops on the same
street.”
