Thailand's army has declared
martial law, deploying troops in the
heart of Bangkok before dawn in an
attempt to end months of political tur-
moil and violence that has claimed 28
livesto date.

The army's commander, General

Prayuth Chan-ocha said the military

had stepped in to restore order, and

invited both sides of the kingdom's
bitter political divide to talks.

"We ask al sidesto come and talk
to find a way out for the country,"
Prayuth told reporters after meeting
directors of government agencies and
other high-ranking officials.

Prayuth warned pro- and anti-
government protestersto avoid violence,
and said martial law would be revoked
after peace and order had been restored.
Earlier, the military insisted the inter-
vention was not a coup d'etat and said

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Memorial Day
In Lowell

Memorial Day is an official Federal
Holiday that is observed on the fina
Monday of May each year. The purpose
of Memoria Day is to remember those
who have died while serving in the armed
forces of the United States. The holiday
originated in the years following the
American Civil War when people in dif-
ferent parts of the country began decorating
the graves of the 725,000 men who died
in the war. Originally called Decoration
Day, the name gradually was changed to
Memorial Day and in 1968 Congress

Day as atime to remember relatives and
friends who have died.

The Greater Lowell Veterans Council
observes Memorial Day each year with a
ceremony at the Lowell Memorial
Auditorium. The speakers at this year's
program included State Senator Eileen
Donoghue, Mayor Rodney Elliott, and
City Councilor Rita Mercier. All three
urged peopleto step away for afew minutes
from the cookouts and shopping trips that
are common on Memorial Day weekend
to remember those who died while serving

in the military. Senator Donoghue said
that the best way to honor those who
made that ultimate sacrifice was to promote
the values they fought for: freedom, justice,
liberty and equality.

Mayor Elliott said that everyone
should speak out in favor of better medical
care for veterans who deserve respect,
honor and the best care we can provide to
them. Council Mercier commended all
who spend time on Memorial Day honoring
those who have died in war. She said that
it's not a day for celebration but a day for
respectful remembrance of the true heroes
of our country.

Besides Senator Donoghue, Mayor
Elliott and Councilor Mercier, other elected
officials in attendance at this year's cere-
mony were Councilors Bill Martin, Corey
Belanger and Bill Samaras;, School
Committee member Dave Conway; and
State Representative Dave Nangle.

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CPP Sweeps Council Polls, As Expected

The ruling CPP coasted to a series of
expected victories in Sunday's council
elections as all but three of the country's
11,459 commune councilors voted for
new adminigtrative councilsfor the districts,
provinces and municipalities they fall
under.

Calculations of the provisiona results
released by the National Election Committee
(NEC) last night showed that the CPP
secured 8,379 votes (73.12 percent) to the
CNRP's 2,959 (25.82 percent) across the
country's districts.

In the 2009 council elections, the
CPP won 8,470 votes to the Sam Rainsy
Party's 2,335 votes across the districts,
though the number of commune councilors
in the country has risen between elections.

At apress conference in the afternoon,
NEC Secretary-General Tep Nytha said
theelectionshad cost atota of $1.7 million.
Mao Sophearith, an NEC member, said
that voting had taken place without a hitch
and only three commune councilors had
failed to vote.

"The election situation was smooth

and there was not violence," he said.

Mr. Sophearith told reporters that
the NEC is now calculating the number
of seats the parties won in each district,
provincial and municipa council. However,
results for some districts and provinces
were posted by Information Minister Khieu
Kanharith on his Facebook page beginning
Sunday afternoon.

Mr. Kanharith noted that his ruling
CPP won 12 seats to the CNRP's nine on
the Kompong Cham provincia council.
In Siem Reap province, the CPPwon 140
of the available district council positions
to the CNRP's 37 and Funcinpec's two,
according to Mr. Kanharith's figures.

Ballots for the vote were given only
to the country's commune councilors,
who had been elected by popular vote in
June 2012. At that election, the CPP won
8,292 council seats, about 72 percent of
the total, ensuring the ruling party's easy
victories Sunday.

The two constituent parties of the
opposition CNRP, which united asasingle
party in the month after the commune
elections, had by contrast picked up only

a cumulative 2,955 councilors (25.79
percent).

Despitethegulf, leedersof theopposition
had used the two-week election campaign
leading up to the vote to warn the ruling
party that its commune councilors were
turning againgt it, and would vote CNRP
come election day.

Opposition leader Sam Rainsy had
throughout the campaign cited his party's
surprise performance in the disputed 2013
national election as a symbol of changing
attitudes he said councilors would replicate
with their votes.

At apress conference Sunday afternoon
at the CNRP's headquartersin Phnom Penh's
Meanchey district, Mr. Rainsy claimed
some small success.

"At least 30 to 40 people from the
CPP voted for our party,” he said.

