Medford/Somerville, Massachusetts,
June 16, 2014 - In the wake of the Arab
Spring and as nonviolent movements in
Ukraine, Thailand, Brazil, and around the
world capture the global public's attention,
on Wednesday, June 18th, two activists
will be recognized for their courageous
use of strategic nonviolent tactics to win
human rights and justice, and two prominent
scholars will be honored for their ground-
breaking contributions to the field of civil
resistance.

James Lawson

The James Lawson Awards are named
after and presented in person by James
Lawson, a leader in US Civil Rights
movement who led the Nashville Lunch
Counter sit-ins of 1960 and who Martin
Luther King, J. called, "the leading theorist
and strategist of nonviolence in the
world."

Thefour Lawson awardees are:

Yorm Bopha, a 30-year old leader of
aland rights movement in Cambodia who
has boldly struggled alongside her com-
munity against forced evictions by the
Cambodian government. As aresult of her
nonviolent activism, she was arrested on
trumped up charges in September 2012
and became an Amnesty International
Prisoner of Conscience while imprisoned
for 444 days. In the face of government
retribution, her commitment to nonviolent
struggle has not wavered.

Kumi Naidoo, a human rights activist
from South Africaand the current Internationd
Executive Director of Greenpeace since
2009. Naidoo was an organizer and activist
in the struggle against apartheid in South
Africa, and as the international executive
director of Greenpeace, has continued to
personally commit daring acts of direct
nonviolent action for environmental pro-
tection. In 2011 Kumi and another activist
climbed aboard an ail rig floating off of
the coast of Greenland while the crew
atempted to repel them with water cannons.
Kumi was calling on the Scottish oil company,
Cairn, to stop drilling for oil and ensure that
Cairn had a response plan for oil spills.

Howard Clark, a radical pacifist and

full-time nonviolent activist and researcher
who chaired War Resisters International
(WRI). Hiswork and that of hisWRI col-
leagues supported activists around the
world to take nonviolent action to advance
just and sustainable peace. He passed
away in December 2013, and his partner
and children will be present to accept his
award.

Jacques Sémelin, a professor of
Political Science at Sciences-Po Paris
(Center for International Research and
Studies) and Senior Researcher at the
National Center for Scientific Research,

who has produced many semina publications
on the use of civil resistance against dicta-
torships and the political roots of mass
violence. He is the world's foremost
scholar on understanding how civilian-
based nonviolent action can be used to
resist perpetrators of extreme human
rights abuse and atrocities.

"These awardees show how ordinary
people can fight oppression by organizing
themselves and nonviolently mobilizing
towin their rights," said Hardy Merriman,
Vice President of the International Center
on Nonviolent Conflict, which organizes
the Lawson Awards. "Each of them has
taught others, put pressure on power-
holders, and revealed that civil resistance
is apotent force that will continue to shape
humanity's future."

The James Lawson Awards will begin
a 1:30 p.m. on The Tufts University campus.
The event will be live-streamed online
and James Lawson Award winners, Fletcher
Summer Institute participants, and experts
in the field of nonviolent civil resistance
who are presenting at the Fletcher
Summer Institute will be available for
interviews afterwards.

The awards ceremony will be held at
the 9th annual Fletcher Summer Institute
for the Advanced Study of Nonviolent
Conflict at Tufts University, in front of
activists, scholars, and journalists partici-
pating in a week long ingtitute on civil
resistance. The International Center on
Nonviolent Conflict (a Washington, DC-
based educational foundation) partners with
the Fletcher School of Law & Diplomacy
at Tufts University to put on this event.

TheAsian
Misrepresentation:
How the Portrayal of Asiansin the
Media Harms America

There are a whole host of bankable
stars... Can youname one bankable

Asan-American star? No. Thereisn't...
One can't name a singleAsian-American
whose name you can take to the bank and
get a project financed.

This statement, spoken by George

Takel about American film actors and
actresses, brings to our attention the lack
of Asianson film. George Takel, famous
for hisrole as Hikaru Sulu on “ Star Trek,”
has long been an advocate for Asian-
American socid justice. In an interview
about primarily white actors playing origindly
Asian characters, Takei stated clearly the
problem in Hollywood with Asian
American actors —there aren’t any “bank-
able’ Adan gars. Adans are not accurately
depicted in the media, and the lack of
Asians in American media socially harms
the country and negatively impacts how
Americans relate to Asian-Americans.

