I attended the debate of the candi-

dates for the 18th Middlesex
Representative District which was held
this evening at UMass Lowell’s new
University Crossing building. The
following are the notes I took during
the debate. It’s not a verbatim tran-
script but it gives you a pretty accurate
account of who said what:

Chancellor Meehan welcomes
large audience and talks about the
importance of this legislative district
to the University. Mentions this is one
of the few majority minority districts
in the Commonwealth. University
Crossing is a public building to which
non University neighbors are welcome.
Moderator is Frank Talty. Panelists are
Chris Scott of Lowell Sun; Soben Pin
of KhmerPost USA; and Phil Geoffroy,
Umass Lowell student trustee.

Moderator Frank Talty introduces
the candidates: Fred Bahou; Brian
Donovan; Jim Leary; Rady Mom;

Dave Ouellette; and Paul RathaYem.
Questions will go to all candidates.

First question by Chris Scott: If

you’re elected, would you vote to give
Robert DeLeo another term as House
Speaker?

Fred Bahou: As an innersoled
candidate I’d have to think about it.
He’s moved the state forward in a few
areas, especially the casino bill which
I support. However, I know the pro-
bation department was a problem. I’d
have to work with our delegation and
would have to look at it closely and
intuitively.

Brian Donovan: Speaker DeLeo
has done a great job. He’s had some
issues with DYS and Probation. He
was tainted by that. But I would sup-
port him. He’s done a good job in other
areas.

Jim Leary: I would support
Speaker DeLeo. There are issues that
need to be addressed but I’d like to sit
down with the delegation and the city
administration and see what the city’s
priorities are.

Rady Mom: I would vote for
MrDeLeo. I look forward to working
with everyone in our delegation.

Dave Ouellette: Yes, I would support
Mr. DeLeo.

Paul RathaYem: I know Mr.
DeLeo from when I lived in Winthrop
and I support him. My personal rela-
tionship with him might be helpful for
Lowell.

Next Question by Soben Pin:
What is your position on the new
courthouse?

Bahou: It was worked on a number
of years ago. The current courthouse
is beat up. The new court would create
an economy around it and it would
lead to the creation of new businesses.

Donovan: Should stick with the
existing plan. It will be a great boon
to the city. It will draw businesses into
the area. Current facilities need to be
replaced.

Leary: In favor of it but it’s
important to be aligned with the city
government’s objectives. It’s location
will help tie in other parts of the city
like Cambodia Town and Umass
Lowell. It all works together.

Mom: When I first came to
Lowell my bedroom overlooked the
Hamilton Canal district. It didn’t look
that great. This is an exciting project
and the city needs to pursue it.

Ouellette: Is in favor of court-
house. As a gateway city we have to
develop all of these areas. We have
to connect the Acre and Umass
Lowell to all of these projects.

Yem: I’m the secretary of the
Cambodia Town committee and we’ve
been trying to connect Cambodia
Town to the judicial center area and

the rest of downtown. There are 340
businesses in Cambodia town with
tremendous employment and economic
opportunities.

Follow up question by Frank Talty.
Mentions the existing courthouses
that will be vacated. What should be
done with them?

Donovan: It will be expensive to
upgrade them. It should be a partnership
between the city and state. They’re
important parcels so they should be
developed.

Leary: Cites conversation with
Jim Cooney a neighbor to Superior
Courthouse about what a shame it
would be to lose it. We should start
discussing reuse now.

Mom: I worked near the Juvenile
Court house. It’s a beautiful building.
We need to work on the funding and
should all work together to get the
needed funding.

Ouellette: It could be vibrant
housing. I’m on the board of Coalition
for a Better Acre for housing. We’ve done
several successful projects. I’d explore
funding and partnerships for that
building.

Yem: I love these old buildings.
I have experience redeveloping older
buildings. We have enough affordable
housing so I’d prefer it be used for
something besides that.

Bahou: It hasn’t been attended to
and it should be preserved but we have
to think about what will be most cost
effective. I think we’ll have more
students moving in to Lowell so housing
will tighten up so that might be the
best use for it. Says it also might be
used for a school admin building for

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the city of Lowell which would
save rent costs for downtown loca-
tion.

Question by Phil Geoffroy: Asks
about state funding for higher educa-
tion. What would you do to ensure
adequate funding for institutions of
higher education and to make sure it’s
affordable.

Leary: I’ve already done some-
thing on it with duel enrollment at
Lowell High which lets students there
get college credit. My daughter went
to the state university of New York
system. It was very affordable. Education
is what we do in Massachusetts. We
have to find a way to make public higher
ed in Mass more affordable.

