Inthe September 9, 2014 Democrétic
Primary Election, Rady Mom won a
stunning victory in the 18th Middlesex
State Representative race by receiving
just 647 votes.

On Tuesday, September 9, 2014,
voters across Massachusetts selected
candidates to represent the
Democratic and Republican Partiesin
the November 4, 2014 election for
various statewide offices. For
Governor, the Democrats nominated
Martha Coakley who defeated Steven
Grossman and Donald Berwick.
Coakley will face the Republican
nominee, Charlie Baker in
November. Baker defeated Mark
Fisher in the Republican Primary.

For the office of Lieutenant
Governor, the Democrats nominated
Stephen Kerrigan who defeated
Leland Cheung and Mike Lake.
KarynPolito, the Republican candi-
date for Lieutenant Governor, had no
opposition. In November, candidates
for Governor and Lieutenant
Governor will run as a ticket, so vot-
ers will select Democrats Coakley
and Kerrigan or Republicans Baker
and Polito.

While every elected office is
important, who will be the next gov-
ernor will have the biggest effect on
the lives of ordinary people. Both the
Democrat Martha Coakley and the
Republican Charlie Baker have lost
difficult elections in the past. In
2010, Coakley ran for United States
Senator but lost to Scott Brown
despite starting with a big lead.
Baker ran for governor four years ago
but lost to Deval Patrick who was
running for reelection. In that cam-
paign, many people did not vote for
Baker because he seemed too angry.
Now, both Coakley and Baker have
learned from their mistakes and are
better candidates.

The two magjor political parties,
the Democrats and the Republicans,
have very different philosophies
about the role of government.

The National Assembly will vote
on a proposal to make the National
Election Committee (NEC) a
Constitutional body in early October,
opposition lawmakers said on
Thursday, honoring part of a deal the
ruling CPP struck with the CNRP in
July to get the opposition to end its
boycott of parliament.

The CNRP had accused the CPP
of cheating its way to victory in last
year's national election and put much
of the blame on an NEC stacked with
CPP loyadlists. In a deal that got the
opposition to cal off its boycott of
parliament, the CPP agreed in July to
enshrine the NEC in the Constitution,
a move the CNRP hopes will help
make the committee more independ-
ent.

After meeting on Thursday, the
Assembly's 13-member permanent
committee agreed to put the constitu-

tional amendment on the Assembly's
agenda for early October, according
to CNRP lawmaker and permanent
committee member EngChhayEang.

The amendment will require both
changing some language in Article 76
of the Constitution and adding a new
15th chapter. Approval will require
votes from two-thirds of the 123-seat
Assembly.

"The permanent committee
decided to put the matter of amending
Article 76 of the Constitution on the
upcoming plenary session agenda for
early October," Mr. ChhayEang said.
"We also talked about [discussing]
Chapter 15...[at] the National
Assembly's next session."

An exact date for the session has
not yet been announced.

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Vietnam to recall itsdiplomat to
Cambodia after hisremarksignite protests

PHNOM PENH, Sept. 11
(Xinhua) -- Visiting Vietnamese
Deputy Foreign Minister Pham
Quang Vinh said Thursday that
Vietham would recall Tran Van
Thong, spokesman for the
Vietnamese Embassy to Cambodia,
after the spokesman's comments have
triggered off a wave of protests
among ethnic Khmer Krom in
Cambodia, according to Koy Kuong,
spokesman for the Cambodia's
Foreign Ministry.

Vinh made the remarks during a
meeting with Cambodian Deputy
Prime Minister and Foreign Minister
Hor Namhong in Phnom Penh, the
capital city of Cambodia.

"Vinh told Deputy Prime
Minister Hor Namhong that the
Vietnamese Embassy to Cambodia
will send a diplomatic note to the
Cambodian Ministry of Foreign

Affairs about the calling back of
spokesman Tran Van Thong to
Vietnam," Koy Kuong told reporters
after the meeting.

Tran Van Thong's recal came
after he commented on a radio in
June that South Vietnam, or former
Kampuchea Krom  provinces,
belonged to Vietnam "long" before
colonial France's official transfer of
the land in 1949.

The comments triggered off a
wave of protests last month among
ethnic Khmer Krom monks and
activistsin Cambodia.

Hundreds of protesters had
staged demonstrations and burned a
Vietnamese flag in front of the
Vietnamese Embassy in Phnom Penh
to demand an apology from the
spokesman and urged him to accept
the true history of the former
Kampuchea Krom provinces.
