Like most people who grew up in

Lowell in the 1950s and 1960s, I knew

very little about Asia and did not appreciate

Asian culture the way I do today.  Because

most of the immigrants who came to

Lowell before the 1980s were from

Europe and because of the city's location

on the East Coast of the United States,

Lowell residents were naturally interested

in Europe.

Unfortunately, international conflicts

such as World War Two, the Korean War,

the fall of China to the Communists and

the Vietnam War combined to create a

negative impression of Asia in the minds

of many Americans.  It is natural to demonize

your opponent in war but racism also

contributed to this.  Americans held a much

more negative view of the Japanese than

they did of the Germans even though

both had been our enemies.  Fifty thousand

Americans died in the Vietnam War,

including 19 from Lowell, yet the

American Government failed to convince

the American people that the objectives

of that war were worth that sacrifice.

Perceptions of Asia began to change

soon after the Vietnam War ended.

Before that, products from Japan and

other Asian countries were considered

"cheap" meaning they were inexpensive

and poorly made.  In 1974, however, there

was a shortage of oil and gasoline due to

an embargo against America by Arab

nations.  Suddenly, small Japanese cars

like the Toyota and the Datsun (today

called Nissan) became popular because

of their fuel efficiency and reliability.

Other Asian companies like Sony and

Samsung began selling high quality

products at affordable prices.  

The first Southeast Asian people

who came to Lowell attracted little notice

but as their numbers grew, long-time

Lowell residents began to notice.

Organizations like the Angkor Dance

Troupe and the Cambodian Mutual

Assistance Association did much to promote

Cambodian and Asian culture among

non-Asian Lowell residents.  Everyday

contacts in school, at businesses and

restaurants and in the neighborhood have

allowed many Lowell residents to learn

much about Asian people and Asian culture.

This is another way that the Cambodian

people who came to Lowell have helped

make the city a better place for everyone.

Easter is a Christian religious holiday that celebrates the resurrection of Jesus Christ from

the dead.  According to the bible, Jesus was the son of God and was born as a man.  By the time
Jesus was 30 years old, his teaching became a threat to those who held religious and political
power so they conspired to kill him.  The night before his death which would occur on the Friday
of the Jewish celebration of Passover, Jesus ate dinner with his closest followers.  During this
meal, which became known as the Last Supper, Jesus shared bread and wine with his friends.
This sharing became the basis of the mass in the Catholic religion.   

Later that night, Jesus was arrested.  The next day, Jesus was executed by being nailed to
a large wooden cross.  Once he died, his friends buried him in a cave and blocked the opening

with a large boulder.  On Sunday when the friends returned to the grave, they found the boul-
der had been moved and the body of Jesus was gone.  He later appeared to his followers,
proving that he had risen from the dead and that he was the Son of God as was described in
the Bible.  

The day Jesus died is known as Good Friday and the day he rose from the dead became
Easter Sunday.  Easter falls on a different day each year.  It is always the first Sunday after the

first full moon that comes on or after March 21.  This year, Easter falls on April 5 (although the
Eastern Orthodox Church celebrates it a week later due to differences in the church calendars).

There are also non-religious traditions connected with Easter.  They are mostly based
on centuries-old German traditions that were a way of celebrating the end of winter and

the arrival of spring.  For example, German people believed that the night before
Easter, a magical rabbit would come to the homes of children who were well-

behaved during the year and would leave them candy and gifts from a basket he
carried.  This is the origin of the Easter bunny and Easter basket symbols.  At the

same time, religious rules forbade people from eating eggs during the weeks
before Easter so people would boil the eggs to preserve them until Easter

when they could be eaten.  This is the origin of the Easter egg
symbol.  The traditional meal on Easter Sunday is ham.  This
is because before refrigeration, ham could be stored for long
periods of time so it was the only meat available in the spring
after a long winter.      

Easter is the holiest day of the year in the Christian reli-
gion, but it also shares the practice of celebrating the end of
winter and the arrival of spring with other religions and cul-
tures.

