In the 1960s, urban planners in
American concluded that people would
al live in the suburbs but work in the city
so they designed and redesigned road-
ways to allow people to drive to and from
their jobs in the cities as quickly as possi-
ble. They assumed everyone would own
his or her own car and that there would be

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few walkers and little use of public trans-
portation. That mindset gave Lowell the
Sampson Connector which is the official
name of the high-speed, four-lane road
running from City Hall to the Lowell

Connector. The Sampson Connector used
to be two separate roads - Dutton Street
and Thorndike Street - but in the 1960s
they were merged into one.

The city planners miscalculated.
When people moved to the suburbs, so
did their jobs. This left large areas of
downtown cities vacant and struggling to
survive. Fortunately, many Americans
today have embraced city living and
places like downtown Lowell are show-
ing new life. Animportant component of
this new urban living is the ability to
walk, ride a bike, or take public trans-
portation rather than drive a privately
owned car everywhere.

One of the biggest challenges facing
the city of Lowell in 2015 is how to undo
the poorly designed roadways from the
past. It istoo expensive to do them over
entirely, so they must be modified to
make them easier and safer for use by
walkers and bicyclists.

This is especially important along
the Sampson Connector because that is a
stretch of roadway filled with important
and interesting places. Starting at the
Pollard Memorial Library on Merrimack
Street and heading south towards the
Lowell Connector, there is the Smith
Baker Center, the National Park Visitor
Center, the Arts League of Lowell

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Gov't Ignored Arrest Warrant For
Accused War Criminal

Judicial police ignored an arrest
warrant for former Khmer Rouge navy
commander and accused war criminal
Meas Muth, putting the government in
breach of the rules of the Extraordinary
Chambers in the Courts of Cambodia
(ECCCQ), declassified documents rel eased
by the tribunal Wednesday show.

Along with former district com-
mander Im Chaem, Meas Muth was also
charged in absentia with crimes against
humanity in March. The failure of the
government and the U.N. to secure the
pair's arrest—forcing the judge to issue
charges in absentia—came under heavy
criticism from rights groups.

Speculation was rife at the time that
the ECCC had issued arrest warrants and
that judicial police had refused to execute
them, but there was no official confirma-
tion.

On Wednesday, the Khmer Rouge
tribunal released previously classified
documents, including the arrest warrant
for Meas Muth—dated December 10,
2014—and International Co-Investigating
Judge Mark Harmon'’s decision to charge
him in absentia, which details the former
navy chief’s refusal to heed a November
26 summons and the non-cooperation of
the judicial police.

The decision states that on December
19, ajudicial police representative said he
was unable to give a “reliable estimate’
for when the warrant would be executed
and that the final decision rested with the
ECCC'’s Security Commission. A letter to
the commission went unanswered, it says,
and a February 18 deadline to bring Meas
Muth before the tribunal passed.

“Thelnternationd ClJ[Co-Investigating
Judge] is satisfied that Meas Muth is not
in hiding; that the Judicial Police know
where Meas Muth resides; that the
Judicial Police have the material meansto
execute the Warrant; and that they have
failed to discharge their responsibilities
as mandated by the ECCC Agreement,
ECCC Law, and the Internal Rules,” the

decision says.

The document also states that between
September 15 last year and March 3 this
year, when Meas Muth and Im Chaem
were charged, the tribunal had been
requesting updates on the execution of an
arrest warrant for asecond, unnamed suspect.

Mao Chandara, chief of security at
the ECCC, claimed he only received the
arrest warrant a week ago.

“It does not mean we have ignored
the order to implement the arrest warrant,
but our officials went down [to Meas
Muth's village in Battambang province]
to study the socia impact, the security
and the opinion of the people,” Genera
Chandara said. “So when they come
back, we will do an evauation of their
study.”

Asked if judicial police would then
arrest Meas Muth, Gen. Chandara
replied: “l cannot say right now.” He
declined to answer further questions.

