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Tycoon Jailed For Assault After
Arrest at Airport

Real-estate tycoon Sok Bun was
imprisoned on charges of intentional vio-
lence on Saturday over the savage assault
of a female television personality earlier
this month, footage of which went viral

on social media days after the attack.

Mr. Bun, who was arrested upon
arriving at Phnom Penh International
Airport on a flight from Singapore on
Saturday morning, was charged at about 1
p.m., said Investigating Judge Leang
Samnath.

"| charged himwith intentiond violence
with aggravating circumstances,” he said.

If convicted, Mr. Bun faces up to five
years in prison and a fine of 10 million
riel, or about $2,500.

Interior Ministry spokesman Khieu
Sopheak said that after the court charged
Mr. Bun, he was sent to Prey Sar prison to
await trial.

On July 7, security camera footage
emerged showing Mr. Bun punching,
kicking and stomping on EkSocheata, an
entertainer better known as Sasa, a a
restaurant on Phnom Penh's Koh Pichisland
on July 2.

Ms. Socheata has said that the
assault took place after she attempted to
stop Mr. Bun and his bodyguard from
leaving with the female Japanese owner
of the restaurant, who had fallen asleep on
a couch after drinking with the two men.

According to the Interior Ministry,
Mr. Bun fled to Singapore on July 7, the
day before the Phnom Penh Municipal
Court summoned him for questioning.
Mr. Bun then flew from Singapore to
Paris on Tuesday, according to Cambodia's
Interpol office.

In a speech on Thursday, Prime
Minister Hun Sen appealed to Mr. Bun-
who last week relinquished his royally
bestowed title of "oknha" and offered Ms.
Socheata $100,000 in compensation-to
turn himself in.

"Looking at the video footage: It's
unthinkable violence committed against a
weak woman," the prime minister said at
the time. "Don't think that because you
have money you can fix this."

General Sopheak said Sunday that
Mr. Bun was not arrested in Paris, and
returned to Cambodiavoluntarily after his
family told him about Mr. Hun Sen's
Speech.

"After the prime minister appeaed
for him to report, his family told him to
come back," he said. "After getting infor-
mation from his family, we went to pick
him up at the airport and sent him straight
to the court on Saturday morning."

Gen. Sopheak said that Mr. Bun's
bodyguard-whom he refused to identify
and who can be seen in the security camera
footage brandishing a pistol and briefly
pointing it at Ms. Socheata's head-was
still at large.

"Now we are waiting for the arrest
warrant from the court, and | believe he
will not get far," he said, adding that he
did not know whether the man was still in
the country.

Contacted Sunday, Ms. Socheata
reiterated that she would not settle out of
court with Mr. Bun, regardless of how
much money he offered.

"I till demand legal action against
him, and | will not make any compromises
outside of court," she said. "I have stepped
forward already, so | will not turn back."

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Border Posts Could Be in Wrong Place, Hun Sen Says

Prime Minister Hun Sen acknowl-
edged Thursday that some of the border
posts demarcating the frontier with
Vietnam may have been incorrectly posi-
tioned inside Cambodia, but said the gov-
ernment can review them and “demand
corrections.”

Since last month, opposition CNRP
lawmakers have led a campaign to uncover
Vietnamese encroachments into Cambodia
while also accusing the CPP government
of complicity in planting border posts
well inside Cambodian territory.

Mr. Hun Sen haslong fiercely rejected
such claims—most notably in a marathon
five-hour speech in the National Assembly
in 2012—but said Thursday that posts
along the 1,228-km Vietnamese border may
have to be re-examined.

“Now we have done 83 percent [of
the border demarcation] and there remains
17 percent. And that 83 percent, we can
revise [those posts] and go audit some
others. In cases of demarcation with bias,
we must rectify it, must demand correc-
tions,” Mr. Hun Sen said during a speech
at a graduation ceremony in Phnom Penh.

However, the prime minister rejected
claims from the opposition that his gov-
ernment—created under the Vietnamese
occupation of Cambodia in the 1980s—
has been too fast to bow to Hanoi, saying
that the opposite is true.

“| told the negotiators: If negotiations
do not reach an agreement, and they need
to be dragged out, then drag them out—
it'sbetter thanlosing land,” Mr. Hun Sen sad.

“Pose the question: It has been nearly
30 years since the Viethamese army was
in Cambodia. Why has the demarcation
not finished?’ the prime minister asked,
pausing. “It's because the Khmer have not
agreed. Thisis the true story.”

