A total of 9216 confirmed, probable, and suspected cases of Ebola virus disease (EVD) have been
reported in seven affected countries (Guinea, Liberia, Nigeria, Senegal, Sierra Leone, Spain, and the
United States of America) up to the end of 14 October. There have been 4555 deaths. A second EVD-
negative sample was obtained from the single confirmed case in Senegal on 5 September (42 days
ago). WHO officially declares the Ebola outbreak in Senegal over. Following the WHO Ebola
Response Roadmap structure’, country reports fall into two categories: 1) those with widespread
and intense transmission (Guinea, Liberia, and Sierra Leone); and 2) those with an initial case or
cases, or with localized transmission (Nigeria, Senegal, Spain, and the United States of America). An
overview of the situation in the Democratic Republic of the Congo, where a separate, unrelated
outbreak of EVD is occurring, is also provided (see Annex 1).

1. COUNTRIES WITH WIDESPREAD AND INTENSE TRANSMISSION

9191 (probable, confirmed and suspected; see Annex 2) cases and 4546 deaths from EVD have been
reported up to the end of 13 October 2014 by the Ministry of Health of Liberia, and 14 October by
the Ministries of Health of Guinea and Sierra Leone (table 1).

The Timeof India newspaper pub-
lished on Tuesday that these sands are
transported into the port of Cochin in
southern India In the past 2 months.
Titanics India Ltd. Based in Chennai
and who import these sand sand said
these cross Customs without any prob-
lems, but that the company is having
trouble finding buyers.

Senthilkumar officers who work
for the company Titanics India Ltd.
Told The Time of India, referring to a
town near the port, "We are not sure
why No buyers, while demand is
growing strongly in the state of Kerala.
It probably comes from the sand mafia,
ismaking it difficult to trade the sand. "

Officias at the port of Cochin,
who asked not to be named because he
is not authorized to speak to the media,
said yesterday the port received two
ships carrying sand. 1st ship carrying
approximately 38,750 tons of sand
arrived at the end of August and the
2nd ship carrying approximately
39,000 tons of sand about 1 month.

These river sand was imported by the
company Titanics India in the past 2
months. He added that since then,
some sand is shipped and stored in a
warehouse but sand, about 50,000
tons are in port.

Port officials had said, "They told
us that they could not find buyers. | do

The official also said that the sand
that both ship was listed as a "river
sand for export "originating from
Cambodia and sand used in construction,
but not named exporters.
