Lee explained

that she came to Massachusetts as a young girl in 1984.

Her family settled in Quincy and then Brockton. She

mentioned that neither of those cities had many

Southeast Asian residents so when she finally made it to

Lowell, seeing so many Southeast Asian people in one

place was a new and exciting experience for her.

Lee explained that she went through college intending to go into an entirely

different field and when she decided she wanted to start a small business, everyone

around her tried to discourage her, saying it would be much easier to work for some-

one else. Owning her own business has been hard work but she enjoys it very much.

She said every kid is different and high school students shouldn’t be nudged into

vocational and technical training at the expense of their dreams. She said young

people should be encouraged to pursue their dreams, especially if they are entrepre-

neurial. She emphasized that those are the kids we should be trying to retain in

Lowell, saying “let’s keep all of our treasures here.” She said the entire experience

has inspired her to help Cambodian kids as a mentor and role model.

He

said the two big issues are safety and affordability. He

cited a sharp rise in rents from 2013 to 2014 as placing

a great deal of stress on families, forcing some of them

to “double up” with relatives. Such arrangements

might violate zoning ordinances and increase safety

hazards but the people feel they have no choice. He

acknowledged that Lowell has a lot of affordable

housing but made a strong case that there is a need for

even more. He said that when he hears people say “we need market rate housing

that attracts people with money to spend” he understands their motive in saying that

but he also feels very strongly that the all the people living at the poverty level are

members of our community too and they need safe and affordable places to live.

According to human rights organiza-
tions, who last year helped to repatriate
Khmer bride of nearly 50 people who
have been trafficked abroad or attract
motivated by the promise that they will
live better lives, Khmer women who have
suffered abuse After marrying her hus-
band in China is increasing remarkably.

Rights group Adhoc and Licadho,
said yesterday that it helped 49 women to
come back from China Cambodia in
2014, compared with 29 in 2013.

Compatible Sokuntheary head of the
rights of women and children of the rights
group Adhoc, said that the organization
Adhoc helped 21 women among those
women last year, compared to only four in
2013.

She said, "These victims are attractive
incentives to travel to China with pledges
higher paying job and married to your
husband. But ultimately, they were sold to
Chinese men who sometimes sell for from
$ 15,000 to $ 20,000 serve as sex slaves.
It is a type of human trafficking under the
pretext of marriage. "

Ath investigative technical manager
at Human Rights has said that his organi-
zation has helped 28 women back to
Cambodia, compared to 25 in 2013.

He says, "Most of them have suf-
fered physical abuse and sexual." He
added that he considered all these women
as victims of trafficking.

The law against human trafficking in
Cambodia, which was approved in 2008,
considered to bring someone out of the

country without proper rules if made
"way to use the threat of force, fraud,
abuse strength or comfort. The consent of
the victim was not involved. "

Kuong Cambodian Foreign Ministry
spokesman, said yesterday that his ministry
had recorded the number of women who
are repatriation in 2014, a total of 58 people,
but said that the ministry has no figures
for 2013.

He said, "We believe there are more
victims [in China] there quietly with brokers.
"He further said that about 10 people have
already been repatriated so far this year.

He also said that these figures rights
conflicts with the figures of the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs, but claimed Ministry
figures.

He said that "non-governmental
organizations working on the issue, just
received a complaint from the victim or
the victim's family, but They sent them to
us because the government, which is able
to deal with the relevant authorities
China. "

The Foreign Ministry announced on
Monday that two women from Prey Veng,
Kandal and was sent back to Cambodia In
that day.

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Ruling Cambodian People's Party
welcomed the new members of the
Committee the General Assembly at the
end of his party on Sunday, many of the
new members in the Committee of the
Central Party almost lost control of its
decades of power in elections The national
final.

This addition increased more than
twice the committee members is central to
545 officials and senior military and
police as well as the three sons of Prime
Minister Hun Sen.

Speaks with reporters at the close of
the convention Khieu Kanharith Minister
boasted about adding 45 Committee
Central and member of the "young" 70
under 50 years of age.

Of the 268 members of the commit-
tee of central leaders of the Congress on
Friday 27, died from this committee con-
vened the last meeting in 2013, he
resigned from office and expelled from
the party.

Kanharith, said that "we have added
members because the members of the old
age and died. We need to recruit young
people because 50 percent of the country
is less than 30 years old, so we chose a
young, experienced ....We need enough
qualified successor ".

He said the party did not amend the
Standing Committee and chairman of the

Central Committee, which is Senate
President Chea Sim, who did not attend In
this Congress, because the disease being
treated in Vietnam, received his altar.

Kanharith unnamed one among the
new members of the committee of the
center.

But according to a list posted on the
website of local Khmer said the list
named three sons Prime Minister Hun Sen
and a number of influential people in the
military and police.

That list named president Chhay
Thirith powerful Internal Security
Department at the Ministry of Interior
Hing Bun Heang commander of his own
bodyguards director Minister Touch Naru
chairman of the Department of Interior
Ministry bodyguards Chito, Deputy
Commissioner of the National Police
Commissioner, City Police Sovann Srieng
commander of the military police.

The addition of their members are
likely to spark criticism from the opposi-
tion and human rights groups that the CPP
is tightened took control of its more on the
military and police forces involved in pol-
itics to do more to protect the existing ruling
party than protecting people.

A new name in the Central Committee
is coming out in the crackdown by the
government, sometimes bloody party and
garment workers' protests after the 2013
national elections.
