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Forty years after Elizabeth Becker
was granted an audience with murderous
Khmer Rouge leader Pol Pot during the
secretive Democratic Kampuchea regime,
the American journalist on Wednesday
faced questions from his second-in-com-
mand.

Nuon Chea, or "Brother Number
Two," who is being tried at the Khmer
Rouge tribunal for crimes against human-
ity and genocide along with fellow regime
leader Khieu Samphan, put two questions
to Ms. Becker at the start of her third day

as an expert witness at the trial.

Elizabeth Becker addresses the
Khmer Rouge tribunal yesterday. (ECCC)

He first asked the former
Washington Post correspondent to explain
why the U.S. government dropped about
3 million tons of bombs on Cambodia
during the early 1970s, killing many inno-
cent people and destroying homes, rice
fields and pagodas.

Ms. Becker said the U.S. govern-
ment's reason was its support for Lon
Nol's administration. Of the intense
bombing campaign in 1973, she added:
"That was the result of the fear at that
stage of, one, that the Khmer Republic
would lose, and two, the belief by then the
administration of Richard Nixon that by
bombing, the Khmer Rouge would come
to the negotiation table."

Asked, secondly, whether she was of
the opinion that the U.S. government was
solely responsible for the tragedy its
bombingsinflicted on Cambodian people,
Ms. Becker replied: "Of course.”

Following the break in the morning
session, Nuon Chea retired to watch the
proceedings via video link from a holding
cell on account of his poor health.

International lead co-lawyer for the
civil parties, Marie Guiraud, then noted
that Nuon Chea had "chosen" to be absent
during previous hearings when civil par-
ties were speaking about the crimes they
witnessed during the Khmer Rouge era
but sat through an entire session of Ms.
Becker's evidence.

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State-Secrets Law to Be Sent To Council
of Ministers Soon

A draft law to protect state secrets
has been in the works for more than two
years and could be submitted to the
Council of Minister for review in two
months' time, a senior police official said
yesterday.

The existence of the draft law first
came to light on January 28 when the
National Police announced on its website
that the Interior Ministry was in the
process of drawing it up. A post on the
website said the law would aim to protect
"state secrets in order to ensure national
secrecy is strictly protected.”

National Police spokesman Kirth
Chantharith said yesterday that the min-

istry had been working on the draft law
for more than two years.

"I hope after one or two more months
this draft will be passed by the ministry
and sent to the Council of Ministers,”
Lieutenant General Chantharith said.

He said the law was designed to pro-
tect the government's "secret informa-
tion."

"It is related to information that is
not publicly disseminated,” Lt. Gen.
Chantharith added. "For example, the
secret information related to security,
defense, economy, environment."

The spokesman explained that the
law, in its current state, included provi-
sions that would allow the government to

deemed secret, but said he could not recall
specifics.

Interior Ministry spokesman Khieu
Sopheak, however, said yesterday that his
ministry had not yet begun drafting the
|aw-at least not on paper.

"Nothing has been worked on yet," he
said. "It's just in our minds."

General Sopheak said a committee to
draft the law had not been set up, either.

"We don't have any concrete meas-
ures,”" he said. "We just keep in mind that
we should have this law in the future.”

Echoing Lt. Gen. Chantharith, he said
the law would be meant to protect all
"secrets of the state," but refused to elaborate.

"Many countries have this law, so
Cambodia should have this law to protect
the interest of the nation," he said.

A post on the National Police website
last month says senior government officials
have been traveling to Vietnam to learn how
to draft the law.

Vietnam has long been criticized for
broadly classifying information as secrets
and using its own state-secrets law to jall
dissidents.

Last Friday, Vietnamese authorities
shut down the website of the Nguoi Cao
Tuoi newspaper, which had gained a repu-
tation for publishing stories about corruption,
according to an article posted to the English

-language website of Thanh Nien, another
Vietnamese newspaper.

They a so revoked the press credentials
of the paper's editor-in-chief, the article
says.

According to Tuoi Tre, yet another
Vietnamese newspaper, Nguoi Cao Tuoi
was being punished for running stories
"disclosing state secrets.”

Preap Kol, executive director of
Transparency International Cambodia,
called Vietham'sinvolvement in Cambodia's
state-secrets law concerning.

He said his organization did not have
details about the draft law and that he was
working with other civil society organiza-
tionsto find out more information about it.

"Thefirst concerniswe need to know
what are the areas the government defines
as secrets," he said.

Mr. Kol said that while he was not
wholly opposed to a state-secrets law, the
drafting process should be open and trans-
parent.

"People understand the need [for] a
law that may protect the interests of the
country," he said. "But we want to make
sure the [state] secret law doesn't compro-
mise the citizens rights to freedom of
information."

Council of Ministers spokesman
Phay Siphan said he was not aware of the
draft law.

L owell: the Snowiest City in...

Thecity of Lowell Public Works Department has done afine
job of removing snow from the city's 253 miles of streets. Still,
large snowbanks dangeroudy reduce visibility at intersectionsand
make already narrow streets very tight for passing cars. To assist
with snow removal, the city usually declares a parking ban when
a snowstorm begins. Anyone who leaves his car parked on the
street during a parking ban may get aticket or have his car towed.

A city ordinance also requires property ownersto clear snow
fromall sidewalksthat run aong your property within 12 hours of

the end of thestorm. Thisisto permit people to

i walk on the sidewalks rather than be forced to

| walk in the streets. When dlearing sidewalks

| andyour driveway, however, do not throw snow

into the street. The city will penalize you for
doing that.

There are other things people should do
after asnowstorm. Clear snow away from vents
for your home heating system. Clear snow from
any nearby fire hydrant so it will be quickly
availableif thereisafirein the neighborhood.

All of this snow has dso caused problems
with roofs of houses. When rooftop snow begins
to melt, it often freezes at the edge of the roof
cregtingaridgeof ice. Thisiscdledan"icedam’
and it blocks other water from flowing off of
the roof. That water has to go somewhere so it usually leaks
into your house, often through alight fixture or window frame.
Because working on a roof in the winter is very dangerous, it
is best to hire a professional to remove an ice dam although
some people fill up asock with chemical ice melt and tossit up
on the roof, hoping it will melt a channel through the ice to
release the water.

One thing that makes all of this snow easier to tolerate is
knowing that spring is just a month away. Soon the snow will
be gone and flowerswill be pushing up through the ground. As
the famous American writer, Mark Twain, once said, "If you
don't like the weather in New England, wait a minute and it
will change."
