In 1822 a group of Irish laborers
walked from Charlestown, Massachusetts
to Lowell to help dig the canals and
build the mills that made Lowell one
of the most important citiesin America

Tens of thousands of people from
Ireland followed. Until the arrival of
the Cambodiansin the 1980s, the Irish
werethe largest ethnic group in Lowell.

For the past 32 years, the Irish-
Americans of Lowell celebrate their
heritage during Irish Cultural Week
which comes in the middle of March.
The week always begins on a Sunday

morning with a parade from . Patrick's
Church to City Hall wherethelrish flag
israised and then awreath is placed at
the Irish monument on Cardind O'Connell
Parkway. Another major event during
the week is the Acre Forum which this
year included a panel discussion of
representatives from the different ethnic
groups that have settled in the Acre.
Individuals representing the Irish,
French-Canadians, Greeks, Columbians,
Vietnamese, Cambodians and Burmese
al talked about what they or their
ancestors experienced when they first
arrived in the Acre. The discussion
made it clear that there are more simi-
larities between the ethnic groups in
Lowell than there are differences.

Irish Cultural Week also features
banquets, dancing, music, songs,
films, performances and other cultural
activities. St. Patrick's Day which is
March 17 fals within Irish Cultural
Week and provides an additional
opportunity for everyone in Lowell
regardless of ethnic background to
celebrate and enjoy the heritage of the
[rish.

came from Poland. The Franco
monument is a bell on a granite base. On
the base is inscribed "In honor of the
Franco Americans of Lowell, Mass.
1984." The Polish monument is a upright
rectangle of graniteinscribed with "Dedicated

in Honor of the Polish Americans of
Lowell. May 3, 1977."

To the side of City Hall at either end
of the grassy isand in the middle of
Cardinal O'Connell Parkway sit two other
ethnic monuments, one to the lIrish
("Dedicated to the Irish
Americans of Lowell. 1822
- 1977"), the other to the
Greeks ("Dedicated to the
early Greek immigrants by
their grateful progeny.
1983").

The two most recent
monuments to be dedicated
sit right in front of City
Hall. The first honors the
Portuguese who came to
Lowell. It isinscribed "In
honor of the heritage and
contributions  of  the
Portuguese Community to the
City of Lowdl. June 10,
2009."

Perhaps the most elabo-
rate  monument on the
grounds of City Hall isalso
the newest. It was dedicated
by the Armenian community
just last year. It hasan inscrip-

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Survivors of Cambodian Genocide Visit Classroom
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Groton's America in Vietnam class
received up-close and persona insights
into the Cambodian genocide last week,
thanks to three visitors who shared their
unique experiences.

Teacher Jennifer Wallace welcomed
Thel Sar, SivkhengSar, and Roger Samkhon
Pin to class, where they discussed the
impact of the Second Indochinese War
(the American war in Vietnam) on the
people and history of Cambodia.

ThelSars, parent of Tyler Sar '15,

survived the 1975-79 Cambodian geno-
cide. Mr. Sar described being driven out
of Phnom Penh by the Khmer Rouge, a

Maoist party that attempted to create an
agrarian utopia. As a 9-year old boy, he
was forced to resort to eating roaches,
rats, and leaves—anything to survive the
famine, which was a result of the group’s
failed political and economic policies
(and possibly a deliberate punishment to
the people). An estimated 2 million people
died during this period.

Both Thel and SivkhengSar eventually
fled to Thailand and the Philippines
before being resettled in the United States.
They now live and work in Lowell,
Massachusetts.

The third visitor, Mr. Pin, was a

journalist for Radio Free Asia; though he
did not remain in Cambodia during the
genocide, heis one of the few living jour-

nalists to have interviewed Pol Pot when
he was being held for trial in the 1990s.
Pol Pot was the leader of the Khmer
Rouge, the communist party responsible
for the genocide. Mr. Pin is currently the
editor of KhmerPost USA; he also resides
in Lowell.

The class, co-taught with Vietnam
veterans Jim Lockney and Rudy Kallock,
appreciated this first-hand perspective on
one of the most excruciating events in
20th-century history.—Jennifer Wallace

The Labor Ministry has rejected a
scathing new report from U.S.-based
Human Rights Watch (HRW) liting alitany
of labor abuses by the country's garment
factories, ingsting that government ingpectors
keep a close watch over employers.

On Thursday, HRW released the
results of its interviews with hundreds of
garment workers over the past year, as
well aswith government and factory officids.
In a 140-page report, it says that forced
overtime, child labor, union busting and
the abuse of short-term contracts and
shadowy subcontractors remained rife.

The report also called the govern-
ment's oversight of the $5.75-hillion sec-
tor-by far the country's largest export
industry, and one of its most prolific job
creators-"dismal."

Citing figures provided by the Labor
Ministry, the HRW report says the gov-
ernment fined only 10 of the country's
500-plus exporting garment factories in
the five years from 2009 through 2013,
and only 25 more in thefirst 11 months of
2014. HRW described the figures as
"abysmally low when compared to the
number of factories overall and the per-
sistent patterns of labor rights violations."

In a statement released Friday, the
Labor Ministry says it has worked with
the International Labor Organization (ILO)
and its Better Factories Cambodia (BFC)
program to improve labor conditions, and
calls HRW's report "unacceptable.”

"The Ministry of Labor strongly
regrets and denies the report by Human

Rights Watch," the statement says.

"The international community, buyers
and the ILO have supported and acknowl-
edged that working conditions in
Cambodia are in compliance with interna-
tional standards and have encouraged
other countries to learn from Cambodia's
implementation of the BFC program,” it
says. "Therefore, what was stated in the
report is unacceptable.”

