Press Club Notes

The April 9, 2015 PC began with a
video in which
some residents of
Lowell  shared
their thoughts on
the proposal to
erect aCambodian
community mon-
ument at Lowell
City Hall. Jack
Silva of Lowell
Health and Life-
style Center said
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it would be great
to have such a monument. Sako of
SMAA said that Angkor Wat would be a
great symbol for the community.
Sovanna, also of CMAA, said it was a
great project because most of the other
communitiesin Lowell already have sim-
ilar monuments. He added that the mon-
ument "should be something very pride-
ful for everyone in the community."
Someone at Amara Boutique said the
monument was "an excellent idea that
will help heal the community.”

State Representative Rady Mom
explained that the current effort to place a
Cambodian monument at City Hall start-
ed with a motion by Mayor Rodney
Elliott. Representative Mom, who was
appointed to the monument design selec-
tion committee by the mayor, said
"Lowell is our home, we have businesses
here; we go to school here; we live here"
and that a monument like this will "help
tie us in to the rest of the city." It will
show that the city of Lowell welcomes
the Cambodian community, past, present
and future. Representative Mom also
explained that the mayor's committee will
select three monument designs from all
submitted and then the entire community
will vote to select the final design.

Dr. Sengly Kong, who is the presi-
dent of the Cambodia Town organization,

was then asked to speak about another
monument that is being considered for
that neighborhood. He explained that a
triangle of land at the intersection of
Branch Street and Middlesex Street has
been donated for alocation of this monu-
ment. The design has aready been
selected: it is a four-faced Bayon
Monument that will be eight feet tall. It
is being carved in Cambodia right now
and will be shipped to Lowell when it is
complete. The funding for the statue has
been donated by the Cambodian Ministry
of Culture.

Adam Pril, the leader of the Cupples
Square Merchants Association, said he
"agreed to disagree" about the Cambodia
Town monument. He supports Cambodian
unity but asked whether all the
Cambodian people in Lowell supported
this monument. He also question
whether it was appropriate to use money
supplied by the current Cambodian gov-
ernment to build a monument in Lowell.

Sidney Liang, who is also a member
of the Mayor's Cambodian Monument
Committee, said there is alot of friction
in Lowell because of politics in
Cambodia today. He suggested it would
have been better for the Cambodian gov-
ernment to use the money to help the poor
people of Cambodia rather than to pay for
amonument in Lowell. Hethinksamon-
ument would be more valued by the peo-
ple of Lowell if they paid for it them-
selves. Whatever monument is installed
in Lowell, he wants it to be a unifying
symbol. He is glad that there will be a
Cambodian monument at City Hall. The
most recent ethnic monument, the one
erected by the Armenian community, cost
$65,000. He predicts the Cambodian
monument will cost at least that much.

Kevin Coughlin, the Deputy
Director of the city's Planning and
Development Office, said the government
of the city of Lowell sees the Cambodian
monument as an important symbol and a
unifying force. There are many peopleon
the selection committee including artists
and representatives of organizations in
the Lowell Cambodian community. He
also hopes that the creation of the
Cambodian monument will be part of a
bigger effort by city government to create
a "monument garden" on the grounds of
City Hall. Thiswill be a peaceful, natu-
ral place where people will be able to
relax and contemplate all of the monu-
ments in the middle of the busy city of
Lowell.
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MAY 19TH - WHY VOTING IS IMPORTANT

When you vote, you are making
your voice heard and registering your
opinion on how you think the government

should operate and which leaders should
represent you. Everytime we register to
vote and we vote, paliticians see data on
how many Asian Americans in the city
vote and we gain political influence and
power.

On Tuesday May 19th and
November 3rd this year, the Philadelphia
will be voting for our new Mayor, City
Council, Judges, City Commissioners (an
office that facilitates the election
process), and other local city government
positions. City elections are very impor-
tant because these local politicians affect
our day to day lives and the policiesin the
city. The 10 District City Council mem-
bers, for example, are the politicians that
have direct impact in our neighborhoods
when it comes to sanitation, trash collec-
tion, permits and licenses, community
issues, safety, distribution of funds, and
other issues. City Council members also
do not have term limitations and can run

as many times as they want.

There are enough Asian American
voters in the city to change the results of
en election. If Asian Americans voted and
helped our community to vote, we have
the power to influence politiciansto listen
to the issues and concerns of our commu-
nity and to enact legislation that will pro-
mote the well-being of all Philadelphia's
citizens, whether or not they speak
English.

