Drop After Peak Year

Cambodia's sugar shipments to
Europe fell by 41 percent last year,
according to trade data from the European
Union (E.U.), asignificant drop for one of
the country's most controversial exports.

Dubbed " blood sugar™ by the fami-
lies that have lost their homes and farms
to sugarcane plantations across the coun-
try, Cambodia in 2014 shipped 38,000
metric tons of the commaodity to the E.U.-
its main market-worth $17.4 million.

Last year's total is alittle over half as
much sugar as Cambodia exported to the
E.U. in 2013, but still the second most of
any year since 2009, when Europe grant-
ed duty-free access to Cambodian goods
under its Everything But Arms trade
scheme for least developed countries.

Italy and Bulgaria bought up most of
last year's sugar exports. The rest went to
the Czech Republic, Greece, Spain and
Belgium.

Though sugar makes up a small frac-
tion of what Cambodia exports to the
E.U., it has arguably been the country's
most controversial commodity.

According to rights groups,
Cambodia's sugar plantations- including a
few owned by CPP Senator Ly Yong
Phat-have stolen farmland off thousands
of villagers and thrown hundreds of them
out of their homes, driving them into
poverty and debt. Their "clean sugar
campaign" urges companies and cus-
tomers abroad not to buy from Cambodia.

Though the E.U. has rebuffed calls to
end its trade benefits for the country's
sugar, Equitable Cambodia director Eang
Vuthy, whose NGO has been helping
families evicted by plantations, believes
the drop in 2014 exports is thanks to the
campaign.

"It's because the sugar issue in
Cambodia iswell known, and buyers

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Foreign Minister Says Land
In Dispute Vietham's

Foreign Affairs Minister Hor
Namhong has come under fire from an
opposition lawmaker and villagers in
Thong Khmum province after sending a
letter to National Assembly President
Heng Samrin this week asserting that a
piece of land being farmed by
Cambodians actually belongs to Vietnam.

Mr. Namhong wrote the letter in
response to a request from CNRP law-
makersfor theforeign minister'sinterven-
tion following reports from farmers in
Memot district's Choam commune that
three Viethamese soldiers were among six
Vietnamese nationals who Kkilled their
crops with chemicals on April 19.

While the farmers claim to have been
cultivating the land for decades, Mr.
Namhong said their crops had crossed
over aborder marker that was modified as
part of a 2011 memorandum of under-
standing (MoU) between Cambodia and
Vietnam.

"Recently, in 2015, our citizens

grew crops on 16.6 hectares of land on
Vietnamese soil that caused Vietnam to
react by spraying chemicals on our
farmers crops," Mr. Namhong wrote in
the letter, dated Monday.

Mr. Namhong's assessment was on
Wednesday refuted by opposition CNRP
lawmaker Mao Monyvann, who said he
visited the area recently, and would con-
sider calling the foreign minister for ques-
tioning at the National Assembly.

"| think that Hor Namhong'sinter-
pretation is just based on the maps
made in 1982 or 1983 that were nulli-
fied by the Paris Peace Agreement [in
1991], as [the maps] were made while
the Vietnamese controlled our coun-
try,” Mr. Monyvann said.

Ky Tet, who claims he has been farm-
ing in the areasince 1982, said that he and
about 100 other villagers witnessed the
six Viethamese destroying their crops and
managed to detain the three soldiers.

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L ooted Satue Officially
Returned to Cambodia

Nearly five decades after a centuries-
old statue of the Hindu monkey god

After leaving Thailand, the statue
made its way to New York, wherein 1982
the museum bought it.

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Hanuman was looted from a temple in
Cambodia, the Cleveland Museum of Art
officially handed it over to the govern-
ment Tuesday during a ceremony at the
Council of Ministers building.

Once part of a depiction of an epic
battle between two other monkey deities,
the statue was carved in the 10th century
and housed at Preah Vihear province's
Prasat Chen temple, which was built as
part of the one-time Khmer Empire capi-
tal of Koh Ker.

It is believed that thieves severed the
sandstone statue from its base some time
in the 1960s.

Evidence uncovered late last year by
the Cleveland Museum showed that the
statue's head and body were offered for
sale in Bangkok in 1968 and 1972,
respectively, according to a statement
posted to the museum's website on
Monday.

This new information suggested that
the statue was illegally taken out of
Cambodia in the late 1960s, Cleveland
Museum director William Griswold said
Tuesday in an interview at the National
Museum in Phnom Penh.

"We had established the piece had
appeared for the first time on the art mar-
ket in Asia during the early years of civil
unrest in Cambodia,” he said.

Sonya Rhie Quintanilla, the Cleveland
Museum's curator of Indian and Southeast
Asian art, who joined Mr. Griswold at the
National Museum, said she began an
investigation into the statue's provenance
in 2013 after seeing reports that its
pedestal had been found at Prasat Chen.

