The enigmatic deal between CNRP
President Sam Rainsy and Cambodian
Prime Minister Hun

Sen on July 22nd, 2014 to end the
political deadlock following the July
2013 national election

has been perceived by most
Cambodians as a betrayal to the voters
who were so certain that Hun

Sen had logt that dection. It isgenerdly
held that the recent so-called “culture of
dialogue” is

largely viewed more as a political
plot than a fundamental reform for
Cambodia...

The disenchantment among the
Cambodian people was motivated by the
CNRP top leaders who

promised them justice and pledged
to honor their will, but failed miserably to
deliver. The voters

accused them of violating the princi-
ples of democracy and neglecting the
existential issues, such

as economic land concessions, land
disputes, corrupt justice system, and the
threat of Vietnam’'s

expansionism. First and foremost,
the people’'s concerns need to be fully
understood and dealt

with in a serious and transparent
manner.

People’s main concerns:

* Paliticians have violated the principles
of democracy. Politicians broke their
promises to

uphold the people’'s will and did not
ask the people to weigh in on major and
significant

political deals between parties.

* Elected officials have been known
for their irresponsibility and non-respon-
siveness to the

current growing issues, such asinfla-

» Cambodia most likely will become
another Laos where Vietnamese nationals
have

become the leaders controlling every
level of the Lao government.

e The Cambodian government’s
incompetency in dealing with Vietnam's
expansionist

policies that run counter to the inter-
est and well-being of Cambodia and the
Cambodian

people, such as the unchecked influx
of illegal Vietnamese immigrants granted
with

illegal voting rights.

» The National Election Committee
(NEC) is not independent and the elec-
toral process

would never be transparent as it is
still controlled by the Cambodian govern-
ment.

Without any doubt, the disenchant-
ment among the Cambodian voters and

activists is due to the

lack of strong CNRP leadership and
the CNRP leaders’ failure to live up to
their commitment to

the people. ...

However, dl isnot lost and there is
still hope. On the flip side, by comparison
to other political

parties, the CNRP has the most com-
passionate and intellectual human resources
with alot of

supporters putting in considerable
volunteering time in hope of seeing rea
change. This attribute

alone cannot be dismissed and over-
looked. It's a matter of rebuilding trust as
follow:

1. Reforming and strengthening the
party structures....

controversial deal that could bring
dozens-or hundreds-more in their wake.

Three Iranians and a Rohingya man
from Burma landed at Phnom Penh
International Airport on the morning's
sole Malaysia Airlines flight and were
escorted into a waiting van with drawn
curtains that whisked them to their new
home in the city's southern ChbarAmpov
district.

The spacious, gated villawas arranged
for them by the International Organization
for Migration (IOM), which is helping
with the resettlements.

"The group [was] transferred to tem-
porary accommodation in Phnom?Penh,
where IOM will begin to provide essential
support, including language training, cultural
and social orientation, education services,
health services and employment services,"
the organization said in a statement.

Only weeks ago, the four were among
hundreds of refugees Australiais holding
in camps on the South Pacific island of
Nauru, having caught them trying to
reach its shores.

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We Want Your Business, UN
Tells Local Firms

The $1.6-billion Untac mission of the
early 1990s injected a huge amount of
money into Cambodias economy. Now,
the U.N. wants to pump millions more
into the country-this time by buying up
the offerings of local businesses.

At a seminar at the Commerce
Ministry on Thursday, U.N. representa-
tives briefed some 30 Cambodian busi-
ness owners on how they could potential-
ly make millions of dollars by selling
their products or services to U.N. agen-
cies in Cambodia and around the world.

"The overall size of the United
Nations' market is between $16 hillion
and $17 hillion worldwide every year,"
said Dmitri Dovgopoly, director of the
U.N.'s procurement division.

Despite the potential for huge profits
through selling to the U.N., Mr.
Dovgopoly said that in 2013, Cambodian
businesses sold just $24.6 million worth
of goods and services to the U.N. That
same year, Afghanistan-which has a gross
domestic product that is 25 percent larger
than Cambodia's, according to the World
Bank-made $700.9 million from U.N.
contracts.

"We do very little business in
Cambodia because of a lack of knowl-
edge among local business communities
about the business opportunities that we
can offer,” Mr. Dovgopoly said.

According to the U.N.'s 2013 procure-
ment report, Cambodia sells dozens of
different products to the U.N., ranging
from medical equipment and motorbikes
to office supplies and uniforms. It also
offers a number of services, including
real-estate agents and commercia print-
ing.

Mr. Dovgopoly added that while there
were only about 100 Cambodian compa-
nies selling to the U.N., he believed local
firms had much to offer it, not only by
providing products but servicesaswell. "l
think Cambodiahasalot of potentid,”" hesaid.

One of the attendees of Thursday's
seminar, Nuon Ratana, a board member
of RDL Logistics, said his company had
never done business with the U.N. simply
because it did not know how.

"We don't have brokers who let us
present our products to the U.N. and |

think this is the first time that this big
organization has offered us the opportuni-
ty to understand how to do business with
it," Mr. Ratana said.

