The Fourth of July, also known as
Independence Day, is a federal holiday
that is celebrated with family cookouts,
band concerts and fireworks. The holiday

celebrates the publication of the Declaration
of Independence on July 4, 1776 whichis
considered the hirthday of the United States
of America.

The first English settlers arrived in
North Americain 1607. Many followed.
By 1750 there were 13 English colonies
along the Atlantic coast. They were New
Hampshire, Massachusetts, Rhode Island,

Connecticut, New York, New Jersey,
Pennsylvania, Delaware, Maryland,
Virginia, North Carolina, South Carolina
and Georgia.

During the 1760s, people in the
colonies began to protest taxes they had
to pay to the English government. By
1775, the English government had moved
a large number of troops to Boston to
force the payment of taxes. Both sides
were very angry and on April 19, 1775, a
detachment of British soldiers fought a
battle against a group of Massachusetts
farmers at the town of Lexington (which
is only afew miles from Lowell). Many
on both sides were killed.

After the battle at Lexington, the
colonists began forming an army of their
own and sent representatives from each
colony to a meeting in Philadelphia to
form agovernment. This gathering, known
as the Continental Congress, agreed that
the 13 colonies would fight for their inde-
pendence from England. The members of
Congress decided to write and then pub-
lish their reasons for doing this. The doc-
ument that resulted was called the
Declaration of Independence. It was
signed in Philadelphia on July 2, 1776
and released to the public two days later,
on July 4.

By July 1776, the coloniesand England
were engaged in awar that would continue
until 1783 when the English signed a
peace treaty that granted the colonies their
independence.

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Vietnam Agrees to Halt Projects
In Border Areas

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs
issued a statement Friday laying out
Hanoi’s responses to three diplomatic
missives sent by Phnom Penh in recent
weeks regarding aleged border incur-
sions, with Vietnam appearing to cede to
a series of demands.

The statement comes &fter a three-
day meeting this week of the Joint Border
Committee, co-chaired by VarKimhong,
Cambodia’s minister in charge of border
affairs, and Ho Xuan Son, Vietnam’'s
deputy foreign minister.Following each
day of the talks, which wrapped up with a
signing ceremony Thursday, the delega-

tions offered no details on what was dis-
cussed.

The Foreign Affairs Ministry state-
ment, however, gives Vietham's response
to three separate complaints from
Cambodia regarding border violations in
the provinces of Ratanakkiri, Kandal and
SvayRieng.

Responding to Cambodia's com-
plaint about eight large ponds dug near
Viethamese plantations on the border of
Ratanakkiri, Viethnam agreed to fill in
three of the ponds and send ajoint techni-
cal working group to inspect the other
five, according to the statement.

Regarding the construction of a mil-
itary post near the border in Kandal, Mr.
Son, the deputy Vietnamese foreign min-
ister, said building had already been halt-
ed, according to the statement. Vietnam
has also agreed to stop road construction

near the border in SvayRieng province, it
said.

Ro Phalrith, chief of administration
in SvayRieng, said provincial governor
Chieng Am sent a letter on Friday morn-
ing to the governor of Vietnam’s neigh-
boring Long An province regarding road
building near the border.

“Yesterday, they [Vietnam] were still
clearing for the road,” which was well
within Cam-bodian territory near border
post 203, Mr. Phalrith said. “But this
morning they stopped clearing for the
road.”

Deputy Ratanakkiri governor Ly Vin
said he was aware of the diplomatic

agreements but “has not received advice
from the government” on how to proceed.

“The current situation is that
Vietnam has no activities,” in the area
where the ponds were dug, he said.

Kandal governor Mao Phirun could
not be reached for comment.

Um Sam An, aCNRPlawmaker who
has helped lead an opposition campaign
to spotlight areas in which Vietnam is
violating its border with Cambodia, said
he welcomed the commitments
announced on Friday.

“We will monitor to see whether
Vietnam follows their promise,” Mr. Sam
Ansaid. “We will givethem two weeks or
a month, if they don’t, the best choice is
to file a complaint with the ICJ
[International Court of Justice].”
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Dr. Ngor's Killing Fields

On February 28, 1996, HaingNgor, a
Khmer Rouge survivor who found fame
in his Oscar-winning role in "The Killing
Fields," was gunned down behind his
house in Los Angeles. Two years later,
three members of the "Oriental Lazy
Boyz" gang were found guilty of killing
the doctor-turned-actor during a botched
robbery.

