Military Seeks More Money From Private Firms

More than five years after Prime
Minister Hun Sen launched a government
patronage initiative pairing private com-
panies with military units, Defense
Minister TeaBanh led aworkshop Wednesday
asking companies to keep the money
coming.

More than 300 officials from the
Royal Cambodian Armed Forces (RCAF),
national police and representatives of
companies and ministries met at the

police and company representatives during a workshop at Prime Minister Hun Sen's office
building in Phnom Penh on Wednesday. (SivChanna/The Cambodia Daily)
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prime minister's office building to discuss
their pledge to help arm, supply and outfit
the military.

In an attempt to increase funding to
RCAF, Mr. Hun Sen in February 2010
began the program that would see some
of the country's biggest companies donate
hundreds of thousands of dollars to indi-
vidual army units.

When the initiative launched, 42
companies-many with close ties to the
ruling CPP-pledged donations to specific
units.

In a speech after Wednesday's work-
shop, General Banh reminded at least 10
companies present that the military was
still in need of their cash.

"Private companies that do peaceful
business in Cambodia, please help the
army by giving asmall part of your profits,"
he said.

Gen. Banh said that much of the
donated money would go to increasing
soldiers monthly salaries, which he said
would beraised to 1 million riel, or about
$250, by 2018.

"We know we do not have the budget,
if we had it we would give it immediately,
" he said.

The monthly salaries of RCAF's
lowest-ranking soldiers is now between
355,000 riel (about $88.75) to 533,000

riel (about $133.25).

According to Gen. Banh, the money
collected from the companies would also
go toward purchasing food and military
supplies.

"In previous times, when we needed
materials for the army, some of the com-
panies provided us with money," he said.
"Honestly, [the companies] buy weapons.”

A representative of Metfone, Cambodids
largest mobile phone provider by subscribers,
told the workshop that his company had
given substantial funds to Cambodia's
military in recent years.

"From 2010 until 2014, Metfone
donated a total of $461,100 to the Ream
Naval Base and Navy Platoon 31," said
the representative, who did not give a
name.

Metfone is a subsidiary of Viettel,
which iswholly owned by the Vietnamese
military.

Sok Kong, owner of Sokimex and an
aly of Mr. Hun Sen, also sent arepresen-
tative to tell Wednesday's meeting that the
petroleum company had donated
$350,000 to RCAF since 2010.

Contacted later in the day, MongReththy,
a CPP senator and president of the
MongReththy Group, said his company
had donated substantially to the military
over theyears. However, hedid not provide
aconcrete figure.

"I donated food suppliesto the armed
forces along the border in Koh Kong
province because | think that they were at
the front lines and lack food," he said.

"I also donated to them because |
wanted to connect the private sector with
the armed forces, especially because | am
just grateful that the armed forces defend
our nation."

Despite the presence of heavy-hitting
CPP-friendly businesses at the workshop,
which was also presided over by Deputy
Prime Minister Man Sam An, Gen. Banh
insisted the military was unbiased in how
it served the country.

"The armed forces must be neutral
toward all political parties," he said.

However, Deputy RCAF Commander
CheaDara said the military was indeed a
steward for the ruling party.

"SamdechTecho [Hun Sen| said, and

Angelina Jolie Pitt wasin Phnom Penh
on Tuesday to begin work on a Khmer-
language film based on bestselling Khmer
Rouge survival memoir "First They
Killed My Father," which will be co-pro-
duced by Oscar-nominated filmmaker
RithyPanh.

Ms. Jolie Pitt co-wrote the script
with the book's author, Loung Un, and
will direct the movie for online streaming
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company Netflix, it was announced
Friday, the same day that the actress
arrived in Cambodiato begin pre-production.

On Tuesday, she visited the Bophana
Center in Phnom Penh aongside Mr.
Panh, who founded the center to help preserve
Cambodias audiovisua heritage and whose
2013 cinematic memoir of the Pol Pot era,

"The Missing Picture," was nominated for
an Academy Award.

Ms. Jolie Pitt said archivists at the
Bophana Center would help ensure that
her new film was an authentic interpretation
of the book and its setting.

"Their detailed work to restore the
archives of the past and work with young
people and volunteers to look forward to
the future based on a shared purpose is
inspiring, and | am honoured to work with
RithyPanh from whom | have so much to
learn," she said, according to a press
release.

Ms. Jolie Pitt said her crew would
spend the next few months scouting locations
and auditioning actors, and that shooting
will take place from November to January.

"Every event [will be researched] to
make sure it is historicaly accurate and
will pay respect not only to Loung Un and
her family but to every single individual
who suffered under the Khmer Rouge,”
she said.

Ms. Un, whose book is an account of
living under and escaping the Khmer
Rouge between the ages of five and eight,
will also come to Cambodiato assist with
the production, Ms. Jolie Pitt's office said.

Netflix is currently unavailable in
Cambodia, but "First They Killed My
Father" will have alimited cinemarelease
in Cambodia and abroad.

"There will be a Cambodian pre-
miere. Ms Jolie Pitt and family will per-
sonally come to the premiere and present
the film to Cambodian audiences," her
office said.

International visitors to Cambodia
are till being asked to hand over small
bribes upon entering the country, despite
promises over the past few years to stamp
out the practice, the head of a tourism
working group said he told the govern-
ment during his last meeting in the posi-
tion.

Cambodia's airports and border
checkpoints are notorious for the immi-
gration officers who demand "tea money"
from visitors. In 2013, a Chinese journalist
penned a scathing article in the Global
Times newspaper after officials at Siem
Reap International Airport asked her to
pay abribe.

But the problem persists, according
to Ho Vandy, outgoing co-chair of the

Government-Private Sector Working
Group on Tourism, who said he raised the
issue at a meeting on Sunday, during
which chef and hotelier LuuMeng was
named as his replacement.

"This problem [still] happens at
Phnom Penh International Airport and
Siem Reap International Airport, and at
the Poipet and Bavet international check-
points, and the victims are mostly
Chinese and Taiwanese tourists," he said.

"If our hospitality is bad, they will
remember," he added. "It affects them
psychologically. In return, this affects
Cambodias tourism industry in both private
and state sectors.”

Lieutenant General KeoVannthan,
deputy director of the Interior Ministry's
immigration department, denied that his
officers took bribes.
