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Cambodia Sees World's Fastest
Acceleration of Forest Loss

Forest loss in Cambodia between
2001 and 2014 accelerated at a faster rate
than in any other country in the world,
according to new global figures based on
U.S. satellite data.

The annual rate at which Cambodia
lost its tree cover over the past 14 years
increased 14.4 percent, according to fig-

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ures released this month by the
Washington-based World Resources
Institute (WRI) based on data compiled
by the University of Maryland and
Google using the satellite images.

"Cambodiais still the highest over-
al," Matthew Hansen, who led the uni-
versity's research, said in an email.

Sierra Leone came in second at 12.8
percent, followed by Madagascar,
Uruguay and Paraguay. Liberia, Guinea,
Guinea-Bissau, Vietnam and Malaysia
round out the top 10.

The Ingtitute said the | atest dataiden-
tified an "alarming surge" in forest lossin
four "hotspots" around the world, includ-
ing the Mekong River Basin.

"With the Landsat satellite system
capable of delivering global coverage

every eight days, we have an unprecedent-
ed ability to monitor global forest change,"
Mr. Hansen said in a statement accompany-
ing the new data.

"The 2014 tree cover loss data,
incorporating hundreds of thousands of
Landsat images, confirms that deforesta-
tionisnot just high in certain countries, it's
speeding up,” he said.

"The next step isto use thisinforma-
tion to improve forest protection and more
equitably balance economic development
with the invaluable ecosystem services
forests provide."

Officials at the Ministry of
Agriculture and its Forestry
Administration could not be reached for
comment.

Global Forest Watch, a WRI pro-
gram, says Cambodia lost a total of 1.44
million hectares-or 14,471 square km-of
forest between 2001 and 2013. That put
Cambodia 23rd in the world for total for-
est cover lost, and ninth as a share of the
forest cover the country had in 2000.

The WRI did not provide the total
forest cover Cambodia lost by area in
2014. According to rights group Licadho,
which analyzed the satellite data provided
by the University of Maryland, Cambodia
lost about 156,000 hectares of forest
cover |last year.

Also according to Licadho's analysis
of the data, nearly a third of the forest
cover Cambodialost last year disappeared
from inside protected areas. Forty-five
percent of the loss occurred inside of eco-
nomic land concessions (ELCs), large
tracts of land the government leases to
private companies for agri-business oper-
ations, mostly rubber plantations.

The government will not release a
detailed list of all active ELCs that
includes the size and boundaries of each.
Licadho maintains a list based on the
piecemeal records the government does
release and its own government sources.

Given the constraints, its figure for
forest loss inside ELCs as a portion of
total forest loss in 2014 -44.9 percent-is
probably modest, said Mathieu Pellerin, a
consultant for Licadho on land issues.

"This figure would jump at least to
50 percent if we added what is, clearly,
plantations going beyond [their] bound-
aries, and if we would have the few
remaining [ELC records] we're missing,"
he said.

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As UN Envoy Arrives, Rights
Defenders Question Sway

As Rhona Smith, the U.N.'s new
specid rapporteur on human rights in
Cambodia, began her first officia
visit to the country Wednesday, |ead-
ing human rights activists were at
odds over how much her position
could influence the situation on the
ground.

Ms. Smith, aprofessor of interna-
tional human rightslaw at Northumbria
University in the U.K., was approved
as the latest U.N. human rights envoy
to the country in March, succeeding
Surya Subedi, whose six-year man-
date ended earlier this year.

A trip by Ms. Smith originaly
planned for May was canceled for
"logistical reasons' and rescheduled
for this month.

Her visit, which will end next
Thursday, is set to include meetings
with Prime Minister Hun Sen, Interior
Minister SarKheng, civil society leaders
and local communities, according to a
statement from the Office of the U.N.

High Commissioner for Human
Rights.
Local rights activists sad

Wednesday that they planned to brief
Ms. Smith on a litany of problems
facing the country, but offered mixed
opinions on how much of an impact,
if any, she could have on the govern-
ment's actions.

