On Sunday, October 25, 2015,
Roger and I met with three Cambodian
-American candidates running for
office in the upcoming city election:
Vesna Noun and Paul R. Yem who are
running for city council; and Kamara
Kay who is running for school com-
mittee. 

Vesna Nuon said that there is a
lack of diversity in the city's work-
force. He said that having Khmer rep-
resentation on the city councilor would
help change this. 

Paul R. Yem said he recognized
the same issues and also promised to

further develop Cambodia Town and
to provide incentives to small business
to locate in downtown. 

Kamara Kay plans to increase the
number of Parent Liaisons in the public
schools in order to help bridge the
communication gaps between parents
and teachers and school administrators
which would also help improve student
performance. 

After arriving as refugees in the
late 1970s and 1980s, the Cambodian-
American community now makes up
nearly one-third of the total population
of the city of Lowell. Although the
former refugees have established a
vibrant community and business district,

many are still afraid of voicing their
opinion about what they think is right
or wrong in the city.  Because they
came from a country where you can
be prosecuted for expressing political
views or for challenging the authorities,
this fear is understandable, but it is
also unwarranted here in America. It
stands in the way of the Cambodian-
American community taking its rightful
place in the public life and government
of this city. 

Last year, the Cambodian-American
community helped elect Rady Mom
as the first Cambodian-American
state legislator in the United States.
This year, with four Cambodian-

Americans running for city council
and two running for school committee,
the Cambodian-American community
of Lowell has an historic opportunity
to gain diverse representation on both
of these government bodies. This
year's candidates are multi-genera-
tional with various backgrounds that
together represent the entire fabric of
the Cambodian experience in America.

The four Cambodian-American
council candidates are:

Vesna Noun - served one term as
Councilor from 2011-2013. He
worked at the Middlesex District
Attorney's office for over ten years

While Cambodia's qualifying run for

the 2018 football World Cup in Russia
remains winless, yesterday's spirited 1-2
away match against Singapore produced

Cambodia's first goal of the campaign.
With 29 spots separating Cambodia

from Singapore in the FIFA world rankings,
Tuesday's match was a vastly improved
performance from the last time the two
teams played in June, when Singapore
won 4-0 in front of a packed crowd in
Phnom Penh. 

Cambodia's coach Lee Tao-hoon
admitted during the pre-match press con-
ference on Monday that he was concerned
about his team's ability to defend against
Singapore's dangerous set pieces, and that
Cambodia would be seeking a draw.

This fear was borne out with
Singapore's first goal-along with numerous
dangerous attempts-highlighting Cambodia's
aerial weakness in defense. Yet Cambodia
showed its own moments of attacking
flair throughout the match.

By reverting to the resolutely defensive
strategy which saw Cambodia play to a
respectable 0-3 loss against Japan in Toyko
last month, Mr. Lee was clearly hoping to
avoid the embarrassing 0-6 loss suffered
when Cambodia attempted to play a more
attacking game against Syria in Phnom
Penh the following week.

Singapore entered the match last
night, held in front of a partially filled
National Stadium crowd, sitting third in

Group E, knowing that a win against
Cambodia would keep alive their qualifi-
cation chances.

While Cambodia started the match
in a defensive mode, it didn't take long for
them to break forward, however this only
produced a Singapore counterattack, cul-
minating in FarisRamli's stinging shot
inching just wide of the right post around
the 10 minute mark.

Five minutes later, Ramli found the
net, comfortably slotting in a headed
flick-on from a long throw-in past
Cambodian goalkeeper Um Sereyroth's
near post.

Cambodia responded quickly with
some threatening attacks in the Singapore
goal area, forcing goalkeeper Izwan Mahbud
into making two crucial saves before 25
minutes had passed.

Singapore continued to show their
danger from set pieces, with Shakir Hamzah
heading just over the bar from a corner
kick at around 30 minutes.

