Grigg-Saito announced her plans
last night at the Lowell CHC Board of
Directors meeting. "This has been the
best job in the world," Grigg-Saito
said. "It has been an honor and a priv-
ilege working with so many amazing,
caring, and committed people. But,
after much reflection, | felt it was
time for me to spend time with my
family and step back from the day to

day responsibilities of running a
thriving and busy health center."

She and her husband, Yoshio
Saito, plan to spend time in San
Francisco with their daughter, son-in-
law and year-old grandson, and then
live in Japan for a period of time. The
Board has initiated a search for a suc-
CEessor.

"This is certainly bittersweet
news," admitted Lowell CHC Board
President, Bruce Robinson. "We are
excited for Dorcas as she enters this
new phase, but we are also sad at the
thought that she will no longer be at
the helm.

new patients and has 384 employees,
making it the 10th largest employer in
Lowell, remaining true to its mission
of assuring accessto quality, culturally
competent healthcare, turning no one
away because of an inability to pay for
services.

"Dorcas leaves us in very good
stead,” Robinson said.

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LATEST MOVESNQOT POLITICAL, MINISTER
TELLSDIPLOMATS

Foreign Minister HorNamhong
on Thursday summoned the country's
diplomatic corps to deny that he had
played any role in the issuance of an
arrest warrant for opposition leader
Sam Rainsy last week.

The minister also attempted to
explain the government's actions in
seeking Mr. Rainsy's arrest on a four-
year-old defamation conviction in a
lawsuit brought by Mr. Namhong

himself, insisting that the brouhaha
was not political but strictly personal.

Foreign Affairs Minister Hor
Namhong speaks at a meeting with
diplomats at the Foreign Affairs Ministry
in Phnom Penh on Thursday. (Siv
Channa/The Cambodia Daily)

"Regarding His Excellency Sam
Rainsy, | told all the ambassadors that
it is not an issue between political
party and political party,” Mr.
Namhong told reporters following his
meeting with the diplomats at the
Foreign Ministry. "It is not a political
issue. This is an issue between His
Excellency Sam Rainsy and me since
in 2008 a ChoeungEk, before hundreds
of people, His Excellency Sam Rainsy
defamed me."

Mr. Namhong initialy sued Mr.
Rainsy after the opposition leader
gave a speech accusing him of collab-
orating with the Khmer Rouge while
interned at the BoengTrabek prison
camp. Mr. Rainsy was convicted in
2011 and sentenced to two years in
prison, but the verdict was not
enforced until last week, when the

Phnom Penh Municipal Court issued
awarrant for the CNRP president'sarrest
following arequest from Mr. Namhong's
lawyer, KarSavuth.

However, Mr. Namhong claimed
on Thursday that Mr. Savuth had not
been acting on his behalf, and that the
request had come as acomplete surprise
to him, as well as to Prime Minister
Hun Sen, another one of Mr. Savuth's
clients.

"I have transferred the right to
handle this case to my lawyer and |
did not order him at all. The regquest to
have the warrant issued was made by
my lawyer-it was not an order by me,"
the foreign minister said.

"Both | and SamdechTecho Hun
Sen did not know what my lawyer
was doing until the arrest warrant was
issued,” Mr. Namhong claimed. "So it
has nothing to do with politica pressure,
it has nothing to do with pressure
from the [CPP] and it is not a dispute
between the parties."

Asked for comment on Thursday,
Mr. Savuth hung up on a reporter.

Mr. Rainsy, who was in South
Korea at the time the arrest warrant
was issued, has yet to return to
Cambodia. On Monday, the opposition
leader was removed from the National
Assembly by CPPlawmakers, stripping
him of his parliamentary immunity.

Numerous embassy officials
declined to comment on Thursday on
the closed-door session with Mr.
Namhong.

U.S. Embassy spokesman Jay
Raman would only confirm the atten-
dance of acting charge d'affaires Julie
Chung, adding that the embassy's
position on the recent political turmoail
in the country remained unchanged.

A statement released by the
embassy following Mr. Rainsy's
remova from the National Assembly
on Monday called for the opposition
leader's immediate reinstatement and
the revocation of the arrest warrant.

French Embassy spokesman
Nicolas Baudouin also confirmed that
his country's ambassador had been in
attendance, but declined to answer
any other questions about the meeting.

"We are concerned by the arrest

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CAMBODIANS LIKE THEIR NEWS FROM
FACEBOOK

Increasing numbers of Cambodians
areturning to the Internet and Facebook
for their news, according to a report
set to be released today by the Open
Institute, alocal technology NGO.

