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TEPNYTHA REAPPOINTED TO
NEC POST

After a three-hour closed-door
mesting, the Nationd Election Committee
on Friday reappointed TepNytha as
secretary-general of the recently
revamped body-though at least one of
its nine members personally disagreed
with the decision.

That Mr. Nytha's name had even
been listed among candidates in the
open call for a replacement secretary-
general surprised many who assumed
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afresh face would take the key post in
the wake of a 2014 agreement to
reform the NEC.

Speaking to reporters at the
NEC's headquartersinside the Ministry
of Interior, chairman SikBunhok said
the decision had magjority support
from the committee. Under the NEC's
governing bylaws, the chairman presents
his selection to the committee, which
must agree through a 50-plus-one
majority.

"This morning, the selection was
not made by vote, but it was made by
holding discussions with the nine
members of the NEC," said Mr.
Bunhok, who stepped down as a CPP
lawmaker early last year.

"After spending the full morning
to conduct thorough discussion on

each candidate, the NEC agreed with
my request.”

A reformed NEC was the corner-
stone of the July 2014 agreement that
saw the opposition join the government
after a 10-month boycott of parliament
in response to the contentious 2013
national election.

Whilethebody's previousiteration
was dominated by those with ties to
the CPP, the new version has four
members selected by each party and a
ninth "neutral," tie-breaking member.

Members of the committee
declined to disclose who among them
objected to Mr. Nytha's appointment,
but at least one fought the selection.

RongChhun, a former unionist
and one of the four CNRP appointees,
said he was displeased by the deci-
sion.

"Frankly speaking, | am one who
opposed the candidate for the position
as secretary-general," he said.

"The reason | opposed his candi-
dacy is because I've noticed that the
public does not support him."

Mr. Chhun said he believed Mr.
Nytha had a wealth of experience and
knowledge, but had worried that his
reputation as someone who oversaw
the controversial 2003, 2008 and
2013 elections could mar public per-
ception of the new body.

The new NEC has been tasked
with supervising the 2017 commune
elections and the 2018 national election
and has aready begun carrying out
key work, such as testing a voter reg-
istration system that uses biometric
identification.

Mr. Chun said he had aready
come to accept his colleagues deci-
sion, and hoped that the committee's
proven work and strong rules governing
its function would make Mr. Nytha's
appointment unimportant in the grand
scheme.

But while the new rules require
the NEC to come to an agreement on
decisions that are only then adminis-
tered by the secretary-general, the
CNRP said placing Mr. Nytha back in
his former role undermined the body's
work.

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FOR REFORM AGENDA, CPP TAKES
CUES FROM CNRP

Inthe aftermath of the 2013 election,
Prime Minister Hun Sen ordered his
colleagues in the ruling CPP to stand
before amirror and cleanse themselves
of the sins that had almost allowed a
united opposition led by Sam Rainsy
and Kem Sokha to sweep to power.
The message, delivered in a six-
hour speech on state television, was

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that the CPP had been handed a harsh
lesson, but had come back from worse
situations in the past and could do so
again if it corrected its errant ways.

"We expect for those voters to
come back in 2018," explained Council
of Ministers spokesman PhaySiphan
in the days after the shock result,
which put Mr. Rainsy within seven
seats of ousting Mr. Hun Sen.

"We learn from the people,” Mr.
Siphan said, casting a positive spin on
the events. "We've learned from this
campaign to push very quickly for
socia justice to provide better justice
to the people.”

Two and a haf years on, and
halfway until the 2018 national election,
the electoral program pursued by the
ruling party has, in fact, instituted a
number of mgor reforms. Many of
them have coalesced around a few
familiar ideasfrom 2013-those espoused
by the opposition CNRP.

Since the last election, Mr. Hun
Sen's government has moved to
implement at least half of the CNRP's
populist-and popular-seven-point policy
campaign platform from 2013.

"They have followed only the
political program of the CNRP at the
previous election campaign: increasing
civil servants' salaries and the wages
of the workers, for example. That was
the program of the CNRP," said Thun
Saray, head of rights group Adhoc.

"For the main and important
reforms for the country, such as an
independent judiciary and public
services, the CPP has still not shown
up," he added.

Whilethe CNRPin 2013 pledged
to increase the monthly minimum
wage in the garment sector from $80
to $150, the CPP government has
since brought it up to $140.

A separate 2013 pledge from the
CNRP to increase the minimum wage
for civil servants from $120 per
month to $250 has also been matched
by the CPP, with Mr. Hun Sen in
November pledging that the salary
would hit $250 at the start of 2018-
just in time for the election.

In contrast, nine months before
the election the prime minister said it
would be impossible to raise civil ser-
vants salaries without massive
increases on taxes for farmers.

