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Lighting Up The Canals

By Richard Howe Jr.

Every summer, the Southeast
Asian Water Festival reminds al resi-
dents of Lowell of the importance of
rivers to the people and cultures of
Southeast Asia. The Cambodian people
of Lowell and their annud water festival
have helped inspire city leaders to
look again at the rivers and canals of
Lowe | asimportant resourcesfor culture,
recreation, and economic develop-
ment.
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Lowell has been called the
Venice of America because of al the
canalsin the city. The first canal - the
Pawtucket - wasdug inthe 1790s as a
transportation canal. Using four lock
chambers, the Pawtucket Canal
allowed boats carrying products from
New Hampshire to the Atlantic Ocean
to safely pass the 32-foot drop in the
Merrimack River at Pawtucket Falls.
In the 1820s, the first of the great cotton
mills of Lowell used the Pawtucket
Cana to generate power to run the
machinery of the mills. As more mills
were built, more canals were dug.
Soon, Lowell had 5.6 miles of canals
to complement its two rivers, the
Merrimack and the Concord.

Over time, the cotton mills

closed. Many were torn down. But the
canals and the rivers remained. One
of the main reasons the National Park
came to Lowell in the 1970s was the
canals. Each year, National Park
Service tour boats carry thousands of
visitors through the canals and onto
the Merrimack River. Other than that,
not much use is made of the canals.
Some people are trying to change
that.

Fred Faust, the owner of the
Edge Group real estate company, and
Paul Marion, the executive director of
Community and Cultural Affairs at
UMass Lowell, have studied how
other cities around the world use their
rivers and canals as attractions to
entertain residents and to bring visitors
to their cities. Paul and Fred see the
canals and rivers of Lowell as the
center of day-to-day activities related
to culture, recreation, and economic
development. They do not seek to
impose a master plan from the top
down. Instead, they want to motivate
people and organizationsin Lowell to
usetheir own initiative and imagination
to make better use of the waterways.

At the same time, the city gov-
ernment of Lowell isinstalling colorful
LED lights on the Merrimack Canal
whereit runs between the two buildings
of Lowell High School. These lights,
which will be used for the first time
during Winterfest (February 19 & 20),
will light up the water, the canal walls,
and the nearby trees and buildings. The
lights can change color depending on
the season or event being celebrated
and will be used year-round.

With LED lighting now powerful,
colorful, and affordable, city leaders
invite other property owners to light
up their buildings to help make
Lowell the City of Lights of America.

The Greater Merrimack Valley is
just the perfect place to enjoy the out-
doors during the winter season. Home
to Nashoba Valley Ski Area, located

just north of Boston in Westford,
Massachusetts, opened for its first
season in 1964. Back then, rope tows
were used to service four slopes and
the winter season was dependent on
Mother Nature for snow cover. Dueto
a wet, warm winter, the first season
only lasted 14 days! The original base
lodge consisted of a gravel floor and
was heated by a pot-bellied stove.
Staff had to pack the snow on the
slopes with shovels due to a lack of
grooming machines.

In the 70's Nashoba Valley began
to expand with the purchase of the T-
Bar lift, a double chair and a triple
chair in 1978. Come 1986 the "Chief"
Triple Chair Lift was added, followed
by the "Sundance" triple in 1994.
Today Nashoba Valley operates with
4 chairlifts, 2 conveyers, and 4 rope
tows for an uphill capacity of 11,600

per hour.

Nashoba Valley was also one of
the first area’s in the country to allow
snowboarding. During the 80's
Nashoba hosted some of the largest

events to date with names like Jeff
Brushie, Jason Ford, and avery young
Todd Richards competing. Today,
Nashoba Valley is a full-service ski
area, offering lessons, rentals, skiing,
and snowboarding during the winter.
In 2001 Nashaba Valley opened New
England's largest snowtubing Park
with four lifts, 16 lanes and over 600
snow tubes.

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APPEAL COURT UPHOLDS VENG SRENG
RIOT CONVICTIONS

The Appeal Court on Thursday
upheld convictions of intentional violence
and causing property damage against
13 unionists and workers who were
arrested during ariot outside a Phnom
Penh industrial park on January 3,
2014, at which military police shot
dead at least five people.

The 13 were convicted by the
Phnom Penh Municipal Court in
March, after what rights groups called
a flawed tria, but were immediately
set free on suspended jail sentences.

Their appeal hearing was held
last week in their absence.

At the courthouse on Thursday- and

i 1} Y -

in the absence of the defendants -Judge
ChayChandaravan announced that the
lower court's decision had been
upheld.

