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Parties Discuss Activigs Convictions, NGO Law

Interior Minister Sark heng and deputy
opposition leader KemSokha met at the
National Assembly on Monday to discuss
the recent jailing of 14 CNRP activists
over the "insurrection" at Freedom Park a
week before last year's July 22 political deal.

In a sudden decision last month, 11
CNRP activists were found guilty on
insurrection charges over the July 15
protest to reopen Freedom Park that
turned violent, and a further three have
been arrested this month after an appeal
from Prime Minister Hun Sen.

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Opposition leader Sam Rainsy has
been in Europe and the U.S. since the day
the 11 sentences were handed down on
July 21, and Mr. Sokha has led the oppo-
sition party's campaign to have the
activists released.

Monday's meeting between Mr.
Kheng and Mr. Sokha took place behind
closed doors, and the two leaders-wearing
broad smiles as they walked out-declined
to speak to reporters, sending spokesmen
to address the media instead.

Interior Ministry Secretary of State
SakSetha, who represented Mr. Kheng,
said the two leaders discussed many
issues, including the activists, despite a
CPP spokesman saying Sunday that such
talks would impact judicia independence.

"Regarding the arrests of the people
who committed crimes, that is the legal
process. In fact, the two leaders discussed
the issue but agreed that the discussion
would not in any way impact on the legal
process,” Mr. Setha said.

"We are trying to look for a method
to give advice and ideas [to the courts] but

those ideas and advice must not affect the
legal process or the court's authority,” he
added.

Asked to specify what such advice
could entail, Mr. Setha said that one
example could be that the legal processes
should be followed properly, or that the
CNRPactivists get lawyers. In fact, the 11
activists convicted of "insurrection” and
the three others arrested this month
aready have lawyers.

CNRP lawmaker EngChhayEang,
who represented Mr. Sokha, told reporters
that the opposition was satisfied with the
results of the discussion and would seek
to free the activists through legal processes.

"For this issue, we discussed this a
lot, and at the end the two party leaders
agreed to what SakSetha said, and we will
use the legal processes to solve this prob-
lem," Mr. ChhayEang said without elabo-
rating.

The CNRP has repeatedly accused
the country's courts of being corrupt and
under the CPP's influence.

Mr. ChhayEang also told reporters
that it was clear the seven CNRP lawmakers
briefly imprisoned in the days between
the July 15 protest and the July 22 deal
last year on charges of "leading an insur-
rection” would remain safe thanks to their
parliamentary immunity from prosecution.

"For the seven lawmakers, due to
their immunity the court cannot detain or
arrest them," he said.

Mr. Hun Sen has repeatedly threat-
ened the lawmakers with trials, but the
Phnom Penh Municipal Court has not
summoned any for questioning since Mu
Sochua, who led the protest last year and
remained silent during questioning on
May 11.

Separately, Mr. Setha, the Interior
Ministry official, said Mr. Kheng and Mr.
Sokha had discussed the recently passed
and highly controversial NGO law, the
legality of which is presently being
checked by the Constitutional Council.

Mr. Setha said the government could
not intervene in that process but that once
the law is passed by the council and
signed by King NorodomSihamoni, the
CPP may discuss negotiating changes
with the CNRP.

"The process is underway, but when
it isimplemented, if there are impacts on
rights and the peoplé€'s interests, the two
parties agreed to address those impacts
and to amend [the law] in order to resolve
those impacts,” he said.
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Recent Arrests Disrupt Charade of Palitical Truce

Cautious in the face of mounting politi-
cd danger, Prime Minister Hun Sen watched
for three months as the opposition CNRP
advanced a hodile campaign accusing his
government of surrendering swaths of
Cambodian territory to Vietnam.

His slence soon gave way to unprece-
dented offersto rectify border postsimproper-
ly placed ingde Cambodias territory, and
requests to the U.N. and foreign countries for
maps of Cambodia to check againgt the one
being usad by the government.

Then, two days after CNRP lawmak-

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er Real Camerin led some 2,500 peopleto
inspect a reported Vietnamese incursion
in SvayRieng province, 11 opposition
activists were suddenly sentenced to
prison on charges of insurrection.

