2014 election

LOWELL -- Rady Mom is the
city's newest state representative, a
political novice who won strong backing
from the city's Cambodian voters to
become what is believed to be the first
Cambodian-American legislator in the
country.
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Mom, a45-year-old physical ther-
apist, defeated unenrolled candidate
Fred Bahou Tuesday to claim the 18th
Middlesex House District, Winning

more than 61 percent of the vote. In an
unofficial tally, Mom won 3,847 to
2,386.

Mom, who moved to the United
States at age 12 during his home coun-
try's Khmer Rouge regime, has been
active in the Cambodian community
for years, including the Cambodian
Mutual Assistance Association,
Angkor Dance Troupe and Khmer
Cultural Council. Many in the city's
Cambodian community have said
they've been energized by his cam-
paign, becoming more active in local
politics than they would normally be.

Mom, who is soft-spoken, could
barely be heard above the din of the
room. He gave his victory speech
shortly after 9 p.m.

"This is history. This is just the
beginning,” he said, but some still
struggled to hear him.

It was Golden who,
moments before, pinned a
Legidature pin onthelapel of
Mom's jacket and hugged him
in atight embrace.

Mom spoke for about
eight minutes and seemed
like a more polished speaker
than he did two months ago
after winning the September
primary. Hetold afew stories
about his campaign but stayed
away from talking about specific
issues. Standing behind him
were his sister, Chanvon, his
wife, Srady, and children Judtin,
Joee, Amelia and Allyanna.

"With al of their con-
cerns, hearing their voice,
they're speaking to me," he
said of voters he met cam-
paigning.

Mom didn't mention his
Cambodian heritage but did
acknowledge the diversity in
the room around him.

"We are al Americans.
That's why we're here," he
said. "Take a second to look
around you. Look at the color
around you. Isn't it beautiful ?
You arefamily, asl antoyou."

Speaking at Pailin City
Restaurant on Branch Street,
Mom promised to be "your
bridge from the city of Lowell
to Beacon Hill."

"I will fight," he said. "I
will fight for justice.”

Mom, whoseonly previous
run for political office was a
campaign for City Council in
2005, has prioritized public
safety, including backing a
proposal for the city to use
Shotspotter, agunshot-detection
system to help police officers
respond amogt ingtantaneoudy
to gunfire. He's also backed a
proposal for aregional lock-up
facility.

Mom finished first of
four Democratsin the September
primary before beating Bahou,
who represents Lowell on the
Greater Lowell Technical
School Committee. In his
victory Tuesday, he is the
city'sfirst new representative
in 15 years.

The 18th Middlesex Didrict
encompasses an area of the
city generally south of the

Merrimack River and west of
the Lowell Connector, indluding
the Highlands, the Acre,
Cambodia Town and part of
downtown. It was Kevin
Murphy's district from 1999
until earlier this year, when
he resigned to become the
Lowell city manager.

Bahou would have been
theonly member of theLegidature
who isn't a Democrat or
Republican. Hefailed to gain
many strong endorsements
during the campaign, while
Mom won strong support
from Lowell area Democrats
and others in the party, like
Gov. Deval Patrick, state
Sen. Eileen Donoghue and
Lowell public-safety unions.

The crowd at the
Athenian Corner on Market
Street, where Bahou and
family and supporters were
gathered, started filing out at
around 8:45 p.m., as word
circulated that Bahou had
lost. Bahou said he was
happy to returnto alifewithout
campaigning.

"They ran a great cam-
paign,” Bahou said, before
aluding to thedifficulty facing
a Democrat in a heavily
Democratic district. "l think
it's tough to beat the estab-
lishment."

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Cambodia-Born US Poalitician Joins Prison Protest

Three weeks after becoming the
first Cambodian-American legislator
inthe U.S., Rady Mom joined hundreds
of protestersin Phnom Penh on Sunday
to demand the release of 17 imprisoned
activists, opposition figures and monks
from Prey Sar prison.

Mr. Mom, 45, who was elected as
a Massachusetts state representative
intheNovember 4 U.S. midterm dections,
arrived in Cambodia last week for a
two-week visit to the country.

“| feel pity for my brothers and
sisters,” avisibly upset Mr. Mom told
some 200 protesters outside the maxi-
mum-security prison before passing
the microphone to his spokesman,
Khem Chantha.

“We call, through newspapers
and the media, for the government to
release our brothers and sisters,” Mr.
Chanthatold the crowd. “ Their crimes
are not really serious—Dblocking traffic
is not a penal offense.”

Seven activists from the embattled
Boeng Kak community were sentenced
to one year in prison on November 11
after being convicted under the traffic
law of obstructing traffic after they
placed a bed frame in the middle of
Monivong Boulevard. The stunt was
intended to bring attention to flooding
in their neighborhood.

