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A Panel Discussion on History and Legacy of
Cambodia’s 1991 Paris Peace Accords Will Be
Held at UMASS Lowell

On Saturday, October 27 - a panel
discussion on the history and legacy of
Cambodia’s 1991 Paris Peace Accords
will be held at O’Leary Library 222,
University of Massachusetts Lowell at
61 Wilder Street. It is scheduled from
Ipm - 2:30pm. It is free and open to
public.

This year marks the 26th anniver-
sary of an important event that affect-
ed Cambodia. Formally titled Agree-
ments on a Comprehensive Political
Settlement of the Cambodia Conflict,
the 1991 Paris Peace Accords launched
a process of cease-fire, peacekeep-
ing and rebuilding that stabilized the
country, but left deep wounds still un-
healed from the 1970s genocide and
decades of war. The Cambodian peace
process was one of the first of its scale
undertaken by the international com-
munity after the Cold War—and over
twenty seven years of work to imple-
ment it offers lessons for current and
future peacebuilding work, both in
Cambodia and worldwide.

The event will feature two speak-
ers below:

Retired General Chheang Mam
was former Vice-Chairman of the Joint
Chiefs of Staff of the Royal Cambodi-
an Armed Forces and Head of the De-

partment of International Relations of
the Cambodian Ministry of National
Defense. During the Cambodian peace
process.

A former member of the resistance
movement against the Khmer Rouge
and President of the Phnom Dangrek
Refugee Camp at the Thai-Cambodia
border, Ret. Gen. Mam now resides in
Lowell, MA.

Professor Sophal Ear, Ph.D., is
an Associate Professor of Diplomacy
& World Affairs at Occidental Col-
lege in Los Angeles where he teaches
international political economy, inter-
national development, international
security, and Asian security. Previ-
ously, he taught at the U.S. Naval
Postgraduate School and the Maxwell
School of Syracuse University. He has
consulted for the World Bank, was
Assistant Representative for UNDP in
East Timor, and served as Advisor to
Cambodia's first private equity fund
Leopard Capital. He is the author of
Aid Dependence in Cambodia: How
Foreign Assistance Undermines De-
mocracy (Columbia University Press)
and co-author of The Hungry Dragon:
How China’s Resources Quest is Re-
shaping the World (Routledge). A
graduate of Princeton and Berkeley,
he moved to the United States from
France as a Cambodian refugee at the
age of 10.

Providence Car Dealership
Owner and Employees with Allegedly
Collecting $150,000 in Illegal Fees

Providence, RI - Colonel Ann
C. Assumpico, Superintendent of the
Rhode Island State Police and Direc-
tor of the Department of Public Safety,
announced, on September 25th, that
three people have been arrested on
charges that they collected $150,610
in illegal fees from 31 customers at the
former Douglas Auto Sales car dealer-
ship in Providence.

Those arrested were:

Anthony J. Pate, age 73, of 100
Valerie Court, Cranston

Thomas A. Palangio, age 56, of
125 Midway Road, Apt. #108, Cran-
ston

Bruce W. Rogers, age 64, of 500
Warren Ave., East Providence

Mr. Pate is listed as the owner
of Douglas Auto Sales. Mr. Palangio,
who is listed as the owner of the prop-
erty, served as its general manager.
Mr. Rogers was an employee.

All three were charged with:

Obtaining money under false pre-
tenses ($150,610)

Submitting false documents to an
agent, employee or official

Providing false statements to
fraudulently obtain license or registra-
tion

Forgery

Conspiracy

Obstruction of justice

All three suspects were arrested
earlier today and processed at Rhode
Island State Police Headquarters. They
are scheduled for arraignment in Third
Division District Courtlater today.

The arrests stemmed from an in-
vestigation initially begun by mem-
bers of the Rhode Island Division of
Motor Vehicles Dealers’ License and
Regulations Office into the operations
and practices of Douglas Auto Sales at
702 Douglas Ave. in Providence. Their
findings were presented to the Motor
Vehicle Dealers License and Hearing
Board, which concluded that Doug-
las Auto Sales had allegedly violated
numerous rules and regulations gov-
erning motor vehicle dealerships. The
board fined the dealership $518,000
and revoked its license to operate on
July 11, 2018. The board also referred
the case to the Rhode Island State Po-

lice to determine whether there were
any criminal violations.

An investigation by members of
the Rhode Island State Police Auto
Theft and Insurance Fraud Unit found

that the three suspects allegedly pre-
sented false statements and documents
to obtain a dealers’ license.

It further found that Douglas
Auto Sales offered a program called
“Buy Here, Pay Here,” through which
consumers with poor credit could pur-
chase vehicles from Douglas Auto
Sales, which would provide financing
for the vehicle. Consumers would then
pay Douglas Auto Sales an agreed-up-
on amount of money each week until
the vehicle was paid off. However, in
addition to the agreed-upon sales price
for the vehicle, Douglas Auto Sales
also allegedly charged customers sev-
eral fees that they were not entitled to
collect, including:

A warranty fee for a warranty that
was already included in the cost of the
vehicle

An “insurance cap fee” (gap in-
surance) that they were not allowed
to charge because they do not have a
license to sell auto insurance

The dealership also allegedly
overcharged consumers for a “doc
fee” (document preparation fee) cov-
ering the cost of preparing documents
relating to the sale and registration of
the vehicles.

As a result of their investiga-
tion, members of the Auto Theft and
Insurance Fraud Unit determined that
Douglas Auto Sales allegedly charged
31 customers with a total of $150,619
in illegal fees in 2017, alone, and ob-
tained a warrant for all three suspects.

This investigation is continu-
ing. The Rhode Island State Police is
searching for other consumers who
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may have been impacted by the al-
leged illegal fees.
