LOWELL, MA-  Lowell National 
Historical Park is proud to share the an-
nouncement from the United States Mint 
on the selection of a design for the 2019 
Lowell National Historical Park quarter. 
The quarter will be the first to be minted 
in 2019 and the 46th overall in the United 
States Mint America the Beautiful Quar-
ters® Program.

The design selected depicts a female 
textile worker, one of Lowell’s “mill girls,” 
tending to a power loom in the weave 
room of one of Lowell’s cotton mills. 

Prominently featured is the large circular 
bobbin battery that kept the loom’s shuttle 
supplied with yarn. In the background, a 
view of the iconic Boott Cotton Mill clock 
tower and smokestack appears through the 
window. “Lowell” is inscribed across the 
top, with “Massachusetts,” “2019,” and 
“E Pluribus Unum” inscribed around the 
bottom.

The selection was made from among 
18 designs submitted by designers in the 
Mint’s Artistic Infusion Program. All of 
the designs were reviewed over the last 
year, and recommendations and preferred 
choices sent to the Mint from the Citizen 
Coinage Advisory Council, the Commis-
sion of Fine Arts, the Governor of Mas-
sachusetts, and Lowell National Historical 
Park. Based on the recommendations, the 
final design choice was approved by the 
United States Secretary of the Treasury. 

The Lowell quarter design was cre-
ated by stamp, coin, and medal artist Joel 
Iskowitz, who has worked with the Mint 
on over 50 coin designs, including three 
others in the America the Beautiful series. 
The design will be transformed into three 
dimensions by the work of sculptor-

The United States Mint Unveils the Design for the 
2019 Lowell National Historical Park Quarter

Long Beach CA - More than 

100 people gathered in north Long 
Beach to call for more city money 
dedicated to children and youth in 
Long Beach.

As part of the Invest In Youth 
Campaign led by Khmer Girls in 
Action (KGA), the event offered 
a platform for youth and residents 
to endorse the campaign and par-
ticipate in various call-to-action 
activities.

At the meeting, at the Ninth 
Council District field office, people 
first talked about the proposed Fis-
cal 2019 budget where Mayor Rob-
ert Garcia has proposed $200,000 
in one-time funding to support pro-
grams for youth wellbeing through 
a Participatory Budgeting process. 
With a goal to provide even more 
resources for youth, KGA is urg-
ing city leaders to increase the 
amount to $500,000. The hashtag, 
#500kForLBYouth, has been cre-
ated for this initiative.

One of the resources KGA 
is working towards is to create a 
Youth Center.

“My biggest focus is to advo-
cate for a youth development cen-
ter for organizations like KGA to 
help youth, so that they have a safe 

place to go and don’t struggle alone 
with their problems,” Alexis Chem, 
a KGA leader, said. “One day there 
will be this big place where youth 
can go to get help, find yourself 
and see what your life potentially 
can be. I would like to be a mentor 

at that center.”
In the meantime, KGA said the 

most immediate goal is to help se-
cure a youth fund.

According to a recent “Invest 
In Youth” survey, 83% of respon-
dents believe that community-
based youth development programs 
are the best way to support youth. 
Though survey results show that 
only 18% of respondents believe 
that increasing police presence in 
neighborhoods is the best way to 
make the community safer, much 

more money is spent on police 
enforcement compared to youth 
development. Currently, the city 
spends $170 per youth on positive 
youth development compared to 
$10,514 per youth arrest.

Seven out of 10 respondents 

supported greater public funding 
for youth programs, with the top 
funding priority going towards 
supplemental academic programs 
followed by job training and youth 
leadership/development. The sur-
vey included responses from 757 
Long Beach residents from all nine 
City Council districts.

According to the U.S. Census 
Bureau, youth (ages 0-19) make up 
approximately 27% (127,000) of 
the 469,793 people living in Long 
Beach. With youth accounting for a 

quarter of the population, it seems 
fitting that budget priorities should 
include youth voices, speakers 
said.

"There is a disconnect from 
what our community sees as budget 
priorities and what our city invests 
in,” Chelsea Chhem said. “We be-
lieve our elected officials should 
respond and make the changes 
needed so that our city spending 
shows that youth matter!

“This is an important moment 
in the budget cycle to include youth 
voices. That’s why we are hosting 
the Young People’s Budget Hear-
ing.”

In a call to action, residents are 
encouraged to call elected officials 
in their district to talk about the 
importance of the youth fund and 
call for an increase the one-time 
seed money of $200,000 to at least 
$500,000. Residents can also advo-
cate for more youth-friendly deci-
sion processes that include youth 
voices in the city’s budget.

The Youth Budget hearing 
was cosponsored by Ninth District 
Councilman Rex Richardson. KGA 
youth leaders Breana Syakhasone, 
15, and Emily Chan, 15, hosted the event.

Richardson, as well as repre-
sentatives from Congressman Alan 
Lowenthal’s office and the Long 
Beach Office of Equity were there 
as well.

engraver Phebe Hemphill, a Mint 
sculptor credited with sculpting many 
commemorative medals, presidential dol-
lar coins, and seven designs in the America 
the Beautiful quarter series.

“The park is very pleased with the 
selection of the design,” according to 

park ranger David Byers, Lowell National 
Historical Park’s liaison with the United 
States Mint for the quarter program. “This 
design weaves together the key elements 
of the human story of the industrial rev-

olution and its legacies, innovations in 
technology, and the preservation of the in-
dustrial cityscape. In a very compact way, 
the design conveys a broad range of Low-
ell’s historic stories.”

“The worker highlights the impor-
tance of Lowell’s female workforce, and 
the scene conveys a sense of the inten-
sity of factory work. The circular part of 
the loom, the Northrop automatic bobbin 
changer, was one of the great innovations 
in machine technology that changed the 
experience of textile factory work in the 
early 20th century. Visitors to the park 
today can see the bobbin batteries on the 
working looms at the Boott Cotton Mills 
Museum. In the background of the design, 
the chimney suggests the changing source 
of industrial power from waterwheels and 
turbines to steam engines, and the clock 
and bell tower of the Boott Mill through 
the window reminds of the shift from pre-
industrial time based on the rhythms of the 
natural world to the “on the clock” time of 
the industrial revolution.”

The designs for all five of the 2019 
quarters, including the Lowell quarter, 
were unveiled Tuesday, August 14, 2018,
