2018 Election Overview

Tuesday, November 6, 2018 is Election Day across America. It is called the 
“midterm election” because it comes in the middle of the four year-long Presi-
dential election term. All seats in the U.S. House of Representatives will be on 
the ballot along with one-third of all U.S. Senators. Many state offices are also 
on the ballot.

1-In Massachusetts, U.S. Senator Elizabeth Warren is running for re-elec-

tion. Warren is a Democrat. She is being challenged by Republican Geoff Diehl 
and Independent Shiva Ayyadurai. 

The 3rd Congressional District which includes Lowell is an “open seat” 
since incumbent Niki Tsongas is not running for re-election. The three people 
running for the seat are Democrat Lori Trahan, Republican Rick Green and In-
dependent Michael Mullen. 

2-For statewide offices, Governor Charlie Baker and Lieutenant Governor 
Karen Polito, both Republicans, are being challenged by Democrats Jay Gonza-

lez and Quentin Palfrey. 
Attorney General Maura Healey (Democrat) is being challenged by Repub-

lican James McMahon. Secretary of State William Galvin (Democrat) is being 
challenged by Republican Anthony Amore and by Juan Sanchez of the Green-
Rainbow Party. 

Treasurer Deborah Goldber g (Democrat) is being challenged by Republi-

can Keiko Orrall and by Jamie Guerin of the Green-Rainbow Party. 
State Auditor Suzanne Bump (Democrat) is being challenged by Helen Brady 

(Republican), Daniel Fishman (Libertarian) and Edward Stamas (Green-Rain-
bow). 

3-In the State Legislature, two candidates, Democrat Ed Kennedy and Re-
publican John MacDonald are running to replace Eileen Donoghue in the State 
Senate. (Donoghue resigned when she became Lowell City Manager.                

None of the three State Representatives in Lowell, Tom Golden, David Nan-
gle or Rady Mom, has an opponent in this election.

4-In other offices on the ballot, Register of Deeds Richard Howe (Demo-
crat) is being challenged by Karen Cassella (unenrolled). 

Neither District Attorney Marian Ryan nor Clerk of Courts Michael Sulli-
van have opponents.
