There are nine congressional
district seats in Massachusetts.
Three congressional districts are
where the large Cambodian com-
munities live. They are 3rd, 5th and
6th congressional districts which
include in Middlesex and Essex
Counties.

The nation’s second largest
Cambodian population lives in
Lowell, Massachusetts. It belongs
in the 3rd congressional district,
Middlesex County and is repre-
sented Congresswoman Niki Tson-
gas since 2013. In 2017, Tsongas
announced that would not seek
another term in 2018 election.
Lori Trahan was elected on No-
vember 6th. Trahan received 62%

(171,363) of the votes. Rick Green,
a GOP candidate, received 33.5%
of the votes (92,753).

eastern Massachusetts. It includes
the city of Revere where another
Cambodian community lives and
works. The district is represented
by Kathrine Clark since 2013 when
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she won the special election for the
U.S. House of Representatives to
succeed Ed Markey.

She received 75.8%
of the votes (232,752) and her op-

challenger Joseph Schneider has
31.4% (104,379) votes.

Rhode Island midterm election re-
sults in 2018 remained blue. Incumbent
Governor Gina Raimondo re-elected
for the second term. Raimondo received
52.6% (196,977) votes and defeated a
prominent Asian American Republican
candidate Allan W. Fung who came short
at 37.2% (139,276) votes. Daniel J. Mc-
Kee (DEM) also retained the Lt. Gover-
nor post at 61.8% (225,266) votes and
his challenger Paul Pence (REP) received
29.1%, (106,008) votes.

There is no change in the Congress
from Rhode Island. Senator Sheldon
Whitehouse (DEM) won the majority at
61.4% (228,679) votes and defeated his
Republican chal-lenger Robert G. Glan-
ders, Jr who’s received 38.4% (143,711)
votes.

There are two U.S. House of Repre-
sentative in Rhode Island. They are from
district 1 and district 2. District 1 re-elect-
ed David N. Cicilline (DEM) 66.7% the
of votes; Patrick J. Donovan (REP) has
33.1% of the votes. Congressman James.
R. Langevin also re-elected by his district
by a high margin at 63.4% of the votes
and the Republican candi-date Salvator G.
