The Barr-Klarman Massachusetts Arts

Initiative Awarded $25 Million In 29 Arts
And Cultural Organizations

The Barr-Klarman Massachusetts
Arts Initiative recently announced a
$25 million investment in 29 arts and
cultural organizations from across
Massachusetts to help strengthening
the artistic programming that engages
diverse artists and audiences.

Amongst the grant recipients,
Lowell’s Merrimack Repertor Theatre
has received $450,000 —making it
the largest foundation grant in the the-
atre’s 40 years history.

To better understand how this
foundation grant will play a role in our
art and theater community, we asked
Bonnie Butkas, the Executive Direc-
tor of the MRT a couple questions and
here are her responses:

Bonnie Butkas

How is MRT making the theater
more relevant to our readers?

Bonnie: MRT continues to pro-
duce work that reflects the diversity
of our community in casting, content,
and staffing. For example, last year we
produced Vichet Chum’s one-person
show about his experience as a Cam-
bodian American. This year Vichet re-
turns to our stage in two plays: Miss
Bennet: Christmas at Pemberley and
The Haunted Life. We believe that it’s
profoundly impactful for people to
see themselves on our stages, on our
staff, and creating the plays you see at
Liberty Hall. In our adaptation of The
Haunted Life by Jack Kerouac, the
characters struggle with war, racism,
immigration, the struggle to move
from between classes, and the hope
of reconciliation between generations.
Set in the 1940s, these themes are still
relevant today.

With the Barr-Klarman foundation

grant, in what ways MRT will able to
engage in the diversity of the audience
and programs?

Bonnie: The Barr Klarman Mas-
sachusetts Arts Initiative grant will en-
able MRT to become more financially
stable and give us the tools and re-
sources to focus on our goals of great-
er Equity, Diversity and Inclusion and
our mission of producing new plays.
This funding, the consulting services
that come with it, and our new stra-
tegic plan, will help us build a solid
plan to make our work relevant and
accessible to our entire regional com-
