SEPT. 6, 2018 — The year 2030 
marks an important demographic turn-
ing point in U.S. history according to 
the U.S. Census Bureau’s 2017 Na-
tional Population Projections. By 
2030, all baby boomers will be older 
than age 65. This will expand the size 
of the older population so that 1 in ev-
ery 5 residents will be retirement age.

“The aging of baby boomers 

means that within just a couple de-
cades, older people are projected to 
outnumber children for the first time 

in U.S. history,” said Jonathan Vespa, 
a demographer with the U.S. Census 
Bureau. “By 2035, there will be 78.0 
million people 65 years and older 
compared to 76.7 million (previously 
76.4 million) under the age of 18.”

The 2030s are projected to be a 
transformative decade for the U.S. 
population. The population is expect-
ed to grow at a slower pace, age con-
siderably and become more racially 
and ethnically diverse.  Net interna-
tional migration is projected to over-
take natural increase in 2030 as the 
primary driver of population growth 
in the United States, another demo-
graphic first for the United States.

Although births are projected to 
be nearly four times larger than the 
level of net international migration in 
coming decades, a rising number of 
deaths will increasingly offset how 

much births are able to contribute to 
population growth. Between 2020 and 
2050, the number of deaths is project-
ed to rise substantially as the popula-
tion ages and a significant share of the 

population, the baby boomers, age 
into older adulthood. As a result, the 
population will naturally grow very 

slowly, leaving net interna-
tional migration to over-
take natural increase as 
the leading cause of pop-
ulation growth, even as 
projected levels of mi-
gration remain relatively 
constant.

Other highlights:

Population Growth

By 2060, the United 
States is projected to 
grow by 79 million (pre-
viously 78 million) peo-
ple, from about 326 mil-
lion today to 404 million. 

The population is project-
ed to cross the 400-million threshold 
in 2058.

 In coming years, the rate at 
which the U.S. population grows is 
expected to slow down. The popula-
tion is projected to grow by an average 
of 2.3 million people per year until 
2030. But that number is expected to 
decline to an average of 1.9 million 
(previously 1.8 million) per year be-
tween 2030 and 2040, and continue 
falling to 1.6 million (previously 1.5 
million) per year from 2040 to 2060.

Aging
As the population ages, the ratio 

of older adults to working-age adults, 
also known as the old-age dependency 
ratio, is projected to rise. By 2020, 
there will be about three-and-a-half 
working-age adults for every retire-

ment-age person. By 2060, that ratio 
will fall to just two-and-a-half work-
ing-age adults for every retirement-
age person.

The median age of the U.S. popu-
lation is expected to grow from age 38 
today to age 43 by 2060.

actor/playwright Vichet Chum 
with one of the lead roles. He plays 
English Lord Arthur de Bourgh, a 
wealthy scholar who longs for a per-
fect wife and love. 

Unlike many Hollywood films 

which often include an Asian Ameri-
can character in a minor, stereotyped 
role, the Merrimack Repertory The-
atre put Vichet Chum at center stage 
and he once again won the admiration 
of the audience as he did in last year’s 
“Knyum” a story of discovering his 
own roots — a one man show he wrote 
and starred in.

This play features a Christmas 
celebration at Pemberley, Mr. Darcy’s 
residence. All four daughters of Mr. 
Bennet gather to celebrate Christmas 
and the visit of the wealthy English 
Lord Arthur De Bough (Vichet Chum). 
The story focuses on the importance 
of marrying well but also of marrying 
for love which is what Lord de Bourgh 
does when he falls in love with Miss 
Bennet who shared his passion for 
learning.

My natural curiosity had me won-
dering after the show about casting 
Vichet Chum as a prime character in 
this play? So I reached out Sean Dan-
iel, the Artistic Director of the MRT 
who explained: 

“It’s part of the New MRT to be 
dedicated to reflecting the community 

we live with on stage. Lowell is a pro-
gressive city of the future and you 
should see that when you attend the 
theater. But it’s easy with Vichet,” 
Sean adds “as he’s just the best actor 
for the role. We looked at lots of peo-
ple and none had the comedic chops 
with the heart that he does”.

I couldn’t agree more with Sean. 
Vichet merited this role, not only be-
cause he’s Cambodian American, but 
because he is an extraordinary actor 
himself. In 2018, was the Princess 
Grace Award recipient in Playwriting. 
He is also a proud graduate of the Uni-
versity of Evansville (BFA) and Brown 
University/Trinity Repertory Compa-
ny (MFA).

