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40th Year Anniversary: Remembering The Fall
Of Khmer Rough Reglme J January 7 1979

Stepping into 2019, I like to re-
mind our readers of some important
benchmark in Cambodian history. It
is a year for all the Cambodian people
around the world to pause and observe
the 40th anniversary of the fall of the
Khmer Rouge in Cambodia, a regime
that killed nearly a quarter of its own
population between 1975 and 1979
through execution, starvation, and dis-
ease in labor camps. That dark history
period led many Cambodian people to
flee the country and live where they
are today. On January 7, 1979, in the
wake of the fall of the Khmer Rouge
regime, hundreds of thousands of peo-
ple fled to Thailand’s borders to seek
refuge in any Western country that
would take them. Many ended up in
France, United States, Australia, New
Zealand and Canada.

As a result of this migration, in
1980 when the United State Census
counted the Cambodians for the first
time, there were 16,044 Cambodian

people in the United States, half of
whom had been admitted as refugees.

The Refugee Act of 1980 allowed
many more Cambodians to be admit-
ted to the United States and the migra-
tion increased sharply to 149,049 over
the next decade. By 2010, the census
found 276,667 people of Cambo-
dian descent are living in the United
States.

In Massachusetts, the same Cen-
sus showed 25,387 Cambodian resi-
dents, the second largest concentration
in America after California.

Similar to Vietnamese or Jewish
people who fled their homes unexpect-
edly because of fear of execution, the
Cambodians came with a backpack on
their shoulders with little or no clothes
and no money with which to start their
new lives in America. However, unlike
members of many other ethnic groups
who migrated to the U.S. with existing
communities here to help them settle
and transition to the American way of
life, the Cambodian migrants were all
new arrivals who arrived here at the
same time. They had little to no re

Acting Inspector General of
Social Security, Gale Stallworth
Stone, is warning citizens about
phone call scams in which imper-
sonators are copying SSA’s 1-800
number so that it appears as a legiti-
mate call on a caller-ID screen.

selves as SSA employees, request a person’s Social Security number and
threaten to terminate the person’s benefits. If you receive a call like this,
do NOT provide any personal information. Instead report this scheme by
calling 1-800-269-0271 or visit the SSA Office of Inspector General web-
site, https://oig.ssa.gov/report.

W-2 and Tax Aid Scams
