signed to help Student Officers devel-
op self esteem and self confidence,
work within a team, and build leader-

ship skills. The Academy also includes
physical training and health classes,
stressing the importance of an active
lifestyle and nutritious diet in main-
taining health. School Resource Offi-
cers and Youth Counselors (most of
whom are high school students who
graduated the Student Police Academy
themselves) will act as positive role
models and mentors for Student Offi-
cers.

In the last 15 years, over 3,200
students have graduated from the
Lowell Student Police Academy.
These students have carried the confi-
dence, discipline, and leadership skills
they learned in the Academy over to
their academic and extracurricular
pursuits. They also feel more equipped
to deal with peer pressure and bully-
ing and are more comfortable interact-
ing with authority figures such as po-
lice officers and teachers.

people in Lowell, Boston, and
Manchester, NH. The organization’s
century of service will be celebrated in
the city where it all began. As part of
the centennial celebration, IINE invit-
ed the greater Lowell community to
help identify 100 of the most admira-
ble leaders from Lowell’s immigrant
community who have made achieve-
ments in their fields, as well as locally-
born Lowellians who have supported
immigrants and immigrant issues.
The Honoree List represents 35
different countries, many generations,

and dozens of industry sec-
tors.

Twelve  Cambodian
Americans are to be recog-
nized with their fellow hon-
orees during the Lowell 100
Celebration including some
non-profit leaders, entre-
preneur, faith leader, as well
as individuals who made contribution
to community services. Their names
are as followed in alphabetically or-
der: Ani Vong, Owner of Humanity
Boutique; Dahvy Tran Pech, Execu-
tive Director of the Angkor Dance
Troupe, Kowith Kret & Niem Naykret,
Michael Ben Ho, Venerable Sao Khon
Dhammathero, Sovanna Pouv, Execu-
tive Director of Cambodian Mutual
Association, Tem Chea; Tim Chan
Thou, founder of Angkor Dance
Troupe; Tooch Van, Vanna Howard,
former Regional Director for Con-
gresswoman Niki Tsongas and Yary
Livan, Cambodian Traditional Cera-
mist.

“To my knowledge, no attempt

has ever been made to honor 100 Low-
ellians in this fashion,” Dr. Robert
Forrant said. He is a professor in the
History department at the University
of Massachusetts Lowell, and a local
history expert helping IINE delve into
its own archives and others to present
a topical examination of the legacy of
immigration in Lowell.

“In such an inclusive way, to re-
view the city's history and come up
with an honor roll of 100 immigrants
and refugees who have helped to vital-
ize the city is a big undertaking,” he

said. “But one worthy of the
impact the honorees will
have made on the city.”

A group of women
from Lowell and the sur-
rounding area founded the
International Institute of
New England (IINE) in
1918. They banded together
in response to rising nationalism in the
USA following WWI. Originally, INE
welcomed refugees who arrived by
boat and helped them with housing,
employment, and language training.
Today, much of that same work con-
tinues, but with a modern slant on ser-
vices. IINE staff greet new arrivals at
the airport, secure their housing with
local landlords, and set them on a fast-
paced 90 day route to self-sufficiency.
Immigrants who are not refugees par-
ticipate in IINE’s English for Speakers
of Other Languages (ESOL) classes,
job-training programs, and legal ser-
vices.