Mr. Rainsy also claimed that the
CNRP picked up two district council
chief positions-onein Prey Veng province
and another in Kompong Cham province-
and said the CNRP accepted the results,
despite some foul play.

"We have evidence and proof that
the ruling party bought the votes from the
candidates of the CNRP, paying up to
$5,000 at least,” he said. "They gave them
motorbikes and promised to give cars to
the CNRP candidates.”

Prior to the 2009 council elections,
Mr. Rainsy made a similar accusation,
showing avideo clip at a press conference
of 30 commune councilors claiming to have
been offered between $50 and $5,000 to
vote for the CPP. After the elections, Mr.
Rainsy's opposition party dismissed 200
of its commune councilors for voting for
the CPP in the council elections.

Chheang VVun, asenior CPPlawmaker,
on Sunday denied Mr. Rainsy's accusations.

"I don't think the CNRP increased
their vote by around 30 to 40 from the
Cambodian People's Party, and what Mr.
Rainsy said is not true," Mr. Vun said.

"If the CNRP really increased its
vote, it is probably because they got them
from members of Funcinpec and the
Nationalism Party," he said.

At voting booths across Phnom Penh
in the morning, commune councilors said
they were under no illusions about the
likely results of the ballot.

One CNRP councilor, Nuoy Chinda,

who was €elected to the Chey Chumneah
commune council in the June 2012 elec-
tions-and was voting for the Daun Penh
district council and the Phnom Penh
municipal council-noted simply that the
CPP holds 62 commune councilors in
Daun Penh to the CNRP's 27.

"I think these seats won't change and
will remain stable because the CNRP will
vote for the CNRP and the CPP will vote
for the CPP," she said.

The ruling CPP also holds 510 of the
810 commune councilor positions across
Phnom Penh, compared to the CNRP's
cumulative 240.

Sak Setha, secretary of state at the
Interior Ministry in charge of reform and
decentralization, said Sunday that the
new councils will have the responsibility
of developing five-year development
plans and creating and passing budgets
with the appointed district and provincial
governors.

The district, provincial and municipal
councils are mandated by law to meet for
the first time within two weeks after an
election.

Mr. Setha said the Interior Ministry
is beginning to specify additional mandates
to the country's commune, district and
provincial councils-such as the manage-
ment of health centers and sanitation centers.

"From the last five years until now,
the districts and communes have had a
general mandate-they have the mandate
to do anything according to their available
resources,” Mr. Setha explained.

"They aso have the capacity to
develop infrastructure such as roads
between the communes within the district.
The communes just do small projects like
village-to-village roads, and small projects
like that," he said.

The country's district councils will
share a budget of $16 million, which will
be doled out according to their geographical
size and population, Mr. Setha explained.
The councils of the 24 provinces and the
municipality of Phnom Penh will share a
budget of $50 million, shared similarly,
he said.

Royal Oxen Predict M oderate Harvest in 2014

TAKHMAO CITY, Kandal province
- After circling the field inside the sports
stadium here three times, a pair of oxen,
being watched by King Norodom Sihamoni
and about 500 others on Saturday, were
led to seven bowls containing rice, corn,

said. "From my experiences, if the royal
oxen drinks water, there will be flooding."

A look to recent ceremonies suggests
that the royal oxen have a particular pen-
chant for corn and beans.

Last year, one ox nibbled on corn
while the other settled on grass from the
Kompong Cham football pitch, where the

sesame seeds, beans, freshly cut grass,
water and rice wine.

One ox delved straight into the bowl
containing beans, the other briefly sniffed
the grass before settling on some corn.
Both went on to sample a few mouthfuls
of rice.

In the annual tradition of the Royal
Plowing Ceremony, held for palace
astrologers and Brahmin prieststo foretell
the outcome of the year's harvest, the
oxen's culinary choice predicts a decent
harvest of beans, corn and rice in 2014.

"The royal cows ate beans, corn and
rice and so there will be a moderate yield
this year,” Brahmin priest Korng Ken
announced over loudspeskers at the stadium,
to the relief of spectators and more than
1,000 others gathered outside the stadium.

While still awidely followed cultural
event, farmers and other spectators in
Takhmao were divided on how much the
oxen's taste would determine the agricul-
tural prospects for the season ahead.

"The royal oxen ate beans, corn and
rice so | think beans, corns and rice will
have a good yield," said Nheuk Ny, 53, a
farmer from Kandal province's Saang
district.

Chea Tang, 78, who said she has
attended some 30 plowing ceremonies
since the 1960s, was just relieved that the
oxen weren't thirsty.

"If the royal oxen drank wine, the
crop yield would not be good," Ms. Tang

event was held. Corn and beans were also
among the crops of choice in 2012 and
2010.

Brahmin priest Soeng Piseth, one of
three astrologers who was part of the pro-
cession, said the predictability of the
cow's appetite was simply a reflection of
the country's consistent agricultural outpuit.