Maybe it's because Asians have gotten
the reputation for being successful in many
fields, but the stereotypes made about Asian
people still prevail within American society,
especially when it comes to the Asians
portrayed in movies and on television.

America is a television-driven society,
with Americans individually watching
around 34 hours aweek in 2010 (Stelter),
and therefore it is no surprise that we are
al subtly influenced by what we see on
the screen.  Many racial minorities have
broken through the confining bonds of
stereotypes on screen, and we see a fair
share of African Americans and Latinos,
but Asians till lag behind in American
media. Essentialy, thislack of Asiansin
the American media today keeps the
stereotypes about Asians alive. These
attitudes prevent the social integration of
Asians into an un-biased country, and it
limits the thinking of some non-Asians,
resulting in socialy stratifying the country.

Though famous Asian actors, directors,
and screenwriterslike Chow Yun Fat, Jackie
Chan or Ang Lee may be household names,
movies with such round and intricate Asian
characters that are successful in America
are few and far between. Even though in
2010 Asians make up 5.6 percent of the
United States population, roughly 17 million
people (United States Census), the media
does not reflect the strong Asian influences
within the country. Instead, the majority
of television shows and movies in the
United States unconsciously influence us
to hold onto the stereotypical and sometimes
offensive views of Asians. For example,
Margaret Cho, a well-known Korean

stand-up comic, for one year starred in a
sitcom called “American Girl,” which
aired in 1994. The show centered on her
struggles with her traditional Korean family
and the desire to assimilate into American
culture. The New York Times presented
two different reactions to this show when
aired. Elizabeth Wong talked about phone
calls from people who say, “Thank God,
at last we're being seen.” But others, like
John H. Lee, a critic for L.A. Weekly,
seethed about “* the butchered K orean language
and pseudo-traditions’ of the mostly non-
Korean cast” (qtd. Southgate). Thispresents
aquestion: isitworsefor Asansto beseen
in the media, butwith incorrect or offensive
stereotypes, or not to see Asians at all?
“Both are unacceptable,” should be the
answer.

More questions arise:  how does the
lack of Asians in the media influence the
viewsAmericans hold about Asians? Oris
the better question, how does American
culture influence the media, resulting in
the lack of Asiansin the media? Both of
these questions are absolutely valid, but
my question is, which one camefirst? This
leads usinto avicious cycle that somehow
must be broken, because both influence
the other, and both are hurting the perception
of the Asian-American community.

The American public greatly influ-
ences what is portrayed on the screen.
Hollywood, like al forms of media enter-
tainment, is out to make money. When
television shows do not receive high ratings
or when movies are not box-office hits,
studios are less likely to give funding to
similar projects, even if a script featuring
Asians is good for the world socialy.
When one of the first Asian-centered sit-
coms, Margaret Cho's “American Girl,”
failed to keep its ratings high on American
TV, the studio cancelled the show (qtd.
Southgate). Thecharacter of LaneKim from
the seven-year run of “ Gilmore Girls” was
lucky to be ontelevision for solong. Lane
Kim, the best friend to one of the main
characters, is presented as a rebellious
and free-thinking girl who lives with a
very traditiona and strict mother.  Thistense
mother-daughter relationship was described
on ablog as*“ grosdy exaggerated... making
the Korean mother seem almost like a
totalitarian Nazi” (qgtd. Dynamiteken;ji).
The actress who played Lane Kim, Keiko
Agena, though, thinks that Lane was a
complex part that broke all the traditional
“good Korean girl” stereotypes. “Partsare
very rare for Asian Americans, and parts
as good as this are even rarer” (qtd.
Heldenfels). Laneisacharacter who bresks
the Asian girl stereotype, but when will
characterslike Lane lead their own show?

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Return of Workers From Thailand Reaches 180,000

Officials along the Thai border said
Wednesday that some 180,000 Cambodians
have now returned home since the start
of a mass exodus of migrant workers
from Thailand last week, but noted that
the pace of crossings has slowed substan-
tidly.