Mom: Education is a priority for
all parents (I have 4). If I get elected, I
will work with everyone to find
resources to help people at all levels.

Ouellette: I’d work to keep state
funding coming to Umass Lowell. We
want everyone to have a quality edu-
cation. But we have to be careful
because if kids graduating from college
have so much debt that they can’t
afford a house after graduation, it will
cause our next housing glut.

Yem: I’ll find ways to support
low and middle class children especially
in funding higher education. My
daughter started college three days
ago. We had to take out loans. I want
to help graduates refinance their student
loans to lower rates.

Bahou: I have two children in
college. The cost is a burden. Other
students tell me about having huge
debt and trouble finding jobs. It’s a
crisis in America. Higher education
is one of the most important things we
have. Maybe the state’s chapter 70
funding should be extended to higher
ed students.

Donovan: Would support funding

for state colleges. I would support
increased grants for students going to
state colleges.

Question by Chris Scott: What’s
the root cause of gun violence in the
district and what would you do to cur-
tail it.

Mom: Guns are not the issue.
It’s the education that we need to empower

our youth and to teach our youth to
respect life and one another. Lowell
is a safe city. But when gunfire happens
just up the street from my house there’s
something wrong with it. I know the
police and the Superintendent are doing
their best.

Ouellette: Courts need to follow
through with laws already on the books.
There’s no fear and that doesn’t deter

people. Drug dealing is a root cause.
I’ve seen the effect of drugs right here
in my neighborhood. We have to
teach kids that dealing drugs is not
cool.

Yem: Drugs and mental health
and a breakdown of family structures
are root causes. I would toughen sen-
tences for those who have illegal

weapons. We should revisit Truth in
Sentencing. Cites weaker gun laws
in neighboring states.

Bahou: Guns are hurting our cities.
People are afraid. I run a corner store
and ask myself how many guns walk
in here each week. Guns and gangs
are the root cause. Guns are seen as
“cool.” Says the courts fail us by giving
too many  Continued to Page 05

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chances to juvenile offenders.
Donovan: Cause of gun violence

is the drug trade which is handled by
gangs. We used to have a gang unit in
the police department and a warrant
unit that would look for these guys.
We don’t have those units anymore.
If I was state rep, I’d find more funding
to get more boots on the ground on the
police department.

Leary: Root causes are drugs,
breakdown of family and economic
issues. Three pronged approach: educate
young people with school resource

officers. Next is more boots on the
street to do community policing.
Biggest issues is how we appoint
judges and how long they serve. We
should have term limits for judges.

Soben Pin asks where should
Lowell High School be located:

Ouellette: It needs to be researched.
It doesn’t belong at South Common
because we need all the green space
we have. Cawley Stadium would be
the best spot if we moved I at all.

Yem: Cawley Stadium is the best
location because it’s close to highway
and has athletic facilities. I haven’t
heard anyone ask the students what
they think about the location of the
high school. They should be part of
the decision making process.

Bahou: There should be multiple
conversations. Would it be feasible
to have two high schools? I think the
high school works in its current loca-
tion because it’s right between Umass
Lowell and Middlesex Community
College.

Donovan: I’ve heard $250mil to
rehab the current facility. There’s a
study underway. There are a lot of
students who walk to the current loca-
tion. We should consider them. The
students spend a lot of money down-
town. For those reasons I’d prefer
keeping it downtown.

Leary: I made the motion to
begin this study. The school committee

(and me) voted to keep it downtown
but the state building authority will do
its own study if they decide to help
Lowell. You have to align this dis-

cussion with the needs of the city over
the next couple of decades. I’m not
wed to that; I’ll listen to other sugges-
tions but downtown seems best.

Mom: My first thought would be
to create a brand new Lowell High but
it’s all about funding. This is where

the pavement hits the road. If moving
the high school would make down-
town more vibrant, I’d be for it.

Yem: I haven’t seen much in this
budget that helps the 18th Middlesex
District. I’d try to add amendments
that provided for capital improve-
ments in the district in the coming
years.

Prominent Cambodian-American
businessman Richer San was arrested
Wednesday morning in Phnom Penh’s
Daun Penh district and sent to PJ
Prison for his alleged role in defrauding
dentist Eng Lykuong of $1 million,
officials said.