The purpose of this letter is to voice 
our disappointment with you and

your colleagues regarding the Lowell -
Phnom Penh sister-city agreement that
was signed in the Cambodian capital on
January 15, 2015. As City of Lowell residents,

who have escaped from and are aware of
prime minister Hun Sen’s government,
we believe Lowell is doing democracy a
grave disservice by having ties with this
regime. Mr. Hun Sen is running Cambodia
as a functional equivalent to a dictatorship,
exemplified by many years of abuse of
power. 

At least one-third of Lowell’s res-
idents were immigrants who escaped
communism or dictatorship run govern-
ments. Among them, Cambodian-
Americans stand out the most. While Mr.
Hun Sen and his supporters might have
claimed that Cambodia is a democratic
country, the former Khmer Rouge’s
member has ruled Cambodia for 30
years. Under his reign, Cambodia relies
heavily on international aid and most
Cambodian people are still struggling to
make ends meet. Corruption, impunity,
nepotism, eviction, and violence have
plagued the nation while the prime min-
ister’s family and his cronies act as
though they are above the law, and have
become extremely wealthy through the
years. 

In addition to having a complete
control over the Executive, Legislative
and Judicial branches of government,
Mr. Hun Sen commands very loyalist bod-

Ms. ChhivKek accepted the “neutral”

position on the NEC last year but on

Tuesday released a statement reversing

her decision, saying that the position on

the NEC would not guarantee the inde-

pendence promised when she had accepted

it.

On Tuesday evening, the CPP circu-

lated a letter from Prime Minister Hun

Sen to opposition leader Sam Rainsy,

dated Sunday, identifying Mr. Puthea as

her replacement.

“Following correspondence between

Your Excellency and myself by phone

messaging on March 29, 2015, our two

parties have agreed to choose Hang

Puthea, executive director of the Neutral

and Impartial Committee for Free and Fair

Elections (Nicfec) to be the ninth candidate

on the National Election Committee,” Mr.

Nancy Pelosi, the minority leader in the

U.S. House of Representatives, is expected to
meet with human rights groups in Phnom
Penh on Monday during the first stop on a
five-nation Asia tour that will focus on
human rights, trade and security cooperation.

Ms. Pelosi, a Democrat representing
California's 12th congressional district,
arrived in Cambodia on Saturday with a del-
egation that includes veteran New York con-
gressman Charles Rangel and eight other
members of the House of Representatives,
according to a statement released by Ms.
Pelosi's office.

While in Siem Reap province on
Sunday, she posted photos to her Twitter
account showing her with members of the
HALO Trust demining organization and at
the WatThmey community care site, which
assists?people with HIV/AIDS and is funded
by the US Agency for International
Development.

Local rights groups Adhoc and Licadho
said they were scheduled to meet with Ms.
Pelosi on Monday in Phnom Penh.
ThunSaray, president of Adhoc, said he
hoped to tell Ms. Pelosi and her delegation of
nine other U.S. Congress members about a
number of issues affecting Cambodia.

"We have to highlight the crucial issues
in Cambodian society today," Mr. Saray said.
"I think the problem of land issues and the
problem of freedom of expression are very
basic rights and I think the U.S. continues to
try to improve the situation in Cambodia."

Licadho president PungChhivKek also
said her organization was set to meet with the

U.S. delegation Monday.
"They would like to know the general

situation of Cambodia," Ms. ChhivKek said,
declining to comment further until after the
meeting.

SokEy San, a spokesman for the ruling
CPP, said his party had no plans to meet with
the delegation.

Mu Sochua, director of public affairs
for the CNRP, said she did not know whether
opposition officials would meet with the visiting
politicians.

In addition to Cambodia, the delegation
will visit Burma, Vietnam, South Korea and
Japan, according to the statement from Ms.
Pelosi's office.

"Our delegation will discuss ways we
can strengthen security cooperation; advance
human rights with an emphasis on women,
workers and religious minorities; and
increase fair trade," Ms. Pelosi says in the
statement.