Meas Muth—who among other
crimes is accused of purging his own sol-
diers and killing foreigners captured at
sea—said after being charged that he was
more “concerned with planting my corn
and cassava’ than the actions of the tribu-
nal. He denies the charges against him.

Im Chaem is accused of coordinating
purges and executions in the Northwest
Zone and faces charges for crimes she
alegedly committed at a security center
and worksite, al of which she denies.

Investigations in the Khmer Rouge
tribunal’s cases 003 and 004—which deal
with crimes committed under Pol Pot by
cadre who were not members of the high-
est echelon of the regime—began in 2009
and have long been resisted by the gov-
ernment, with even Prime Minister Hun
Sen vocalizing his opposition to the
cases.

Judge Harmon has been investigat-
ing the cases alone because his
Cambodian counterpart, You Bunleng,
has refused to assist. Continued to Page 15
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CNRP Plans to Summon Hun Sen
for Questioning

CNRP lawmaker Um Sam An, who
has helped lead the opposition’s recent
campaign to reveal Vietnamese incursions
into Cambodian territory, said Tuesday
that he plans to summon Prime Minister
Hun Sen to the Nationa Assembly for
guestioning over the issue when sittings
resume next month.

Along with fellow CNRP lawmaker
Mao Monyvann, Mr. Sam An has for the
past month led trips to areas aong
Cambodia’'s eastern border in Thong
Khmum, Ratanakkiri and Svay Rieng
provinces where villagers say Vietnamese
soldiers and civilians have encroached on
their land.

Opposition leader Sam Rainsy has
said the trips are part of an effort to have
the controversid 2005 supplemental border
treaty with Vietnam re-examined, and the
CNRP has been pushing for the release of
the maps the government uses in enacting
that treaty.

Following the government’s refusals
to release the maps, Mr. Sam An said the
party has no choice but to summon Mr.
Hun Sen—along with Foreign Minister
Hor Namhong and border committee
chairman Var Kimhong—to come before
afull session of the National Assembly.

“We have requested the government
give us the map but the government has
repeatedly denied us, and there is no clear
answer regarding the border issues, which
we cannot accept,” said Mr. Sam An, who
as a student leader in 2005 protested

against the border treaty with Vietnam.

“The reason for our plan to summon
them is because, firstly, they declined to
give us those maps and, secondly,
because Prime Minister Hun Sen on
Tuesday sent me some answers that did
not address my concerns,” he added.

Mr. Sam An said that he would ask the
government leaders to revea the names
of two villages traded to Vietnam to allow
Cambodia to retain the village in
Kompong Cham province that National
Assembly President Heng Samrin calls
home.

“[Mr. Hun Sen] did not tell me the
names of the villages and their locations
and just stated that he already explained it
in the National Assembly in 2012, but at
that time he didn’t name the villages that
were swapped,” he said.

Mr. Sam An said it was impossible—
according to his copy of the 1952 map
that the government says it uses as the
basis for land swaps and demarcation
with Vietham—for Mr. Samrin’s village
to have been inside Vietnam, and thus to
have required such a swap.

National Assembly  spokesman
Chheang Vun said the Assembly’s stand-
ing committee would meet next week—
following Friday's funeral proceedings
for late CPP and Senate President Chea
Sim—to schedule next month’s agenda
for sittings.

Cambodian staff at the tribunal have
followed the lead of the national judge.

Inaletter published by Thai newspaper
The Nation on June 4, then-Foreign
Affairs Ministry spokesman Koy Koung
denied that Mr. Hun Sen and the govern-
ment had meddled in the tribunal’s work
on cases 003 and 004.

“As a matter of fact, the ECCC
judges have invited four suspects for
guestioning only—one for Case No 003
and three for Case No 004,” Mr. Koung
wrote. “So far, no arrest warrants have
been issued for these people.”

The Foreign AffairsMinistry’s current
spokesman, Chum Sounry, said he could
not comment on his predecessor’s letter
because he had not seen it, but reiterated

the government’s public position on the
tribunal.

“The position of the Cambodian
government is clear: not to interferein the
work of the Khmer Rouge tribuna,” he
said.