Mr. Hun Sen also appeared to warn
Vietnam against being too aggressive in
negotiations over border demarcations, or
in finding undue confidence in current
tensions between Cambodia’s government
and the opposition.

“1 send amessage to our partners, the
neighboring countries, that Cambodia
does not give up theright to make demands
on some other points, even if Cambodia
hasnot yet united on some pointsinternaly,”
Mr. Hun Sen said.

Opposition leader Sam Rainsy said
by telephone that Mr. Hun Sen’s speech—
after years of denialsthat any markers had
been placed wrongly and caused the loss
of Cambodian land to Vietham—was a

vindication of long-held opposition policies.

“1 welcome thisrecognition on behal f
of the prime minister that at least some of
the border markers have been planted
wrongly inside Cambodia’s territory, and
this vindicates what | have been trying to
expose for many years,” Mr. Rainsy said.

“Many people will remember that
when | first said these border markers
wereinappropriately planted, | was sentenced
to atotal of 12 yearsin prison—10 yearsfor
destroying public property, and two years
for spreading false information,” he added.

Mr. Rainsy said the growth of social
mediain Cambodia had broken the CPP's
stranglehold on the country’s media and
forced it to ded with the Vietnamese border
issue under pressure from the CNRP.

“It's a new environment. There are
new rules for the game and the CPP cannot
work the same as it did before, because
technology isavailableto everybody,” hesad.

Also Thursday, the government sent
a team led by Foreign Affairs Ministry
Secretary of State Long Visalo to an area
in SvayRieng province's Kompong Ro
district to inspect a disputed area alongside
foreign ministry counterparts from Vietnam.

“We did not finish yet,” said district
police chiefSathSamuth last night. “They
did not accept that the disputed land belongs
to us and it might continue tomorrow.”

On Sunday, opposition lawmaker
Real Camerin plansto lead his second trip
to border markers 202 and 203 on the border
in Kompong Ro district to highlight alleged
encroachments by Vietnam.

But Buntenh, head of the Independent
Monk Network for Social Justice, said
Thursday he would be sending 50 monks
from his group alongside Mr. Camerin.

The prominent monk said that he
was pleased to see Mr. Hun Sen taking a
stronger stance on territorial encroach-
ments, but that the prime minister should
also adjust the labels he has been using
recently for his political rivals.

“Hun Sen and his officials have con-
fessed now that they have not done areally
good job, but it is good that he says he
will not give up—even if there are some
controversies—and now plans to make
things right,” But Buntenh said.

“The fruit is ripe now. Hun Sen
knowsitisripe and so hehasto eat it,” the
monk added. “In the meantime, he should
stop condemning the opposition as
extreme nationalists. If it was not for the
opposition, he might not have this very
good opportunity.”

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Government Releases Draft Law on Food Safety

The Commerce Ministry on Wednesday
released a draft of the country's first food law,
which establishes a Food Safety Authority charged
with protecting domestic consumers and ensuring
that exports meet international standards.

The law-expected to be finalized and sent to
the Council of Ministers by the end of next month-
laysout along list of punishable offenses, including

selling food that contains harmful substances, mis-
[ ! ] 4

labeling food, preparing or selling food in unsanitary
conditions and operating a food business without a
license.

"The law is needed because there isn't one,"
Nina Brandstrup, country representative for the
U.N.'s Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO),
said Wednesday after a workshop on the law at the
InterContinental Hotel in Phnom Penh.

"Cambodia has the ambition to become a
major food exporter, and in order for that to happen,
they need to respect the food laws of other countries
and they can only do that if they have a well-per-
forming food law in Cambodia," she said.

Commerce Minister Sun Chanthol, who will
appoint the head of the Food Safety Authority-to be
composed of representatives from various min-
istries-said the law was crucial to giving consumers
confidence in the food for sale in the country.

"It is the most important aspect of the safety
of our people and safety for all of us," Mr. Chanthol
said. "We are consumers of food, so it isimportant
that we feel comfortable when we eat the food and
we're sure that it's good, with less chemicals that
can destroy our health."

Mr. Chanthol said the law would improve
enforcement of existing regulations that fall under
the purview of Camcontrol, the ministry's customs
inspection unit.

Keam Makarady, health program director for
Cedac, an agricultural NGO, said improvements in
Camcontrol's performance in ensuring the safety of
food imports and exports were long overdue.

"The work that has been done by Camcontrol
is little, limited and incomplete," Mr. Makarady
said. "Some unsafe products are aready in the mar-
ket...so consumers face health problems when eat-
ing and using those unsafe products.”