Theministry addsthat 49 teams carried
out 7,191 inspections of 805 "enterprises’
in 2014 and fined 128 of them. However,
the statement does not name the enterprises,
say how many of them were garment fac-
tories or specify how much they were
fined.

A spokesman for the ministry could
not be reached on Sunday.

On Thursday, the Garment
Manufacturers Association in Cambodia,
which represents the country's exporting
garment factories, said the 270 workers
HRW interviewed for its report were too
few to offer afair portrayal of asector that
employs some 600,000 people. It also
blamed any lack of resources on the part
of Labor Ministry inspectors on BFC,
which works with the government to
improve labor conditions in the factories.

Initsreport, however, HRW saysthe
program is being thwarted by factory
managers who have either coached their
workers to give BFC inspectors positive
reviews ahead of announced visits or
threatened them not to complain.

"In addition to being coached, workers
were told to prepare for 'visitors." HRW

says.

Kem Sokha Was Unhappy With...

legitimization of the CPP's eection
victory, the ruling party agreed to relinquish
control over the National Election Committee
to alow for equal representation by the
CNRP on the body before the next elections
in 2017 and 2018.

Mr. Sokhaappeared unimpressed with
the deal on the day of its signing, standing
outside the Senate with apronounced grimace
as Mr. Rainsy and other opposition officias
grinned and shook handswith Mr. Hun Sen
and other members of the CPP delegation.

The deputy opposition leader sug-
gested Friday that he felt at the time that
the agreement gave Mr. Hun Sen too much
leverage over the opposition—a prediction
that came true in later negotiations—but
said that splitting with Mr. Rainsy could
have led the opposition back to a time
when the two leadersled their own warring
parties.

“l knew in advance that when we
joined the National Assembly, everything
would bein hishands,” he said of Mr. Hun
Sen. “Without the unity between the Sam
Rainsy Party and the Human Rights Party,
there would not have been that [election]

day when people stood up across the
nation.”

“What the ruling party is most scared
of is unity, and if we have different views
on policiesand break up dueto this, we are
losing before we even fight,” Mr. Sokha
said. “We are patient, and we swallow
gravel and rocks in order to continue to
make our unity stronger and not be tricked
by the dictatoria ruling party.”

Mr. Sokha said compromises are nec-
essary in politics if leaders want to avoid
the bloodshed and disunity of bloody revo-
lutions.

“Qur intention was to change things
completely but we know that develop-
ments in politics do not always go as we
wish,” he said. “Sometimes we cannot
implement [changes] 100 percent, because
we are not making arevolution.

“We know and have experienced that
when there is a revolution, the Khmer
always lose. Each Khmer side loses and
dies, and neighboring countries take
advantage.”

Contacted by phone Monday, opposition

leader Sam Rainsy acknowledged that Mr.
Sokha opposed the deal with the CPP
when first presented with it, but said the
CNRPVice president later cameto recognize
its necessity.

“What is important is, in the end, we
came to the same conclusion and agreed to
move forward, and this is the most impor-
tant thing in any organization,” Mr. Rainsy
said.

“Between several people, there are
always some points where we disagree, but
we have to make sure that we agree from
the very beginning that if we have some
divergences, in the end we came to the
same conclusion.”

The key provisions of the deal signed
on July 22 by Mr. Hun Sen and Mr. Rainsy
were first floated in April after a phone
conversation between the leaders.
However, Mr. Sokha—who was also visting
the U.S. at that time—appeared to veto the
agreement.

“Our party has a democratic core, o
when we want to do anything, there must
be the signature of Kem Sokha, the vice
president, and me, the president,” Mr.
Rainsy said on April 11 after the agreement

fell through. “If we consider our heart,
Kem Sokhaand | are only one person.”

Asked on Monday what led Mr.
Sokha to agree to the deal three months
later on July 22—exactly a week after the
high-profile arrest of seven opposition
lawmakers-elect—Mr. Rainsy said Mr.
Sokha sviews on the utility of the deal had
changed.

“It was a matter of weighing the pros
and cons, and then you come yourself to
the conclusion that the pros outweigh the
cons,” Mr. Rainsy said. “Sometimes it is
me who isreluctant to do something, but in
the end | am convinced to join the opinion
of the mgjority.”

The opposition leader said that he and
Mr. Sokhaare now on the same page about
the deal, and are focused on winning the
next national election in February 2018.

“Now, Kem Sokha and | fully agree
that it was worth playing the game,” Mr.
Rainsy said.

“The risk was worth taking, and
now...we are redlistic and we believe we
can reach a position that is on the whole
satisfactory.”

early hours of Sunday morning.

"The shooting occurred inside the
Rock nightclub in the early morning today,
at 2:10 am., by the customs chief's son's
group and caused at least one man to be
injured,” he said.

Municipal military police chief Roth
Sreang said a Lexus SUV and an AK-47
assault rifle were seized from Mr.
Sokheng'shomelater in the day but declined
to say more because the case had been
handed over to the municipal police "to
find the suspects.”

Municipal police chief Chuon Sovann
could not be reached for comment.

A guard at the entrance of the gated
community in Sen Sok district where Mr.
Sokheng lives, who spoke on condition of

anonymity out of fear for his safety, con-
firmed that the SUV had been seized and
added that he did not see police take anyone
into custody at the time.

"They only seized the car. | did not
see police arrest the owner," he said,
adding that he overheard police say that
about 30 shots had been fired at the
nightclub.

Neither police nor the Nationa
Police website provided information
about the motive for the shooting, or the
identity or condition of the victim.