Did you know? There are 2 elections
every year, the primary elections in April
or May and the general elections in the
beginning of November. Philadelphia has
a closed primary election process, which
means that if you are a registered
Democrat, you vote between the
Democratic candidates during the May
primary elections, and if you are regis-
tered as a Republican, you vote between
the Republican candidates in May. The
candidate with the highest amount of
votes from each party after May 19th will
battle it out on November 3rd elections.
On November 3rd, you can vote for either
candidate, no matter what party they are
in. This applies for every government
position.

If you do not speak English, you can
bring an interpreter or family member
with you to the polls. If you or someone
you know need help registering to vote,
checking on your registration status, find-
ing your voting location, need interpreta-
tion assistance on voting day, or have
other questions, visit
www.philadel phiavotes.com or please
contact:

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With Election Talks Over, Jailed Activists Freed

Ten imprisoned land-rights activists
celebrated at CNRP Vice President
KemSokha's villa in Phnom Penh on
Saturday afternoon after being released
from jail following the end of political
negotiations between the CPP and CNRP.

The activists, from Phnom Penh's
BoengKak community, were arrested and
swiftly given yearlong prison sentencesin
November following a protest during
which seven of the group blocked a road
with a bed.

Opposition leader Sam Rainsy has
repeatedly claimed that the arrests-along
with those of eight separate CNRP offi-
cias and monks-were intended to push
CNRP negotiators to back down in elec-
tion-reform talks.

The claims were publicly denied by
Prime Minister Hun Sen, who insisted
that he did not have the power to interfere
with the court system. However, the
release of the 10 activists on Saturday
came only two days after the parliament

finalized its tasks in passing the negotiat-
ed electoral reforms.

Emerging from Phnom Penh's Prey
Sar prison shortly after 3:30 p.m. on
Saturday, the housing rights activists-
TepVanny, NgetKhun, Song Sreyleap,
Kong Chantha, Pan Chunreth, Bop
Chorvy, NongSreng, HengPich, ImSrey
Touch and PuongSopheap-were embraced
by about 100 of their relatives, communi-
ty members and CNRP officials.

"The 10 of us are very happy to
regjoin our families, especialy our chil-
dren, communities and organizations,”
Ms. Vanny said Saturday. "We are inno-
cent people and we suffered an injustice
from the non-independent courts in
Cambodia, which arrested and put us in
prison for five months."

Speaking by telephone Sunday, Ms.
Vanny said the sequence of events since
the CPP and CNRP ended their eight
months of contentious negotiations on
electoral reform on Thursday made clear
that her arrest was political in nature.

"The Cambodian government is
weak and cheap, as [Mr. Hun Sen] has no
capability or power to compete with his

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After Nine Months, New National Election
Committee Forms Today

The new National Election
Committee (NEC), a key pillar of last
year’s political deal between the CPP and
the CNRP, will formally assume its duties
as the country’s election-organizing body
this morning after almost nine months of
negotiations and preparations.

Promised as part of the deal that
ended the CNRP's 10-month boycott of
the National Assembly over its com-
plaints that the 2013 election was rigged,
both parties have advertised the new insti-
tution as a solution to any future post-
election disputes.

The nine members of the new NEC,
selected by both parties, were approved
by parliament last week and were sworn
into their positions on Saturday ahead of a
ceremony this morning to transfer power
from the old NEC.

“Thisisagift from the leaders to the
nation,” said incoming NEC Chairman
Sik Bunhok, who helped draft the new
election laws as a CPP lawmaker. “We
will do whatever we can to use this gift as
the leaders want.”

Rong Chhun, a union leader who
was selected by the CNRP as one of the
new NEC's nine commissioners, said he
was glad the new NEC could form before
the holiday.

“This transfer of positions is fortu-
itous, as tomorrow is one day before
Khmer New Year and the old members
are going out and the new members are
coming in,” Mr. Chhun said.

“We hope there will be a leadership
transfer after the two elections in 2017
and 2018,” added Mr. Chhun, who must
now uphold political neutrality asan NEC
member.

While Aeon declined to provide an exact
figure for the number of shops, restaurants and
cafesthat have | eft the Japanese-operated retail
complex, interviews this month revealed that
at least seven have closed down—six of them
since the start of February.

The businesses include Fox Wine Bistro,
owned by the same group aslocal chain Brown
Coffee, and Miam Miam, a Singaporean
restaurant chain opened in partnership with

local restaurant group CBM Corporation. The
others are Singaporean chain Ya Kun Kaya
Toast, Japanese restaurant K ushiage Kushisho,
Japanese bun shop Pao Pao, loca clothing
retailer Espada, and Amadana, a Japanese store
that sold high-end electronic appliances.