Then, in January 2014, she traveled to
the temple with amold of the Hanuman to
see if the base had indeed been found.

"So | checked...and was able to deter-
mine nothing that had been excavated at
that time could actually be shown to have
been part of the Cleveland Hanuman,"
she said.

Five months | ater, a government exca-
vation began at the temple and additiona
pedestals were found, including the
Hanuman's true base, said Kong Vireak,
the director of the National Museum.

"We needed hard evidence to be sure
it was looted and, with Hanuman, the
base matched the statue," he said.

Mr. Griswold said that when he visit-
ed Cambodia in February he was
informed of the match and discussions
immediately began for the statue's return.

Starting Wednesday, the National
Museum will exhibit the Hanuman along
with another statue it was originaly dis-
played with at the temple.

"1 asked the court-the investigating
judge, Keo Mony-that before summon-
ing me, the court has to implement
Article80," Ms. Sochuasaid, referring to
the article of the Constitution that affords
lawmakers immunity and provides condi-
tions on which it can be revoked.

"The court [judge] told me that he
had the right not to answer my ques-
tion," Ms. Sochua said. " There were 10
questions, or about 11 or 12 questions,
concerning July 15, 2014, at Freedom
Park."

" Due to the court failing to imple-
ment Article 80 on the procedure for
summoning a lawmaker, | therefore
had the right not to answer the ques-
tions asked by the court,” she said.

Asked what she thought would hap-

pen next with the case against her and the
other lawmakers, Ms. Sochua said only
that she requested to have it dropped.

"1 do not know, but | had two
requests to the court today.... [First,]
the court must implement constitutional
laws," she said.

According to Article 80 of the
Constitution, a lawmaker can only have
their immunity stripped by a two-thirds
majority vote of the National Assembly.

supreme national interests. To that effect
it might have to tone down its rhetoric
because there are more advantages than
the risks. Through the culture of dialogue
political prisoners are freed. Some land
concession contracts are revoked. Some
corrupt government officials are pun-
ished. The national assembly proceeds
more smoothly. More government senior
officials are summoned to the assembly to
answer questions put by the opposition
Members of the Assembly. The newly
elected parliamentarians have better
chance in addressing concerns of the pro-
testers who rights have been abused. This
used to be the work of some powerful for-
eignersto handle it.

The Cambodian People's Party
seems to know that it needs two years or
more to regroup after the National
Election Committee, which used to be
under its control, was dismantled. With
the old NEC, the CPP could manipulate
everything including its dirty tricks to
cheat, evil intention to divide its oppo-
nents and vote stealing.

On top of that the CPP might be
thinking about how to hinder the transi-
tion of power when it loses the National
Election in the future. The CNRP has alot
of things to do to make sure the CPP will
recognize the election results. It will also

For the Royal Oxen, It's Back to Beans and Corn...

"The royal oxen ate beans and
corn,” Kong Kan, the Royal Palace's
chief Brahmin priest and astrologer,
announced to the 1,000-strong crowd
viaapublic addresssystem. " Thisyear,
those crops will yield."

A quick glance over the oxen's prefer-
ences over the past five years, however,
might make farmers reconsider swapping
crops on the back of such predictions. In
2014, the oxen chose corn and beans,
later nibbling at the rice. The year before
that, they ate corn and grass. And 2012,
2011 and 2010 were al corn and bean
years.

But with the rice-planting season
underway in some provinces and the rains
soon to fall, attention turned Wednesday
to the country's main staple, with a num-
ber of farmers worried about the future
foretold by the oxen.

" Do not be concerned that the oxen
did not eat rice," Mr. Kan said later by
phone, encouraging farmers to look at
the positives. " The oxen ate almost all
the corn and beans, so those crops will
have great yields."

But for Im Sakhoeun, a 59-year-old
farmer in Battambang's Ratanak Mondol
district, corn and bean yields mean noth-
ing. On her five hectares of land, she
grows rice.

"I am worried that this year's rice
paddy will be no good because there is
not enough water," she said, going on to

compare this year's weather patterns to
those in 2014.

"Last year, rice paddy grew well
because the rain came at the beginning
and in the middle of the year. But this
year, the rain has not started,” she said.
"Also, [this year] the oxen did not eat
rice."

Ms. Sakhoeun said she believed the
astrologer's readings of the oxen's tastes
were spot-on. "I believe the predictions
because it is Khmer tradition. When they
make predictions based on what the oxen
eat, we can see that what they say is what
happens,” she said.

Soeung Siem, 39, a farmer in
Kompong Speu province's Samraong
Tong district, was more practical.

"The important things that rice crops
depend on are weather and enough rain,”
he said, adding that he had about five per-
cent confidence in the Roya Plowing
Ceremony's predictions.

Hean Vanhan, a deputy department
director at the Ministry of Agriculture,
was also pragmatic.