Mao Thora, a secretary of state at the
Commerce Ministry who helped organize
the seminar, said the biggest challenge for
Cambodian firms would be winning the
U.N. bids.

"For example, there are good compa-
nies that are not corrupt, but they cannot
win bids due to various factors, such as
the quantity of demand, or because the
timeframe is beyond the ability of the
supplier,” he said.

Speaking after the seminar, Mr.
Dovgopoly said that one of the most
important aspects of doing business with
the U.N. isabiding by its Global Compact
Initiative, which requires businesses to
refrain from engaging in corruption, dis-
crimination and labor abuses. Companies
found violating the compact, he said,
could be sanctioned for years, even black-
listed.

"Each and every vendor must self-cer-
tify that they are not corrupt,” he said,
adding that companies are also screened
against various databases.

"Of course, it doesn't give you a 100
percent guarantee, but we catch most," he
said.

Marta Escorihuela, a procurement
officer for the U.N.-backed Khmer Rouge
tribunal, which spends between $1 mil-
lion to $1.5 million on Cambodian goods
and services each year, admitted that cor-
ruption among local companies is an
issue.

"That's the reason why our soliciting
process in Cambodia may take a bit
longer," she said.

Preap Kol, director of Transparency
International Cambodia, said in email that
getting companies to follow the U.N.'s
rules would encourage businesses to
stamp out corruption, but said such an
arrangement would be hard for the U.N.
to enforce.

"For many businesses in Cambodia,
corruption and tea money are inescapable
realities, and it is hard to see how this can
all be monitored and penalized," he said.

CheaSim, Long-Serving CPP ...

Onceonedf themost powerful politicians
in Cambodia, CheaSim has largely stayed
out of public lifein recent years.

CheaSim was born in November
1932 in SvayRieng province, where he
studied at a Buddhist temple and was
eventually recruited into the Khmer
People’'s Revolutionary Party in 1959,
according to the Historical Dictionary of
Cambodia.

A military commander under the
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Khmer Rouge, CheaSim fled to Vietnam
in 1978 and was among the founding
members of the United Front for the
National Salvation of Kampuches, the
Vietnam-backed group that toppled Pol
Pot in 1979.

CheaSim was first elected as the
president of a reformed CPP in 1991. In
April, Mr. Hun Sen announced that he
would replace CheaSim as the party’s
president when he died.

refusing to take in the refugees and
in September convinced Cambodia to
resettle an unspecified number of them
instead-in return for an aid package
worth AU$40-million (US$31.2-mil-
lion).

But convincing the refugees on
Nauru to come to Cambodia has been
tough, even after the Austrdian government
distributed a "fact" sheet to refugees
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that was full of outright lies about the
state of crime, healthcare and politicsin
the country.

Now that the four have arrived,
Australia hopes their example will con-
vince more to follow them.

From the start, the plan has drawn
strident rebuke from opposition law-
makers and rights advocates in both
countrieswho accuse Australiaof shirking
its international obligations by shunting
the refugees off to one of the poorest and
most corrupt countries in the world.

They are worried, too, that Cambodia
will not be able to take care of the
refugees from Nauru after a year, when
Audtralia stops covering their basic living
expenses.

Cambodia has a shoddy record to
date. It is insisting on finding a third
country for 13 Montagnard refugees from
Vietnam it took in recently, and deported
dozens more who followed without |etting
them apply for asylum. It did the same
to 20 Uighursin 2009, forcibly deporting
them back to China.

"Audraiaisthrowing tens of millions
of dollars at Cambodia to take these

refugees, despite Cambodias recent
record of gjecting asylum seekers from
Vietnam and its threat to throw out even
more if some other country doesn't
agree to resettle them," Phil Robertson,
deputy director of Human Rights
Watch's Asia division, said in a state-
ment Thursday.

"Cambodia clearly has no will or
capacity to integrate refugees perma-
nently into Cambodian society,” he said.
"These four refugees are essentially
human guinea pigs in an Australian
experiment that ignores...the fact that
Cambodia has not integrated other
refugees and has aready sent
Montagnards and Uighur asylum seekers
back into harm's way in Vietnam and
China."

But Australia has pulled out all the
stops to try to make a good impression
with the four refugees who arrived
Thursday.

According to refugee advocacy
groups, the four were promised thou-
sand of dollars each for agreeing to
move to Cambodia. Australia has also
promised to set them up with bank
accounts, provide them with case man-
agers, get them job training and help
them find stable employment.

"They will be encouraged and sup-
ported to integrate into the Cambodian
community and become self-reliant as
quickly as possible," the IOM said.

But for the time being, the IOM has
made every effort to keep them hidden,
and away from the press-at the refugees
own request, according to the IOM.

The deal Australia struck with
Cambodia in September promises to let
them apply for Cambodian citizenship if
they wish. The vast majority of refugees
who do resettle in Cambodia, however,
either find a third country or simply run
away, said Denise Coghlan, director of
the Jesuit Refugee Service in the coun-
try.

"It will be interesting to see how
many of these refugees [from Nauru]
plan to stay; I'll be very curious to see
that," she said.

Of the roughly 60 refugees already
in Cambodia, none is from Iran. The
dozen or so Rohingya from Burma are
looking for athird country.