But flicking through the morning's
newspapers at his Los Angeles home in
January 2010, filmmaker Arthur Dong
came across an article about the Khmer
Rouge tribunal in which former S-21
security center chief KaingGuekEav, better
known as Duch, offered a different expla-
nation for the doctor's death.

"HaingNgor was killed because he
appeared in the film "The Killing Fields,'
and they wished to kill me and my wifein
order to shut us up," Duch told the court
in November 2009.

Captivated by Duch's claim, Mr.
Dong delved into HaingNgor's autobiog-
raphy "Survival in the Killing Fields,"
which had been collecting dust on a shelf
at his house. Hooked, he decided to make
a documentary.

"I remember the murder of course,
and what [Duch] said completely refuted
the conviction and I'm not far from Long
Beach, which is 'Cambodia Town," and
there had been rumblings in the commu-
nity, but they had never spoken publicly
about it and | was totally intrigued by the
circumstances," Mr. Dong said in an
interview earlier this month.

The filmmaker initially planned to
make a straightforward documentary
about HaingNgor's life-his time as doctor
in the 1960s, surviving the Pol Pot
regime, finding fame in "The Killing
Fields' and ensuing activism. But upon
finishing "Survival in the Killing Fields,"
he decided to also address the political
factors that led to the Khmer Rouge's rise
to power.

"I think I'm typical of most
Americans...in that what we mainly
know about what happened during the
war we learn about from 'The Killing
Fields. And that told a particular story
and a particular point of view and it wasa

dramatized story,” Mr. Dong said.

"What it didn't go into, which Dr.
Ngor went into in his book, isall the com-
plex global politics and maneuvering and
the powers that play," he said, including
U.S. incursions into Cambodia during the
Second Indochina War and then-Prince
Norodom Sihanouk's call for the peas
antry to join the communist forces.

After receiving the go-ahead from
HaingNgor's family, Mr. Dong boarded a
flight to Phnom Penh and began trawling
Bophana Center's archives for footage of
his subject. Sophia Ngor, who was raised
by her uncle in the U.S. after they fled
Cambodia and spent two years in a Thai
refugee camp, also granted him access to
atrove of VHSfootage, journals and | etters
accumulated by her uncle, along with per-
sonal belongings including his glasses
and sewing kit.

"After my uncle was murdered, we
packed up the apartment and put every-
thing in the storage, al of his stuff, and
we shipped it to New York and...| labeled
everything and hoped that one day there
would be a documentary,” Ms. Ngor said
from New York.

Mr. Dong finished "The Killing
Fields of Haing S. Ngor" in April. The
feature-length documentary entwines
archival footage, animation and inter-
views the filmmaker conducted with family,
friends and former colleagues.

The film is mostly narrated by
HaingNgor's nephew Wayne Ngor, a New
York City police officer.

"He's not an actor, so it was a very
interesting reading. | spent an afternoon
with him in the recording studio in New
York and | really wasn't convinced until
the very last minute that that was the
direction | would go with," Mr. Dong
said.

"But emotionally, there is an impact
there that can't be replaced, the emotional
connection that you know this voice
belongsto Dr. Ngor's nephew and no mat-
ter how elogquent or dramatic an actor can
read the narration, you would never have
that connection. After a while, Dr. Ngor
and Wayne's narration just kind of
melds."

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Spite Judge's Efforts, Politics Rule at Tribunal

Mark Harmon, the Khmer Rouge tri-
bunal's fourth international co-investigating
judge, announced his resignation this week
having accomplished something his predeces-
sors did not-the issuance of arrest warrantsin
government-opposed cases 003 and 004.

Recently released documents show that
Judge Harmon's arrest orders, however, have
gone ignored by police, making concrete what
has long been speculated: The Cambodian
government is unwilling to cooperate with the
U.N. in prosecuting suspects beyond those
currently being tried.

But while the outgoing judge succeeded
in quietly pursuing investigations without the
cooperation of his Cambodian counterpart
since arriving at the court in July 2012, the
U.N. has continued to remain silent about
government inaction, and Judge Harmon cited
persona reasons when he announced his res-
ignation on Tuesday.

According to court monitors, Judge
Harmon's legacy will be that of an effective
operator who skirted controversy and, despite
failing to secure the arrests of suspects
beyond the ongoing Case 002, made advances

in the face of political interference.