SuonBunsak, executive secretary

of the Cambodian Human Rights
Action Committee, said he planned to
address three separate topics-land
issues, the judiciary and electoral
reform-in a meeting with Ms. Smith
today.

Mr. Bunsak said he believed the
specid rapporteur had asignificant role
to play in reminding the government
of its international commitments to
protect human rights.

"We need such high-ranking
expertise -U.N. officials to keep
watching the situation of human
rights in the country," Mr. Bunsak
said.

The specia rapporteur, he said,
was necessary "to advise the govern-
ment [and] to hold them accountable
for actions, for resolutions, for
improvement."

NyChakrya, head of monitoring
for rights group Adhoc, who has himself
faced lega threats for his advocacy
work in recent months, said that his
organization would report to Ms.
Smith on "security for human rights
defenders...freedom of expression
and space for political activities."

"I think the situation is worse
than before if you compare with the
space for expression in the past,” Mr.
Chakrya said, citing the recent arrests
of two young men-Kong Raya and
PhongSeiha-for posts on socia
media.

Mr. Raya called for a "color rev-
olution" on his persona Facebook
pagewhile Mr. Sethatook to thewebsite
to threaten the life of Sok Touch, a
prominent academic who has been
tasked by the government with studying
the demarcation of the border with
Vietnam.

Ms. Jolie-Pitt discussed the project
with the prime minister and emphasized

that the aim of the film is to educate the
audience on Cambodian culture rather
than focus on the brutality of the Khmer
Rouge, said EangSophalleth, a personal
assistant of Prime Minister Hun Sen.

"The film is based on a book that
reflectsthe life of every femae child during
thewar. Thisisafilm that not only reflects
the cruelty, but will aso reflect the people,
culture, customs, and family groups in
Cambodia," Mr. Sophdleth said. "Especidly
it will show the love of parents for their
children."

Mr. Sophalleth said the pair also dis-
cussed the state of a protected area in
Battambang province's Samlot district
where plans for a hydropower dam were
scrapped by Mr. Hun Sen after Ms. Jolie-Pitt
lobbied against them in 2004. The dam,
which was scheduled to be built on the
Samlot River, would have flooded alocal
village.

"She told Samdech [Hun Sen] that
the Samlot protection area is developing
well," he said. "If we look from above
you can see the green forest, and they
[Mr. Hun Sen and Ms. Jolie-Pitt] arejoining
to protect forestry resources in Cambodia."

The upcoming film will be released
by online streaming company Netflix,
and shooting is scheduled to commence
later thisyear, with arelease date in 2016.
It will be co-produced by Cambodian
filmmaker RithyPanh.

tion in the country was on the
decline.

"We want the U.N. to initiate inves-
tigations into the alleged human rights
crimes committed by the Cambodian ruling
party. There are serious abuses of human
rights in Cambodia, and everyone knows
that," Mr. Vibol said.

"We aso want the U.N. to monitor
the 2018 election to make sure they are

free and fair. Hun Sen has repeatedly said
there will be war if he loses the election,
so we urge the U.N. to ensure a peaceful
transition of power after the election.”

Yet Mr. Vibol stressed that the
Cambodia National Rescue Foundation
had no organizational links to the CNRP,
despite the similarity of their names and
the group's recycling of the "Hun Sen
Must Go" slogan that dominated the
CNRP's 2013 protests.

"In 2012 and 2013, we raised funds
to help democracy in Cambodia. Back
then, it was a movement to support
[CNRP leaders] KemSokha and Sam
Rainsy to support democracy. This
protest is not organized by them,” Mr.
Vibol said.

CPP spokesman SokEysan said it
was not the first time Cambodian-
Americans had protested against Mr. Hun
Sen during one of his trips to the U.N.,
and that the turnout for such events tend-
ed to be low.

"They are formerly from the Khmer
Republic of Lon Nol, so they have main-
tained their anger against the CPP," Mr.
Eysan said. "It is nothing strange, since
brothers and sisters abroad do not know
about Cambodia’s present internal situation
well."

Mr. Vibol denied that his group was
made up of ex-Lon Nol officials.

"It's not true. We are just Cambodian
-Americans. Most of us are the younger
generation and we are coming out to express
our concerns about human rights in
Cambodia,” he said.