Both sides traded possession before
sustained Singaporean pressure resulted
in a penalty at 41 minutes after defender
Nub Tola blocked a shot on goal with his
arm, earning him a yellow card.

KhairulAmri's subsequent penalty
shot, low to the right, was stopped by
Sereyroth, keeping Cambodia in the
match.

After halftime, Singapore came out
guns blazing, barely leaving the Cambodian
half for the first 10 minutes and earning
an early second goal after some sloppy
defending by NhimSovannara, who
allowed Fazrul Nawaz to poach a weak
pass back to the goalkeeper and fire a
curling shot into the top right-hand corner.

Following another set piece at 53
minutes, Sereyroth produced another fan-
tastic save to deny Singapore their third
goal of the evening.

At 66 minutes, Cambodia scored
their first goal of this World Cup qualifying
campaign, with SosSuhana finding the
net after receiving a pass into the 6-yard
box from Chan Vathanaka, following a
darting run into the box.

The remainder of the match produced
chances for both sides, but the score stood
at 2-1.

The final three matches for
Cambodia in the second round of the
Asian group qualifiers are against
Afghanistan on November 12 in Iran,
Japan on November 17 at home in Phnom
Penh and on March 24 in Iran against
Syria.

The Ministry of Education

announced Wednesday that none of the

complaints it received from students

unhappy with the grading of their

high school exams warranted a score

adjustment, and that the passing rate

remained 56 percent.

In the lead-up to the test, which

determines university placement, the

ministry told the 83,341 candidates

that there would be no retake opportunity

for those who failed, unlike in 2014.

Instead, they were offered a 30-day

period to file complaints over their

scores. 

According to Education Minister

Hang ChuonNaron, more than 100

students submitted appeals in that

time, and in a statement Wednesday,

the ministry said that none of them

had been deemed valid.

"The results of the exam previously

announced reflect the capacity of the

students," the statement said.

After reviewing the appeals, it

said, a committee tasked with investi-

gating the complaints found that the

scoring of the exams was accurate and

that the computer system used to cal-

culate students' overall scores across

seven subjects functioned properly.

In order to file a complaint, students

or their parents had to provide evidence

of the students' academic achievements

that suggested their scores were not in

line with their past performance.

"We had some cases that provided

some evidence or statements from a

teacher or school that they were a

good student or the best student from

the school, so we checked [those stu-

dents' exams]," Mr. ChuonNaron said

Wednesday.

The minister added that the

teachers who marked the exam used a

standard answer key and employed a

blind grading system.

"The teachers graded properly,

meaning they did nothing that could

be wrong," he said.

"So the people who checked [the

exams] did not see anything wrong."

Phan Chhorlyda, 18, who attended

Chea Sim BoengKeng Kang High

School in Phnom Penh and filed a

complaint with the ministry after failing

the test, said she was disheartened by

the knowledge that her grade was

final.

"I never expected to get a good

grade, but my performance in school

should have allowed me to pass," she

said.

"I wanted them to review my

results because I have a friend who

never came to school and she passed.

How could she pass it?"

ChhonSela, also 18, who attended

Phnom Penh's ChbarAmpov High

School, said his score just didn't add

up.

"I appealed to the ministry

because I passed three subjects and

still got only 28 percent. And one of

the students in the class next to mine

passed only two subjects and got 58

percent," he said.

"I think it was a technical error

by the Ministry of Education, because

people who got high scores failed."

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Lowell resident John MacDonald of Big Decisions, LLC, asked "Can you
name other business districts other than downtown that needed focus, and if
one of these could become a new attraction for business?"

Tanner St., Ayer City and Branch St. were among those listed, with
Couples Sq. as one strong asset for economic development of the City. Rita
Mercier responded in saying that each neighborhood has their own "heartbeat"
corridor which also act as gateways into the City. Leary, Joe Mendonca,
Daniel Rourke, and David Conway all mentioned that improving infrastructure
in certain corridors would support the success of current and future business
there. Samaras also spoke to the need for better lighting and signage in some
areas. James Milinazzo and Pan So both spoke to Cambodia Town being an
asset, with Milinazzo mentioning potential financing for further development
in that area, and So naming it as an opportunity to bring in more tourists to
Lowell.