The annual research study "Mobile
Phones and Internet in Cambodia
2015"-funded by USAID's Devel opment
Innovations program and The Asia
Foundation-says that while more
Cambodians still tune into their tele-
visions for updates on current events,

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the Internet, thanks largely to Facebook,
is quickly catching up.

In a nationwide survey of 2,064
participants aged 15 to 65, 24.9 percent
of respondents told researchers that
Facebook/Internet was the "most
important" news source, while 31.8
percent said they relied primarily on
TV. Only 17.8 percent said they
turned to radio.

"It'sahuge change...on how people
communicate and how they receive
news," said Javier Sola, a program
director at the Open Institute and one
of the report's authors.

In the organization's 2013 report,
TV (38.9 percent) and radio (38.8 percent)
both ranked as more popular than the
Internet and Facebook (15.2 percent).

The Internet "will soon-maybe
next year-be as important as televi-

sion," Mr. Sola said.

This year's report notes that a
plurality of the 34.4 percent of
respondents who reported using
Facebook said they joined the socia
network "to stay in touch with friends
(39.2 percent).”

A follow-up question asked subjects
why Facebook was valuable to them,
with 31.3 percent responding that it
was because they used it to "obtain
information about events in Cambodia,
" while 29.5 percent cited communi-
cation with acquaintances.

Jesse Orndorff, an innovation
program manager at Development
Innovations, said the move to the
Internet reflected an approach by local
mediaoutletsto seek ayounger audience
on a variety of platforms across the
Web.

"I think what we are seeing is just
a lot more Khmer news publications
taking to the Web and using social
media as part of what they're doing as
a strategy like VOD Hot News," Mr.
Orndorff said.

"Websites like that are really
engaging people on social media, and
can provide that as atool to share the
news," he said.

According to the report, 39.5 percent
of the country's populace now owns at
least one smartphone while 28.6 percent
access the Internet from their own
phones.

Raymond Leos, dean of Pannasadtra
University's Faculty of Communication
and Media Arts, said the effects of
young people using Facebook to consume
the news were evident.

“I've been in Cambodia for 15
years and | see and tell people this:
that we have a long way to go, of
course, but the sophistication of these
kids-being aware of the world outside
of them-is miles ahead of the youth
then," Mr. Leos said.

"Facebook has been a way for
these kids to access the world."

Din Darathtey a local blogger,
said that the increasing availability of
Khmer script on smartphones and
computers was also bringing the
Internet to people who had previously

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MORE SIGNS OF GOV'T ROLE IN
LAWMAKER ATTACKS

The U.N. has called for the gov-
ernment to respect its promise for an
independent investigation into last
week's assault of two opposition law-
makers, as Human Rights Watch
issued a report casting further suspi-
cions on the government's role in the
attack.

CNRPlawmakers NhayChamroeun
and Kong Saphea were beaten bloody
last Monday by men taking part in a
CPP-aligned protest in front of the
National Assembly to demand that
deputy opposition leader KemSokha
resign as the Assembly's vice presi-
dent.

Opposition leader Sam Rainsy,
who has been reticent to criticize
Prime Minister Hun Sen since agreeing
to a political detente last year, has
accused the premier of organizing the
attack, describing it as an example of
his "fascist methods."

Mr. Rainsy has said he will
reserve further judgment until the
government hasfinished itsinvestigation
into the assaultsthat left Mr. Chamroeun
and Mr. Saphea requiring surgery.
The U.N. on Friday night stressed the
need for the credibility of such an

investigation.

RavinaShamdasani, aspokeswvoman
for the U.N.'s High Commissioner for
Human Rights, issued a statement
noting that the attack on the lawmakers
appeared to be "an organized attack"
and had occurred during a period of
government hostility toward the
opposition.

"We welcome the establishment
of an investigative commission into
last Monday's incident, but we stress
that the investigation will only be
credibleif it is independent, impartial,
thorough and prompt. Thoseresponsible
for the violence must be brought to
justice," Ms. Shamdasani said.

"We also urge the Government to
take all necessary measures to ensure
the security of all the democratically
elected representatives of the people
of Cambodia, irrespective of their
political affiliation," she added.

A Human Rights Watch (HRW)
report released Saturday, however,
cast doubt on the likelihood of an
independent inquiry, with interviews
with both Mr. Saphea and Mr.
Chamroeun indicating the attacks
were well-organized and involved the
help of parliamentary security staff.

faced hurdles accessing online
sources. Thereport saysthat 27.3 percent
of respondents had written in Khmer
script on their phones, an increase of
nearly 50 percent compared to 2014.