Free health care for the poor, the
fifth of the CNRP's seven points from
2013, has also been adopted by the
CPP through a new scheme of com-
prehensive health insurance for each
formally employed worker, which
was sighed into law by Mr. Hun Sen
last week.

The CPP has even publicly
moved on CNRP promises to reduce
fuel and electricity prices and lower
unemployment. Only two CNRP cam-
paign planks-a monthly pension for
the elderly and afloor price for paddy
rice-have not yet been implemented.

"The CNRP's success so far as
opposition is getting the country to
focus on and try to correct some
issues that we raised during our cam-
paign,” said Kem Monovithya, the
CNRP's deputy head of public affairs

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INTO CHAOS

A ceremony arranged by Phnom
Penh officials to mark their final offers of
compensation for hundreds of people who
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have spent years protesting their eviction
from the BoreiKeila neighborhood
descended into chaos on Tuesday as
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activists stormed the meeting, leading to
scuffles with police.

The 154 families are the last to be
offered compensation among a larger
group of residents who were evicted by
the Phanimexcompany after it was awarded
development rights in 2003. While the
powerful conglomerate won the contract
on the condition it build 10 apartment
blocks to house the residents, it ultimately
constructed only eight blocks, leaving
hundreds of families to squat in filthy,
slum-like conditions at the site.

In September, City Hall announced
that compensation would be offered to
154 out of the 183 families till living on
the site, with 35 families being awarded
what amounted to a first prize: an apart-
ment on the land that was once theirs.
Eighty-five others would be given a
choice between $5,000 or a small plot at
the Andong village relocation site in
Kandal province, around 45 km from the
city center, while the fina 34 were
offered $3,000. The government decided
not to recognize the claims of the other 29
families.

Speaking under a marquee that was
erected on rubble where the 1,776-strong
community once lived, Mean Chanyada,
City Hall's chief of administration, said
the final compensation offers signaled the
end of the long-running dispute.

"BoreiKeila is a complicated case,
and it has been long disputed.... This
meeting today marks the final solution of
the problem," Mr. Chanyada announced
to around 70 residents, most of whom
were women and children looking on
with disinterest.

Mr. Chanyada said all but one of the
35 families offered apartments accepted
the deal, while only 40 of the 85 residents
agreed to either $5,000 or a plot in
Andong, and just four chose to move to
the site. Of the 34 residents offered
$3,000, only 16 accepted, he said.

After Mr. Chanyada concluded his
speech and handed the microphone to an
official who began reciting the names of
those who had been offered compensa
tion, a group of around eight women
marched toward the marquee, holding
banners and waving documentation in the
air as they shouted.

"I won't leave BoreiKeila-the com-
pany destroyed my house to take the land,
and now they've built avillaonit," shouted
PhorkSophan, 43.

As a crowd of about 20 reporters
surrounded the group of activists, Ms.
Sophan lamented her treatment at the
hands of authorities. After afew minutes,

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KERRY STRESSES SECURITY AND
TRADE DURING VISIT

Speaking in the garden of the Raffles
Hotel on Tuesday afternoon, U.S. Secretary
of State John Kerry said the "urgent chal-
lenge" of countering extremism, building
business ties and seeing Cambodia
become a thriving democracy were at the
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top of his agenda during his daylong visit
to Phnom Penh.

Mr. Kerry, whose trip to Cambodia
comes ahead of the February U.S.-Asean
summit in  Sunnylands, California,
described his morning meetings with
Prime Minister Hun
Sen and Foreign
Minister Hor
Namhong as being
"candid and con-
structive.”

In remarks
following his talks
with Mr. Namhong
and again in his
addressin the after-
noon, Mr. Kerry
said that bringing
Cambodia into the
fold in the fight
against the Islamic
State group was a
ity for the U.S.
"Today | aso
discussed with the
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Prime Minister the
urgent challenge internationally of coun-
tering violent extremism. And we agreed
that this is absolutely atop priority in the
relationship between any country today,"
Mr. Kerry said in his afternoon address.
"The prime minister expressed a
deep interest in Cambodia working with

our counter-Daesh coadlition,” Mr. Kerry
said, using aterm for 1.S. derived from its
Arabic spelling.

"He expressed an interest in having
our teams, our experts, come in order to
brief and exchange ideas, and we agreed
to that," he said, adding that the summit in
Sunnylands would provide an opportunity
for the assembled leaders to have an "in-
depth dialogue” on the topic.

Civil society groups sent Mr. Kerry
an open letter this week urging him to
address alitany of human rights abusesin
Cambodia and a recent offensive against
the political opposition during his meeting
with Mr. Hun Sen.

Mr. Kerry said he had stated his
desire to see the Cambodian peopl e benefit
from having their country become a
"thriving, multiparty democracy."