"At the time [of the riot], police
told them to stop and leave, but the
demonstrators did not listen and they
threw stones and bottles of gasoline
and used dlingshots against the military
police and police, which seriously
injured the military police and police,
and made one officer blind in one
eye" the judge said.

"Thisisan illegal act that caused
damageto public property and affected
public order,” he added. "There is
enough evidenceto confirm thevictims
testimony.... The hearing judges cannot
believe the answers of the defendants,
who said they did not join the demon-
stration but were only bystanders who
were watching."

The judge did not explain what
evidence the court had linking the
defendants to the violence.

During their initia tria at the
municipal court, the defendants all
claimed that they were not participating
in the riot and were arrested only

because they were in the vicinity.
When their lawyers asked the officers
if they had seen any of the defendants
actually taking part in the violence,
the officers said they had not.

Am Sam Ath, technical supervisor
for rights group Licadho, said on
Thursday that the officers made the
same admission during the Appeal
Court hearing on January 27.

Mr. Sam Ath, who attended the
hearing, said the officers also claimed
that none of the police or military
police who responded to the riot were
armed with anything except shields,
batons and tear-gas launchers.

At least five garment workers
were fataly shot the
day of the riot and
more than 40 others
were injured by bullets.
Photographs of the
scene show military
police firing AK-47s.
| No evidence to suggest

that anyone else was
armed has been made
public.

Mr. Sam Ath faulted
the appeal court for
holding the hearing without any of the
defendants.

"All their lawyers asked the hearing
judgesfor adelay because they wanted
to find their clientsto join the hearing,
but the judges did not agree," he said.

"The presiding judge did not give
a clear reason for why he did not
agree to the delay. He just said that
court officials sent asummonsto their
addresses but they had already
moved."

Contacted after the verdict was
announced, Judge Chandaravan
declined to comment when asked why
the court did not take additional steps
to inform the defendants of the hearing,
referring the question to court
spokesman TochPharith, who also
declined to comment.

RosSorphon, one of the defen-
dants, maintained that he was an innocent
bystander on the day of the riot and
said he would talk with his lawyers
about whether to appeal the case to
the Supreme Court.

"I will continueto search for justice
because thisis very unfair for me," he
said.
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VACATED BODYGUARD HQ SIGNALS
END OF AN ERA

The former headquarters of late CPP
President Chea Sim's personal bodyguard
unit, which was disbanded following his
death in June, is now the office of a private
security firm.

The large blue-and-red sign reading
"Bodyguard Unit of Sam-dech Akka
MohaThammaPothisal Chea Sim" above
the entrance to the compound on Street 19
in Phnom Penh has been replaced by two
posters flanking ametal gate-the image of
a female security guard on one side, a
male counterpart on the other-advertising
the services of Libra Private Security.

While Chea Sim enjoyed the protec-
tion of hundreds of armed bodyguards,
his successor as president of the Senate,
Say Chhum, has taken a more relaxed
approach to security, Senate spokesman
Mam Bun Neang said on Tuesday.

"Samdech Say Chhum does not have
many bodyguards like Samdech Chea
Sim," he said. "I have seen that he has
about five to six bodyguards, who go with
Samdech whenever he goes anywhere."

Mr. Bun Neang said members of
Chea Sim's bodyguard unit had been reas-
signed to Brigade 70-the Royal
Cambodian Armed Forces unit tasked
with providing security to high-level offi-
cials and foreign dignitaries.

Political analysts said there could be
various reasons why Mr. Chhum's security
detail paled in comparison to his prede-
cessor's but agreed that Chea Sim's mas-
sive force had little to do with his personal
protection.

Political commentator Kem Ley,
who last year founded the Khmer for
Khmer grassroots advocacy group, said
Chea Sim's bodyguard unit was largely a
legacy of the factionalism within theruling
party in the late 1980s and 1990s.

"Thiswas the conflict, and the chairs
and vice-chairs [of the CPP] tried to
recruit many, many bodyguards until
now," Mr. Ley said.

"Say Chhum at that time was in the
middle. So that's why | hope Say Chhum
will not recruit many bodyguards,” he
said, adding that toward the end of Chea
Sim'slife, his bodyguards served in various
functions.

"The bodyguard isnot only to maintain

the security of their boss, but their business
also," he said.

Although he served a mostly hon-
orary role within the CPP later in his life,
Chea Sim created a sprawling political
patronage network in the 1980s that for
more than a decade made him one of the
country's most powerful men.

In a statement released following his
death last year, Human Rights Watch said
the former interior minister would be
remembered for creating a template for
the misuse of state security forces.