From Europe, Mr. Rainsy interpreted
the decision as a message to the CNRP to
end its border campaign, but five days
later accused Mr. Hun Sen's government
of standing by as Vietnam annexed the
land Mr. Camerin visited.

If the activists sentences failed to
sway Mr. Rainsy, however, the arrest of
opposition Senator Hong Sok Hour-a
close friend and fellow French citizen-on
Saturday proved more persuasive, with
Mr. Rainsy pledging Monday to stop
attacking the CPP on the border.

"If we know they are sensitive, we
won't poke their waists, we will look for a
[new] way. When we know they are sen-
sitive, we have to be careful and comfort
them somehow to find a result for the
nation,” Mr. Rainsy said to reporters after
visiting the CNRP's jailed activists.

"If ajob is proceeding, and we talk
about it publicly and openly, sometimes
there are things that are right and things
that arewrong, and [it islike] mixing mud
with fish paste* he said. "If we work
together...it is a more effective way."

OuVirak, a political consultant and
founder of the Future Forum think tank,
said that Mr. Hun Sen had delivered a
clear message to Mr. Rainsy that further
politicking on the border would only lead
to more of hiswrath.

"Basically, the CPP has recently
been trying to remove the one major sen-
sitive issue that has haunted them, and
they have been doing this by showing
they are arresting illegal Vietnamese
immigrants and sending them back,” Mr.
Virak said.

"It has been very clear in loca
media, in the CPP-affiliated press, that
they are going after the Vietnamese, and
taking on the rhetoric of the opposition in
order to stop this sensitive political
issue," he said.

"And thousands of people going to
the border is the worst case scenario for
this," he added. "Hun Sen wanted to make
a statement about this."

Mr. Rainsy has said such arrests are
not damaging to his "culture of dialogue"
with Mr. Hun Sen, which began after last
year's political deal and was meant to fos-
ter an atmosphere free of threats and vio-
lence leading up to the 2018 national
election.

Kem Ley, a political analyst who
recently helped create the Grassroots
Democracy Party as an alternative to the
two main parties, said Mr. Rainsy's help-
lessness in the face of political arrests
exposed the futility of his"dialogue" with
the prime minister.

"From the beginning until now, the
culture of dialogue has been useless. A
culture of dialogue should have clear
mechanisms to solve issues, but the
CNRP only do not want to fight the gov-
ernment anymore," he said.

Mr. Ley said Mr. Hun Sen wastrying
to ramrod a cautious Mr. Rainsy into sub-
mission.

"The main purpose of the govern-
ment is to end freedom of expression on
the border issue, and to legitimize the
border postings, and they want the oppo-
sition to support what they have done so
far in talks with Vietham," Mr. Ley said.

"This is the CPP's political culture,”
he said.

Yet Mr. Rainsy said by telephone
Monday that the arrests of Mr. Sok Hour
and the other activists were symbols of
the opposition’s recent success in damag-
ing the CPP, and said the culture of dia-
logue has limited the blowback.

"The situation would be much worse
now without the culture of dialogue,
because thanks to the culture of dialogue
there has been damage control and there
are still some lines of communication,”
Mr. Rainsy said. "With the culture of dia-
logue, we can still control the situation.”

"The CPPis kind of desperate. They are panicking. This wave of arrests shows
they are panicking and losing ground. It does not show strength. If you were confident
in your popularity, you would not do that,” the opposition leader said.

"Hun Sen now is not happy-angry and frustrated-by the border issue," he added.
"When we create the conditions conducive to changes in his mind, we can find common
ground on issues like the border."

CPP spokesman SokEysan said he was grateful that Mr. Rainsy now acknowl-
edged he was provoking the government with the border campaign, but said he doubted
the opposition leader's sincerity in saying he would now end it.

"He seems to have woken up, because previously he never talked about poking
the government's waist, and now he has said it, therefore he knows it was his error.
His words 'poke the waist' have a lot of meaning," Mr. Eysan said.

"We will wait and see whether he can do it [keep his word] or not. | do not
believeit."