The protesters and Mr. Mom
hoped to meet with the 17 prisoners—a
group that includes 11 activists, three

CNRPfigures and three monks—but were
not alowed to enter the detention
facility.

Anti-eviction activist Yorm Bopha,
also from the Boeng Kak community,
said that while disappointed at not
being allowed inside, the protesters

were heartened by Mr. Mom's pres-
ence Sunday.

“His support encourages and
inspires us to fight for justice, and
shows we are not alone,” Ms. Bopha
said. “We were happy to see him par-
ticipate with us to demand the release
of the 17 who have been unjustly
imprisoned.”

Prior to joining Sunday’s demon-

stration, Mr. Mom met with Prime |

Minister Hun Sen on Thursday and
opposition leader Sam Rainsy on

Saturday. He plans to meet with a |

number of other CPP and CNRP offi-
cials throughout the next week and a
half.
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While visiting a school inside
Phnom Penh’'s Svay Pope pagoda
Sunday afternoon, Mr. Mom said that
despite taking part in the morning’'s
demonstration, the purpose of his trip
was not political.

“The first [reason] was to have a
little bit of vacation time,” he
said. “I dso redly wanted to
have a connection—see the
country where | was born—
from a different point of
view.”

Mr. Mom said his meet-
ing with Mr. Hun Sen last
week was a way for him to
view Cambodia through the
eyes of the man who has
ruled the country for nearly
30 years.

“IThe meeting] was to
meet a man, a prime minister, who
runs this great nation...to get alittle bit
of insight on how he seesthe country,” he
sadWhen asked if his view of the
prime minister had changed after spesk-
ing with protesters and opposition law-
makers—who accuse Mr. Hun Sen’s
government of orchestrating some of
the arrests—Mr. Mom said he did not

know enough about the palitical situ-
ation to comment.

“1 don’t’ know the whole story of
al that,” Mr. Mom said. “I'm more
concerned [about] where | came
from.”

Mr. Mom was elected this month
as the state representative for the 18th
Middlesex district in Lowell,
Massachusetts. Lowell has the U.S.’s
second largest Cambodian-American
population, numbering about 30,000.

Mr. Mom arrived in the U.S. with
his family in 1982 after fleeing the
Khmer Rouge regime and spending
severa yearsin aTha refugee camp.

On Sunday, Mr. Mom said he
hopes his story will inspire not only
his condtituents, but young Cambodians
aswell.

“lI went to the States in 1982
without aword of English,” he said. “I
want to inspire men and women...
whether that’s in the States or here, to
inspire them to step up, take pride in
what they want to see changed. Don’t
just scream out, but step up and do
something about it.”

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CNRP Reveds Kem Sokha's Monthly Salary

An opposition officia has hit back
at claims made by "Khmer for Khmer"
founder Kem Ley last week that CNRP
Vice President Kem Sokha has collected
a salary of $15,000 per month since
the opposition joined parliament in
August.

Mr. Ley made the claim on
Thursday during atalk about the CNRP's
perceived recent inactivity in public.

In response, CNRP Youth President
Hing Soksan, who has served as the
deputy secretary-general of the National
Assembly since August, on Monday
released an official document listing
Mr. Sokha's salary as the parliament's
vice president.

According to the document, Mr.
Sokha in fact draws a salary of 4.73
million riel (or about $1,180) and
allowances totaling 4.76 million riel
($1,190).

The $1,190 in allowances are
divided into about $500 for use of a
car, $87.50 for a driver, $352.50 for
"missions," $150 for health care, and
$100 for "assistance." They boost Mr.
Sokha's $1,180 basic salary to afigure
of $2,370.

Thefigureisdlightly lessthan the
total $2,384 that National Assembly
President Heng Samrin receives. A
lawmaker with no committee respon-
sibilities takes home a $975 salary, but
allowances (including $500 for gasoline)
boost the figure to $2,650.

Mr. Samrin and Mr. Sokha are
each given an additional $500 per
month for gasoline in addition to their
compensation packages, Mr. Soksan
said.

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Police Claim Anti-Gov't Group Raisng Own Army

The Khmer National Liberation Front
(KNLF), a political advocacy group that
opposes Prime Minister Hun Sen and his
ruling CPP, is in the process of training a
secret army consisting of hundreds of
armed terrorists intent on overthrowing the
government, national police spokesman
Kirth Chantharith said Sunday.

The spokesman's comments during a
press conference at the National Police
headquarters in Phnom Penh on Sunday
morning follow?he arrest of 10 KNLF
members last month for plotting to incite
violence. A police statement issued at the
time said the dissident group was "training
terrorist forces to secretly plant explosives
near the Thal border" and "topple the gov-
ernment through the use of illegal armed
force."