I asked Sean what it was like to 
work with Vichet in this play which is 
based on a classical novel with all 
white characters. 

Sean pointed out that “Bingley 
[another major character] is played by 
an Indian actor - and once again, it’s 
just because I find few actors in the 

world funnier than Shawn!”. 
He added “I do know that often, 

at most other theaters, these actors 
aren’t given the types of roles that

usually go to white men, but MRT 
is working to be a leader in equity, di-
versity and inclusion and all of that 

starts with who we put on our stage.”
I commend Sean Daniels and his 

entire team at the Merrimack Reper-
tory Theatre for their commitment  to 

presenting excellent plays with diverse 
casts. To do so with a very complex, 
classic piece of work like Jane Aus-

ten’s Pride and Prejudice is 
great evidence that the 
MRT succeeds with this 
approach. They have dem-
onstrated that you can have 
equity,diversity and inclu-
sion without diminishing 
the quality of the theatre.

Miss Bennet: Christ-
mas at Pemberley is a won-
derful romantic comedy 
with colorful holiday cos-
tumes and outrageously 
funny situations. The 2.5 
hour play will fill your 

heart with holiday joy and 
your head with admiration 
for the loveliness of the 
characters who were flaw-

less in their performances and the tal-
ent of the diverse cast.

Two years ago, Frances DeSal-

vio, a former Miss New Jersey turned 
empty nester, was looking to fulfill a 

dream. She hopped into her little red 

Mini Cooper and headed to the Mid-
dlesex Community College admis-
sions office, hoping it wasn’t too late. 

Last May, DeSalvio graduated 
with an associate degree in Liberal 
Arts & Sciences and checked off a 

long-coveted accomplishment: Earn-
ing a college degree. 

“I feel very much complete, much 
more of a whole person than I was be-
fore, and I have Middlesex to thank 
for that,” said the Lexington resident. 
“Having an education, any kind of 
education – a trade, a skill, a course of 
study – completes a person in a certain 
way.”

DeSalvio’s path to college was 
not traditional. Her education was de-
toured by the bright lights and excite-
ment of Atlantic City, N.J., at its peak. 
She enjoyed a whirlwind career as a 
beauty pageant winner and model, and 
then decades as a doting mom. 

In the summer of 1978, as the 
first casinos were opening in Atlantic 

City, DeSalvio (then Francine Knapp), 
had graduated from high school, but 

was unsure of her future. “My parents 
didn’t have the resources to send me 
to college,” she said. “Financial aid 
wasn’t as accessible then, and my par-
ents didn’t know how to navigate the 
system.” 

She landed a job with Resorts 
International, the first casino on the 

East Coast, working as a hostess, and 
performing in reviews and shows. In 
1981, DeSalvio was crowned Miss 
Atlantic City. In December 1984, she 
beat out 93 other contestants to be-
come Miss New Jersey 1985. 

That fall, she headed to Asia for 
a six-week tour of Taiwan, Tokyo and 
Bangkok with Catalina swimwear. 
When she returned home, DeSalvio 
received a phone call from a casino 
executive asking her out on a blind 
date. Six weeks later, Francine Knapp 
and Bob DeSalvio were engaged. They 
married in September 1986. 

The DeSalvios had four children 
and Frances assumed the role of stay-
at-home mom. Four years ago, her 
husband took a job as president of the 
Wynn Boston Harbor Casino (now 
the Encore Boston Harbor, under con-
struction in Everett), and the couple 
moved to Lexington. 

With her children grown, DeSal-
vio had the time and resources to fo-
cus on her education. After taking a 
couple of summer courses at MCC, 
she was feeling comfortable and con-
fident enough to sign up for five class-
es in fall 2016.

“Then I had a meltdown.” All the 
technology her professors were utiliz-
ing in class was too much. DeSalvio 
was ready to dropout. But her Eng-
lish professor, Louisa Saladino-Kuhl, 
wouldn’t hear of it.  “She told me, 
‘As long as you put in the work, I’ll 
help you with the technology,’ and she 
did.” 

This fall, DeSalvio headed to 
Cambridge College in Boston to con-
tinue her education and study psy-
chology. “My husband recently asked 
me, ‘What is going on here? I’m 62, 
you’re 58, I’m getting ready to finish. 

Are you going to go to work now?’ 

“I told him I’m not really sure,” 
said DeSalvio. “I’m going to listen, be 
open-minded and always look to the 
future.”