"Every year our country has no
shortage of these crops like corn, bean
and rice. We even export to overseas,” he
said. "So thisresult is pretty good.”

However, Chim Kimhor, 24, a student
a Kanda provincid teacher training college
and one of theroyal servants at Saturday's
ceremony, said that farmers had bigger
problems to worry about with global
warming, and said they should takefateinto
their own hands.

"For me, | only believe 50 percent
[in the plowing ceremony] because right
now the weather in Cambodia, and around
the world, is changing," Mr. Kimhor said.
"It's not the same as the past, when there
could be more accuracy.

"I would like to tell the people that this
isjust the ancient and traditional ceremony.

"We still believe the same as before,
but we have to find methods to increase
our agricultural yield through modern
irrigation systems.

"Even in the past, Khmer kings also
focused on the irrigation systems, so we
do not have to rely only on therain."

"groups with bad intentions'
risked escalating a six-month-long
political crisis by threatening to over-
throw the elected government.

"The roya Tha army intends to
bring back peace and order to the
beloved country of every Thai as soon
as possible,” said Prayuth in the state-
ment, adding: "Weintend to seethe sit-
uation resolved quickly."

On Monday, the caretaker prime
minigter, Niwattumrong Boonsongpaisan,
refused protesters demandsto step down.
The army did not inform the caretaker
government of its plan to declare martial
law.

While troops were deployed along
a number of roads in Bangkok and
soldierstook back Government House
and other buildings that had been
occupied by anti-government protesters,
the situation in the capital remained
largely calm, with schools and busi-
nesses open and traffic flowing as
usual.

The justice minister, Chaikasem
Nitisiri, told the Associated Press that
although the army had not consulted
Niwattumrong about the declaration,
the caretaker government was still
running the country and the army was
in charge of security.

"Security matters will be handled
solely by the military, and whether the
situation intensifies or is resolved is
up to them," he said. "Thereisno cause
to panic."

Thailand has been gripped by off-
and-on political turmoil since 2006
when the then prime minister, Thaksin
Shinawatra, was toppled by a military
coup after being accused of corruption,
abuse of power and disrespect for King
Bhumibol Adulyade.

The army, which is seen by many
as sympathetic to anti-government
protesters, has staged 11 coups since
the end of absolute monarchy in 1932.

One anti-government protester,
Wichada, who has been on the streets
for nearly 200 days, welcomed the
intervention. "We're very happy about
the army's announcement because it
means they are on our side," she told
the Guardian from a protest camp
next to Democracy Monument in
Bangkok's old city.

Thitinan Pongsudhirak, a speciaist
on Thai affairs and associate professor
at Chuladongkorn Univergity in Bangkok,
said martial law could break the
impasse of the past six months. "The
government is unable to govern, and
the protesters' goals haven't been
realised, so both sides now have to

answer to martial law," he said.

Thitinan said the army had placed
itself in a precarious position. "It now
has to walk a tightrope, not too far in
the government's camp, not too far in
the protesters camp. The army had better
have a good game plan - the other sides
knew what they wanted, but it's not
clear if the army does."

The latest round of unrest started
last November when anti-government
protesters took to the streets to try to
oust the then prime minister, Yingluck
Shinawatra, Thaksin's sister. She dis-
solved the lower house of parliament
in December in an attempt to ease the
crisis, and then led a weakened, care-
taker government with limited powers.

This month, the constitutional
court ousted Yingluck and nine cabinet
ministers for abuse of power, but the
move has done little to resolve the
political conflict that pits the rural
poor majority, who support Yingluck,
against her opponents who are largely
drawn from the urban middle and
upper class.

An overnight attack last week on
the main anti-government protest site
left three dead and more than 20
injured. It raised the death toll since
November to 28 and drew a strong
rebuke from the army chief.

Along with the declaration of
martial law, the army issued an order
suspending anumber of television and
radio stations, which have provided
platforms for both political camps to
air often aggressive rhetoric. At least
10 politicaly affiliated private TV
stations from both sides stopped
broadcasting - after armed soldiers
entered and requested they do so.

The leader of the pro-government [

Red Shirt movement, Jatuporn
Prompan, said his group could accept E
the imposition of martial law, but said
they "won't tolerate a coup or other

non-constitutional means' to grab power. 8

"We will see what the army
wants," he said, warning that the
undemocratic remova of the country's
caretaker government "will never
solve the country's crisis and will plunge
Thailand deeper into trouble”

The US state department spokes-
woman Jen Psaki said Washington

as "very concerned about the deep-
ening political crisisin Thailand". She
said it urged "al parties to respect
democratic principles, including respect
for freedom of speech ... We expect the
army to honour its commitment to
make thisatemporary action to prevent
violence, and to not undermine.