Most returnees are saying they fled
their jobs in Thailand amid rampant
rumors that they were being targeted for
arrest by the Thai Army, which began
rounding up illegal migrants after over-
throwing the government in Bangkok
last month and declaring martial law.

"Until now there have been more
than 180,000 migrant workers deported
by the Thai junta across the Poipet inter-
national checkpoint since it started on
June 6," said Banteay Meanchey provincia
governor Kousoum Saroeuth.

The crossings seemed to have peaked
on Sunday, when more than 40,000
Cambodians left Thailand through the
Poipet checkpoint.

According to a combination of gov-
ernment, rights group and witness accounts,

at least 10 Cambodians have reportedly
died-mostly in traffic accidents-since
Sunday amid the roundups and efforts to
return home.

Sem Makara, deputy chief of staff at
the Poipet checkpoint, said seven of the
bodies have now been repatriated.

According to rights group Adhoc,
they include the bodies of one man and
two women who died after the van they
had hired to take them home blew atire
in Chonburi province and rolled over.

Muon Phiey, who was slightly
injured in the accident, said the van was
approaching aroadblock manned by Thai
troops when one of the soldiersfired into
the air to make the van stop. She said the
Thai driver instead turned the van abruptly
around and was speeding away from the
roadblock when atire blew out and the van
rolled.

"Me and his [the driver's] wife
pleaded with him to stop, but the driver
didn't and then we turned over," she said
Wednesday by telephone from her home
in Banteay Meanchey province.

Six Evicted Boeng Kak Families Srike Land Deal

Six families that were evicted from
the Boeng Kak |ake community, including
long-time activist Heng Mom, confirmed
Wednesday that they had accepted a deal
from Phnom Penh City Hdl for plots of land
and titles in the same neighborhood.

The families have agreed to plots of
land measuring 4-by-18 meters in Boeng
Kak'sVillage 22, reducing to 40 the number
of families till without land. More than
100 families were omitted from Prime
Minister Hun Sen's August 2011 plan to
give land titles to the remaining families
fighting eviction in the area.

Some 3,000 families in the area had
by then been forced from their homes to
accommodate a real-estate project by a
ruling party senator.

"I agreed to the deal with City Hall
because they swapped my land close to
the main road when it used to be further
away,” Ms. Mom said.

Ms. Mom had long ago separated
from a group of Boeng Kak protestersled
by high-profile activist Tep Vanny, and in
2012 promised officials she would vote

CPPinthe July 2013 election in return for
titles.

The majority of former Boeng Kak
residents who have yet to receive titles
have declined City Hall's compensation,
saying the land on offer is not enough.

"We cannot accept the deal offered
by City Hall becauseit is smaller than the
land size we occupied before it was
taken," said Khy Ret, who lived in the
areas Village 1.

Another former Boeng Kak resident,
Sen Touch, aso declined the offer, claiming
her original land measured 900 square
meters. "[City Hall] said we lived on state
land, but everywhere is state land. There
will be no land for living if everything
belongs to the state," she said.

Am Sam Ath, technical supervisor
for rights group Licadho welcomed City
Hall's efforts to settle the Boeng Kak dis-
pute.

"However, it's not right City Hall
said they were evicted for living on state
land. If they knew this land belonged to
the state then authorities shouldn't have
allow them to live there,” Mr. Ath said.
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Gov't Movesto Assist Workers
Fleeing Thailand

As another estimated 10,000 migrant
workers poured over the border from
Thailand on Thursday, Prime Minister Hun
Sen ordered 150 military trucks to bring
them back to their home provinces,
according to the governor of Poipet City.

A rights group, meanwhile, reported
that as many as nine Cambodian workers
may have been killed during raids by
Thailand's military junta, which thisweek
began deporting illegal migrant workersen
masse-rounding them up and sgueezing
them into caged trucksto drive them to the
border.

Cambodian migrant workers arrive
at the Poipet international border check-
point yesterday, after being rounded up
and deported by the Thai junta. (Soum
Chankea)

Poipet City governor Ngor Mengchruon
said Cambodian authorities are overwhelmed
by the number of migrant workersarriving
back in the country.

"Our forces are standing by to help
our migrant workers, but today too many
are being deported across the Poipet inter-
national checkpoint," he said. "Now Prime

Minister Hun Sen ordered 150 military
trucks to be sent to help our migrant
workers."