On August 21, the Phnom Penh
Municipal Court issued an arrest war-
rant for Mr. San, who was summoned
for questioning a month earlier along
with three other well-connected busi-
nessmen—Sichan Siv, formerly a U.S.
ambassador to the U.N. and author of
the renowned Khmer Rouge survival
memoir “Golden Bones”; New York
State Assemblyman William Nojay
and Thomas Willems, a former director
of the NGO Cambodia International
Education Support Foundation-USA.

The arrest of Mr. San follows a
complaint filed with the court by Ms.
Lykuong, who claims the men conned
her into investing $1 million in their
company, Akra Agricultural Partners,
by peddling a number of phony business
deals.

“Mr. San Richer was arrested

over accusations of fraud on Wednesday
morning in front of Chaktomuk police
office in Daun Penh district’s
Chaktomuk commune while he was
driving a car accompanied by his
wife,” said Sar Piseth, deputy chief of
the municipal police’s warrant execution
bureau, who made the arrest.

Mr. San and his wife, Sithea
San—a power couple in the Cambodian
-American community—founded the
business hub Cambodia Town in Long
Beach, California, but have lived in
Phnom Penh since 2012.

Outside the courtroom Wednesday,
Mr. San’s wife declined to comment
on her husband’s role in the case but
said he was cooperating with the
court.

“We are good people and we are
honest people and we will do things
right,” she said.

When Mr. San emerged from the
investigating judge’s office just
before 6 p.m., he denied the charge
against him and said he trusted the
court to clear his name.

“Innocent until proven guilty,” he

said.

“She [Ms. Lykuong] is the one
who should be answering ques-
tions…but I still believe in the
Cambodian justice system.”

Mr. San said he had had no recent
contact with the co-accused.

“I am the one who is here, I don’t
know about them. I am very disap-
pointed—I have given so much to the
country of my birth,” he said before
being hurried into a police Land
Cruiser and driven to the minimum-
security PJ Prison.

Ms. Lykuong said Wednesday
that Mr. San’s role in the alleged fraud
was now for the court to determine.

“He can continue denying the
allegation but I will leave it up to the
court to decide and find me justice,”
Ms. Lykuong said in an email.

She said despite Mr. San’s arrest,
she remained distressed, as the other
three defendants have yet to be
brought to court.

“My justice has not been fully

served yet. The case is very complex
and painful for me,” she said.

Ms. Lykuong’s lawyer, Orn Hing,
said Wednesday that of the four sum-
moned for questioning, only Mr. San
was present in Cambodia.

“Mr. Thomas Willems went to
Thailand and Mr. Sichan Siv has gone
to the USA,” he said.

Mr. Nojay resides in New York.

Mr. Hing said that Mr. San was
arrested Wednesday after filing a
complaint with the Appeal Court, fol-
lowing his receipt of an initial sum-
mons by the Phnom Penh court, chal-
lenging its stipulation that he must
remain in Cambodia.

“The Phnom Penh Municipal
court issued a summons, but Mr. San
did not go to the court—that is why he
was arrested by the municipal police,
in case he might escape going to
court,” he said.

Investigating Judge Oeung Sieng
could not be reached.

Mr. Siv and Mr. Nojay have not
responded to multiple requests for
comment. Mr. Willems also could not
be reached.

In the first of an apparent series
of meetings with former prime minis-
ters, the Electoral Reform Alliance
(ERA) on Wednesday met with Pen
Sovann at the National Assembly to
discuss their proposal to impose term
limits on prime minister.

The ERA, a coalition of local
NGOs established after last year’s
disputed national election, proposed
term limits during one of their regular
roundtable meetings in Phnom Penh
last month and have since won the
support of a number of high-profile
politicians.

Mr. Sovann, who in 1981 served
briefly as the first prime minister of
Cambodia after the fall of the Khmer
Rouge, was elected as an opposition
CNRP lawmaker last year. He hosted
the ERA on Wednesday morning at
his new office in the National
Assembly building.

“I support this idea and I want a
limit on the prime minister’s term
from between one mandate and 10
years,” Mr. Sovann told reporters fol-
lowing the meeting.

A parliamentary mandate is five
years.

“If one has been prime minister
for too long, it causes the regime to be
defective and him [the prime minister]
to be nepotistic and [to show] favoritism
and partisanship,” Mr. Sovann said.

Prime Minister Hun Sen has
served as head of government for 29
years, having succeeded Chan Sy,
who replaced Mr. Sovann when he
was purged by the Vietnamese-
backed regime in December 1981 and
sent to prison for a decade in Hanoi.

“I think that when one holds the
position of prime minister for more
than 10 years, he [develops] defective
ideas,” Mr. Sovann said.