Drew Hammill, a spokesman for Ms.
Pelosi, did not respond to requests for com-
ment.

According to the statement, the bipartisan
delegation, made up of nine Democrats and
one Republican, will also seek a better under-
standing of the Trans-Pacific Partnership
(TPP) during the trip.

The TPP, a proposed trade agreement
between the U.S. and 11 other countries,
including Vietnam and Japan, has been criti-
cized for the secrecy of its negotiations. So
far, Cambodia has not been involved with the treaty.

Ms. Pelosi has been in Congress since
1987. In 2007, she became the first woman to
become speaker of the House of
Representatives, a position she held until 2011.

In an article marking Ms. Pelosi's 75th
birthday on Thursday, The Washington Post
described her as "the most effective leader in
Congress."

The U.N. was due to appoint its new
human rights envoy to Cambodia on
Friday night at the 28th session of the
Human Rights Council (HRC) in Geneva,
with British academic Rhona Smith
expected to be selected from a three-person
shortlist.

The two other nominees for the position
were Michael O’Flaherty, professor of
human rights law at the National University
of Ireland in Galway, and Ravindran
Daniel Justin, an Indian lawyer and former
deputy director of the Office of the U.N.’s
High Commissioner of Human Rights in
Cambodia. 

Last week, HRC president Joachim
Rueckether threw his support behind the
45-year-old Ms. Smith for her “in-depth
knowledge of the country, her language
skills…as well as her expertise on the
human rights challenges faced by the country.”

Ms. Smith was traveling Friday and

said she could not comment.
“[It] is not appropriate to comment at

this stage given decisions are not con-
firmed,” she said. The new envoy will
replace Surya Subedi, a professor of inter-
national law, who served in the position
for six years.

SIEM REAP CITY – U.S. first lady

Michelle Obama left Cambodia on Sunday fol-

lowing the first-ever visit to the country by the

wife of a sitting U.S. president, during which

she called for greater freedom and equality in

education and for the empowerment of young

women.

The wife of U.S. President Barack Obama

jetted into Siem Reap International Airport on

Friday night from Japan as part of a five-day

visit to Asia to promote the launch of the U.S.-led

education initiative Let Girls Learn. The com-

munity-based mentorship program aims to prolong

the education of adolescent girls in Cambodia

and 10 other countries and will reach an esti-

mated 62 million students.

In the run-up to her arrival, speculation

focused on whether Ms. Obama would confront

Cambodia’s woeful human rights record, or

mention recent electoral reforms that have been

blasted by critics including U.S. Ambassador

William Todd.

In the end, Ms. Obama performed a care-

ful balancing act, addressing injustice and

inequality by emphasizing the power of education

to overcome them, and managing to appease

critics of the government without alienating her

host for the weekend, Prime Minister Hun Sen’s

wife, Bun Rany.

“When girls get educated and when they

learn to read and write and think, that gives

them the tools to speak up and to talk about

injustice and demand equal treatment. It helps

them participate in the political life of their

country and hold their leaders accountable,”

Ms. Obama told a room full of civil society

leaders, dignitaries and Peace Corps volunteers

during her keynote speech on Saturday at the

NguonNonn, the newspaper editor

imprisoned in 1994 for linking CPP offi-

cials to that year's high-profile coup

attempt, died at his home in the U.S. on

Sunday. He was 76.

"My father died of his old age," said

Marshall Nguon, the youngest of Nguon

Nonn's three children, by telephone

Tuesday. "Our family members are holding

a funeral ceremony at the old Khmer

pagoda in Lowell [Massachusetts]." 

"My father's body…will be cremated

Saturday."

NguonNonn was an official in the

People's Republic of Kampuchea and

State of Cambodia regimes in the 1980s

but later joined Prince Norodom

Ranariddh'sFuncinpec party for the U.N.-led

1993 national election.