Another decision released by Judge
Harmon on Wednesday shows that the
previously classified documents were
made public after Meas Muth’'s defense
team requested the declassification of all
submissions they had made to the court
before he was publicly named as a suspect.

Judge Harmon ruled that all of the
documents should be released so the public
could peruse them in their “full and prop-
er context.”
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EU Commits More Than $11 Million
for Voter Registry Reform

The European Union has committed
to provide more than $11 million to the
National Election Committee (NEC) over

the next three years to assist W|th voter
registration before the 2017 commune

electionsand 2018 nationa election, dection
committee spokesman Hang Puthea said
Monday.

Since the April 13 creation of the
bipartisan NEC, which replaced the old
NEC that had been accused of overseeing
massive electoral irregularities since its
formation in January 1998, the E.U. and
Japan have been in talks with its commis-
sioners over the possibility of providing
funds.

E.U. Ambassador Jean-Francois
Cautain on Monday called a meeting with
the NEC, which is chaired by former CPP
lawvmaker Sik Bunhok, and announced
that the E.U. Parliament would make 10
million euros (about $11.3 million) available
to the NEC later this year, Mr. Puthea
said.

“The European Union revealed that
it would help provide 10 million euros,
effective from January 2016 to 2019 for

CNRP Plans to Summon...

According to the 2005 treaty with Vietnam, Mr.
Kimhong, Cambodia's head of the joint border committee,
has the prerogative to negotiate changes to the 1952 border
where a strict adherence to the line would require the
forced relocation of existing Cambodian or Vietnamese
communities. Yet the opposition has accused the border
committee of frequently cutting Cambodian communities
into Vietnam in its talks, or otherwise being too amenable
to ceding territory.

Mr. Kimhong declined to comment on the border issues
Tuesday but indicated he may honor a summons to the
National Assembly. “I’m busy at a meeting right now but |
will wait to see their letter of summons,” he said.

CPP spokesman Sok Eysan provided a similar answer
regarding the likelihood of Mr. Hun Sen and Mr.
Namhong, who are themselves members of the National
Assembly, answering questions in parliament about the
border.

“It's fine if they do it in accordance with the National
Assembly’sinternal rules and the Constitution,” Mr. Eysan
said. “If they don’t comply with the law, it will be impos-
sible”

Yet Mr. Eysan also chalenged Mr. Sam An and Mr.
Monyvann to provide their maps to the government first.

“The government has done the [border] work correctly.
And for the matters of them accusing the government of
using afake or incorrect map, we want them to show usthe
real one, so then we can verify it,” Mr. Eysan said.

In his letter to Mr. Sam An on Friday, Mr. Hun Sen
denied the government had ever knowingly swapped land
to Vietnam that was being lived on by Cambodians.

“The government has no principle to take the villages,
farmland and residential villages being occupied and culti-
vated by Cambodian citizens to give to Vietnam,” the
prime minister wrote.

of commune and national elections,”
said Mr. Puthea, a former election
observer who now sits on the NEC.

Mr. Puthea said the E.U. is provid-
ing the money specificaly for the cre-
ation of a new digital voter registry that
will include the collection of biometric
data through fingerprints and photo-

graphs.

“The 10 million euros will cover
research, the sending of election
observers and also election materials for
voter registration, such as computers,
generators, webcams, fingerprint scan-
ning and the installation of big servers at
the [NEC's] Phnom Penh computer cen-
ter,” he explained.

“This financial help will mean a lot
for elections in Cambodia, and make the
voters feel more confident [in the 2017
and 2018 elections] and help to gain peo-
ple'strust.”

Mr. Cautain, the E.U. ambassador,
said in an email that Monday's meeting
was “fruitful” and that afinal decision on
funding would be made in the coming
months.

“The E.U. explained that 10 million
euro had been earmarked to support the
Electora process in Cambodia. The final
decision on this funding should be taken
by the E.U. in October 2015 with tenta-
tively a start of implementation in
January 2016,” he said.