Drafted by the FAO and relevant government
ministries in consultation with local and interna-
tiona lawyers, aong with representatives of the

ot

private sector, work on the law began in February
2014 and a finished draft is set to be completed
within six weeks.

During a question-and-answer session at the
end of Wednesday's workshop, participants asked
how the law would be enforced, how its implemen-
tation would be funded, and who would be respon-
sible for drafting specific sub-decrees to expand
upon vague provisions in the law.

Emmanuelle Bourgois, a legal consultant
who assisted in drafting the law, said the details
could be ironed out after the law was approved,
bringing Cambodia more in line with international
requirements for food exports.

"There will be room for more regulations to
be developed under the Food Safety Authority," she
said.

Ms. Brandstrup of the FAO said the concerns
raised during the session were understandable.

"Some of the questions reflect that people are
concerned about implementation, and | think thisis
a valid concern. One thing is having the law, but
you can have the best law in theworld, but if it's not
possibleto implement it, then it'sreally for nothing,"
Ms. Brandstrup said.

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NRP Lawmaker Punished Over
Facebook Post

Opposition lawmaker Um Sam An
has been suspended from the next 15 ses-
sions of parliament and will have his
salary cut as punishment for critical com-
ments he posted to Facebook earlier this
month, according to a statement issued
Friday by the National Assembly's
Secretariat General.

Mr. Sam An, whose post on July 14
clamed that CPP Assembly President
HengSamrin  had unconstitutionally
blocked a letter to Prime Minister Hun
Sen, will also be publicly shamed through
notifications posted at commune offices
in his constituency of Siem Reap
province, the statement said.

"His Excellency Um Sam An, alaw-
maker for Siem Reap province, is repri-
manded and received disciplinary action
in accordance with Article 81 of the
National Assembly's internal rules as fol-
lows: A, cut 50 percent of wages for two
months. B, publicly display punishment
notifications and print it to display in all
communes of Siem Reap. C, ban from
taking office at the National Assembly for
15 respective sessions,” the statement
reads.

Mr. Samrin refused to endorse a July
6 letter from Mr. Sam An and 11 other
CNRP lawmakers calling for the govern-
ment to halt demarcation of Cambodias
border with Vietnam until 2018, and asking
for the government to explain land swaps
along the Vietnamese border.

Responding to the ensuing Facebook
post by Mr. Sam An, National Assembly
spokesman ChheangVun said last week
that the decision was made because the
letter amounted to a demand rather than
questions.

However, Mr. Sam An insists that
his congtitutional right as a lawmaker to
put questions to the government was vio-
lated, and that the letter was not forwarded
to Mr. Hun Sen because of its politically
sensitive subject matter.

Friday's decision to punish the

CNRP parliamentarian was made during
ameeting of the National Assembly's 13-
member permanent committee, according
to EngChhayEang, one of six CNRP |aw-
makers on the committee.

Mr. ChhayEang said the move to
punish Mr. Sam An was proposed in aletter
endorsed by 50 ruling party lawmakers,
and approved by the seven CPPlawmakers
on the permanent committee.

"In brief, we didn't vote in support,”
Mr. ChhayEang said of the CNRP mem-
bers.

Mr. Sam An said on Friday that the
punishment was overly harsh and that he
would try to meet with Mr. Samrin to
"finish this story.”

"Actually, we want to find a political
compromise with SamdechHengSamrin
to finish this story," he said. "Because |
think we should not argue among Khmer,
but we need to focus on border issues to
the north, west and east sides."

Mr. Sam An, along with CNRP |aw-
maker Real Camerin, has been at the fore
of a recent campaign to spotlight
Vietnamese border encroachments, which
has sparked a public relations battle with
the CPP government.

In recent weeks, the Foreign Affairs
Ministry has sent a number of terse diplo-
matic notes to Vietnam asking it to with-
draw from territory that is either in
Cambodia or still disputed.

Mr. Hun Sen has even taken the
unprecedented step of admitting that
some posts along the border with
Vietham may have been placed inside
Cambodian territory, promising to
"demand corrections' in such cases.

Asked on Friday about the punish-
ment handed down to Mr. Sam An, Mr.
Vun, the National Assembly spokesman
and a CPP lawmaker, said he did not want
to discuss the issue.

"Don't ask me to speak. | don't want
to speak, do you understand?' the
spokesman said. "So | ask you not to
mess around, and let others deal with this
situation.”