And French bakery chain Eric Kayser
plans to shutter its restaurant on Aeon’s open-
air “Terrace Avenue” at the end of this month,
while keeping its smaller bakery outlet inside
the building.

Located on 100,000 sguare meters of
prime land off Sothearos Boulevard in
Chamkar Mon district, the four-story mall was
inaugurated in June in a ceremony presided
over by Prime Minister Hun Sen and Japanese
Foreign Minister Fumio Kishida. With 190
shops, a seven-screen movie theater, an ice
rink, a television studio and a food court, the
mall offered amenities that could not be found
at the city’s other retail centers and was heral d-
ed as a magor step in the expansion of
Cambodia's consumer-oriented economy.

“This area is the one that shows the
potential for other developments in
Cambodia,” Mr. Hun Sen said at the time.

But despite the 12 million people Aeon
claims have come through the mall's doors
since its opening, tenants interviewed this
month identified a range of issues contributing
to sales woes that ultimately proved too bur-
densome.

Chang Bunleang, managing partner of
Fox’s ownership group, said that despite the
large number of people flocking to the shop-
ping center each day, relatively few were
patronizing its restaurants, explaining that

Amid Slow Sales, Some Aeon Tenants Leave...

Aeon’s surroundings were to blame.

“There are many customers going [to the
mall], but what we have observed and we have
found out isthat not many people are spending
money on restaurants, particularly [on Terrace
Avenue], so we decided to pull out,” Mr.
Bunleang said by telephone.

“From what |, and our team, thought, if
you look at mallsin other cities and neighbor-
ing countries, they’re not just amall. There are
offices around, so there are people coming
after work to hang out,” he said. “Aeon Mall,
it's not connected to any offices, so most of the
people are actualy driving to the mall and
hanging out on top of the mall and not on the
avenue.”

Alex Matcheret, the
Cambodia’s Eric Kayser franchise, also said

owner of

that while certain areas of Aeon Mall enjoyed
heavy foot traffic, Terrace Avenue was notice-
ably emptier, attributing the problem to the
flow of patrons through the shopping center.

“You can see when the customers come
to Aeon they’re going directly inside the mall,
they’'re not passing by Terrace Avenue,” he
said. “Maybe they [Aeon] have to change
something to attract more people.”

Mr. Matcheret—who said he planned to
open another Eric Kayser restaurant in the
Vattanac Capital Tower in July—noted that the
construction of a multistory parking garage
adjacent to Terrace Avenue was proving trou-
blesome for restaurants located there.

“[Y]ou know now they decided to build
the parking and it's changing completely the
layout of Terrace Avenue, and the accessis not
easy for the customers,” he said.

Jean-Pierre Muselli, the owner of The
Origina Steakhouse on Terrace Avenue, said
in an email that his restaurant had felt the full
impact of the parking garage. Since construc-
tion began in December, he said, sales had
dropped significantly.

“Our business drop down by 40% since
the beginning of the works,” he wrote. “As the
customers cannot park next to our shop they
prefer to go to another place for lunch or din-
ner.... We come from a profitable business to
currently lose some money every month.”)

Issues with restaurant sales were not lim-
ited to Terrace Avenue, however, said Chy
Sila, genera manager of CBM Corp., whose
Miam Miam restaurant, which had been locat-

ed on the third floor of the mall, closed earlier
this month.

“Miam Miam has been closed aready
because we have noticed and seen that people
who visit the mall could not afford our prod-
ucts and | can say that we chose the wrong
location,” Mr. Sila said by telephone.

Mr. Sila said patrons of Miam Miam—
which bills itself as “The French Cafe with a
Japanese Twist!”—were expected to be able to
spend between $12 and $15, but that in reality,
most people who came to the mall could spend
just $10 or less.

Chut Mey Ing, a loca high school stu-
dent shopping at Aeon on Tuesday, said that in
her experience, most visitors preferred the
food options at the mall’s supermarket on the
ground floor.

“There are a lot of different types of
restaurants from different countries like Italy
and Japan in the mall, but | have noticed that
mostly people like to come ezt [at the super-
market] downstairs because it has food that
Cambodians like and the prices are reason-
able,” she said.

In an email this week, Ygima Makoto,
managing director of Aeon Mall Cambodia,
said that while the mall was disappointed that
tenants were leaving, closures are norma at
shopping centers.