"I think Judge Harmon will be remem-
bered as an investigating judge that, unlike his
predecessors, was able to move the investiga-
tion in cases 003 and 004 forward severa
steps," Heather Ryan, a tribunal monitor for
the Open Society Justice Initiative, said in an
email.

Unlike his immediate predecessor
Laurent Kasper-Ansermet, Judge Harmon
maintained a "professional respect” with
National Co-Investigating Judge You
Bunleng as he investigated suspects including
former Khmer Rouge navy chief MeasMuth,
district chief ImChaem and Ta An, a deputy
secretary in the Central Zone, according to
Ms. Ryan.

"While this has allowed him to make
progress in the investigation, it has not
changed the basic fact of refusa of the
Cambodian side of the court to cooperate in
the investigation, nor has it had any apparent
impact on the objection of the Cambodian
government to allowing cases 003 and 004 to
move to a legal conclusion should the evi-
dence support an indictment and trial of one
or more of the accused," she said.

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Border Meeting Ends With
Champagne, No Details

At the end of the third and final day
of the meetings of the Joint Border
Committee in Phnom Penh on Thursday,
the Cambodian and Vietnamese del egations

clinked champagne glasses during a public
signing ceremony and departed, offering
no details about their negotiations.

Continuing his almost complete
silence about the talks, VarKimhong, the
CPP government minister in charge of
border affairs, shuffled through a crush of
reporters and into an elevator after the
meeting &t the Council of Ministers building.

"It'sin astatement. | issued a statement
already, so pleaselook at that," Mr. Kimhong
told reporters following the meeting,
which lasted more than eight hours. "We
discussed everything."

Speaking in English, Viethamese
Deputy Foreign Minister Ho Xuan Son,
the head of Vietnam's delegation in the
talks, declined to be interviewed, telling
reporters. "l have to go to the airport.”

KuyPisey, the Cambodian deputy
chief of the border committee, ssid Monday
that the meetingswould deal with unfinished
border demarcation as well as a number
of incidents that have recently broken out
along the border as the opposition CNRP
has led trips to examine border posts.

However, the brief statement handed
out after Thursday's final meeting
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revealed no specifics about the results.

"Themeeting proceeded in atight-knit
atmosphere...with a mutual respect for
theindependence, sovereignty, and territorial
integrity of each country," the statement
said.

"1. Both parties recognize that border
work and the demarcation of land between
each country has complications, even if
both countries have aready demarcated
about 83 percent. Both parties agreed to
make an effort to quickly end the border
issue in the near future,” it said.

"2. Both parties agreed to thoroughly
work according to the spirit of the joint
declaration of January 17, 1995, on taking
care of the current Situation aong the border,"
it continued.

"3. Both parties agreed the technical
working groups on the border, as well as
relevant provincia authorities in each
country, will cooperate to effectively
resolve every incident that occurs along
the border to prevent and avoid them
spreading, which can impact the two
countries good relations.”

Opposition leader Sam Rainsy said
by telephone after the meeting that the
officia statement made it clear that the
two sides had failed to resolve the recent
border issues.

"Their statement shows there are
problems, problems which have not been
solved. The way it is written shows they
could not come to an agreement,” Mr.
Rainsy said.

Yet Mr. Rainsy said he hoped that
was a sign Mr. Kimhong and the other
Cambodian negotiators had refused to
bow down to demands from the
Vietnamese side.

"The CNRP stands behind the gov-
ernment, as long as the government
adopts the right attitude of firmness," he
said.

"We want to encourage them to
remain firm and become firmer, and we
will combine our efforts with the govern-
ment's for the purpose of defending
Cambodia’s territorial integrity."
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Spite Judge's Efforts, Politics Rule at Tribunal

PrimeMinister Hun Sen's public opposition
to cases 003 and 004 was reiterated in February
when he stated that an expansion of the tri-
bunal's scope beyond Case 002-against
"Brother Number Two" NuonChea and Khmer
Rouge head of state KhieuSamphan- would
force people to "flee back into the forest." In
2009, the prime minister predicted that the
cases could plunge Cambodia into a civil war
that could kill "200,000 to 300,000 people.”

Ms. Ryan said the U.N.'srefusal to publicly
address this political interference gives off the
impression it is being "hoodwinked" by the
Cambodian government.

"Given the ongoing actions of the Cambodian
side of the court and the Cambodian government
with respect to cases 003 and 004, it is hard to
see how the U.N. or the donors could believe
that the Cambodians would change their minds
at some point and start cooperating with the
advancement of the cases," Ms. Ryan said.