Opposition leader Sam Rainsy said
that even if the Cambodia National
Rescue Foundation had provided money
to the CNRP in the 2013 election, it no
longer funded the party. He said if the
organization held an anti-Hun Sen rally it
would have no impact on his present rap-
prochement with the premier.

"The Cambodian National Rescue
Foundation is totally different to the
Cambodian National Rescue Party. There
has been confusion in the past,” Mr.
Rainsy said. "The CNRP does not get
money from that organization. We have
no links.

"They live in a democratic country,
in the U.S,, so they can do whatever they
want within U.S. law. Some of them are
CNRP supporters, but we have countless
supporters and cannot dictate things to
them, especially when they are abroad.”

Indeed, the University of Maryland's
updated map of global forest loss shows
much of Cambodia's losses continuing to
take place in-and immediately around-
ELCs, some of them inside the country's
protected areas. The map shows some of
the most concentrated losses on and
around EL Csinside the BengPer Wildlife
Sanctuary in southern PreahVihear
province. and the  SnoulSeima
Biodiversity Conservation Area along the
border of Kratie and Mondolkiri
provinces.

The government claimsthat it leases
out ELCs only over degraded forests
aready stripped of their public value by
settlers, poachers and illegal loggers. But
none of the country's protected areas have
the legally mandated zoning maps that
are supposed to show where the degraded
areas are, and few ELCs were preceded
by the environmental impact assessments

so required by law.

Recent satellite data gathered by
NASA measuring carbon emissions from
forest fires show that the ELCs actually
overlap with some of the least degraded
forests in Cambodia.

In July, U.S.-based environmental
rights group Forest Trends said it looked
at NASA'sforest fire datafor Cambodia's
2012-2013 dry season. It said emissions
from evergreen forests bei n% cut down
inside ELCs were 10 times higher than

emissions from outside of concessions,
"confirming that corporations are targeting
the oldest and most valuable forests, many
of them on national forest lands, for log-
ging."

Local rights groups-including
Licadho-have long accused the govern-
ment of granting many of the ELCs as a
way around an official ban on logging
concessions. Under mounting pressure at
home and from abroad, the government
put afreeze on granting new ELCsin mid-
2012, though about 30 were approved in
the months that followed.

Despite Cambodia's place atop the
list of countries that saw the fastest
increases in forest loss over the past 14
years, Cambodia's year-on-year tree
cover loss actually fell in 2014. Licadho's
Mr. Pellerin said the 2012 freeze on new
EL Cs may finally have started to pay off,
but added that 1t was too soon to say
whether the country had turned a corner.

"The moratorium on new ELCs
would start in 2014 to have a tangible
impact, whereas[in] Erevi ousyears, fresh
EL Cs granted soon before the moratori-
um or after were still clearing,” he said.

According to the WRI, the world
lost more than 18 million hectares of tree
cover in 2014, an area twice the size of
Portugal .

The election for Lowell City Council
and Lowell School Committee will be
held this year on Tuesday, November, 3,
2015. Each voter may vote for up to nine
candidates for council and up to six can-
didates for school committee. The nine
candidates for council who receive the

most votes will be elected and will serve
during 2016 and 2017 as Lowell City
Councilors. The six candidates for
school committee who receive the most
voteswill be elected and will serve during
2016 and 2017 as Lowell School Committee
Members.

The mayor of Lowell is not elected
directly by the voters. Instead, the nine
new city councilors select one of their
own at their first meeting in January to
serve as mayor. The mayor then serves
as the chair of the city council and also
becomes amember of the school committee
and serves as its chair.

The election ballot used by votersin
November may only contain double the
number of candidates that are to be elected
for each office (18 council candidates and
12 school committee candidates). Because
there are 19 candidates running for council,
apreliminary election must be held. The
top 18 vote gettersin that election will be
on the November ballot. The candidate
who finishes 19th will not.  The preliminary

election will be on Tuesday, September
29, 2015. Becausethere are only 12 can-
didates for school committee, there will
beno prdiminary dectionfor school committee