Mike Molloy, an attorney at Marcotte Law Firm, asked, " how would you
ensure that businesses remain downtown given their struggles, including rush
hour traffic and an influx of college students; and how to convince businesses
to relocate downtown given concerns of access and office conditions?"

Robert Merrill suggested bringing in more corporate businesses and having
occasional free parking. Edward Kennedy and Lahey mentioned speaking to
retail businesses to adjust hours such that professionals and residents of down-
town could also shop there. Yem mentioned incentivizing businesses in the
Cambodian district to expand into downtown. Gys, Corey Belanger and Vesna
Noun spoke to Mill #5 being an example to support and follow. Gys also mentioned
having more office spaces for professionals above the Hamilton Canal's
Judicial District and re-evaluating parking garages that may be close to capacity.

John MacDonald of Big Decisions, LLC, and a Lowell resident,asked
candidates to speak of their vision for the Hamilton Canal District. 

Milinazzo envisions it to be a vibrant business community with access to
enjoy the arts and culture in the area, especially given the proximity to Mill
#5 and the Western Avenue Studios. Mendonca wants to continue the original
vision of a mixed use development to create a market for those who will work
and live in the area, thus stunting the broken windows theory that states when
areas are invested in, maintained and monitored, criminality and urban decay
is prevented. Other candidates seek industrial or commercial development,
with Conway stating that if there is permitting for any residential units, they
should be owner occupied.

The use of tax increment financing (TIFs) for economic development was
discussed. TIFs are usedto incentivize expansion or investment of companies
into capital improvement projects. OftenTIFs function by paying off the
municipal or state bonds issued to finance construction on a development
project incrementally through the increase indevelopment and property
taxes.Once the bonds are paid, the tax revenue goes back to the City.All 17
candidates present said they are in favor of offering TIFs as incentives to
attract businesses into Lowell. 

When Bob Caruso's (of the Lowell Five) question came up; "Other than granting
TIFs to businesses, what specifically will you do to promote attracting and
keeping businesses in Lowell to spur economic development?"

Mendonca was the only candidate to state that he was generally not a fan
of TIFs and stated that infrastructure and roads were an important investment.
Samaras and Rourke stated that to attract new businesses to Lowell, advertising
good quality of life was the key; this done through infrastructure, public safety,
housing and education.

When asked candidates how they felt about the amount of affordable
housing downtown?

the majority of the candidates either said that there was too much or just
enough, with Robert  Merrill saying he felt there was too little.

A future CNRP government would
face a powerful backlash if it attempted
to replace CPP loyalists Pol Saroeun
and NethSavoeun as the commanders
of the military and national police,
Prime Minister Hun Sen warned
Monday.

In his latest threat of civil strife
or outright war if the opposition party
wins the 2018 national election, Mr.
Hun Sen told a graduation ceremony
in Phnom Penh that the CNRP has
been disingenuous in pledging not to
sack any state employees if it comes
to power.

"Their policy message is: 'Keep
the old officials and give them a pay
raise,'" Mr. Hun Sen said. "Then, the
[CNRP] supporters who sold their
cows, buffalos and even sold their
dogs to help the party, where will the
jobs be for them?"

"If you keep the old, the new
ones cannot enter," he said, predicting
that the people who currently support
the opposition would complain about
not getting positions after "struggling
almost to death" to bring the party to
power.

"Then if they dare to touch
NethSavoeun and Pol Saroeun, these
groups will bring in their forces and
react," Mr. Hun Sen warned. "Even
the provincial governors will react…
and [say] 'Why didn't you keep your
promises?'