"When more and more people
start writing in Khmer, it invites people
to start using the platform because
they can read the Khmer script,” Ms.
Darathtey said.

She added that increasing numbers
of young adults were taking to
Facebook for news, dissatisfied with
the alternatives.
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"TV being under dmost 100 percent
government control, that news is not
enough,” Ms. Darathtey said. "There
isalot of news sources in the country
now that kind of use Facebook as a
tool to publish.”

"It's more than just receiving the
news one way," she said. "It's about
sharing with friends or writing com-
ments and sharing it again to other
sources. It ailmost makes people kind
of feel like they are involved in the
news."

The report recounts the events
leading up to the attacks on the law-
makers, which took place asthey tried
to leave the National Assembly shortly
after the end of the protest outside its
front gate.

"Sopheaand Chamraoen attempted
to leave the National Assembly com-
pound in separate cars. Both cars
approached their usua exit gate on
the northwest corner to find the gate
closed, with a guard directing them
south toward the main west gate,”" the
HRW report says.

"After arriving at the west gate,
both cars were again turned away by a
guard, athough another car was
alowed to exit just ahead of them," it
adds. "Sophea and Chamraoen then
drove to the rarely used 'side’ exit to
the south of the National Assembly.”

Mr. Sapheasaid that upon turning
outside the gate, his driver saw aman
in a red hat cross the street while
speaking into awalkie-talkie and ges-
turing at the car, according to the
report.

"Soon, a crowd of roughly 20 to
30 men surrounded their car," it says.
"The man with the red hat opened the

car door and, with two others, pulled
Sophea out of his car and began
punching and kicking him in the
chest, head and back."

The report offers a similar story
from Mr. Chamroeun, who told HRW
that his SUV was behind Mr. Saphea's
when the protesters smashed in his
window, pulled him out and yelled
"This one too!"

National Assembly spokesman
ChheangVun, who is also a CPP law-
maker, declined to comment on the
claims made in the HRW report.
However, Council of Ministers
spokesman PhaySiphan said it was
the latest case of HRW trying to dis-
parage the government.

"You can make a lot of noise in
the media, but it doesn't help the vic-
tims. If Human Rights Watch has evi-
dence, they should provide it.
Whatever they have, send it to the
special committee. It's better than
sending it to The Cambodia Daily,"
Mr. Siphan said.

Many of the young men at last
week's protest had military haircuts,
and civil society groups including
Licadho and Adhoc have said their

staff observed government security
guards and police taking part in the
protest but wearing civilian clothes.

A number of people, including
Mr. Rainsy, have also noted that the
night before the protest Mr. Hun Sen
expressed his fury at protests against
him during recent visits to New York
and Pariswarning of the protest in
Phnom Penh against Mr. Sokha.

Mr. Hun Sen has since distanced
himself from the attacks, condemning
them in a televised address on
Wednesday and calling for authorities
to arrest the perpetrators while also
suggesting the beatings may not have
been political.

Deputy National Police
Commissioner Chhay Sinarith, who
was appointed to the CPP's new
"propaganda and education commit-
tee" in September, has promised that
the special committee created by the
ministry will find the perpetrators.

The attacks againgt Mr. Chamroeun
and Mr. Saphea last Monday presaged
aweek of drama asthe nation's military
joined calls to remove Mr. Sokha, ral-
lying troops along the Thai border
with signs calling for his ouster.

The eventsled up to the CPP's 68
lawmakers on Friday meeting to oust
Mr. Sokha in a vote boycotted by the

CNRP, which has argued that it was
unconstitutional because there is no
procedure for replacing an Assembly
president or vice president unless they
die or resign.

On Saturday, Mr. Sokha said the
CNRP will not nominate a replace-
ment candidate for the position.

"Sam Rainsy and |, KemSokha. ..
discussed and agreed that the CNRP
will not propose a National Assembly
vice president candidate, as [my
removal] contradicts the Constitution
and violates the deal between the two
parties,” Mr. Sokha wrote on his
Facebook page.

CPP spokesman SokEysan said
such a decision would mean the posi-
tion-handed to the CNRP as part of
the July 2014 political deal-will
remain vacant.

"It is the CNRP's quota and the
CPP will not grab it, because there
was adeal on July 22, 2014. If there's
no KemSokha, the place will be
empty...and it's up to them if they
want to replace it,” Mr. Eysan said.

"Earlier that day, upon my arrival
from Paris, | will be visiting the two
injured CNRP National Assembly
members who are being treated at a
hospital in Bangkok," he said.