"l made it clear also in my meetings
today that it is our hope-l think it's a global
hope-that Cambodia will realize the full
benefits of athriving, multiparty democracy,”
he said.

"We care deeply about respect for
human rights, universal freedoms, and
good governance," he added. "And progress
in each of these areas is redlly critical to
being able to fulfill the potential of our
bilateral relations but aso, importantly,
thefull potentia of the hopesand aspirations
of the Cambodian people."

Cambodian state news agency AKP
took a different angle to Mr. Kerry's talks
with the prime minister, heralding the fact
that human rights had not been raised, in
an article on its website headlined "No
Human Rights Issue Mentioned During
Talks between Cambodian PM and U.S.
Secretary of State."

In an apparent reference to the
October beatings of opposition lawmakers
NhayChamroeun and Kong Saphea, Mr.
Kerry said ensuring the safety of lawmakers
was "afundamental responsibility” of the
government.

"Democratic governments have a
responsibility to ensure that al elected
representatives are free to perform their
responsibilities without fear of attack or
arrest," he said.

Earlier in the afternoon, Mr. Kerry
met with a del egation of senior opposition
officials, including deputy opposition
leader Kem Soha, and held a separate
meeting with local civil society leaders.

"In every meeting, | made clear that
we are committed-we the United States of
America are committed-to the relation-
ship between our country and Cambodia,"
he said.

"The appointment of TepNytha, the current
NEC secretary-general, to assume the role as
secretary-general again...could cause distrust
in future elections,” the opposition said in a
statement.

"The CNRPis very sorry and disappointed
with the decision.”

The NEC's vice chairman, KuoyBunroeun,
a CNRP appointee, said he was aware of the
criticisms, but stressed that the job came with
ample checks and balances.

"I want to clarify to the public so it does
not get confused, thinking that the management
of the secretariat general isjust led by the sec-
retary-general alone. He must discuss with the
four deputy secretaries-general,” Mr. Bunroeun
said.

"All decisions are made by the NEC,"
echoed Mr. Bunhok. "Not by the secretary-
general, deputy secretaries-general, PEC
[Provincia Election Committeg], CEC [Commune
Election Committee] or electora office offi-
cias," he said.

Apart from Mr. Nytha, who had been
running alongside HengMonychenda and
YaNavuth- both founders of local NGOs-the
NEC on Friday selected its four deputy secre-
taries-general.

NyChakrya, head of rights group Adhoc's
human rights and legal aid section, was
appointed to take charge of the internal audit
department; attorney Mao Sophearith, aformer
NEC member, will manage the operations
department and department of voter registration
data and voter lists; SomSorida, also aformer
NEC official, will oversee the legal service
and dispute department; and Mok Dara, alaw
professor and head of legal aid at election
watchdog Nicfec, is to take over the training,
media and public relations department.

NEC spokesman Hang Puthea, the ninth
"neutral” member, declined to say whether he
had supported or opposed Mr. Nytha during
the meeting.

"There was discussion and consultation,
and it received 50-plus-one, an absolute
magjority," he said.

Mr. Bunroeun, the opposition appointee,
also declined to reveal his thinking.

Asked by a reporter whether he was
"happy" to be working with Mr. Nytha, he
said dl that "matters is whether he can perform
agood job or not."

"If he does a good job, we congratulate

him.

Ms. Monovithya said that CNRP
leaders appreciated the value to the
public of the new policies, and were
not concerned that they could help the
CPP bolster its own popularity given
that broader reforms had not yet been
instituted.

"The most important and neces-
sary reform is institutional reform,
and that is not happening with this
government, because such ingtitutional
reforms would shake up interest
groups who are core CPP patrons.”

Yet CPP spokesman Sok Eysan
said he believed that the public had
been receptive to Mr. Hun Sen's
recent efforts to recast himself as a
more accessible leader since the lessons
of the 2013 election.

"We have continued to imple-
ment reforms in favor of the people's
needs, as we don't give insubstantial
promises, but we take action in favor
of peopl€'s needs. We believe the public
has seen how much the government
has already done to solve the people's
suffering,” Mr. Eysan said.

Mr. Eysan pointed to education
reform, recently announced el ectricity
price reductions, ongoing increases in
the minimum wage for civil servants,
and the recent scrapping of an array of
unpopular taxes affecting the poor as
among the CPP's best new policies.

"Based on information collected
from the constituencies by the CPP's
outreach officials, Hun Sen, as the
CPP's president and prime minister,
has solved these problems in quick
time through critical discussions with
other CPP officials,"” Mr. Eysan said.

"We do these things because they
are part of the party's strategy for
reduction of poverty among our popu-
lation-including for the civil service,
armed forces, and other Cambodians,”
he explained.

"The CPP has had such a strategy
for along time, and doesn't just follow
this number of new parties who were
just created yesterday, but boastfully
alege that the CPP has been using
their policies."