"His legacy continues to this day,
with unreformed security forces run for
the interests of the ruling party instead of
the public good,” the group's Asia director,
Brad Adams, said in the statement.

Chea Sim's massive bodyguard unit
and his long list of advisers were notori-
ous for finding themselvesin lega trouble,
with hisformer bodyguard chief handed a
10-year prison sentence for along list of
crimes.

ChhoeunChanthan, the disgraced
bodyguard chief, was convicted in
February 2012 of illegal weapons posses-
sion, ordering the use of weapons without
proper authority, forging documents and
using forged documents. In the same
month, a military court convicted him of
illegally selling and destroying military
property, as well as breach of trust.

Ou Virak, a politica anayst and
head of the Future Forum think tank, said
bodyguards in Cambodia were largely a
"power symbol,” and one that he was
happy to see diminished in the case of
Chea Sim.

"I think it was basically Chea Sim's
way of saying he was still important in
the party. Say Chhum cannot demand the
same thing, nor should he," he said.

"Many of the Cambodian people
who have bodyguards do not have them
for protection of the body,” Mr. Virak
said, pointing to Mr. Hun Sen's body-
guard unit, which numbers in the thou-
sands.

"Does Hun Sen really need the body-
guard unit? You could have asked the
same thing about Chea Sim," he added.
"The answer is no."
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HUN SEN DISMISSES US CRITICS
AHEAD OF SUMMIT

Beginning his first officia visit to
the U.S. for a summit with fellow Asean
leaders and U.S. President Barack Obama
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in Cdifornia this week, Prime Minister
Hun Sen said on Sunday evening that he
was not interested in critiques leveled by
his American hosts.

Speaking to hundreds of supporters
at a hotel near the site of the summit in
Rancho Mirage, California, Mr. Hun Sen
said he had not even bothered to read a
recent letter from U.S. lawmakers com-
menting on Cambodia's human rights sit-
uation.

"You havetheright to send me aletter;
| have theright not to receiveit,” Mr. Hun
Sen told the audience-including a number
of prominent members of the Cambodian-
American community-in a video posted
to Facebook.

In a letter to Mr. Hun Sen dated
February 11, agroup of seven Democratic
U.S. senators expressed their concern
over the human rights record of his gov-
ernment, citing the brutal beating of two
CNRP lawmakers outside the National
Assembly in October, along with NGO
reports on land grabbing and human traf-
ficking.

"I ordered that the letter be put back
in the envelope and sent back to the original
senders," Mr. Hun Sen said.

"Even if it's a letter from Obama, |
would never receive it if the letter was

just insulting me," he added, to applause
from his audience.

Mr. Hun Sen's trip to the U.S. has
been mired in controversy.

Dozens of human rights groups have
caled on Mr. Obama to address human
rights abuses in the region, despite the
summit ostensibly focusing on trade and
security.

"Obama should also publicly press
Hun Sen to end violence and harassment
of opposition supporters, drop criminal
charges against peaceful protesters, and
release dl politica prisonersin the country,”
Human Rights Watch said in a statement
released earlier this month.

Activigsinthe U.S. havea so promised
public protests against the prime minister
during the two-day summit at the
Sunnylands resort. Vibol Touch, president
of the Cambodia-America Alliance, an
activist group that is organizing the
demonstration, said in an online message
on Monday that he expected a turnout of
500 protesters.

Mr. Hun Sen has warned that any
protests held against him could lead to
counterdemonstrations back in Cambodia,
and ruling party supporters have alluded
to possible violent retribution against
CNRP officials.

The opposition party has repeatedly
said it is not involved with the Cambodian
-American activists.

In a post to his Facebook page on
Monday, hours before the Cambodia-
America Alliance's protest was set to
begin, Mr. Hun Sen said demonstrations
would only play into the hands of hisforeign
critics.

"Please do not have internal disputes
and then take those disputes abroad, tearing
each other apart and destroying
Cambodians happiness, making foreigners
trample and look down on our race" he
wrote.

Mr. Hun Sen has previously shown
his sensitivity to protests staged against
him in foreign countries. After he was met
by protesters during a trip to France in
October, he warned of counterprotests in
Cambodia. The next day, two opposition
lawmakers were beaten and left with
severe injuries at an anti-CNRP protest
outside Parliament.

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WITH NEW LOGO, NHEK BUN CHHAY PRESSES
AHEAD WITH PARTY PLANS

A new royalist palitical party founded
by former Funcinpec genera Nhek Bun
Chhay has been approved by the Interior
Ministry and will hold its inaugural con-
gress later this month, he said at a press
conference at his house on Friday.