"We have evidence in the form of
confiscated lists to prove that they have
hundreds of armed forces, and we believe
they are hiding in the country," Lt. Gen.
Chantharith told reporters Sunday.

He said that among the evidence
against the 10 men arrested on October 22
and 23 was a document-issued by KNLF
president Sam Serey and thumbprinted by

the suspects-announcing the establishment
of arebel army and its own defense min-
istry.

"We questioned the suspects and they
confessed that they recruited armed forces
and they also received training at the
Cambodian-Thal border," he said, adding
the men admitted to enlisting migrant
workers, monks and students studying in
Thailand.

Lt. Gen. Chantharith said police had
also obtained 461 letters proving the KNLF's
intention to provoke citizens to rise up
against the government, and accused the
group of attempting to "change history" by
disseminating CDs and books entitled
"Uproot January 7," which were critical of
the government, King Norodom Sihamoni
and the late King Norodom Sihanouk.

He said authorities adso had docu-
ments to show that the KNLF was born out
of the Tiger Head movement, another sup-
posed terrorist organization, and accused
both groups of being behind two separate
bomb plots in Phnom Penh in 2007 and
2009. Four members of the Tiger Head
movement were sentenced to between 20
and 28 yearsin prison for the 2009 case, in
which explosives were found outside the

Samrin said.

An hour later, the parliamentarians
returned to the chamber along with
three previoudy absent CPPlawvmakers,
but without one lawmaker from the
CNRP who had left the parliament.

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Assembly's Finance Commission Requests
More Details on Budget

The National Assembly's banking
and finance commission met Monday
to discuss the proposed $3.8-hillion
budget for 2015, with lawmakers from
both parliamentary parties agreeing
that more specific details are needed
before they can evaluate the plan,
according to the commission's deputy
chairman, Son Chhay.

Mr. Chhay, a senior lawmaker for
the opposition CNRP, said the four
lawmakers from his party on the com-
mittee, aswell asthefivefromtheruling
CPP, had scheduled a meeting with
Finance Minister Aun Porn Moniroth
for later this month.

"We cannot tell you everything;
that was a request by the chair. But |
can say we looked into the draft and
found quite a number of issues that we
will raisewhen we meet with the minster
as we plan on the 24th of November,"
Mr. Chhay said.

"There was one common ground
that we all seemed to agree on: that we
need more documents to alow us to
have the data to raise [issues| with the
government, including on the revenue
aswell as the expenditure,” he said.

The CPP government late last
month released its broad proposals for
spending and revenue across each min-
istry, but the CNRP has been pushing
for more detailed breakdowns that
would allow those outside the govern-
ment to better evaluate the budget.

The CPP's Cheam Yeap, chairman
of the finance commission, could not
be reached for comment. Mr. Yeap has
in recent years served as a de facto
CPP spokesman, but his personal assis-
tant Bul Lakim said Monday afternoon
that the long-serving lawmaker was no
longer available to media.

Council of Ministers spokes- man
Phay Siphan said he was unsure
whether the government would heed
Mr. Chhay's request to release more
comprehensive details about the $3.8
billion draft budget before it is sent to
the National Assembly.

"Well, | have no idea. | think Son
Chhay has a mandate to request more
details on that," Mr. Siphan said. "He
has the right to ask that to the Ministry
of Finance and Economics or he can
wait until a plenary session to ask a
guestion on it."

Mr. Chhay last week sent such a

minister, to request details about the
budget. But Mr. Chhay said on Sunday
that it was returned to him without any
response because he had identified
himself in the | etter asthe finance com-
mittee's deputy chairman without getting
Mr. Yeap's approval.

Finance Ministry secretary-genera
Hel Chamroeun declined to comment
Monday on whether his ministry would
release significantly more details about
the budget in the coming weeks.

"Everything is now in the hands of
parliament, so no information has been
released publicly yet as it's at the dis-
cussion stage," Mr. Chamroeun said.
He added, however, that a seminar to
be held at the National Assembly next
Tuesday would be open to the public
and provide some more details about
the budget.

The CPP holds a mgjority in par-
liament, with 68 of the 123 Nationa
Assembly seats, and will be able to
pass the 2015 budget without contest.

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g Yet Another CNRP Official Arrested Over July

Violence

A prominent opposition CNRP
official with an outstanding court war-
rant for his aleged role in a July 15
clash a Freedom Park was arrested
while driving in Phnom Penh and sent
to prison Tuesday, police officias and

his lawyer said.

Meach Sovannara, who ran as a
CNRP candidate for Banteay M eanchey
provincein the July 2013 national elec-
tion, was arrested while in the back
seat of his car after police stopped it
aong Phnom Penh’s Norodom
Boulevard near the National Bank.