Mr. Mengchruon estimated that at
least 10,000 workers arrived Thursday
aone. The provincial government provided
20 busesto help return workers home, and
have been handing out food and water.

"All of our forces are too over-
whelmed with them," he said.

Rights group Adhoc on Thursday
said there had been reports that up to nine
migrants had been killed by Thai soldiers,
while at least one more was reportedly
beaten.

"Returnees have reported violent
raids on houses where illegal immigrants
are suspected of residing and incidences
of the tearing up of documentation enti-
tling Cambodians to work legaly in the
country," a statement from Adhoc said.

Soum Chankea, Banteay Meanchey
provincia coordinator for Adhoc, said he
had spoken to returnees who said they
were shot at and witnessed others killed.

In one case, he said, two men were
shot to death after they tried to grab back
legal working papers that soldiers began
to tear up.

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UN Envoy Meets Employers Over Labor Unrest

U.N. human rights envoy Surya
Subedi met with representatives of the
country's businesses and employers
Thursday for talks that focused on the
protection of workers rights and measures
that can be taken to ensure that strained
industrial relations do not once again erupt
into violence.

In an interview prior to the meeting,
Mr. Subedi said the discussion would
focus "generally around the protection of
workers' rights, how different people and
organizations can come together to make
a contribution and to make sure we don't
see a repeat of the violent events that
have taken place on thisissue."

Sandra D'Amico, vice president of
the Cambodian Federation of Employers
and Business Associations, who attended
the meeting, said employers told Mr.
Subedi that they hoped to see a more
coordinated union movement and
stronger enforcement of the Labor Law.

Ms. D'Amico said the protests on
Veng Sreng Street that led to lethal sup-
pression by military police on January 3
were "politically motivated,” but said the
conversation with Mr. Subedi touched on
"what we think is necessary to ensure
there is not a repeat of what happened in

the context of January.”

"I don't think anyone can ensure that
things are improved. What needs to be
done is we need to manage expectations
more carefully,” she said. "We cannot do
things in an ad hoc manner as we did in
the past.”

The Labor Ministry began talks last
month to formalize and reform the garment
sector's minimum-wage setting process,
with the Labor Advisory Council agreeing
this week to implement annual increases
through tripartite negotiations between
employers, unions and the government.

Mr. Subedi also said Thursday that
the three new judiciary laws, which were
meant to increase public trust in the
courts, had been undermined by provi-
sions that have been widely criticized for
safeguarding the power of the executive.

"The very ideawhy | recommended
that these laws be enacted wasto give the
judiciary the independence that it deserves,
to command the trust and respect of the
people.

"But now, the very limit of inde-
pendence seems to have been undermined
by certain provisions in these laws, espe-
cialy the law on the Supreme Council of
Magistracy,” he said.
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'Thugs Thwart CNRP's Relief Effort on Border

Opposition leader Kem Sokha's
efforts to meet Thursday with Cambodian
migrant workers in Poipet City fleeing a
crackdown on illegal laborersin Thailand
and to hand out cash were thwarted by
local officials and unidentified men who
hurled abuse and alegedly pelted hisconvoy
with eggs.

Some 200,000 Cambodian migrants
have poured across the border in the past
two weeks amid fears of arrest by soldiers
since the Thai Army overthrew the gov-
ernment in Bangkok last month, most of
them coming through the Poipet border
crossing in Banteay Meanchey province.

With the help of NGOs and volun-
teers, the government has mounted a
humanitarian effort at the checkpoint to
deal with the sudden exodus and to help
returnees make it back to their home
provinces.

Mr. Sokha, vice president of the
opposition CNRP, had traveled to Poipet
hoping to meet and talk with the returnees
and hand out cash donations of 30,000
riel, or about $7.50, to help with their
journeys home.

A video posted to CNRP President
Sam Rainsy's Facebook page, however,
shows security forces using motorcycles

and barricades to block the road and Mr.
Sokha's convoy. It aso shows Long Ry, a
CNRP lawmaker-elect from Banteay
Meanchey and the party's security chief,
asking Poipet City governor Ngor Mengchruon
to let them into the areas where the returnees
were gathering-to no avail.

" want to get inside to see the facts
with His Excellency, the leader [Mr.
Sokha],” Mr. Ry saysin the clip.