“He thinks that he is the best person,

The Phnom Penh Municipal Court
on Wednesday charged seven Vietnamese
men with intentional violence after an
attack on a group of youths on Sunday
evening in Chbar Ampov district left a
19-year-old man with gash requiring
more than 30 stitches, officials said.

The incident in Prek Pra commune
provoked an angry protest on Monday
when the victim, Keo Sotheara, was
detained overnight by police despite
suffering a serious wound inflicted by
a broken bottle in what witnesses said
was an unprovoked attack on youths
playing football.

District penal police chief Mey
Chakriya, who arrested the men at their
rental house close to where the incident
occurred, said the court charged the
seven men Wednesday afternoon, though
he did not know the name of the inves-
tigating judge in charge of the case.

“They have been sent to Prey Sar
prison now for pretrial detention,” he
said.

Deputy municipal court prosecutor
Va Sakada confirmed that she questioned
the men at the court and sent the case
to the investigating judge but did not
have further information.

“I don’t know which judge is han-
dling this case or what the men were
charged with,” she said.

The victim’s mother, Kong Sophy,
filed a complaint on Tuesday demanding
compensation due to the seriousness of
the wound to his upper back and emotional
distress.

“I am very happy to hear the news
and I hope my son will get justice,” she
said, referring to the court’s decision to
charge the men. He added, however,
that she worried that the court would
eventually rule in favor of the
Vietnamese men.

Ny Chakriya, senior investigator
for local rights group Adhoc, whose
lawyers are representing the victim,
welcomed the court’s decision but
expressed concern that the charge of
intentional violence was overly lenient.

“I welcome the charge but it seems
too light—the victim could easily have
had his neck cut and could have died,”
he said, adding that Adhoc’s lawyers
were gathering more evidence in the
case.

“If we look at what really hap-
pened—seven people attacked one person
—the charge should have been one of
attempted killing,” he said.

Authorities in Kratie province’s
Snuol district on Wednesday furnished
more than 300 families with long-
awaited titles for land confiscated
from a South Korean agribusiness
firm on Saturday, but cut 17 families
out of the deal because they lacked a
legitimate claim to the plots they
sought.

Provincial deputy Governor Khan
Chamnan said that ownership docu-
ments were handed out to 312 families
living on the 1,562-hectare tract con-
fiscated from Horizon Agriculture
Development, but that 17 families

were denied plots because the land
they wanted titles for had never
belonged to the company, and was in
fact state land.

“I wish to state that the confiscated
land [claimed by the 17 families] did
not belong to the company and there
had been no pepper or rubber planta-
tions,” Mr. Chamnan said.

The deputy governor said author-
ities would register the additional 59
hectares for the 17 families if they
could provide documents proving
their claims that the land was meas-

Hun Sen’s 2012 land-titling scheme.
Mr. Chamnan acknowledged that

some of the 17 families had already pro-
duced such proof, but said the documents
submitted were not sufficiently detailed.

Land Management Minister Im
Chhun Lim intervened in the high-profile
dispute on Saturday, announcing that
Horizon Agriculture’s claim to the con-
tested area would be revoked and divided
up among the protesting villagers
because the company had not developed
the land.

One villager who did not receive a
title Wednesday, Yen Senghong, 57,
said she would protest her exclusion
after first consulting with village repre-
sentatives.

“I was very happy when Excellency
Im Chhun Lim announced that he would
give the land back to all the protesters,
but I was very disappointed when
authorities told me my document was
not sufficient to get a land title,” Ms.
Senghong said.

Horizon Agriculture director Lim
Jo-heon said company representatives
planned to meet with officials from the
Land Management Ministry this week
to discuss compensation for the company,
or possibly a new concession.

“Our company got a message from
Land Management Department saying
that they will invite us within few days
and will explain to us their final deci-
sion,” Mr. Jo-heon said in an email.

“At a previous meeting with them
they mentioned about compensation
[or] a new concession land so we have
to see the final offer before the company
takes a next step.”

Mr. Jo-heon added that he was still
displeased about the government’s deci-
sion to confiscate the land.

“If people really lived there, then it
means thousands of people lived there
and must be almost the biggest town in
that area which is nonsense,” he said.

Hun Sen in the 1990s have also indicated
their support for the measure but that he
was unsure about Mr. Hun Sen.

“Prince Norodom Ranariddh also
supports this petition and I also called His
Excellency Ung Huot, and he told me that
it is not his place to support it, but that he
had held a campaign to demand limits on
prime ministers in 1998,” Mr. Panha said.