His newspaper, The Morning News,

was among the more successful and cred-

ible Khmer-language newspapers in the

1990s and made its name exposing sensitive

issues such as corruption.

After the 1994 coup attempt against

Prime Minister Hun Sen, which led to the

deportation of Prince Norodom Chakrapong,

The Morning Star published a controversial

article linking CPP officials to the attempt.

Among them were Sin Song, the interior

minister at the time, CheaSim, then the

president of the National Assembly, and a

number of CPP-aligned generals.

He served a month in jail for the article.

NguonNonn fled Cambodia after the

1997 factional fighting between Prince

Ranariddh and forces loyal to Mr. Hun

Sen, and secured asylum in the U.S. in

2001 with his two sons, while his daughter

remained in Phnom Penh, according to

Marshall Nguon.

after the National Assembly is finished

taking applications for candidates on the

National Election Committee,” he wrote.

Mr. Rainsy confirmed the selection

Tuesday evening.

“I confirm that it is Hang Puthea

that will replace PungChhivKek,” he said,

explaining that Mr. Puthea’s experience

as an election monitor and NGO director

qualified him for the position.

“He is the second best after

PungChhivKek from Licadho…so he is

the second in line, so there is nothing sur-

prising,” Mr. Rainsy said.

Mr. Puthea, whose NGO has been

among many that have criticized the new

election laws, said that neither party had

contacted him about the nomination.

“Only the media has asked me

about this issue so much today, but I have

not received any information from the

parties,” he said. “I need time to discuss

this with colleagues, because I have not

prepared to become a member of the

NEC.”

ChhimPhalVirun, a spokesman for

the CPP, said the decision to replace Ms.

ChhivKek with Mr. Puthea was made last

week but that the parties decided to keep

it from the public until Ms. ChhivKek

made her decision official.

“In fact, the decision to choose

Hang Puthea was made about a week ago

after it was unofficially known that

PungChhivKek would be declining the

position,” he said.

“Things needed to be kept confi-

dential first for fear of harming the indi-

vidual’s rights, [but] now she publicly and

officially announced her refusal.”

Mr. PhalVirun said Mr. Puthea

would have to submit an application to

become an NEC commissioner if he

accepts the nomination.

“He is a highly educated person

with a PhD, and he has a lot of experience

and stands very neutral. That is the reason

the two parties’ leaders have made the

decision to support him to be the ninth

member of the NEC,” he said.

Ms. ChhivKek, who in the 1980s

arranged talks between Prince Norodom

Sihanouk and Prime Minister Hun Sen

that helped end the country’s civil war,

said in her statement that it was with

regret that she had decided to decline the

seat on the NEC.

“Although it was a great honor to

have been chosen for this very important

position, I deeply regret I have to decline

the offer to be the ninth member of the

new NEC,” Ms. ChhivKek said.

“I apologize to my fellow compatriots

who had faith in me and whom I may

have disappointed.”

Ms. ChhivKek accepted the position

shortly after the July 22 political deal on a

number of conditions, including that she

be given the immunity from prosecution

enjoyed by lawmakers, which was not

granted by the parties in the drafting of

the new election laws.

What’s more, officials from the

CPP and CNRP did include a provision

requiring NEC members to give up foreign

citizenships, which would have required

Ms. ChhivKek to renounce her French

and Canadian passports and the protections

they afford.

Ms. ChhivKek’s statement made

clear that the expectations she had upon

accepting the position were not met in the

drafting of the laws.

“At that time, the role of the ninth

member was described to me as: ‘…an

independent member [who] will bring to

this institution the neutrality it needs to

organize elections in conformity with the

Constitution and the national laws,’” she

wrote.

“Today, I conclude that this task has

become impossible.”

KoulPanha, executive director of the

Committee for Free and Fair Elections in

Cambodia, said Ms. ChhivKek’s decision

was understandable given the shortcomings

of the new laws.

“I understand her feeling, and the

high risk regarding the new laws on the

NEC and on National Assembly elections,

which have provisions that are not really

positive, do not guarantee the freedom of

the next elections and place a large burden

on the NEC,” he said.