“Of course it is...unfortunate for us and
tenants to close their stores,” Mr. Makoto
wrote. “But for the shopping mall operation, it
isour customer’s demands which supports our
business so it is normal for the rearrangement
for inviting new brands and tenants.”

Mr. Makoto did not respond to addition-
a requests for comment on tenants' complaints
about construction and location.

Luu Meng, president of the Cambodia
Hotel Association, said that future commercial
development in the country partly hinged on
Aeon’s success.

“It is a showcase Cambodia can use,”
said Mr. Meng, who is also ashareholder in the
Khmer World Food Court on the mall’s third
floor and director of the Thalias group, which
owns Khema, arestaurant on Terrace Avenue.

“If Aeon Mall doesn’'t work, we have a
lot of investment [that is] going...to wait, but
if this shopping mall gets better, | think alot of
new investment [is] on the way.”

for people to know about the many horrif-
ic events throughout history revolving

around genocide to discourage its occur-
rence and encourage its prevention.

On April 17th, the eve of the 40th
anniversary of the Khmer Rouge's capture
of Phnom Penh, there was a symposium
consisting of artists and poets at the
Whistler House. One after the other, they
told visitors

was SayonSoeung Who was recruited to
be a child soldier for the Khmer Rouge.
Despite having been taught to be devoid
of human feeling and to unquestioningly
follow orders as a child, Sayon was able
to gain a sufficient degree of humanity
later in life thanks to the help and care of
his adoptive family in America.

The "Pursuing Justice Through Art"
exhibition is multicultural and covers sev-
eral genocides among which are the

Holocaust, Trail of Tears and the Killing
Fields. Thisis awelcome sign that nowa-
days, genocides, including the one that
happened in Cambodia, have become
increasingly well known. In addition, this
also means that there are people from out-
side the Cambodian American communi-
ty who are interested in preserving the
history and legacy of the former refugees
who came to start new lives in Lowell.
Yet sadly, it is fact that many survivors of
the Killing Fields are generaly silent
about their painful experiences and con-
scioudly refuse to impart their memories
onto the current generation. Since they
are emotionally unable to speak of the
many unimaginable horrors they went
through in their homeland, perhaps it is
for the better that these artists tell their
story though visual, rather than verbal,
means. Hopefully, the survivors of
Cambodia's Killing Fields, as well as
those of more recent genocides such as
those in Bosnia, Rwanda and Sudan, will
be able to harmonize with the generation
of today knowing that there is still a
future that can be crafted to be just and
safe for al.

competitor in alegitimate way, so he uses
the cheapest tricks to hurt innocent peo-
ple," Ms. Vanny said. "We have been used
as a political tool and put behind bars
unjustly.”

Yet Ms. Vanny said that she hoped
the CNRP did not back down to any elec-
toral reform demands from the CPPin the
hopes of letting her and the other activists
out of jail.

"If the [new] National Election
Committee that is being created is neutral
and independent and not corrupt, our
imprisonment was worthwhile and we are
happy," she said.

Song Sreyleap, another freed
activist, said there was no doubt in her
mind about the political nature of her
arrest.

"We were political hostages for the
negotiations over the NEC. After the NEC
was created, we are released,” she said.

Independent political analyst Sok
Touch said the 10 activists committed a
minor legal infraction at a time when
election reform talks were deadlocked,
and had thus been treated severely as a
way to show the CNRP that it had no
leverage to keep making demands.

Jailed Activists...

"When there are politicians trying to
grab power from anywhere that they can,
and the other side confronts them by
using the court system, if any activists
that break the law, [the government] will
implement the law to show that they have
the capability to confront their competi-
tor," he said.

CPP spokesman ChhimPhalVirun
said Mr. Hun Sen had requested the par-
don for the 10 activists, but said that the
request had not come from political deal-
ing, but from the fact that the women had
behaved well in prison.

"Therefore, the court can ask the
Ministry of Justiceto look into it, and [the
ministry] then reports to the prime minis-
ter so that he can use his right to ask the
king to give a pardon to those who the
court sees has improved," he said.

"There is no political deal between
Hun Sen and Sam Rainsy concerning the
release of the prisoners, because the
release of the prisonersisthe power of the
courts."

A separate bail hearing for the five
imprisoned CNRP officials and three
opposition-aligned monks is scheduled
for today. ChuongChoungy, the CNRP's
lawyer in the case, said on Friday that the
hearing would lead to the eight being
released.