"If the plan of the U.N. is to be satisfied
with an investigation and not worry if the
Cambodians are able to prevent a trial of any
accused that may be indicted, they should start
planning for that now and should be honest
with the Cambodian people about what they
are doing,”" she added.

Anne Heindel, co-author of the book
"Hybrid Justice: The Extraordinary Chambers
in the Courts of Cambodia," said government
interference was foreseen from the outset of
the tribunal, which led to rules alowing inter-
national investigating judges to proceed with-
out the agreement of their national colleagues.

This has led to political interference
becoming an accepted redlity of life at the
court, according to Ms. Heindel, who isalso a
legal adviser to the Documentation Center of
Cambodia.

"Legally, this has allowed cases 003/004
to be investigated solely by internationals for
years in the face of Cambodian resistance,”
Ms. Heindel said in an email. "But practically
speaking, those rules can't prevent effective
Cambodian obstruction, as can be seen with
the failure of the judicial police to enforce the
arrest warrants.”

"The rules have also entrenched political
interference as an accepted feature of the court,

some instances arguably complicit in-
Cambodian obstruction," she added.

Ms. Heindel caled Judge Harmon an
"ideal U.N. appointee” as he was able to push
ahead with controversia investigations with-
out distracting from the tribunal's "center-
piece" Case 002, in which NuonChea and
K hieuSamphan were sentenced to lifein prison
last year for crimes against humanity.

"The U.N. has been forthright that its pri-
mary aim isfor the court to complete Case 002
and avoid any scandals that would disrupt that
‘centerpiece case,’ and Judge Harmon's quiet
tenure helped it keep the lid on case 003/004
political interference alegations that would
have taken attention away from the senior
leaderstrial," Ms. Heindel said.

Tribunal spokesman Lars Olsen declined
to comment on Judge Harmon's work over the
past three years or what legacy he might leave
at the court.

MeasMuth's defense lawyer Michael
Karnavas-who last month branded the decision
to charge his client as "invalid"-criticized the
secrecy and lack of transparency in which
Judge Harmon conducted his investigations.

"No doubt Harmon has worked hard. But
hard at what?' Mr. Karnavas said.

"In my opinion he has behaved more as a
prosecutor, having little if any sense of feel for
the role of an investigative judge. For years he
denied us access to the case file, has been less
than responsive to our submissions, and has
run an investigation that lacks transparency,"
he said.

With Judge Harmon's resignation coming
amid ignored arrest warrants, the future for
cases 003 and 004 remains uncertain. Ms.
Heindel said the court's foreign donors should
play a more active role in pushing the U.N. to
speak out against political interference.

"I don't believe the U.N. will withdraw; it
and donors have invested too much money and
political capital to let the court fail," she said.

"[The donorg] are the ones funding the
court, and they should insist on a U.N. investi-
gation into why the arrest warrants haven't
been acted on instead of condoning
Cambodian inaction by paying for an impotent
fifth international Co-Investigating Judge.”

Dr. Ngor's Killing Fields

Although Duch's sensational state-
ments about the murder catalyzed Mr.
Dong's desire to make the film, he did not
end up unearthing any new evidence on
the true story behind HaingNgor's death
and contented himself with documenting
the different claims.

The final part of the documentary
features footage of Pol Pot's former lieu-
tenant NuonChea and Khmer Rouge head
of state KhieuSamphan-the only regime
leaders to have been convicted over the
estimated 1.7 million deaths during the
Khmer Rouge era-being sentenced to life
in prison for crimes against humanity.

"I end it with a bigger question: Dr.
Ngor's summation of what is going on,
and what is still going on, is that we are
still struggling and we're dtill trying to
find blame, but we're still struggling at the

heart of it,” he said.

"The Killing Fields of Haing S.
Ngor" has aready been shown at the Los
Angeles Asian Pacific Film Festival and
at the Sedttle International Film Festival,
and Mr. Dong hopes to bring it to
Cambodia this year for screenings in
Phnom Penh, Battambang City and Siem
Reap City, as well as in Haing'sNgor's
home village in Takeo province.

"I didn't want the murder to be what
people remembered. | think the murder is
part of his life-it's the climactic moment
of hislife, you can't ignore it-but | want-
ed to treat it as a point in his life," Mr.
Dong said.

"Murder doesn't end his legacy; in
some ways, it propels it and keeps it
going."