General Saroeun and General
Savoeun, who are both members of
the CPP's powerful standing committee,
lead the Royal Cambodian Armed
Forces and the National Police,
respectively.

Over the past month, the prime
minister has repeatedly warned of
civil war and violence if the CNRP
wins the 2018 election, comparing
opposition leader Sam Rainsy's plans
for Cambodia with those of Pol Pot in
the 1970s.

Mr. Rainsy's plans for a tribunal
to try cases of tycoons suspected of
grabbing land from villagers has in
particular raised Mr. Hun Sen's ire,
and Monday the premier again
warned of an "internal war" if the
CNRP were to enact the plan.

"The internal war will erupt," he
said. "The war will occur and do not
claim that I'm threatening, because
[you] sent such a message."

Neither Gen. Saroeun nor Gen.
Savoeun could be reached for comment.

Mr. Rainsy said by email from
France that he believed the premier's
threats of civil strife if the CNRP
removed either general were under-

handed.
"These continuous warnings and

threats are meant to frighten the pop-
ulation not to vote for any political
change. They seem to reflect an electoral
panic on the part of those who issue
them," Mr. Rainsy wrote. "The CNRP
wants to engage in national issues, not
personal issues."

OuVirak, founder of Future Forum
political consultancy, said Mr. Hun
Sen's warnings of backlash by armed
forces if the CNRP were to come to
office raised legitimate concerns.

"The danger is there. Everybody
recognizes it's a risk, and it goes to
show how Hun Sen has failed terribly
to push for a civilian government,
because unless the military takes
orders from politicians, we don't have
democracy," Mr. Virak said.

"Unless that is guaranteed, Hun
Sen has failed completely at institution
building, so he's basically admitting
he's been using the military to support
the ruling party," he added.

"It shows that he has planned for
the military to be partisan and on his
side even during all of these elections."

The idea that the army would
remain loyal to the CPP in the event
of a CNRP victory has been alterna-
tively disputed and hinted at by CPP
leaders in recent years.

Deputy RCAF commander Chea
Dara stated in July that the "army
belongs to the Cambodian People's
Party," drawing rebuke from other
military and CPP leaders who stressed
the independence of the armed forces.

CNRP lawmaker Son Chhay, a
longtime advocate of military
depoliticization, said he did not
believe replacing army leaders would
cause problems for the CNRP so long
as it did not try to assert its own influence
over the military.

"Even if we saw the prime minister's
son becoming commander in chief of
army,   we would respect that. He has
the ability and all the skills to improve
the image of the army," Mr. Chhay
said, referring to Hun Manet, the pres-
ent head of the Defense Ministry's
counter -terrorism department.

"This could balance it out if there
were concerns about a new govern-
ment using its powers to take revenge
over the old government," Mr. Chhay
added.

"I personally think that if that was
the case, Hun Manet could be a good
commander of the armed forces-as
long as he is willing to work to reform
the army on a more professional
basis."

vote and understand business issues.

Escaping execution,
he came to America and started teaching
at Lowell High School in the early
1980s and has remained there for the

past 29 years.   
ChethKhim - arrived in New

York as a young boy with his family.
He studied Criminal Justice and

worked as Probation Police Officer in
the state of Georgia before moving to
Lowell. He is currently working as
medical interpreter.

There are also two Cambodian-
American candidates for school committee.

Kamara Kay - arrived to Richmond,

VA as 3rd grader, graduated Lowell
High School in 1991, went to Norwich
University (a highly respected military
college) where he studied Peace, War,
and Diplomacy. Kamara then worked
as IT Deputy Commander at Georgia
State Defense Force from 2006-2014
before he moved back to Lowell early
last year. He is excited to give back
the community by running for the
school committee seat.

Dominik Lay - graduated from
the University of Vermont with a
degree in mathematics and has
worked as an IT professional. He also
owned and operated a restaurant in
Dallas, Texas, before moving to
Lowell where he now works as a real
estate broker.