In addition to these reforms, the
CPP has taken up a more responsive
style of government, with Mr. Hun
Sen and many other officials creating
personal Facebook pages on which
they communicate directly with citi-
zens.

Mr. Siphan, the Council of Ministers
spokesman, said that this strategy had
been paying dividends.

"The prime minister now has also
been communicating directly with the
people. Before, he had to sit down and
read reports, but now he can learn
from the people and immediately
reply to their complaints and griev-
ances, and amend the law," Mr.
Siphan said.

"For myself, | see the prime min-
ister's Facebook, and the people, they
click 'like' alot. More than a million
people have liked his page. So | think
they appreciate the prime minister's
efforts,” he added.

Mr. Saray of Adhoc said he was
unsure if such a strategy of piecemeal
reform and social media outreach
would be effective, but said the 2017
commune council elections would
likely reveal the answer to the ques-
tion.

"Normally in ademocratic society,
they do polls of the opinions of the
people, but now we cannot know what
is the effect of these kinds of policies
and tactics of Hun Sen to get popularity,”
Mr. Saray said.

"We will see in 2017 what hap-
pens. If they win in 2017, they will
continue on until the 2018 national
election, but if they do not win in
2017, there could be some problems
for the 2018 election,” he explained.

"We don't know whether the 2018
election will go ahead smoothly. That
is the concern we have."

Either way, But Buntenh, a well-
known Buddhist monk who leads the
Independent Monk Network for
Socia Justice, said that he believed it
was too late for the CPP to convince
people its reforms would be meaning-
ful.

"In terms of regime survival, they
have to reform but | don't think they
can reform because they have the
same people. Through my observa-
tions, the CPP uses the word 'reform,’
but it's a diversion," the monk said.

"The Cambodian people are beat-
ing the drum-'boom, boom, boom'-but
Hun Sen's group are deeping. It's
going 'Boom, boom, boom: We need
democracy,” but they are all still
asleep," he said.

who at- tended the meeting with Mr.
Kerry, said the discussion was |onger than
he expected, "but still very short and also
short on substance."

Mr. Kerry's Twitter account kept a
running diary of his events during the
day, including a morning visit to the
National Museum, but notably omitted
his meeting with opposition officials. In
his meeting with government leaders, he
wrote that he "Discussed economic &
ASEAN issues, strengthening democracy
& bilateral relationship."

The secretary of state, who visited
CambodianumeroustimesasaU.S. senator
in the 1990s, noted during his afternoon
address the country's rapid devel opment
since he was last here and the desire of
the U.S. to strengthen economic relations.

"The progress you have made in
Cambodia is quite remarkable," he said.
"When | first came here, thiswas a city of
350,000 people and a very war-torn econo
my, [and it] is now a city of 2.2 million
people with a very modern hospital, sky-
scrapers, enormous energy and many,
many tourists.”

Mr. Kerry said it was "actualy quite
remarkable" that the U.S. remained
Cambodia's top export market.

"And we will continue to explore
ways to deepen our trade and investment
relationship including by helping to tackle
corruption and exploring ways to
strengthen Cambodia's legal institutions,”
he said.

Unlike former U.S. Secretary of
State Hillary Clinton, who hosted a pub-
lic discussion with hundreds of students
during her visit to Cambodiain 2010, Mr.
Kerry did not avail himself to any public
questions, and his meetings were closed

to the press.

Mr. Namhong, the foreign minister,
also highlighted the importance of coop-
eration in the fight against I.S. in remarks
following his meeting with Mr. Kerry.

"I do not believe that clearing I.S.
can be done by one country or one country's
military," he said. "Because of the cruel
action of the [I.S], it is not a threat for
only Iragq and Syria, but itisin Africaand
Asia, too."

And despite the tension between the
U.S. and China over claims in the South
China Sea, and wider competition
between the superpowers for influence in
the region, Mr. Namhong said Mr. Kerry
did not push Cambodia on issues related
to China

"His Excellency John Kerry aso
said that he did not ask Cambodiato support
America or support China," he said. "I
explained to him that in fact, Cambodiais
asmall country and it is [a] poor country,
but we are independent."”

Cambodia has come under heavy
criticism for being perceived as siding
with Chinain its territorial disputes with
anumber of Asean countries in the South
China Sea.

During Mr. Kerry's discussion with
Mr. Hun Sen, the prime minister requested
continued U.S. support in the "hedlth sector,
education section, mine clearing,"
according to his persona assistant, Eang
Sophalleth, who briefed reporters after
the meeting.

Mr. Hun Sen also expressed his
desire for the U.S. to consider "letting
Cambodia export goods to the U.S. with-
out quotas or tax, factors that will help to
push Cambodia's development,” Mr.
Sophalleth said.