Although the event was ostensibly

held to inform the public about his new
political venture, which he has dubbed the
Khmer National United Party, Mr. Bun
Chhay spent much of his time criticizing
Funcinpec and its leader, Prince Norodom
Ranariddh, his former boss and current
nemesis.

Mr. Bun Chhay was forced this week
to change the logo he proposed to use for
his new party, which was nearly identical
to a logo formerly used by Funcinpec,
after Prince Ranariddh complained to the
Interior Ministry.

On Friday, he conceded that he
would change the logo, but said it was a
shame that the prince had let the image

fall out of use.

"I saw that [Prince Ranariddh] had
abandoned the old logo of Independence
Monument that was the heritage of the
late king, so we al decided to retake it to
use for the new Khmer National United
Party because we want to maintain what
we think they have forgotten," he said.

. Despite his attach-
ment to the old logo, Mr.
Bun Chhay said he had
aready come up with a
new emblem: a crown
and two sheaves of rice,
rendered in yellow and
blue.

Mr. Bun Chhay also
suggested that his party would try to take
over some of Funcinpec's provincial
offices, claiming that around 10 of them
were privately owned by people such as
himself and Keo PuthReasmey, the for-
mer head of Funcinpec.

"Not all the offices were created and
led by SamdechKromPreah [Prince
Ranariddh]," he said.

"If SamdechKromPreah and others
around him want to take the offices, a
lawsuit cannot be avoided."

Funcinpec officials could not be
reached for comment.

Despite the threats, which included
alusions to the vicious besting of two
opposition lawmakers outside the
National Assembly in Phnom Penh in
October, Tuesday's reaction to the protest
was limited, mostly due to disputes over
itssize.

Veasna Roeun, vice president of the
Cambodia-America Alliance, said that at
its peak the protest in Rancho Mirage,
California, numbered more than athousand
people, most of them from Cambodian
communities in the U.S. and Canada.

"We are looking at a combined total
of at least 1,500," Mr. Roeun said, adding
that "a good 80 percent” were from the
Cambodian diaspora, the remainder being
Thai, Viethamese, Rohingya and anti-
Trans-Pacific Partnership demonstrators.

"The main message isthat we are fed
up with the 35 years of no transparency, of
35 years of authoritarian government, of
dictatorial rule," Mr. Roeun said. "We
want to see responsible government, and
we don't think we are going to get that
while Hun Sen is sitting in power."

Contradicting Mr. Roeun's estimate
of the crowd size, CPP spokesman Sok
Eysan said his own sources, which he
refused to name, informed him that the
activist had oversold the number of
Cambodian-Americans in attendance-by
about 900 people.

"The information I've received is
that they would have needed 940 more
people to meet a number of 1,000 demon-
strators,” Mr. Eysan said.

"This provesthat they were met with
failure because there were only 50 to 60
people who joined the protest,” he said,
dismissing the notion that the Cambodian
diaspora was generally unhappy with Mr.
Hun Sen.

"The most noticeable thing was that
anti-Thai government demonstrators
greeted and thanked SamdechTecho Hun
Sen for supporting the fight for democracy
in Thailand," he said.

Saing Song, a CPP supporter who
promised on Sunday to stage counter-
demonstrations against the CNRP if the
Cambodian-American activists went
ahead with their protest, echoed Mr.
Eysan. He said the protest had been too
small to warrant a response, even though
he claimed to have seen CNRP activistsin
the crowd.

"We just saw that there were around
200 Cambodian protesters and it seemed
like a very small protest,” said Mr. Song,
who identified himself as leader of a
group caled Youth Alliance and CPP
Supporters.

"Since it's just a small protest that
doesn't have an impact on or pressure the
government of SamdechTecho, we decided
to call off the plan,” he said.

On Monday, Morn Phalla, head of
the CNRP's executive committee in
Phnom Penh, sent a letter to municipal
authorities requesting additional security,
specifically citing Mr. Song's promises of

counterdemonstrations made in a Facebook
post.

On Tuesday, CNRP lawmaker Ou
Chanrith said his party remained on alert
despite Tuesday's cam, having seen no
effort by authoritiesto increase security at
CNRP headquarters.

With no response from the Ministry
of Interior and City Hall, he said party
activists had been dispatched both to
deputy opposition leader Kem Sokhas
home in TuolKok district and to party
headquarters for added protection.

"We'll have to wait and see for afew
more days and will take our precautions,"
Mr. Chanrith said. "We still have to be
careful.”

the Interior Ministry and Phnom
Penh City Hall asking for increased pro-
tection in response to the threat of violent
counterdemonstrations.