Video footage shows Mr. Sovannara,
a former Radio Free Asia journalist,
having his arrest warrant read to him
by a uniformed police officer before
walking to a nearby unmarked police
pickup truck with his arm around the
shoulder of a plain-clothed officer.

Phnom Penh deputy municipal
police chief Chuon Narin said police
executed the arrest in line with a war-
rant released by the municipa court.
“We implemented the court warrant to
bring him to court,” he said.

Mr. Sovannara’s lawyer, Chan
Chen, said Investigating Judge Keo
Mony, in court, ordered his client
imprisoned and denied him bail pend-
ing atrial for aslew of charges handed
down againgt him in July.

“After finishing the questioning

completely, the investigating judge
decided to detain my client at Prey Sar
prison as my client has been charged
with participating in an insurrection,
intentional violence and the act of
opposing public officias with violent
resistance,” Mr. Chen said.

“While being questioned, my
client denied the charges laid by the
prosecutor because al images and
video [of the protest] prove my client
was not involved in an insurrection,”
he added.

“The evidence shows that my
client was telling people to love
democracy and that they should act
non-violently, so that is not incitement
to hold an insurrection.”

Judge Mony declined to comment
on Mr. Sovannara’s case when reached
by telephone Tuesday afternoon.

The chargesagainst Mr. Sovannara
were handed down by the Phnom Penh
Municipa Court in July. He faces 7 to
15 years in prison if found guilty of
taking part in an insurrection.

The charges came as seven CNRP
lawmakers-elect were imprisoned over
similar charges of “leading an insurrec-
tion” after protesters fought back
againg the notorious Daun Penh digtrict
security guards, who had for months
brutally beat protesters trying to go
near Freedom Park.

At least two of the district security
guards were severely injured, with
some briefly admitted into intensive
care at hospital.

CNRP President Sam Rainsy
declined to comment on Mr. Sovannara's
arrest Tuesday and referred questions
to party spokesman Yim Sovann. Mr.
Sovann said that the opposition was
concerned the arrest had been made to
pressure it to yield in the stalled elec-
tion-reform talks.

“Of course, yes, it'saconcern. But
we would like to appeal to the CPP not

Lt. Gen. Chantharith said police
were still attempting to root out KNLF
members in the country. "We are still tar-
geting people and... searching to make
arrests," he said.

Contacted on Friday, Mr. Serey -who
has denied earlier police accusations that
hewasamember of the Tiger Head movement
but admitted to once being close friends
with its leader, Som Ek-said he was not
involved in the 2009 bomb plot, which he
said had been fabricated by the government.

"I would like to reject...that | am

behind the bomb plot in 2009. | have never
used any violence" Mr. Serey said by
email from Denmark, where he has been
living in self-imposed exile to avoid arrest
by Cambodian authorities.

Thirteen KNLF members were sen-
tenced to between five and nine years in
prison in April for plotting to overthrow
the government in what was widely seen
asapolitically motivated verdict based on
scant evidence.

more problems for the very good
environment of negotiations,” Mr.
Sovann said.

“We would like to negotiate under
agood environment, we do not want to
see problems occur again and again—
thisis theater that the CPP plays again
and again.”

The CPP and CNRP are presently
deadlocked in negotiations over the
qualifications that members of a
reformed National Election Committee
should have, and whether they should
be allowed to hold foreign citizenships.

The arrest of seven CNRP law-
makers-elect and an officid in July
came only a week before Mr. Rainsy
and Prime Minister Hun Sen suddenly
announced an end to the country’s
political deadlock and the CNRP's 10-
month boycott of their 55 National
Assembly seats.

In the month that followed the
July 22 deal, with the CNRP regjecting
the CPP' swording in adraft for a new
congtitutional chapter that was part of
the agreement, police arrested three
CNRP youth leaders in Phnom Penh.

The trio was released two weeks

after the CNRP folded to the CPP's
demands and entered the National
Assembly.

Mr. Sovannara joins Sum Puthy, a
CNRP member of the Chbar Ampov
district council who was arrested in
September over the same protest, as
one of two CNRP officias presently
being detained in Prey Sar prison.

Mr. Sovann said Tuesday that he
believed the ongoing talks between the
parties over the election law could still
go ahead even with the latest arrest of
Mr. Sovannara.

“Thiswill make negotiations diffi-
cult. However, we will try our best to
continue the negotiations peacefully,
and | believe my president, Sam
Rainsy, will cal the top leaders of the
CPP to try to solve the problem,” he
said.

Mr. Sovann said he believed nego-
tiations with the CPP would soon lead
to Mr. Sovannara' s release.

“The arrests have happened two
or three times before. The solution will
be very similar to before.”