The governor denies his request and
tells them to make their donations from
the CNRP'sloca party headquarters.

"On behalf of the local authorities |
am very happy to see donations, but to
avoid anything that can cause disorder,
donations should be made at the [CNRP]
office," Mr. Mengchruon replies.

He then grants the convoy permission
to quickly drive through the area, but not
to linger or hand out any donations, and the
video clip shows returnees packed in
trucks eagerly grabbing at Mr. Sokhas
hand as he slowly rides past.

Men in civilian clotheswhom the
Facebook post labels "CPP thugs'-are
seen chasing after the convoy and yelling
at Mr. Sokhato "go away."

"The CNRP wanted to support our
migrant workers with humanitarian aid as
they come to Poipet, then we wanted to

said Mr. Ry, contacted by telephone
afterward.

"But our delegation was disturbed
with loudspeakers and horns from military
trucks and yelling from a group of menin
blue shirts."

Soum Chankea, a monitor in the
province for rights group Adhoc, said a
car inthe CNRP convoy-not Mr. Sokhas-was
aso splattered with paint and eggs and
met by apair of tuk-tuks whose passengers
rolled out banners proclaiming the local
population's undivided support for Prime
Minister Hun Sen and itsdistaste for certain
unspecified "bad men."

Ker Samphoas, an adviser to the CNRP
in the province, said the effort was surely
coordinated.

"It did not happen by accident. It was
well organized againgt our party delegation,”
he said. "Our delegation wanted to hand
out some extramoney o they [the returnees]
could pay for taxisto get home, because the
trucks only take them to the provincial
towns, but we couldn't.”

Nether Mr. Mengchruon nor provincia
governor Kousoum Saroeuth could be

reached for comment. Poipet City police
chief Um Sophal said he had no ideawho
the alleged "CPP thugs" were.

"We don't know about those people,
whether they were CPPwho said bad things
or chasing Kem Sokha's convoy," he said.

Mr. Rainsy and Mr. Sokha, who are
in difficult talks with the CPP to end the
CNRP's boycott of the National Assembly
in protest over last year's disputed national
elections, have had severd of their provincid

groups in recent weeks.

In early June, a group of men set up
an illega roadblock that kept the pair
from visiting parts of Oddar Meanchey
provincethat had served asthefina bastion
of the Khmer Rouge, while local police
did nothing.

How the Portrayal of Asiansin the...

“best friend” and not the hero?

Many adaptations of Japanese anime
or manga done in the United States which
present strong, usually Asian, heroes reset
the traditional Japanese setting to an
American one, and instead of casting Asian
actors, studios cast big-name stars who
arenotAsian. InaCNN article, Stephanie
Siek quotes, “Kent A. Ono, a professor of
Asian-American studies at the University
of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign, said the
practice of casting white actors to play
Asians and Asian-American characters
has a long history in Hollywood. Until
recent decades, this mostly took the form
of white actors playing stereotypical rep-
resentations of Asian characters’ (Siek).
The Academy Award-winning portrayal
of O-Lan from The Good Earth was per-
formed by Louise Rainer, a German
actress (Higbie). The famous performance
byMickey RooneyinBreskfast at Tiffany's
is currently thought of asracist, but at the
time Rooney was applauded for hisamazing
performance in the Oscar-award-winning
movie (Calder). If Asian actors cannot
even get good parts that are specifically
‘Asian,” how will they ever get parts that
aren’t written for ‘Asians?