Yet Mr. Panha applauded the choice

of Mr. Puthea, whose NGO is part of the

Electoral Reform Alliance (ERA), for

which Mr. Panha serves as the figurehead.

“I am very happy, as he is a member

of ERA as well. He is experienced in how

to struggle to fight for election reforms

and is now in a position to make decisions

and work,” Mr. Panha said.

“I will keep communications with

him to make sure he keeps up reforms

even with all the problems in the laws,”

he added.

“I still hope the new NEC can go in

the right direction and provide better elec-

tions.”

Children who speak a language

other than English enter U.S. schools

with abilities and talents similar to those

of native English-speaking children. In

addition, these children have the ability to

speak another language that, if properly

nurtured, will benefit them throughout

their lives. In school, children who speak

other languages will learn to speak, read

and write English. However, unless par-

ents and teachers actively encourage

maintenance of the native language, the

child is in danger of losing it and with

that loss, the benefits of bilingualism.

Maintaining the native language matters

for the following reasons.

Personal: The child's first language

is critical to his or her identity.

Maintaining this language helps the child

value his or her culture and heritage,

which contributes to a positive self-concept.

Social: When the native language is

not maintained, important links to family

and other community members may be

lost. By encouraging native language use,

parents can prepare the child to interact

with the native language community,

both in the United States and overseas.

Intellectual: Students need uninter-

rupted intellectual development. When

students who are not yet fluent in English

switch to using only English, they are

functioning at an intellectual level below

their age. Interrupting intellectual devel-

opment in this manner is likely to result

in academic failure. However, when par-

ents and children speak the language they

through dirty, fraudulent, intimidating
and unethical means, itreflects the intention
of "the Demon" who has never failed to
relentlessly instigate conflicts, violence
and destruction to the humankind and the
Theravadas alike.

Undoubtedly wherever there are
Theravadas there are loves and respects of
them from the people. They are always in
people's mind when people wish for their

help or need them to protect their interests.
In particular when they feel that they
themselves cannot overcome a problem
without their assistance. No human being
wishes for the demons to save or protect
him. There is no such wish because
demons are perceived to harbor vengeance,
lies, hostility and evil intention. The bad

and the good elements stand opposite each
other at all time.

When negotiating the new Cambodian
Election Laws which have been recently
adopted there were two divine elements at
the negotiation table. It took them seven
months to finalize their deals. Nonetheless
there is still some curiosity among the
public as to whether the new Election
Laws will be enforceable and practical.
The curiosity emanates from the statements
of the groups who claimed "victory" over
the negation on the laws. They have
uttered their words of possible hidden
agenda including their vengeance and
lethal tactics to rid of their opponents
ruthlessly. Even though the meetings were
closed to the public it was not difficult to
get the negative impression through the
demons that are always cunning. The
demons' only rule of thumb when knowing
they are about to be defeated is to invite
their opponents for a negotiation. The
easy example of this is the enormous
demonstrations that took place in late

2013 when such negation was called for.

Elections.Unquestionably the quality of
such laws was compromised. It was com-
promised because the demons wouldn't
allow the new Election Committee and
Laws to lift off the ground if they were
good for many but bad for them. The
demons wouldn't endorse the Laws that
made them have a dose of their own med-
icine. In that regard the Theravadas still
can beat the demons by setting a long
term strategic plan through the integrating
the human beings and the demons into the
elements of the Theravadas.

The first lady had a busy Saturday schedule that

began with a visit alongside Ms. Rany to a high school,
where she spoke to students taking part in the Room to
Read initiative, also spearheaded by the U.S.

Ms. Obama shared her own reflections of the visit in
an online travel journal, recounting stories
shared by two of the students she met, Sohang
Vean and Lorn Phounam.

“I had the pleasure of meeting with
these girls, and they were absolutely amazing
—so passionate about their education and so
determined to pursue their dreams,” she
wrote.