In aletter addressed to Phnom Penh
governor Pa Socheatvong on Monday,
Morn Phalla, head of the CNRP's execu-
tive committee in Phnom Penh, cited a
video posted to the Facebook page of a
man named Saing Song, who said his
group, Youth Alliance and CPP Supporters,
would stage a counter-protest outside the
CNRP's headquarters if demonstrations
went ahead in the U.S.

CPP spokesman Sok Eysan said on
Monday that he didn't know who Mr.
Song was but supported his right to hold
such a protest.

"The CPP does not organize
demonstrations to stage against this or
that person,” Mr. Eysan said.

"But it'sthewill of the CPPsmembers
and supporters to hold it if there's a big
protest in the U.S."

City Hall spokesman Long Dimanche
confirmed he had received the letter,
which he said had been sent to "national
and local authorities," and claimed that
security was being provided to al of the
country's lawmakers.

"It's our duty to give protection and
ensure safety to all lawmakers and their
residences," he said.

"It doesn't matter which party law-
makers come from."

Interior  Ministry  spokesman
KhieuSopheak said that Interior Minister
SarKheng had responded to the CNRP's
letter by ordering ministry officials and
police to "fulfill their respective tasks
according to the existing law."

Dressfor the Weather:

"Wear severa layers of loose-fit-
ting, lightweight, warm clothing
rather than one layer of heavy cloth-
ing.

"Outer garments should be tightly
woven and water repellent.

" Wear mittens over gloves,
layering worksfor your hands aswell.

" Always wear a hat and cover
your mouth with a scarf to protect
your lungs.

" Dress children warmly and
set reasonable time limits on outdoor
play.

"Redrict infants outdoor exposure
when it is colder than 40 degrees

Fahrenheit.

Watch for signs of frostbite:

" These include loss of feeling
and white or pale appearance in
extremities such as fingers, toes, ear
lobes, and the tip of the nose.

" If symptoms are detected, get
medical help immediately.

Watch for signs of hypothermia:

" These include uncontrollable
shivering, memory loss, disorienta-
tion, incoherence, slurred speech,
drowsiness and apparent exhaustion.

Have your heating system
cleaned and checked annually.

" Install and maintain smoke
alarms and carbon monoxide detectors
on every level of your home. Carbon
monoxide (CO) is an invisible gas
produced whenever any fuel is
burned, such as near oil or gas fur-
naces, water heaters, fireplaces,
stoves, and some space heaters. It has
no smell, taste, or color. It is a poison
and is deadly.

Emergency Shelter Operations

" The Boston Public Health
Commission (BPHC) coordinates a
city-wide network of emergency shel-
ters, outreach providers, city agencies
and first responders to assist those in
need of shelter. Emergency shelters
are open 24 hours and will accept any
personin need. Winter overflow shelters
were opened in December; men can
access shdters through 112 Southampton
Street, and women should go to the
Woods-Mullen  Shelter at 794
Massachusetts Ave. BPHC and the
City are working closely with shelter

providers to ensure that no client is
without shelter, food, resources, and a
warm respite from the cold.

" BPHC and EMS are working
with several other community partners
to to actively seek out individuals and
help them find shelter and provide
food, clothing, blankets, medical
assistance to those in need.

" During extreme cold weather,
street outreach teams operate with
extended hours and provide mobile
outreach vans on the streets two hours
earlier in the evening and throughout
the day. If you see aperson in need of
shelter or who is not properly dress
for the cold, please call (617) 633-
0170. If the situation is an emergency,
cal 911.

Heat Guidelines for Property
Owners and Tenants

Tips property owners can take to
make their homes energy efficient:

" Disconnect water hose from
the home.

" Wrap or cover exposed spigot.
Caulk or putty windows.

" Ensure kitchen and bathroom
dampers close properly.

" Close all storm windows and

doors.
" Apply weather stripping.
Properly insulate all pipes
that are exposed.
" Cover vents.

Emergency Operations

" The City of Boston Office of
Emergency Management (OEM)
remains in constant contact with the
National Weather Service to receive
detailed forecasts for the City of
Boston and ensures each City depart-
ment has a plan in place to handle the
forecast. If the storm warrants, the
City's Emergency Operations Center
will be activated and City representa-
tives will coordinate response and
recovery efforts.

" Year round, OEM conducts
preparedness seminars to educate the
public on the importance of having an
emergency preparedness plan and a
bag of emergency supplies in the
event that Boston residents have to
shelter in place or leave their resi-
dence.

" As the City is notified in
advance, residents who sign up for
notifications will receive a message
from the City about winter storms and
extreme cold weather. This notifica-
tion system also handles alerting resi-
dents when a snow emergency/parking
ban is in effect and when it is being
lifted.