The lack of Asians on screen does do
psychological and social damage to both
Asian and non-Asian children. The lack
of childhood role models for Asian-
American children slows the social pro-
gression towards complete liberation. In
2009, Kevin Wu, a notable YouTube video
blogger, mentioned his lack of Asian role
models in his life as a kid. He talked
about Goku, a popular anime character, as
being his childhood hero. “There weren't
any other Asian superheroes growing up,
so Goku was like our only idol, our hero”
(Wu). Agan children ssarch for rdemoddswith
whom to identify, and when they don’t
find them in Hollywood, some turn to the
media coming out of Asia, likeJapanese
animation, for heroes. These sereotypesaso
change how non-Asian children socially
relate to Asian children. For non-Asian
children, images like these may lead to
limited thinking: Asians are only good at
certain things, or every Asian kid in their
classwill grow up thesameway.  Audrey
Kwak supportsthisview in Asan Americans
inthe Televison Media: Creating Incentive
for Change, and writes, “For children, the
visual absence of Asian Americans on tel-
evision establishes subconscious conclu-
sions of what one can and cannot be —
actors, anchormen, and women — and per-
ceptions of what one is— studious, exatic,
nerdy” (Kwak, 409). Thelack of confir-
mation that Asian Americans can succeed
intelevision can clearly affect how people
think and what people think certain groups
cando. AdinKahis, anAfrican American
author of Beyond the Talented Tenthspoke
on Maurice Carvier's showBlack Men
Screaming, and recognized “the invishility...
avell isactually put on the Asan community
when it comesto public media, nobody sees
them. [The] public opinion that’s created

through the media is the quiet Asian that
you never see” (qtd. Carvier).We must
improve and change the visualsto be able
to change minds, but we must change
minds before we can change visuals.
Options must be opened and stereotypes
must be overcome to socialy liberate the
world.

But what are these “Asian stereo-
types’ that are portrayed on screen? In
the first decades of television and movies,
severd Asian stereotypes became prevalent.
One stereotype that Asian actors have
encountered is the outdated idea that
Asians can only hold certain clichéd jobs
like restaurant workers, businessmen,
martid artists, and laundry workers. Audrey
Kwak, writing for the Boston College
Third World Law Journal describes the
hardships of an Asian actor in the media.
“One Asian actor's experience is particu-
larly telling: in a 2003 survey of Asian
Americansin primetime TV, he disclosed
that he had played ‘a dry cleaner and a
Chinese take-out delivery man in 21 dif-
ferent prime-time shows' in the span of a
few years” (Kwak, 407-408). Other
stereotypes which affect Asian actresses
include two-dimensional characters like
the “dragon lady,” an aggressive and usually
sexualized woman, or the “China doll,” a
submissive, helpless, pure-hearted woman,
which are offensive because they display
an inaccurate view of Asian cultures.
Jeffry Kimble, an African American man,
speaking on Black Men Screaming, also
discusses certain stereotypes that Asians
encounter onscreen. “If you look on tel-
evision you don’t readlly see alot of Asian
Americans portrayed in roles. There are
a number of supporting roles. A lot of
times they are the only single members of
acast, so if it's an Asian male he doesn’t
get the luxury of an Asian wife’ (qtd.
Carvier).

Various Asian actors have spoken
and written about how they feel and what
they think about auditioning for certain
parts. ActressLucy Liu, currently cast as
Watson in CBS's new show, “Elementary,”
said when she was auditioning for the
Broadway revival of Miss Saigon in
1990, “There aren't many Asian roles, and
it's very difficult to get your foot in the
door. 'Miss Saigon' is realy important
for al Asians. It will have so much to do
with what happens in the future for usin
the theater” (gtd. Rothstein). Some may
argue that societal perceptions have
changed in the last 20 years, but in 2010,
Raymond Wong, a Hong Kong actor
struggling to make it in Hollywood, wrote
about his experience with casting direc-
tors: “[They] ssimply wouldn’t cast me in
anything not written as*Asan.’” Hewrote
about the hordes of hungry Asians at casting
cals. “The only... description was that
the actor must be Chinese... When | got to
the audition, there [was] a roomful of
Asian actors... hungry for work, and their
agents sent them out regardless of whether
they were, in fact, of Chinese descent...

WEe' re going into the second decade of the
21st century, and Hollywood is still stuck
in the 50's sometimes. It is frustrating”
(Wong). Finding Asian actors in roles
where race was not the reason they were
cast israre, but this disparity is becoming
more apparent as television becomes a
more and more important influence.
When there is such a lack of roles for
Asian actors, then directors, casting directors,
and producers must open their minds to
non-traditional or non-conventiona casting.