It was close to midday when the first lady
returned to Sofitel to give her speech,
addressing the volunteers who will implement
the Let Girls Learn programs along with
young community leaders and grassroots
activists.

The majority of media who traveled to
Siem Reap to cover Ms. Obama’s visit were
left disappointed to be confined at the Sofitel
as the U.S. Embassy cherry-picked a batch
of reporters to join the first lady’s motor-
cade, which left for a sightseeing tour of
Angkor Wat in the early afternoon.

U.S. Embassy spokesman Jay Raman
said close access had to be prioritized.

“Owing to limited space in the motor
pool we are obliged to select a combination
of outlets that best helps us to convey the
message of the First Lady’s visit to the
widest possible audience,” Mr. Raman said
in an email. “Unfortunately we were not able
to accommodate everyone.”

While the first lady did not tackle any
sensitive issues head-on, she used her speech
to explain how education could empower
people to actively oppose inequality and
injustice. Ms. Obama also described how she
herself overcame the odds through hard
work and determination, a theme that clearly
resonated with her audience.

Por Laihieng, a 27-year-old teacher
from Kompong Thom province who has
taught Khmer to Peace Corps volunteers for
the past four years, said she was happy that
the first lady kept a sharp focus on the
importance of education for girls.

“There are more and more girls in edu-
cation, but when they get to high school,
they are pressured by their families to drop
out to support older brothers or sisters to go
university—this is not a good situation for
Cambodian females,” she said.

Ms. Obama, often referred to as FLO-
TUS (First Lady of the United States), said
enough in her speech to satisfy Phil
Robertson, the deputy Asia director of
Human Rights Watch, who took to Twitter to
ask Mr. Obama to follow through on his
wife’s groundwork.

“Good! @FLOTUS raised rights issues
in #Cambodia, now time to get husband
@BarackObama to follow up w/bench-
marks,” he wrote.

But more than 100 housing rights
activists from various communities who
gathered outside the U.S. Embassy on
Saturday morning had hoped for a more
direct approach to secure the freedom of 10
women activists jailed on protest-related
charges last year.

“We believed that she would raise this

issue with the Cambodian government since we have
heard that she was raising issues about women’s rights,”
said Bov Sorphea, a representative of the eviction-hit
Boeng Kak community. “She could have used this oppor-
tunity to promote women’s rights in Cambodia.”

Before she departed, Ms. Obama said in her speech

at Sofitel that she hoped her message, and the Let Girls
Learn initiative, would lay an enduring foundation for
girls in the country.

“All of you are doing the hard work of change and
you should be proud of yourselves,” she said. “So keep it
up…. Promise?”

are very powerful and a much-feared
force. He is arrogant and speaks like a
thug, including his infamous warning to
his critics and dissenters a few years ago,
“I will close the door and beat the dog.”
Most scholars, historians, political experts
and some world leaders know that he
runs Cambodia like the mafia. He uses
courts to intimidate and silence the
media, NGOs, union leaders, environ-
mentalists and opposition activists. Those
who were perceived to be out of line by
this regime were harassed and murdered,
but the real perpetrators connected to his
family and his Cambodian People Party
(CPP) have not been brought to justice.

Mr. Hun Sen is desperate to make
his democracy appear legitimate to the
rest of the world. Any ties he can make
with the West, especially with the United
States, will undoubtedly be used as a PR
stunt to justify his violent actions. The
sister-city agreement with Lowell will be
added to his arsenal of political weapons
to be used against the people of
Cambodia. This agreement will also
serve as the conduit which the CPP will
use to extend their political ideology to
influence the hearts and minds of the
Cambodian-American here in Lowell. 

As Lowell residents, we would love
to see our city have a healthy relationship
with Phnom Penh. However, we do not
believe Mr. Hun Sen will use the Mill
City’s influence to benefit the poor people
of Cambodia. We collectively, as residents
of Lowell, ask you and your colleagues to
reconsider your position on this matter
and to nullify this agreement.