Today, the number of Asian stereo-
types on television and in movies has
decreased, contrary to what Raymond
Wong thinks. Even though the stereotypes
portrayed in American media has decreased,
as acountry we all must keep fighting for
completely accurate depictions on the screen
for al racia minorities. The increased
popularity of the media coming from
South Koreaand Japan has started to portray
East Asia as cool and modern which
should help the image of Asians that has
been maintained in Hollywood . Other racd
groups have dready broken through these
limiting factors. After the African American
Civil Rights movement succeeded in
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changing the negative views and discrimi-
nation directed at African Americans, sit-
coms that featured a Black family as the
main characters (like “The Cosby Show™)
broke out of the social constraints of past
times. Though Asan portrayads haven't
improved as quickly as the portrayals of
African Americans, the representation of
Asians has improved over time. “We are
making headway. I’'m not a pessimist,”
Takel said. “We have made tremendous
headway from the time | started in this
businessin 1957 (qtd. Von Metzke).

Itisclear that the Asian misrepresen-
tation in the media is damaging and per-
vasive. Though we must admit that we
have become more supportive of “the
exotic” in the media, we cannot say that
the problem isfixed. Itisclear that Asian
stereotypes are still very much with us.
The media is expanding, allowing more
opportunities to arise for Asian American
actors to seize their chances and change
the media. Our country should applaud
these endeavors, and show the mainstream
media how important it is to represent all
people in America today.

"We are now investigating these cases,”
he said.

On Tuesday, more than 6,500 migrant
workers passed through Poipet, and nearly
7,700 arrived the following day, according
to officials at the border checkpoaint.

The numbers stand in stark contrast
to those provided by the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs, which said on Wednesday that
7,507 workers arrived between June 1 and
Monday.

An additional 600 workers arrived at
O'Smach international checkpoint in Oddar
Meanchey province, said commune chief
Phang Sam Ath. There, too, provincia
officials and the Cambodian Red Cross
have had to step in to transport workers
home.

At Prum international checkpoint in
Pailin province, 772 workers returned-a
threefold increase from the previous day,
said Oum Kakrona, a border checkpoint
police chief.

Another 760 migrant workers arrived
at the Phnom Dey international checkpoint
in Battambang province, bringing the three
-day total to more than 3,000, according
to Colonel Chhun Lon, chief of the border
liaison office.

"According to the migrant workers,
they were arrested by Thai soldiers because
of martial law," he said. "[The junta] has
ordered all business owners to stop using

illegal migrant workers; so our migrant
workers have no job to do and they were
arrested by Tha soldiers and sent to the
military base before being deported.”

An Bunhak, president of Top
Manpower and former head of the
Association of Cambodian Recruitment
Agencies, criticized the sweep, saying it
had come without warning and left the
government with no time to prepare.

"We are so sorry that the junta did
this so quickly.... It is very hard for our
government to help them," he said.

But he conceded the roundup wasn't
wholly unpopular.

"I met some factory owners who are
using legal migrant workers, they sup-
ported the junta's action," he said.

Sal Pheap, 19, had been employed at
aThai restaurant for ayear when soldiers
stormed in earlier this week to round up
illegal immigrants.

A fluent Thai speaker, Mr. Pheap
eluded them briefly, until they discovered
he had no identity card.

"They arrested al of usand pulled us
into avery big area-then they forced usto
climb up into trucks," he said.

The group was divided into two, and
those who had money to bribe the officials
were trucked out immediately. The rest
languished for at least half a day.

She said one man died at the scene and the
two women died from their injuries after
being taken by ambulanceto aThai hospital.

Ms. Phiey said her husband and some
of the other passengersinjured in the accident
were till in Thailand recovering.

"l gpped to the Cambodian Embassy to
help send him back to Cambodia, because
he iswounded and he has not yet recovered,”
she said.

Soum Chankea, an Adhoc monitor
based in Banteay Meanchey, said the NGO
was sending ateam into Thaland toinvestigate
the case.

Six Cambodians died in a separate
accident when thelr van dso blew atirewhile
heading toward the border and rolled over.

The Tha junta has admitted to
clamping down on workerswho are in the
country illegally but denied having any
policy to drive Cambodian migrants out of
Thailand.

After ameding in Bangkok on Tuesday
between the Thai foreign miniser and
Cambodids ambassador to Thailand, the
Thai government said it was welcoming
Cambodias migrant workers back, so long
asthey had the proper paperwork, according
to reportsin Thai media

Despite the fears that made them
flee, returning workers say they hope to
head back to Thailand-where they can find
morework & better wages-as soon aspossible.
